A Valuable Isvsniios.— George E. Har-

ber, of this city, has invented a self-regulat-
ing printer's lamp, which, it is believed by
those who have examined it and seen itin
operation at the case, will in time largely
supersede gaa in printing cftbes, ifnot for
lighting stores ami many other public places.
Toe difficulty of using coal oillight at print-
ers' cases has heretofore been that the bowl
of the lamp suspended over the case produced
a shadow, which left Borne of the type boxes
withleas tight than other?, and the lamp was
ala> itself in the way of type getting and in-
convenient. This is entirely overcome by the
invention of Mr. Hsrher, and a stronger,
steadier light produced thin that of ga», aod
even more convenient, as itmay he raised or
lowered at will,being attached to the ordi-
nary gas p'pi depending from the ceiling by•rod within the pip?, and held at any desired
bight by DIMM of a thumbscrew. Any
sizai burner may be used with the lamp, and
these are screwed into a small receptacle at
the end of tieciosab^r or tube which conveys
the oil from a central horizontal barrel or
tank, something in the manner of the Her-
mw student lamp, but not upon 'h :same
si;Inn principle. There is nothing in the
lamp to get out of order. Its construction is
exceedingly simple, and it appears to com-
bine the extreme of durability as well as
eoonnwy for the result* attained. One has
bsen la successful opera' ion in the composing
rooms of the Record-Union for some weeks
past, and the inventor gosn to San Francisco
to-day to put samples inoperation for test in
that city. Acaveat has be«a filed upon the
invention by Mr.Harber, and a patent will
soon be applied for.

(39,690, The taxes delinquent this year are
leas inamouut than for many years.

bliudnegro, on a warrant charging the negro
with disturbing the peace. The man is a
well-known character in this city, having
been recently engaged inaeliins qnasm-wood
caps on the street corners, to be used for me-
dicinal purposes. Hjha* been located in the
Capitol building since the Legislature met.
He lives on L street, between Sixth and
Seventh, ina house owned by William Neid-
hardt. Hi*landlord swore to the complaint
yesterday on which the warrant was issued.
The wife-beating has been of frequent occur-
rence, and Chief Karcher, by request, noti-
fiedhim pome time ago that he would be ar-
rested if it was continued. The woman
could be induced to make no complaint,
probably through fear of her lord
and master. When arrested Lindaey was
very indignant that any one should interfere
withhis domestic affairs. He said he »a.. a
citizen of the United States and a resident
of Sacramento, and that it was against the
Constitution of the United States to inter-
fere inhis family affaire. After reaching the
station-house he began to argue the question,
and ittook three men to take him to a call.
The proof of the crime alleged is abundant,
and this morning Judge Henry/ will pass
upon the "constitutionality" of thequestion.
Some time ago Lindney was sent from this
county to the State Prison fot a term of two
years for an attempt to commit rape. At
that time he was not blind. Some time after
his release from prison, and about a year ago,
he was married.

Here and Elsewhere.— The pohr wave
predicted by the Signal Service Officer came
witha vengeance yesterday, and accompanied
by a high wind. The sun shone brightly all
day, and the thermometer reached at one time
as high as 42°, but a large portion of the day
it was below freezing. At 12 o'clock last
nigbt the wind was still blowing, bat with a
reduced velocity. Of the weather elsewhere
Sergeant Barwick says : A high barometer,
with westerly winds, and generally clear and
cold weather, prevailed along the Pacitic
slops List night at 8 o'clock. The temperature
at that hunr was aa follows: Olympia, 23° ;
Portland, 18C ;Rosebnrg, 23° ;Red Bluff, 30°;
Sacramento, 32° ; San Francisco, 41"; Vi-
salia, 33° ;Lob Angeles, 41° ;and San Diego,
49°. At12 m. yesterday the temperature at
Salt Like wag15° ; Denver, 10° below zero ;
Nwrth Piatte, '.*" below zero ;Omaha, zero ;
and YanktoD, D. T.. S° below zsro. The
weather was cloudy at Salt Lake and Den-
ver, with light suow at North Piatte, Omaha
and Yankton.

Another from Yolo.—Yesterday forenoon
twodenizens of lower Lstreet, named Alice
Booth and Hattie Holmes, were arrested on a
charge of embezzlement, preferred by a man

named Divis. He hails from Yolo county,
being a resident of Davisville, and an engi-
neer by profession.

HOW GOODS ARE SOLD BY TEE COUNTRY

OEDER METHODS.

Some Account of Country Orders— The
Strange Eablta of Some Customers— \u25a0

There can be no guccess'ul business carried on

except systematized methods are observed. While
system willnot in itself iosire succjfs, the converse

is true that success willbring with it, or rather
must be accompanied by,regular method*. The more
muitifirious the transactions, the larger ihe volume
of trade, the greater the uec.stity forii*idadherence
to that system which experience has tested and

proven to be the best adapted to tie needs of
the pursuit. It follows almost Ma cerlaiuty that
where you find the enforcement of exact method*,

there is a flourishing business ;for as thrift inbusi- <

Less l9 the result of economic management and the
observance of the laws of trade, wherever it is

manifest you may be sure that ihcr;has been fit!;

lowed the first law of all, and that is the observance
of correct methods. We can no moie expect

FIGS FROM A THISTLE BUSH,

Than success and gain fromimprovidence, confusion
and disorder. Ifone looks about this city for the
examples that may b» expected of the operation of
these laws, it willbe found inmany a business house,
and it must be admitted, there will ba found
some examples of the non-observance also. Itmay
be stated with honest pride, however, that in the
majority uf cases in Sacramento there ia the ob-
servance of the must approved systematized methods
in the conduct of business, and to tint, is due in a
large degree the success that ba] attended trade
here, and has advanced the commercial importance
of the city, and this is said beciuse the people have
reco,'iiiz.'rl the regular methods of the merchants of
Sacramento, and the results flowing therefrom, and
hare been attracted by them to extend their patron

a<c to the traders of this market. Men, the world
over, recognize, admire and respect order, prompt-
ness, neatnecs, and all the beneficial results that
flow from disciplinary methods. As an exemplifica-
tion of this, witness inone of its simplest manifesta-
tions the attractiveness there is for a 1 men in the
orderly and re,fuiar movement of a large body of
troops, aid inthe methodical and symmetrical dis-
posal of men ia the ranks of an army.

A STRIKING KXAMI'Li;

0' the results of correct systems in business, and
the strict obsei vanes of business methods, is found
in b hat is known as the country order business of
Sacramento. Inno city of like importance in the
country is that system carried out with so near an
approach toperfection ;and in no house of the iity,
probably, is it profited by more folly than in the
Mechanics' Store, conducted by Messrs. Weinstock &
Lubiu. . At the time that firm engaged in trade
here, the country order business was comparatively
unknown, whereas at this time itis one of the lead-
ing business interests of the city, aud is engaged in
by a large number of houses, but by rone to the
extent shown by the business of that firm. It
there should be any doubt on that point a visit to
the establishment, and by the reporter or the
stranger, to the Country Order Department will
completely dispel it. Itmay be here stated that

Itwillbeof interest somewhat
briefly to glance at the methods by which these
results have been accomplished, and which have
brought the country order business toits present
high state ef prosperity, and makes itgo large an
item in the aggregate of the business ol Sacramento
Inthe first place, by country order business is meant

that system by which people living at a distance
from any given center of trade may, through the
cheapest and most convenient avenues, order any
given article or nuinbei of articles from the trader
at the business center wi bout the intervention
of the middle-man, commission merchant or pur
chasing agent Itis obvious that it this can be ac
complished at the minimum of expense, and so as
to secure to the purchaser tha same advantages
he would enjoy ifbuying inperson, and enable him

TO PUBCHASK IN AST QUANTITY,

From a ten-cent value to one amounting to hundreds
of dollars, with precisely '.he name care exercised in
his behalf in the one case as in the other— then the
system is n.his great beuetit. It enables him to
save the expense of frtquent, or even of any trips
to the market ;it conveys to him bis goods as
needed, and reduce? tbu necessity for large expendi-
ture at one time ;he receives the articles he cUsires
hy the speediest and most economical means of
transportation ;and lastly, but by no means least
in this catalogue of benefits, itbreaks up the natu i

ral tendency to run accoun's ami become involved
'

in debt, than which no greater misfortune can befall
a family. But there is a collateral benefit to the
buyer, which is indicated in the opening sentences
of this article. Ifhe can be brought to a fullappre-
ciation if it, the entire and full purpose of this
article willhave beeu accomplished. It settles the
buyer, after a short experience, into a system of
doing business that is of inestimable benefit to him,
and which uflects itself in his home affairs, hi-t
family,and in his local transactions with fait neigh,
bois. The buyer is brought into direct and often
severe contact with this system, and he soon Icarus
how correct commercial men conduct business.

wb» could not realize that there were auy other
buyers in the world to attend to but him ; who
forgot that the merchant did not know just his
desires, tastes :.ml wishes without their being set
forth. All such have verysoon come to a fullreal-
ization of the necessity, virtue and usefulness of
brevity, clearmss, precision, acd all other pre-
requisitieg to a well-ordered business transaction.
9 lienaman becomes a good, courteous aud reliable
buyer, one half of hit business education is accom-
plished, and the benefits he receives must cor-
respondingly be tifitcted ivhis heme and personal

IT WOULD BE EXCEEDISOLT INTERESTING

To go into an elaborate description of tLemethods
by which Weinstock & Lubin carry on a country

order trade, through the express and mail line?, with
hundreds of customers daily, with the minimum of
annoyance, mistake and logs of time ;but it would
take icore space than caii be given. Itinvolvesone
of the most intricate, and yet one of the most har-
monious systems v! business known. It is the
result the visitor learns, net of observation in other
markets alone, but of their own experience, and

'Istands forth as au invention of their own.

: In the hole store are employed from 150 to 160
people, of which jthe Country Order Department
require* from 35 to40, and itmay here be remarked,
parenthetically, that a large number of these are

women and young girls, and not a small nuiiber are

lads »lv are being educated to correct business
habits, and inducted into a business rynuzn that
must j?o far toward the molding of all their after
lives.

THROUGH IT THERE IB SCARCELY AST DIMASD

Which the distant barer can make that tbi-i house
cannot fill,aud withmore e ireand better judgment
in the majority ofcases than can the buyer himself.
This is much tosay; bat its truth willbe realized
when itis lemembered that a skilled and thoroughly
informed buyer cm do better in the markets of the
day than can the casual purchaser. The bouse
though carrying the largest varied st' ck of goods
upon the Pkcidc Elope, in such a system must, of
course, be frequently called upon to fillorders for
goods th» it does not, as a regular thing, curry in
stock; but itnils them allnevertheless, and to do
so his established relations with all the leading
establishments in every reputable line of trade in
Sacramento and San Francisco, and keeps selectors
coiistai.t'y in the market to supply just such de-
mands, from the matching of a shade «l zephyr to
the forwarding of a thresher. The system in this
rcsptc*. therefore, his deve'oped into apurchasing
agency, but shorn of all the expenses that attach to
an independent system of that character.

Letus, fora moment, consider the general methods
by which the Country Order business is conducted.
There are fifteen distinct general departments in the
establishment. An ord.r arriving may contain re.
quests f ,>r goods it:ineach one < fthese departments.
On its receipt, it joes iutoastcti n of the depart-
ment «h!ch is de-voted whollyto the recording and
proper i^vntidc&tion al the order, and the entering
of the first steps in the history of the transaction,
one of which is to girt it a letter and number by
*k:chitis ever after identified. The money sent is
ti.e.i cnttrsl and c.rried into the cash ru of the
store, bl. ok keepers whose exclusive business it
is todo so The Older then passes toa department
in which the demands are segregated and dis-
tributed to the different supply departments, and
order sheets for each are made out; bu' as to the
exact and elaboiate detail by whi.-h this is accom-
plished, and tie peculiar cipher system through
which time—an important factor in this business
is economized, itis not necessary to refer in detail.
Suffice itto say, that itcalls to its work a number of
skilled persons, and

RESULTS IN THE MOST RAPID EXECUTION

That is known in all the history of order-filling.
While the order is on its road to the go:ds' depart-
ments, the money that accompanied it ia being
identified, sefrc gated and its history and character
being recorded, ami the account with the purchaser
fujly and thoroughly ( p»ned, not only upon the
books of the depirtmeut, but up.in the ledgers of
the firmin the general otfi;e. Inthe mean time, as
the order' travels itia accumul tinghistory upon a
sheet that accompanies it. and ob which every

transaction concert, n;g it fullyappears, to the iui-
outc fractions of the hour id which the thiny done
was accomplished- When the departments have
filed the order, and the (foods are returned to tlie
Country Order Department, a system of prOTing,
examination, justification and distribution is en-
tered upon, that for rapidity and precision has no
superior in the annals of business. For it willbe
seen that A's orB's order, running to ten or fifteen
department?, cannot be taken byitself acd filled.
Such a system would consume time to an extent
that would destroy the useful.e ss of the whole

Are segregated as to departments, and n«t as to in-
dividuals, and hence, when returned t> the original
department to be forwarder, there mu-t be a re-
newed segregation ami a restoration of the goods to
their original character as r<girds contemplated

ownership. Ihis is r.ccomxlished by the most in-
genious methods, and involves the highest mercan-
tile skill. The history of the transaction must, at
this point be again glanced at, for it now enters
upon a new phase. With the descent of the poods
from the selectors, they must he charged against the

credit that appears upon the hooks for the pur.
chaser, and the goods being examined and adjusted,

the account mu?t be balanced and found to agree

both on the credit side with the order gtras, and on
the debit si le with the order filled. The account
passes in rapid succession to the bill balancers ;the
kill is made out, its history recorded anew, and the
transact! jn at last reaches the Caligrarhic corre.
gpondents, who inform, in printed letter style, the
purchaser of what has been done, getting out what,

if any, obstacles hay« been met within fillingthe
order ;what substitution?, if any, have been made :
what money, if any, rermins to his credit, for so
much of the order as is not yet filled, and inclosing

A HOCSE CHECK OB CERTIFICATE
For the same, payable on sight, and such other mat-
ters as are m.-ce-.»;iry to set furth. In the mean-
time the order, ami its history, accompanying and
accumulating, hare keen prepared for filing,and
with the conclusion of the letter are pigeon-holed
according to a uew aid improved system, by which,
even after the lapse of yearp, it can be instantly
found. The his ory of the whole transaction has
also in the meantime been carried upon a system of
index books, by which every feature of the whole
matter can be established and reached at any time
thereafter, and which is altogether too elai orate to

be explained here. The goods in the meantime are
passed to the packers' department, and by
a new and ingenious method, cilling for the use
of an automatic distributing table that is
the invention of one of the firm, the packages se-
lected and arranged according to timetables, so as
to insure the earliest departure possible to every
package, and the most rapid and careful packing.
They then go to the postal clerk's department, are
again checked nil against the history o! tlie whole
transaction and declared ready for mailing, after
which, when due entry has been made, the messen-
gers receive the jfoeds in packages, receipt for the
same to a nmment of time, and they are delivered
at the Postfltice or express station.

BUT THIB 18 NOT ALL OF THE SYSTEM.
There come, the visitor leirns, to the department

letters and orders without signature, without money
inclosure, without address, without sufficient speci-
fication to enable the desire of the purchaser to be
ascertained ;or the letter comes by mail and the
money by express, and the arrivals are not simulta-
neous ;or the letter is by mail, ami the manner of
dispatching the money is not indicated ;or the
money arrives without a word of designation to In-

dicate from whence or whom it came ;or on the
return of goods by apurchaser— for the house per-
mits the exchange of goods wherever it is possible
to be done, and spares nopains to see that the cus-
tomer is finally and fully satisfied— more money is
inclosed, and,

STRAXGB AS IT MAY SEEM,

Itis often hidden in some remote part of the pack-
age, as in the toe i>f a shoe or the extremity of a
stocking, or the inner fold of a package, etc. AU
these things call fora new department, the duty of

which IB to fern t out and identify all unidentified

letters and packages of money ;to correspond with
points that willpossibly throw light on some blind
transaction ;to work from the clue of comparison
of handwritings, the color of paper, haif-ohliterated
postmark, the complaint of a correspondent at non-
receipt of ordered goods, as thty have not arrived.
From these and o.her clues, and after a flood of
correspondence, this detective department in time
solves all problems, and converts the indolent, care-
less and forgetful buyer into a correct and careful
and precise buyer. Here, then, is brought into

play a new and totally distinct system of bookkeep-
ing, which is far too elaborate fur explanation at

this time, even were that possible. Suffice itto gay
that it is best compreherded by those who have bad

the curiosity to eximine itin working detail.
OVER ALL THIS VAST BUSINESS

The most constant and watchful care is exercised,
aud the most untiring surer vision,for in the ex ten

sive ramifications of such an establishment there

mist be no sluggards, no mistakes that human t»ru-

de -.cc can prevent. There must be made up also
e<-ery day a complete and perfectly clear exposition

of the business of the day, and a showing of the

whole business of the department upon a balance

sheet for the examination of the overseeing eyes of
the firm, who note every detail, and are informed of
every matter inall their vast establishment.

The system results in these things :
1. The fillingof orders in amanner not even pos-

sible to the purchaser if present in person, for the
reason that those who act for him arc. nine times

out of ten, more skilled than he, and because the
responsibility being upon the house, it is to its in*

tercbt to insure complete satisfaction arid save the

labor and the loss consequent too often upon ex
change.

5. Itinsures the filling'of an order, notwithstand-
ing all the detail involved, far quicker than is possi-

ble to any other system, because those whose task it

is are rapid by reason of practice, and because the
whole system of detail is like a delicate but intricate

piece oimachinery, v> adjusted that there is the least
possible friction. Whan one wheel moves the whole

mechanism Is operated, and the result is as exact as

is the cisc in a fine witch, which, whila itmay con-

tain a hundred different parts, the relation of each

to the other is such that, with the slightest move-
