A VaLvaBLE INVENTION. —George E. Har-
ber, of this city, has invented s eelf-regulat-
iog printer’s lamp, which, it is believed by
those who have examined it and seen it in
operation at the case, will in time largely
supersede gas in printing offices, if not for
lighting stores and many other public places.
The diffi :ulty of nsing coal oil light at print-
ers’ cases has heretofore been that the bowl

of the lamp suspended over the cage produced
a shadow, which left some of the type boxes
with leas light than others, and the lamp was
alao itself in the way of tyoe settiny and in-
convenient. This is entirely overcome by the
invention of Mr. Hsrber, and a stronger,
steadier light produced than that of gas, and
even more convenient, a3 it may be raised or
lowered at will, being attached to the ordi-
nary gas p p> depending from the ceiliag by
& rod within the pipe, and he!d at any desired
hight by mzaans of a thumbscrew. Any
sized burner may be used with the lamp, and
theee are ecrewed into a small receptacie at
the end of the cross-bar or tube which conveys
the oil from a central horizontal barrel or
tank, something in the manner of the Ger-
man student lamp, but not upon thssame
sichm principle. There is nothing in the
lamp to gat out of order. Its constraction is
exzeadingly simple, and it appears to com-
bine ths extreme of darability as well as
economy for the results attainsd. One has
baen ia successful spera‘ion in the composing
rooms of the RECORD-UNION for some weeks
past, and the igvautor goss to San Francisco
to-day to put samples in operation for test in
that city.

A BUSINESS SYSTEM.

HOW GOODS ARE SOLD BY THE COUNTRY
ORDER METHODS.

fome Account of Country Ordars—The
Strange Eabits of Some Customers—
Eow Mall and Fxpress Lizes
: Carry Goocs

There can be no successful business cirried on
except systematized methods are observed. While
system will not in itselfl iasare succsss, the converse
is true that success will bring with it, or rather
must be accompanied by, regular methods. The more
muitifarious the transactions, the larger the volame
of trade, the greater the necossity .’9( rizid adherence
to that system which experienc: has tested and
proven to be the best adapted to the needs of

the pursuit. It follows almost as a cerfainty that

where you find the enf rcement of exact methods,
there is a flourishing business ; for as thrift in busi-
ness 18 the result of economic management and the
observance of the laws of trade, wherever it is
manifest you may be sure that ther: has been fol]
lowed the first law of all, and that is the observance

of correct methods, We can no more expect

¥IGS FROM A THISTLE BUSH,
Than success and gain from improvidence, confusion

and disorder. If one looks about this city for the

examples that may bs expected of the operation of
these laws, it will be found in many a business house,
and it must be admitted, there will b2 found
some examples of the non-observance also. It may
be stated with honest pride, however, that in the
majority of cases in Sacramento there i3 the ob-
servauce of the most approved systematized methods
in the conduct of business, and to that is due in a
large degree the success that has attended trade
here, and has advanced the commercial importance
of the city, and this is said because the people have
recoznized the regular methods of the merchants of
Sacramento, and the results flowing therefrom, and
have been attracted by them to extend their patron
age to the traders of this market. Men, the world
over, recognize, admire and respect order, prompt-
ness, neatness, and all the beneficial results that
flow from disciplinary methods. As an exemplifica.
tion of this, witness in one of its simplest manifesta-
iiens the attractiveness there is for all men in the
orderly and regular movement of a large body of
troops, aud in the methodical and symmetrical dis-
pozal of men ia the ranks of an aray.

A STRIKING EXAMPLE

Of the results of correct systems in husiness, and
the strict observance of business methods, is found
in what is known as the country order business of
Sacramento. In no city of like importance in the
country is that system carried out with so near an
approach to perfection ; and in no house of the city,
probably, is 1t profited by more fully than in the
Mechanics’ Store, conducted by Messrs, Weinstock &
Lubin. At the time that firm engaged in trade
here, the country order business was comparatively
unknown, whereas at this tiwe it is one of the lead-
ing business interests of the city, and is engaged in
by a large number of houses, but by rone te the
extent shown by the business of that firm. If
there should be any doubt on that point a visit to
the establishment, and by the reporter or the
stranger, to the Country Order Department will
completely dispel it. It may be here stated that
since the inception of the country order business
it has

INCREASED THE MAIL TRANSACTIONS
Affceted directly by it three times their original
volume, and the carriage business of Wells, ¥argo &
Co.’s in the Package, Letter and Remittance Depart-
ments quite as much, as is manifested in the transac-
tions of the local office. It will beof interest somewhat
briefly to glance at the methods by which these
results have been accomplished, and which have
brought the country order business to its present
high state of prosperity, and makes it 80 large an
item in the aggregate of the business of Sacramento
In the first place, by country order business is meant
that system by which people living at a distance
from any given center of trade may, through the
cheapest aud most convenient avenues, order any
given article or numbes of articles from the trader
at the business center wi hout the intervention
of the middie-man, commission merchant or pur
chasing agent. It is obvious that it this can be ac
complished at the minimum of expense, and o as
to gecure to the purchaser the same advantages
he would enjoy if buying in person, and enable him
TO PURCHASE IN ANY QUANTITY,

From a ten-cent value to one amounting to hundreds
of dollars, with precisely the same care exercised in
his behalf in the one case as in the other—then the
system is to his great benefit. It enabies him to
save the expense of frequent, or even of any trips
to the market ; it conveys to him his goods as
needed, and reduces the necessity for large expendi.
ture at ohe tinie ; he receives the articles he desires
by the speediest and most economical means of
transportation ; and lastly, but by no means least
in this catalogue of benefits, it breaks up the natu.
ral tendency to run accoun’s and become involved
in debt, than which no greater misfortune can befall
a family. But there isa collateral benefit to the
buyer, which i8 indicated in the opening sentences
of vhis article. If he can be brought to a full appre-
ciation of it, the entire and full purpose of this
article will have been accomplished. It settles the
buyer, after a short experience, into a system of
doing business that is of inestimable benefit to him,
and which reflects itself in his home affairs, his
family, and in his local transactions with his neigh-
bors. The buyer 18 brought into direct and often
severe contact with this system, and he soon learns
how correct commercial men conduct business. If
his transactions with such a department continue
for any considerable time, he learns :

1. The absolute necessity of ¥xvressiNe himself
clearly, ™

-
2. The absolute necessity of warriNe concisely and
clearly.
3. The necessity of CARR in transmitting money,
in gigning letters, in addressing communications, in
description, in calculating totals.
4. It teaches the cOMMON COURTESIES due in corre-
spondence,

5. It shows him how perfect accuracy is attain-
able, how necessary systematized methods are, and
how easy it is to introduce discipline and agreeable
methods iuto the commonest transactions of life,

There is warrant for these statements because
buyers who at one time were scarcely competent to
the task of ordering the simplest article properly ;
who could not transmit the smallest sum without
error ; who misdirected letters, sent off commurica-
tions without signatures or date, and were obscare
in description avd confused in expressicn; who
assumed that the merchant knew all about him and
his, and the eizes of the clothing he and his wore
because of some long-past purchase in that line
who could not realize that there were any other
buyers in the world to attend to but him; who
forgot that the merchant did not koow just his
desires, tastes and wishes without their being set
forth. All such have very soon come to a full real.
ization of the necessity, virtue and usefulnees of
brevity, clearness, precision, and all other pre-
requisities to a well-ordered business transaction.
W hen & man becomes a good, courteous and reliable
buyer, one-half of his business education is accom-
plished, and the benefits he receives must cor-
respondingly be reflected in his home and persenal
affairs.

IT WOULD BE EXCEEDINGLY INTERESTING
To go into an elaborate description of the methods
by which Weinstock & Lubin carry on a country
order trade, through the express and mail linea, with
hundreds of customers daily, with the minimum of
annoyance, mistake and loss of time ; but it would
take more space than cau be given. Itinvolvesone
of the most intricate, and yet one of the most har-
monious systems of business known. It is the
result the visitor learns, not of observation in other
markets alone, but of their own experience, and
stands forth as an invention of their own.

In the whole store are employed from 150 to 160
people, of which the Country Order Department
requires from 35 to 40, and it may here be remarked,
parenthetically, that a large number of these are
women end young girls, and not a small number are
lads »ho are being educated to correct business
habits, and inducted into 2 business system that
must go far toward the molding of all their after
hives.

»

THROUGH IT THERE IS SCARCELY ANY DEMAND

Which the distant buyer can make that this house
cannot fiil, and with mors care and better judginent
in the majority of cases than can the buyer himself.
This is much to say; but its truth will be realized
when it is yemembered that a skilled and thoroughly
informed buyer can do better in the markets of the
day tban can the casual purchaser. The house
though carrying the largest varied stock of goeds
upon the Pucific Slope, in such a system must, of
course, be frequently called upon to fill orders for
goods that it does not, as a regular thing, carry in
stock; but it fills them ALL nevertheless, and to do
so has established relations with all the leading
establishwents in every reputable line of trade in
Sacramento and San Francisco, and keeps seleciors
coustant'y in the market to suppiy just such de-
mands, from the matching of a shade of zephyr to
the forwarding of a thresher. The sgystem in this
respec’, therefore, has deve'oped into a purchasing
agency, but shorn of all the expenses that attach to
an independent system of that character.

Let us, for a mmoment, consider the general methods
by which the Country Order business is conducted.
There are fifteer distinet general departments in the
establishment. An ord.r arriviog may contain re.
quests for goods frow each one «f these departments.
On its receipt, it goes into a secti » of the depart-
ment which is devoted wholly to the recording and
proper icentideation of the order, and the entering
of the first steps in the history of the transaction,
oune of which i3 to wive it a letter and number by
aliich it is cver aiter identified. The money sent is
thea entersd and ¢ rried into the cash systcm of the
book-keepers whose exclusive business it
is to doso The order then passes to a department
in which the demands are seggregated and dis-
tributed to the different supply departments, and
order sheets for each are made out; bu' as to the
exact and elaborate detail by which this is accom.
plished, and tle peculiar cipher system through
which time—an important factor in this business—
is economized, it is not necessary to refer in detail.
Suffice it to say, that it calis to its work a number of
skilled persons, and

RESULTS IN THE MOST RAPID EXECUTION

That is known in all the history of order-filling.
While the order is on its road to the goods’ depart-
ments, the money that accompaned it i8 being
identified, segregated and its history and character
being recorded, and the account with the purchaser
fully and thoroughly cpened, not only upon the
books of the department, but upsn the ledgers of
the firm in the general office. In the mean time, as
the order~ travels it is accumul ting history upon &
sheet that accompanies it, and omn which every
transaction concerning it fully appeare, te the mi-
nute fractions of the hour in which the thing done
was accomplished. When the departments have
fi'led the order, and the goods are returned to the
Country Order Department, a system of proving,
examination, justification and distribution is en.
tered upon, that for rapidity and precisien has no
superior in the annals of business. For it will be
seen that A’s or B's order, running to ten or fiitecen
departments, cannot be taken by itRelf and filled.
Such a system would consume time to an extent
that would destroy the usefaluess of the whole
scheme. On Lke contrary,

THE HUNDREDS CF ORDEES

Are segregated as to departments, a: d net as to in-
dividuals, and hence, when returned to the original
department to be forwsrded, there mu-t be a re-
newed sezregation and a restoration of the goods to
their original character as regards contemplated
ownership. This is sccomrlished by the most in-
genious methods, and involves the highest mercan.
tile skill. The history of the transaction must, at
this point be sgain glanced at, for it now enters
upon a new phase. With the descent of the goods
from the selectors, they must be charged against the
credit that appears upon the books for the pur-
chaser, and the goods being examined and adjusted,
the account must be balanced and found to agree
both on the credit side with the order given, and on
the dehit side with the order filled. The account
passes in rapid succession to the bill balancers; the
rill is made out, its history recerded anew, and the
transacsion at last reaches the Caligraphic corre
spondents, who inform, in printed letter style, the
purchaser of what has been done, setting out what,
if any, obstacles have been met with in filling the
order ; what substitutions, if any, have been made ;
what money, if any, remains to his credit, for o
much of the order as is not yet filled, and inclosing

A HOUSE CHECK OR CERTIFICATE

For the same, payable on sight, and such other mat.
ters as are necessary to set forth. In the mean-
time the order, and its history, accompanying and
accumulating, have beea prepared for filing, and
with the conclusion of the letter are pigeon-holed
according to a new ard improved svstem, by which,
even after the lapse of years, it can be instantly
found. The his'ory of the whole transaction has
also in the meantime been carried upon a system of
index books, by which every feature of the whole
matter car be established and reached at any time
thereafter, and which is altogether too elaborate to
be explained here. The goods in the meaniime are
passed to the packers’ department, and by
& new and ingenious method, calling for the use
of an automatic distributing table that is
the invention of ove of the firm, the packages se-
lected and arranged according to time-tables, so as
to insure the earliest departure possible to evefy
packagé, and the mest rapid and careful packing,
They then go to the postal clerk’s department, are
again checked off against the history of the whole
transaction and declared ready for mailing, after
which, when due entry has been made, the messen-
gers receive the goeds in packages, receipt for the
same to a moment of time, and they are delivered
at the Postoffice or expresg station.

BUT THIS IS NOT ALL OF THE SYSTEM.,

There come, the visitor learns, to the department
letters and orders without signature,without money
inclosure, withcut address, without sufficient epeci-
fication to enable the desire of the purchaser to be
ascertained ; or the letter comes by mail and the
money by express, and the arrivals are not simulta-
neous; or the letter is by mail, and the manner of
dispatching the money is not indicated; or the
money arrives without a word of designation to in-
dicate from whence or wkom it came ; or on the
return of goods by a purchaser—for the house per-
mits the exchange of goods wherever it is possible
to be done, and spares no pains to see that the cus—
tomer is finally and fully satisfied—more money is
inclosed, and,

STRANGE AS IT MAY SEEM,

It is often hidden in some remote part of the pack-
age, a8 in the toe of a shoe or the extremity of a
stocking, or the inner fold of a package, etc. All
these things call for a new department, the duty of
which is to ferret out and identify all unidentified
letters and packages of money ; to correspond with
points that wiil poseibly throw light on some blind
transaction ; to work from the clue of comparison
of handwritings, the color of paper, haif-obliterated
postmark, the complaint of a correspondent at non-
receipt of ordered goods, as they have not arrived.

correspondence, this detective department in time
golves all problems, and counverts the indolent, care-
less and forgetful buyer into a correct and careful
and precise buyer. Here, then, is brought iato
play a new and totally distinct system of bookkeep-
ing, which is far too elaborate for explanation at
this time, even were that possible. Suffice it to say
that it is best comprehended by those who have had
the curiosity to examine it in working detail.
OVER ALL THIS VAST BUSINESS

The most constant and watchful care is exercised,
and the most untiring supervision, for in the exten.
sive ramifications of such an establishment there
must be no sluggards, no mistakes that human pru-
dence can prevent. There must be made up also
every day a complete and perfectly clear exposition
of the business of the day, and a showing of the
whole business of the department upon a balance
gheet for the examination of the overseeing eyes of
the firm, who note every detail, and are informed of
every matter in all their vast establishment.

The system resuits in these things :

1. The filling of orders in a manuner not even pos-
gible to the purchaser if present in person, for the
reason that those who act for him are, nine times
out of ten, more skilled than he, and because the
responsibility being upon the house, it is to its in-
terest to insure comylete satistaction and save the
labor and the loss consequent too oftea upon ex-
change.

®. It insures the flling of an order, notwithstand-
inz all the detail invelved, far quicker than is possi-
ble to any other system, because those whose task it
is are rapid by reason of practice, and because the
whole system of detail is like a delicate but intricate
piece of machinery, so adjusted that thereis the least
possible friction. When one wheel moves the whole
mechanism is operated, and the result is as exact as
is the case in a fine watch, which, while it may eon-
tain a hundred different parts, the relation of each
to the other iz such that, with the slightest move-
ment of the mechapism, the result is marked in-
