At14 ye ira of sge
the future Senator lefthome for the purpose
of earniui? hie own livelihood,and after fill-
ing the occupations of fieri:, merchant and
banker, he studied law, and was admitted to
the bar ia 1841, acd ina lev: je*.n enjoyed
local celebrity &a a lawyer. In1847 he was.
elected to Congress sb a Democrat, but was
beaten in hU candidature fira Presidential
Electorship the next year. He was re-elected
to Co; ffresg in1849 and in 1861, but declined
the honor in 1553 and removed to Memphis
In 1856 he ran successfully as Presidential
Klector-at large, and the next year watt
elected Governor of Tennessee, again in 1859
ard for the third time in 1861. During the
civilwar he fought on the Confederate side,
and at its clf»e fouod that bin wealth, esti-
mated at $150 000, had disappeared. He re-
tired into Mexico, where be remained eighteen
months, and then spout a year,in England.
In1807 he resumed the practice of the law at
Memphis. After beiot? ten yeira out of pol-
itics he was elected United States Senator,
and took his Beat as such March 5, 1877. He
was re-elected on the 30th of January, 1833.
Mr. Harris is in the foremost rank as a be-
liever and advocate of State rights.
