©uly the Assembly in Session—The Rall-
rcad Commisslon—Committee Meetings

—Educational Matters.

The Senate was not in session yesterday, but the
Assembly had along session, and did not adjourn
until 5:30 ». %., while most of the Senate commit-
tees were at work all day.

The day’s work opensd in the Assembly with the
gpeciasl order—S. B. 1, to repeal the so-called
Suanday law,

Weaver proposed various amendments to destroy
the bill, but it was ordered engrossed and plced at
the head of the third reading file.

Bills were introduced as ioliows : By Brown, pro-
viding that all vessels of every class, which are by
law required to be registered, must be assessed and
taxes thereon paid only in the city and crunty
where the owner thereof resides; by Harvey, re-
pealing Section 843 of the Political Code, relative o
the disqualification of officers; by Rawle, to proeibit
aliens who have not deciared their intention w0 be
come citizens of the United States from receiving
license to drive and from driving any vehicle for the
driving of which a license is required by law ; by
Ryan, relative to appeals in the Superior Courts;
by Campbell, declaring that a legitimate clild can-
not be adopted without the consent of its parents,
if living, and an illeg:itimate child without the con-
sent of its mother, it livivg; by Head, to provide
for the formation of new counties; by Ryan, pro-
viding that no estate, real or pereonal, shzll b2 be-
queathed or devised to any charitable or besevolent
society or corporation, or to any person or persons
in trust for charitable uses, except the same be doae
by will duly executed, provided that no such
devises or bequests shall collectively exceed
ope-third of the estate of the testator
leaving legsl heirs. In such cises a pro
rata deduction fiom such devises shall be made, so
as to reduce the aggregate thereof to one third cf
such estats ; and by Head, for the further promo-
tion of the viticultural industries of the State; pre-
venting the distribution or sale of any vines or cut-
tings 1nfected witk the living germs of the pest
known as the pbylloxera vastatrix.

The appropriation bill was made the special order
for Tueeday next at 10 A. M.

A. B. 105, to provide for the appropriation by the
State of the waters of all rivers, lakes and flowing
streams other than navigab'e rivers, for the purposes
of irrigation, mining, etc., which was mads a epecial
order for to-day at 11 A. M., on motion of the au-
thor, Mr. Wharton, was referred to the Judiciary
Committee, in order to secure their opinion as to its
constitutionality.

The Committee on Irrigation asked grant of leave
from Sunday to Wednescay noon to enable them to
visit certain portions of Fresno and adjoining coun-
ties. The request was granted by a vote of 40 ayes
t0 9 noes. Subsequentiy notice was given of a mo
tion to recousider the vote by which the motion pre-

vailed.

Granger of Butte introduced the following con.
current resolution, dec.aring the constitutional re-
iation of the Legislature to the Railroad Commis-
sioners, and asserting its constitutional prerogative
to determine what shall constitute dereliction of
duty, corruption or incompete cy in their office:

WHEREAS, It is a part of the political compact by
which government is instituted that it should pro
vide the necess:ry highways ot trade, commerce and
intercommunication for the people—a right that is
as essential an elernent of its soverciguty as the pro-
tection of the lives and property of its citizens; so
that whenever the Government grants a charter and
frauchise to a eorporation to supply needful trans-
portation for the people, the logic of the relation
makes the pubiic benefit the primary purpose, and
compensation of the agent of secondary moment ;
whereas, a railroad corporation—the creature of
this State Government—with a highway built and
equipped for it by a pub’ic munificence unparalleled
in history, haviug repudiated its relation to the pub-
lic interest as the sgent of the State, impoged intol-

irde. s upo: the trade and commerce of the
the right and defying the power of
1 tueir business ofstransporta-
5 ) :, with a firm resolve no longer
to be dezpoiled sud never to be enslaved, called to-
gether & Coustitutional Convention, created their
Railroad Commissioners and isvested them with am-
ple governmentsl powers with the ictent and pur-
controlling all transportation in the public
whereas, daring its three years and more
il life, said Railroad Commission has abdi-
cated its constitutional functions in favor of a great
corporate common carrier in this State, It has de-
clined to interfere and *‘ establish rateg of charges

dereliction of daty, or corrupiion, or incompe
tency,” citber of which causes is hereby declared
to be a matter inclusively o' political and
not of judicial interpretatica and determination;
therefore, be it

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senate con-
curring: 1. That if the said Railroad Com-
missioners shall fail, neglect or refuse to establish
such rates of charges for the trapsportation of pas-
sengers and freights as shall accord with the true
interest, purpose and mean‘ng of the Constitution,
on or before the 10th day of April next, then and
in such case the event will have occurred which will
require decisive action on the part of the Legisla-
ture. 2. Teat unless such action shall be taken by
said Commissioners on or before the said 10th day
of April, this Legisiature, if then in session, do
proceed to inquire whether such defau't shall be de-
clared to be a dercliction of duty or inccmpetency
on the part of any of said Commissioners, as well
as to take such further action as may be meet and
proper; or in case the Legislature has adjourned
prior to said day that then the Governor be re-
quested to call an extra session thereof, if in his
judgment the public exigencies so require, to con-
sider such default of saia Commissioners, and o do
and perform what may then be determinel in the
prenuses,

When Bibb's bill to regulate and govern the State
Prisons of California was reached, there was a
s( ‘ong disposition on the part of the House to re-
fuse it a first reading. Bibb, Sinon, Irwin and
Storke asked that the bill be allowed a first reading.
Toe object of the bill i to preveut the labor of con-
victs interfering with that of the mechanical labor-
ers of the State. The bill was finally given a first
reading.

McClaskey introduced a bill regulating the fees of
the Register of the Land Office.

Bowers introduced a bill naming certain sloughs,
creeks and rivers which are declared public ways.

Hershey introduced one to provide for and regu.-
late the business of searchers of records. It pro-
vides that searchers of records may certifly to the
accoracy of any abstract of title to real estate, and
such certified abstract shall be prima facie evidence
in all Courts of the State, provided such searcher of
records shall have first obtained a license and given
a bond in the penal sum of $.0,000, and that he
will make full compensation to any party who may
be damsaged through reliance upon any abstract, cer-
tified to by him, in which an error shall be found.

Storke introduced a bill to create the county of
1.08 Alamos, to define the boundaries thereof, to de-
termine the county seat by an election, and to pro-
vide for its organization and fuods for its support
by the issue of bonds, and for this purpose to pro-
vide for taking the census of Santa Barbara county.

Mathews’ bill, providing for the change of bound-
ary of the county of San Benito, was opposed by
the representatives from Merced and Tulare. Ona
call of the roll it was granted a second reading by a
vote of 35 ayes to 18 noes.

Beard of Stanisiaus opposed the bill, saying he
thought making this change in the county boundary
of San Benito would be setting a bad precedent,
and would be opening the door for innumerable
changes in county lines.

Mathews, in a lengthy argument, endeavored to
convince the House that the bill introduced by him
was a just and proper one. The population of the
portion of Fresuoand Merced counties proposed to be
added to San Benito do all of their business at Hol-
lister, in San Benito county. They properiy belong
to San Benito, and they petition the Legislature to
pass the bill.

The bill was ordered to engrossment and to a third
reading by a vote of 26 ayes to 23 noes.

Granger’s bill relatizg to reindicting
turn State’s evidence, and afterwards
faith, came up.

Irwin of El Dorado, in a lengthy and able argu-
ment, opposed the bill. He claimed that the bill, if
passed, would offer no inducement for criminals to
turn State’s evidence, and fewer convictions for
grave crimes would be made than under the pres-
ent Code.

Granger of Butte, Storke of Sauta Barbara, Lev-
erson of San Francisco and Wharton of Fresno
argued in favor of the passage of the bill.

Yell of Mondocino, Johnston of Napa, Cutter ef
Yuba and Terry of San Jraquia opposed the passage
of the bill. On roll.call the bill was refused en-
grossment by a vote of 24 ayes to 42 noes.

The substitute for Sinon’s and Culver's bills for
the establishment and maintenance of a Bureau of
Labor Statistics was read the third time and passed
by a vote of 52 ayes to 11 noes.

COMMITTEE WORK.

A large amount of work was done yesterday by
the various Senate committees. The Scnate and
Assembly Committees on Elections he'd three long
sessions, occupying the whole day and evening,
listening to the arguments of the attorneys in the
contested election case from Selano county. At the
close of the argument the attorneys were given until
Monday to file printed briefs in the cases.

The Senate Committee on Kederal Relations held
a meeting at 12 ¥ in the Senate Chamber, and had
under consideration Senator De! Valle’s and Assem-
blyman Barry's concurrent resolation opposing the
bill now pending in Congress fer the consolidation of
the Southern Pacific Railroad with Eastern
F. J. Clark appeared before the committee to urge

y action upon the resolution. Ouly three
members of the committee were present—Senators
Baldwin, Cronan, and Kelly of Solano. Oolonel
Creed Haymond appeared before the committee and
asked until Monday to look up the law on the ques-
tion in order to present his views to the committee
on Monday. Seustor Kelly expressed his opinion
agaiast the resolution in its present form, and
thought the committee cught not to take too hasty
action upon it. Senator Spencer, of Napa, and
Senator Del Valle, favored action upon it ina modi-
fied form, the latter stating that he bad no special
objection to postponing the matter until Monday.
The consideration of the resolution was postponed
until Monday, immediately after the recess of the

Senate.

A joint meeting of the Senate and Assemxbly Cem-
mittees on Apportionment was held, and a discus.
gion was had upon the Congressiona! apportionment
bills introduced by Senators Kelly of Solano and Del
Valle of Los Angeles. John P. Irish, Lieutenant-
Goverror Daggett, ex-Senator Gorman, John H.
Wise, and Sevators Del Valle, Cross, Whitney and
Ryan addressed the committee. The following ap-
portionment of Districts was finally sgreed upon :

The Assembly Committee on Consutut.iom'nl
Amendments has reported favorably on Townsend's
proposed ameundment to Section 6 of Article L of the
Constitution, which provides that whipping for the
commission of a rape or for the beating of a woman
by & man shall not be deemed a cruel or unusual
punishment ; also on Campbell’s amendment ex-
tending the legislative session to eighty days.

EDUCATIONAL MATTERS.

Educational matters are receiving a fair share of
attention &t the bands of legislators. Two impor-
tant bills in this direction bave been passed by the
Senate, viz : 8. B."s 188 and 180.

Under the law as it now stands the Board of Ex-
aminers has been practically debarred from investing
the proceeds of the State school lands, by ::he re-
strictions imposed. 10 conscquence nearly §300,000
has accumulated in the State treasury, and is now
lying idle, which should be drawing iulgrest for the
benefit of the State school fund. The bills were 1n-
troduced by the Committee on Education, and were
unanimously passed by the Senate. They will un-
doubtedly pass the Assembly without opposition. |

Perry’s bill, 8. B. 117, amending Section 7 of Arti-
cle 1X. of the Constitution, was on Thursday passsd
to eecond reading. The bill provides that * the
Superintendent of Public Instruction and the
County Superintendents of the seyveral counties of
the State shall adopt a series of text-tooks, for the
use of the common schools throughout the State,
and shall cause the same, when so adopted, to be
printed and distributed at the expense of the State.
The tex'-books so adopted shall continue in use for
not less than four years.” It is exceedingly doubt-
ful if the Legislature will be found willing to em-
bark the State in the publishing business without a
more careful consideration of details than has so far
been given.

At the convention of County Superintendents re-
cently held in San Francisco, 3 committee was ap
pointed to consider this matter of the State pub-
lishing the text-books for use in the public schools
of the State This committee was composed of rep-
resertative men of both political parties, and they
gave to the subject much time and careful study.
The report is well worthy of perusal, and we would
print it in full did epace permit. The subject is a
very important one to the taxpayers of the State,
and segislators should have all possible light thrown
upor it.

XA bit of examination into another experiment of
publication by the State might not be uninteresting
at this time. It might be well to inquire as to the
result of the publication by the State of the six vol-
umes of California Reports, what they cost, where
they have gone, and what number of volumes are
left, It is said that the publication of those six vol-
umes, 1,200 copies of each, cost the State some $35,-
000 ; that some 5,000 copies out of the 7,200 copies
printed are stowed away somewhere in the State
Capitol, and if ever sold will probably be sold for
old paper. Perhaps the Committee on Public
Printing or scme other committee will
investigate this matter before launching the
State more extensive.y upon the sea of authorship,
editorship and publication.

S. B. 236, introduced by Mr. Vrooman, amends
quite a number of sections of the Political Code re-
lating to public echools. It repeals all special laws
regulating salaries of County Superintendents and
Deputy Superintendents ; regulates more carefully
the division of districts; prcvents the use of school-
bouses for purposes which can in any way interfere
with regular sessions of school ; limits the amount
of county money that District Trustees may use for
repairs in any one year to one hundred dollars ; pre-
vents the enumeration of Indian child en living on
reservations; provides for greater regularity and
gyrtem in the transaction of their business by Dis-
trict Trustees ; provides for the formation of joint
districts, or those lying paitly in one county and
partly 1n another ; corrects seme verbal errors in a
few sections, and one or two conflicts between sec-
tions. It is understood that the bill was prepared
by ex-Superintendent Campbell at the request of the
Committee on Educition. In introducing the bill
Senator Vrooman asked that twice the usual number
of copies be printed, as it is the inteution to send
out copies to County Superintendents and school
officers for examination.

TuE Broop-StaANcHING WEED.—During
the French expedition to Mexico, General
Martroy was informed by a native that a
plant grew in his district which was largely
used in the domestic surgery of the Mex-
icans, and he advised the General to lay in
a stock of it for use in the French camp.
It goes by the name of *‘the blood.stanch-
ing weed "—the exact native word has not
been placed on record. This plant has the
property, when applied after being chewed
or crushed, of almost instantly arresting
the flow of blood from a wound, General
Martroy brought home some specimens of
this plant to France, and cultivated it in
his garden at Versailles, where it has
thriven excellently ever since, blossoms
every year, and produces a eort of fruit.
Meauwhile its transplantation to Earopean
soil has pot robbed it of the quality for
which it was originally recommended to its
introducer. Its recognized botanical name
is Tradescantia erecta. Although it is
quite the reverse of an ornamental plsnt,
and is not distinguished by any beauty of
shape or color in its flowers, it fully de-
serves, if we Inay trust our informant, to
be widely cultivated on account of its rare
wedical value. The practicability of its
acclimatizaticn is now placed beyond all
doubt. Its effect in stanching bleeding is
said to surpass all means hitherto applied
to this purpose, and it is in any case to be
procured cheaply and easily. Experiments
have been made with it in Vienna, and the
Neue Freie Presse of that city advises ite
regular cultivation for medical uee,—[Lon-
don Globe.

On the 25th of July, 1881, the British
Indian Survey observed an extraordinary
outburst of rolar spote, covering 630,000,-
000 square miles. The phenomena were all
observed within a period of thirty-seven
minutes. Says Nature: *‘Itis rare that
so grand an outburst is go closely located

Ulcerations are sometimes met with
in such cases, which, if unchecked, may attack
and destroy the bony structure of the nose, result-

ing in serious disfigurement of the face.

OFFENSIVE BREATH.

As a natural consequence, in neatly every case of
Catarrh the breath is more or less tainted, but
gsometimes it is so revoltingly offensive as to ren-
der the sufferer an object of disgust to himself as
well as to others.
