A MILS BILL.

Mr. Foster h&s introduced a billin the
Senate providing for the appointment, by
the Governor, of an Inspector of Milkin
any county where the Board of Health
prefers a request for tuch an ctlicer. Itis
not necessary. Adulteration discovery can
be effected without this creation of tifty-
twonew and salaried officers, with a hun-
dred or more deputies. The adulteration
of milk in this State, unless it be in San
Francisco, ia not practiced to any great ex-
tent, and the people of tha interior find
that the competition among dairymen in-
sures them a good supply. Consumers
can, with littletrouble, test milk forthem-
selves. But the latter section cf Mr.Fos-
ter's bill,making it an offense punishable
by fine or imprisonment to adulterate milk
offered for sale, may well be adopted and
made a law.

STUPEDOUSSTUPIDITY.

The concrete wisdom of the San Fran- |
cisao anti ra.lru&d, anti-progressive Chron- 1

tele is at times paralyz'Bg in its force and
delivery. The general Rhal'.owneas of iU
positions become dcpth3 of profundity by
contrast with its occisional expressions.
The latest example it furnisiias deserves to

be phesd on rcccid as a literary cariosity,

for its total absence of contribmiun to the
general comprehension of the principles of

political economy involved inthe Mwrifl—
reciprocity treaty. After a tediona theo-

retic thesis, in which a painful effort is
made to establish the position that
abridgment of epice between producer and
market, and tbe opening up and peopling of
new sections consequent upon railway con-
struction, are not among the causes of na-
tional prosperity ;ami, after observing a
whole rest in the monotonous chant of
hatred to railway enterprises to permit the
stereotyped line concerning "selfish, grasp-
ing and wasteful corporations," to be inter-
polated, itproceeds to advise Mexico that
the greatest calamity possible to befall it
willbe found in the railway construction
now promising to open up that re-
public to closer and better relations
with the United States. It asserts that
the railroad companies of this nation
have, in a great measure, captured ocean
traffic between the Atlantic and Pacific
States at a double and treble expense to

the country. This statement has a rivulet
of truth in its ocean of falsehood. It
needs no superior intelligence to campre-
hend the fact that if long routes of car-
riage around the Horn have been super-
seded by shorter routes across the conti-
nent, it is because commerce has found the

latter the better, safer and more profitable.
This is a fact in economic science of uni-
versal range. Bat the climax of the stu-
pendous stupidity of the journal is found
in its declaration that American capital is
seeking to buildup the railway systems of
Mexico with the prospective danger to that
country that they may "pay," Bat the
direct threat of all the illportending, itis
gravely pointed oat, is the proposed Mexi-
can reciprocity treaty, which willcontrib-
ute, it is alleged, to that profitable bnt un-
desirable end ; worse yet, that the profits
American capital may reap by such invest-
ments, together with the consequent stimu-
lationof Mexican industries, must be re-
alized at the cost of the American people,
their labor and industries being taxed to
promote the railway traffic into and out of
Mexico. How this, even if admitted
to be true for mere argument's
sake, is to be considered by Mexi-
cans as calamitous to them, passes
comprehension ; or how the investment of
American oapital inMexican enterprises is
to tax American industries we leave our
readers to work out, in the face of the fact
that we import from Mexico, free of
duty, but §5,000,000 values, while we pay
duty on more than $15,000,000 of imports,
and over §13,000,000 of exports. We leave
them to digest the logicof the situation in
the face of the fact that the reciprocity
treaty is a step forward to open, somewhat,
a wider doorway to onr industries for a
larger market. The truth is, there should
be no barrier between the two countries.
Malignityand hatred of railways, bred in
the bone, inspires such etupi 1 emanations
as ws have referred to, and lead their vic-

timß to declare, in effect, that the free list
should not be enlarged for fear the goods
carriera may profit by the increaeed traffic
to result from opening, even in a small de-
gree, to our products and manufactures
new markets easy of access, and to the
manufactures and products of Mexico

easier outlets in the direction of our mart?.
The same logic, carried toits full possibil-
ity, willestablish the necessity of a Chi-
nese wall of protection and exclusion be-
tween the two Republics

THE PROTESTS BEFORE THE NEW RAIL-
ROAD COMMISSIONERS.

Itmust be very firmly impressed by this
time upon the owners of railroad lines in
California, that tho late John B.Felton
spoke with .marvelous prescient wisdom
when, years ago, he warned them that if
it was ence yielded that others than the

owners of a franchise might decrease the
earning capacity of roads based thereon,
there would be nolegal limittothe exercise
of the power, and whatcost millionstoerect
mightbe destroyed bythe mere whimof ca-
price, or the passion of revenge. What that
eminent lawyer foresaw has came to pass,
and transportation companies are to-day
forced to defend, as best ;they

'
may, the

right to the only element of. ownership
worth the mention, for ownership without
the enjoyment of its benefits is a hollow
sham. Protesting against the unjust and
unreasonable exercise of arbitrary powers
on the part of the new Railroad Commis-
sion, as proposed by one of the Board, ina

resolution fixingthe uniform rate of fare on
the Central Pacific and Southern Pacific
Railroads at three cents per mile, A.N.
Towne, General Manager of the roads, has
addressed the Commission two letters,
which appear in this issue, and
