Mr. Blair introdaced the following resolu-
tion, which was paesed unanimously :

Resolved, That the District Attorney be requested
to furnish to this Board a writtea opinion on the
following questions :

First—Is the Superintendent of Sehools entitled
to pay as ex officio Sccretary of the County Board
of Education? (See Section 1769, Political Code,
amendments 1830.)

Second--Has the County Board of Education the
authonty, under Section 1770, same Act as above
mentioned, to hold sessions more than twice ia any
ene year, aud draw pay from the county for more
than two sessions ?

Third—Has the County Superintendent of Schools
the authority to allow the members of the County
Board of Education more than §5 per day, the
amount fixed by this Board under Section 1770,
Political Code, amendments 18807

A resolution instructing the Committee on
Hospital to prepara a rew set of rules to gov-
ern the County Hospital was introduced by
Steinwan and adopted — McLaughlin and
Bailey voting no.

. On motion, the Board proceeded to an elec-
tion of Chairman, Christy was called to the
chair, Steinman placed Blair in nomina-
tion, and McLaughlin nominated Swmith.

Roeding vs. The Board of Trustees, Treas.
urer and Auditor of the City of Sacramento,
upon petition for writ of mandate to compel
the payment of 55 per cent, of gross water
| rents into the einking and interest fund,
{ and also to compal the City Treasurer to pay
| £32,000 coupons for the years 1870-80-81-82,
came up for argument upon the demurrers of

the defendants. The defendants were repre-
gented by City Attorney Anderson and J, H.
McKune, The plaintiffs appeared by their
attornays, Rosenblatt & Sheeline and 8, C,
Denson.

The pcin's made by defandants’ counse]
upon demurrerars as follows: That there is
a wisjsinder of parties—an action for man-
date against the Treasurer fo psy coupons
cannot be joined with proceedings against the
Board of Trustees to apportion fu ds, nor
against the Aunditor for sams purpoze ; thas
there is alzo a misjoinder of ciuses of action,
it appearicg that if any action exists, it
must be against the parties separately ; that
the Treazurer can only do what is er-
joined upon him by law and the order of
the Beard of Trustees ; that he has doze this,
therefore  mandate will not lie; that the
fund koown as the sinking and inferest fund
is a trust fund, and that maundate canuot be
invoked sgainst s trustee; that the Treas-
urer is the trustee for all the bondhelders and
coupon-holders, and that a Court of law will
not interfere ; that this is the provincs of a
Court of equity enly ; that Courts of equity
will not permit one cestvy que trust to gain
an advantage over another; that it does
not appear that either the Treasurer, Auditor
or Board of Trustees have failed to comply
with all and every provition of the law ; that
plaintiffs have mistaken their remedy, if any
remedy exists ; that no demand has ever been
made upon the Board of Trustees as required
by the organic law, without which no cause of
action can be maintained ; that the Bosrd «f
Trustees have complied with the Act of 1863
(Caarter) in appropriating 55 per cent. of the
net water rants to the sinking and interest
fund, and that this Act repeals the Act of
1858, which provided for 55 per cent. of
the gross water rents for that fund;
that if the strict leiter of the law
cf 1858 should be insisted upon, it will
appear, under the Water Works Act ¢f 1872,
that the present Water Works are entirely
different from those mentioned in the Act of
1858 ; that the present municipal corporation
never assumed the obligations of the ‘‘city
and copnty of Sacramento ;” that the only as-
sumpticrn is a conditional one prescribed usn-
der Sections 41 to 48 of the charter, of which
the bondholders never availed themselves;
that the charter of 1863 by exprass terms ex-
empts it from any liability upon any ‘* bonds,
contracts, obligations, ete,” created prior to
April 25, 1863, and all these obligations were
created prior to that date ; that the proceed-
ings in these cases at bar involve the levying
of process, original, mesne and final, sgainst
and upon the ravenue, income, taxes, ete., of
the city, and which is expressly prohibited by
Section 1 of the city organic law; that the
Aet of 1858, under which the alleged bonds
were issued, contained the same restriction,
and that all the creditors accepted the bonds
under the express contract that under no cir-
cumstance ehould a suit ever be maintained
against the city or its revenue, taxes, income,
etc,, for the collection thereof, and theee con-
ditions were reiterated in the Act of 1863 ;
that the State can avail itee'f of its sovereign
power and exempt itself from suit; therefcre,
the municipality being a part of the State
and one of its agents of Government, it is
competent for the Legislature to exempt it
in the same manner; that it appears from
the petitioners’ own showing that there is an
outstanding liability of over $1,000,000, and
that the $100,000 now in the sinking and in-
terest fund must necessarily be held by the
Treasurer in trust for ail the eoupon holders,
and that to compel him to pay it out to any
one or two would be unjust to others of prior
or equal right; that there are no boads
agaicss ‘' the city of Sacramento ” authorized
by the Act of 1858, and all the bonds or cou-
poss purporting to be the bonds or coupons
of “‘the city of Sicramento” are illegal and
void, because Section 39 of the Act ot 1858
provides only for the issvance of bonds of
** the city and couaty of Sacramente.” None
of the bonds er coupons set out in the peti-
tions in these rroccedings are in accordance
with this provision.

At 5 o’clock the Court took a“recess until 9
o’clock yasterday, at which time the counsel
for petitioners present their side of the case.

Couansel for petitioners contended that the
demurrer is & general one, and should be
overruled ; that the law of 1863 never in-
tended that the city of Sacramento should be
exempt from mesne or final process; that if
that were the cass the taxes conld be paid in
the treasury, and there would be no means to
get it ou! ; that petitiener is not obliged to
apply for writ of mandate to collect taxes
and apportion 55 per cent. for sinkiog and
interest fund, there being $100,000 in the
fund ; that the Legislature has no right to
say that creditors shall not sue, the intention
being the commoa law rule, and nothing
more ; that thers is no misjoinder of parties,
and if there was, the demurrers do not prop-
erly show it ; ithat the petition shows that
each party to these suits has soms duty to
perform. Cunsel discussed the Act of 1858,
snd claimed a vested right under it to the
claime, giving a hiftory of the bonded in-
debtedness. They further claim that the
city of Sacramento st present succaeded to
all the rights and obligations of the city and
county of Sacramento ; that the Legislature
has not changad tha law. It was never in-
tended that the suits could not he maintained,
as it would violate vested rights ; that if that
rule should ob'ain, counszl would rather be
Treasurer of Sacramento than owner of the
Bank of England.

S. C. Denson, for petitioners, presented a
few suggestions, and asked the privilege of
filing a brief, He directed his argument
sgainst the proposition of the sinkicg and
interest fund being a trust fund, as clsimed
by counsel for defendant, and contended that
this is not such a fund, as is contemplated
by the laws of trust.

City Attorney Andersen then concluded

the argument for the defendauts, and re-
viawed the points made by ths petitioners.
Ha read numerous authsrities to sustain the
propesitions made in the opening of the
case,
. The srgumect lasted during the entire
forenoon eession of the Court, At i's close
the Court gave the parties twenty days to
prepare and file briefs, the case to bs sub.
mitted thereupon,

SurERIOR JUDGE A PPOINTED,—Y esterday
J. W. Armstrong received a commizsion a3
Superior Judge cf Sacramento coun!y, vice
Robert C. Clark, deceased. He qualified

for the position, and will assume the duties
of the office this mornirg., Judee Armstrovg
received the indorsement by petition and by
letter of a majority of the members of the
Sacramento bar, and s committee of leading
business men volunterily presented to the
Governor a petition largely signed by prom-
inent business men, requesting his appoint-
ment.

Judge
Armstrong was chosen by the Governor from
amoug five legal gentlemen of unquestioned

_ GREAT BrITAIN'S DRINKS,—The immen-
sity of the liquor traffic in Great Britain is
illustrated by the fact that the total rev-
enue of the country from drink-taxes dur-
ing the last financial year amounted to no
less than £31,038,000, which was almost
44 per cent. of the entire income from
taxes of every sort, Temperance advo-
cates, however, are encouraged by the an-
nouncement that this great source of in-
come appears now to be stationary, if not
indeed actually diminishing, which, in face
of the growth of population, must argne a
decrease in the prevalence of drinking.
The Chancellor of the Exchequer views
this drift of thinge with complacency, as
must every well-wisher of the race, but if
the revenue from excise taxes should
steadily decrease, some future head of the
treasury will find a serious problem con-
fronting him. However, it needs no argu-
ment to prove that a sober nation will be
better able to raise from other sources the
revenue aow derived from taxes on liquor
than the England of to-day to pay its ran-
ning expenses 8o largely by the contribu-
tions of drankards.
