THE CONSOLIDATIUN.

SPEECH OF SERATCR VROOMAN UPON

THE RAILRUAD QUESTION.

Uawarranted Assertions Answered and
Facts Prezented—Urjast Discrimina-
tion in Taxation—Ete,

During the coursideration on Thursday of Assem-
bly Concurrent Resolation No. 21, relating to consol
idation of the several railroads compo:ing the South-
ern Pacific route, Mr. of Alameda,
addressed the Senate, speaking extemporane-usly,
and of which a full stenographic report is presented,
as follows:

Mr. Vr oman—It seems to me that this is a ques-
tion which should be determined by an appeal to
the reason and not to tee passions or prejudices of
Nenators. I awm excexdingly thankfu! that this dis
cussion bas taken plac:, for oue reason at Jeast ; it
has led some of my Democratic bretaren to adnit
that there are some rights vested in the General
Government. I am somewhat familiar with the
solitical history of the country. I am familiar with
its politics, and this is the first time I ever heard a
Democrat edmit thet there were any powers vested

YVrooman,

in the General Gov roment which a State was
beund to respect, and I am thankful that
the admission Las been made here to-day.

It was stated by the Senator from the Tenth Dis-
trict (McClure) in_his opening statement, that the
Supreme Court of the United States had decided
that there was no power in Congress to prevent a
State from taxing all of the proveriy situated with-
in the State, ex-ept property, the title to which
was in the General Guvernment. I had hoped that
some of the able Senators and lawyers who followed
him would point to some authority in refutation of
his statement ; but not one of them has shown an
authority to that ¢ffect, and 1 cballerge them to do
so. Why ? As I understaud the laws of my coun-
try coneerning this matt r, the State has the exclu-
sive right to tax every bit of property within its
borders, except the property the utie to which isin
the General Government ; and, sesondly, that the
State has the exclusive right to regulate freights and
fares within the borders of the State, anl that there
is no power anywhere which can divest it of that
right.

Mr. Reddy—Suppose some one should make a
complaint before the Railroad Comm s.ﬂin?ora to the
effeet that the railroad had made an overcharge ; the
Commiigsioners issue proceas :nd bring ihe coropany
before them and try that preposition. Would not
the railroad company immediately take the case to
the Fedzral Court, and wonld net that oust the
Commis-ioners§from all jurisdiction ?

Mr. Vrcoman—If a complaint was made by a eciti-
zen that an overcharge had been made for freight
within the State of California, I augwer the Senator
that under the Constitutiou of the State the Rail-
road Commissioners would have the exclusive right
to determine that question, and there is no power
that couid take it away from them; I say that thers
isvolaw in existence that I koow of whick wili
tra. efer a case from the Board of Railroad Commis-
sioners to the rederal Courta.

Mr. Heddy— Are the Hailroad Commissicners a
State Court ?

Me, Vrooman—The Railroad Commissioners do
not constitute a State Court within the meaning of
the Federal law which authorizes the transfer of
cise?, The Boa-d of Railroad Commissioners are a
peculiar body who are authorized to act ia a legisla-
tive and executive capacity, and [ repeat that there
i3 no statute that woun d anthorize such a transfer as
you have spoken of. That I may not bhe misunder-
stood about the matter, I say that Congress has the

right now to preseribe the rates for through ireights
and fares, and there is no pow-rin t e State which
can successfully oppose Congress in the exercise of

tuis right; but when it comes to taking care of loeal
freights and fares, that authority is in the State offi-
cers, and they cannvot be divested of it by Congress.
Conzress has no powers except such powers asare
conferred upon it by the Coustitution of the Uaited
States. Whenever Congress seeks to exercise a
poser, it must plzce its fingzer upon the word, line
nd sentence of the Constitution of the United States
g to it such power, and I ask Senators
who are to follow me upon this question, to point
to a single word, line cr sentence of the Coosiitu-
tion f the Uuited States which authorizes Congress
to interfere with State matters so far as the regula-
tion of freights and fares of railroads or common
carriers is concerned, or 8o far as the taxation of
property is concerned. Why, sir, tse Sznators upon
the other side of the question thiuk because this Act
provides that this raiiroad shail be used for the
trarsportation of mails and of supplies for the
army, it thereby becomes a Fedcral agency beyond
the control of the State ! Do not the Sen
that the Sonthern Pac fiz Railroad to d
strument for carrying the mailg and supplies of the
Governmen® of the Uuited States? Do not they
know that there is a provision of its coarter that in
case of an em®rgency, as in the case of war, the
ernment has the right to take control of it? Do
y not know that the road is bound to carry the
supplies of the United States to the exclosion, if
necessary, of the supplies of the citizen? Do they
not know that the road was incorporated for the
purpose of affordiug speedy transportation of the

mails and suppides of the United States? And
anyone ever cluimed that for that reason
it was exempt from taxation? No, sir!

The question was raised years ago concerning stage
coaches, stea nboats, ete., that because they carned
the wails of the United States they were exempt
from taxation, bu! the Courts dec ded they were
not thereby excmpt. Now, sir, this discussion upon
the other side hss taken a wid Senators
have seen proper to call in question and raise the
puint that#the Southern Pacific Railroad aid not
pay its taxes. Now I undertake to say that when
the facts are all known there is not a fair-minded
man in this State but would eay that the ¢ mpany
has done right in fighting the payvment of these
taxes 5o asses-ed to the bitter end, a8 told b

not krow this to be the truth. The roadway across
the Colorado and Mohave deserts is assessed at over
£30 an acre, and it is not worth a cent an acre, and a
thousand acres of it could not raise a healthy flea in
a dry year. Isthere any man that would pay any
such tax as that? [ wonld not. I would fight it in
the Courts, and if I won it I would never pay it.
Notwithstanding ali this, the railroad companies

have paid over 81,100,000 taxes within the last two
years, 1 this in face of the fuct that the Cowmts

have held up to this time that there had been no
legal assessment of their property, and they were
not liable for a dollar of taxes =0 assessed 1 hopa,
Mr. President, that the Senators will excuse me for
this rambling diversion, from the tact that I wish to
foliow the order in which the subject has been
treated. The Senator from Mone [Reddy] said it
was a notorious fact that the railroads had resisted
the fixing of freights and fares in this State, I have
never heard of their resisting any ovder of that
kiod. Ihave never heard that the Ru:ilroad Com-
misgioners have ever fixed a schedule of freights and
fares.

Mr. Reddy—Allow me to correct vou. I stated
that prior to the new Constitution they had pre

vented, or endeavored to prevent, the fixng
of freight and fares. I did not asy they
had resited any order of the Railzoad

Jommission, beeauge a majority of the Commission
never made -n order that they wanted to remst, and
p:"ﬁoinblv never would if they had remained in
office.

Mr. Vrooman—As I have said before, T have been
a somewhat careful obhserver of matters conmecte
‘with the pofitical affxirs of this State and the Rail-
road Commission. It is true that the majority of
the Railroad Commission has never made an order
that the railriad company wanted to interfere with ;
but I don’t kuow tha: the micority of that Commis-
sion have made any orier, or tried to make any
thst the Railroad Commission desired to resist.

Now the Eemator from Mono laid down three
propositions.  First, that the men who have bnilt
the railroads have been actuated entirely by selfish
motives, and that whatever tears they have shed in
the interest of the poor, oppressed pecple of this
esuntry, have been crocodile teass; secoad, that the
consolidation proposed would be an economic meas-
use, but economic in the interests of the railroad
company ; that under this proposed Act of Con,

compsting lives, if they desire to coasolidate, could

not doso, Ishall ask the Semator from the Tenth

District to answer the last proposition, because I
fisd my strength failing me. I wish to call your at-
tention to the first prop sgition, namely, that the
meo who built the ralroads have been actuated hy
selfish motives, and that whatever tears they have
shed in the interest of the poor, oppressed people
in this country, have been crocodile tears. Ia that
conuection I also desira to cali a’tention totue re-
mark of the Senator from Souoma (Johnson), ahout
the muificence of the gi‘ts that have been showered
upon these people by the National Goversment.

I think it will not be out of place to call at
tion brnefly to the history of the Central Pacific
Railroad Company. I find that Thomas H. Benton,
at a meeting in St. Louis in 1849, sdvocated the con-
struction of a Pacifie railroad. I find als» a man by
the nsme of P. P. F. DeGrand in 1849 advocating
the same thing, aud I call altention to the fact that
he desired the 1ailioad should be cons
a sinzle Act of Congress, in order to r
the freaks of legislation. We come down from 1849
to 1852 and we find the Legislature ol thiz State
ask ug Congress to grant aid for the construction of
a vacific rallroad, 1 find that in 1859 the Legisla-
ture of this State called a Convention of the Le,
tures of the Pacific States and Territories, to be

held in San Francisco, to ask Congress for aid. In
Congress we find, in 1859, the Hon. Wm. M. Gwin

sdvocating the construction of the Pacifi: raiiroad,
and saying that the Government would save
enough in four years, in the eost of transportation
of mails and troops, to pay for the road. We fiad
Jefferson Davis raising his voice, both a3 Usited
States Senat r and Secretary of War, in favor of the
road. In 1860, and again in 1584, the Democratic
and Republican parties in their platforms declared
in favor of the construction of a railroad from the
Atlautic to the Pscifie, and that the Government
shouid aid in its construciion. In 1862 Congress
psssed an Act authorizing the constraction of the
road, and in 1564 that Act was amended

Now, as to the munificerce of the gifts ro

ceived by the compan§s. Twenty seven mullion
dollars of aid bondeg re issued by ‘the
Governizent as a to . the Uentral

Pacific Kailroad Compagy, bat the offiers of the
¢ mpany never saw & ingle one of these bonds.
They were gold in New ¥ k, and the whole $27,
000,000 aggregated but 818,900,000 in gold. I de-
rire the Senators to tike note of that; that this
munificence amounted in gold coin tu $18,9:0,000
only, and was but a loan. Tha company is to-day
paying 6 per cent. on § 2,002, and they received
but $18 £00,000, and thevefore they are payving to-
day nearly 10 per cent upon the money they re.
ceived, and are paying it into the sinking fund, so
that when these bonds become due the company
will pay $27,700,000 for only §18500,000 or a
little over. Anything munficent about that?
Now, in addition to this loas, the company reccived
as a gift certain quantities of Government land.
Every one knows that they received only the alter-
nate gections on each ~ide of the rocd. What was it
worth at the time of th £t7 Absolutely not

ng
If it bas been increased in value to the bLenefit of
the railroad company by the corstruction of the

road, has not. the valae cf the sectiony Leld by pri-
vate owners been equally increzsed in value to the
bepefit of those owners? Where is the exclusive
manificence in this?

Again, s few years ago there was a great deal of
talk concerning the great value of these lands; so
the railroad company propssed to the Government
to return every aere of iand that they received if
the Governmeat would allow 1 an acre to be ared-
ited upon a debt which would not then be due tor
fifteen years. Now if thers was anything i
able about those Iands, that was a good
for the Government, bul the proposition was de-
clined. The lands received by the railrcad company
are not worth an average of §1 an acre to day.
Where is the munificence of the ziit? A Demo-
cratic Congress appropriated $i0.000,000 to the rail-
road of luinols to cons 50 wiles of raiiroad
throogh a level country. ty millions of dollars to
construct 450 miles raigoad through a level
country !

I desire
to call their attention to the fact that the Gov-
eroment of the United States has eaved ten
mirlions of dollars each yesr in the cost of
trapeportation of maile, freight and supplies
by that railroid comoany over, and above what 1t
would have ¢st to transport the same amount by
land as formerly done. t atill they tell us that
theso men shed crocodile tears, and have been actu-
ated by selfishh motives in ail their scts, These are
facts, Senators—plain, underiable facts.
