The Great Floods.

Cixcinyari, February 12:b,—The river is
rising more rapidly than in the efternoon,
reaching sixty-four fect two ard three-quarter
inchea st 10 o'clock tc-night. The scanen of
to-day have been to agreat exient repetitions
of thoss of yesterday, with the exception
that the removing of goodsis less sctive, and
more attention is paid to the euffering peo-
pla. Ths Obio and Mississippi Railroad
Company sends steamers to Anrcra, Ind, No
tidings have beea received yat from Lawrenee-
bure, Iud., except that the town is at the
mercy of the waters, .

CinCINNATI, February 12th.—The floed of
1832 has now been eurpassed. I% then reached
64 fest 3 inches. At 11 o’clock it stood haif
an inch above that, and was still rising,

LouisviLie (Ky.), Februsry 12:h.—The
flood here has rzached the highest point of the
flood of February, 1882, rismz an ivch and a
half per hour. Busiuesi and pavigation are
practically suspended, and the damage to
property on Froot street is very heavy. The
weather is clear end warm,

LovisviLLE (Ky.), February 12th,— All
day the river has been the canter of attrac-
tion, and the dread stsady rire marked eaci
hour. The highest point of the ficod of Fsb-
ruary, 1882, was reached this afternoop, and
passed, and now there i more than 36 feet of
water on the fulle, and 64 feet in the chanuel
at the foot of t7e falls, which is but two fees
below the great Decen ber flood of 1847. The
river is ye! rising slowly, with a grest tida
from the Kentucky river to be added. Hous:s
along the river front are vscated, the drift
damaging them scricusly. Fourth street is
closed from Muin to the river. Every build.
ing in Shippingport has from thres to eight
feet of water on the floor, end the cemert
mille, the priacipal industry there, are ail
submerzed,

FraskrorT (Ky.), February 12:h,—The
Kertucky river marked 43 feet at noor, and
was ririrg three-quarters of an inch an hour,
1t is expected to continus to risa till night-
fall. Oaze thovaznd people ara homeless, and
thera is much distress everywhers, Commu-
nication with the ontside world ia cut coff,
save by telegraph and the turnpike to Ver-
gsil'es. The lew ground in Fraokfort known
ag***The Crow,” sod a large part of South
Frankfort, are entirely submerged. Fort
Hill, the highest point abeut Frankfort, ia
now an island, ciused by back water, R:ss.
idences two miles from the river are under
watar, The Hermitage snd O F, C, distil-
leries are covered on the first floors, Six bua-
dred head of cattle are stending in water
above their knees. The water is three feet
six inches on the cellar floors of the peniten-
tiary, covering nearly the entire prison yard.
The priconers are loose in the chapel and
doubled up in ezile on the recond floor. The
wooden bridge to South Frankfort, is conesid-
ered very unssfe, and is hourly expected to
go down. Thousands of people line tha river
banks on both sider, watching the heavy drift
and houses go down. This iz the highest
stage the river was ever known to reach. The
damage already reaches $100,000.

MapisoN (Iad.), February 12th, — The
river is within 34 inches of the flood of 1832
—highest ever known—and is rising at the
rate of twoinches per heur, All the factories,
depdts and houses on the river front are in-
undated. Should the waters subside without
heavy winds, the damsage will not be disas-
frous.

IND1ANAPOLIS (Ind,), February 12¢h.—The
Ohio river is etiil rising at all points in this
State, At Ncw Albany the water is ten
inches higher than during the floed of 1881,
Abont thies fourths cf the manufactories are
flooded. If the rise continuce tiil midnight,
every furnace in the immenge glasaworks of
W. D. DePauw will be nnder water,

WirLiamspor? (Pa.), February 12th,—The
fear of a disastrous flood has caused the lnm-
bermen to begin cutting a channel through
ths great ice gorge from here to Charlestor,
twenty miles.

Bepression of ithe Opium Traflic,

WaASHINGTON, February 12:h.—Wicdom,
from the Forcign Aff2irs Committes, has re-
ported a bill to supnlement the commercial
treaty between the United States and China,
for the repression of the opianm traffic. The
bill is as follows :

Section 1. That the importation of opium into
any part of the United Stites by Chinese subjects is
prohibited, and no package composed 1n whole or in
part of opium, imported by or consigned to a Chi-
nese subject in the United States, shall be admitted
to entry. All packages of opium, or of which opium
sha'l form a part, imported or consigned as afore-
said, shall be proceeded against, seized or forfeited
by due course of law, in the same manner and with
the same effect 28 is now provided by law for pro-
ceedings sgains® and condemnation of articles the
redemption of which is prohibited. Any person of-
fendivg against the provicions of this section shall
be fined not more than §500, or imprisoned for six
months, or both,

Section 2. No citizen of the United States shall
import opium into any of the open ports of China,
or transport it from one @pen port to any other open
port, or buy or gell opiag- In any of the open ports
of Ching, in any manner, or by any means whatever,
and all opium so unlawfully imported, transported,
bought or so!d, shall be deemed forfeited to the
United States, which forfeiture ehall be enforced in
the Consular Court of the distriet in whizh such
opium shall be found, by proceedings a3 near as
may be like the proceedings under the laws of the
United States for t''e feizure and condemnation of
goods unlawfully imported into the United States,
and all opium so forfeited and condemned shall be
dispoged of in such manner as the Secretary of State
shall direct, for the benefiv of the United States.

Section 3. Any citizen of the United States in
China offend ng against any of the provisions of the
preceding scetion may be arraigned and tried for
such offense before the Consular Court of the dis-
trict in which the offense shull be committed, and on
conviction shall be punished by a fine of not more
than $500, nor more than 8'x months or less than
thirty days’ imprisonmeuvt.

This Act shall take effect July 1, 1883.

The Labor Question—Plan for Rellef,

‘WasniNagTON, February 12 h —Tho testi-
mony of Fravk K. Fosters, Secretary of the
Federation of Trade and Labor Usions, was
con'inued to-day before the Senate Commit-
toe on Eduestion and Labor, to cure existiag
evils, Fosters recommended the following
remedi the most pra ible and desirz-
ble at present, viz : Flirst, the establishment
of » National Buresu of Labor Statistics;
second, the establisbment of boards of arki-
tration, where practicable; third, the enforce-
ment of the national eight-hour law ; fourth,
the abolitien of child lator as far s possible
by legislation ; fifth, the rapesl of all coz-
spiracy laws which interfere with the rights
of workingmen to combina for their Uaions
like other corporations ; wixth, the abolition
of the convict labor contract syetem,

Heber Newton's Heresy.

New Yorg, February 12:h,—The Herald
priats an interview with Morean Dix, rector
‘of Trinity chure, regarding Heber Newton’s
sermons on the Bible, in which Mr. Dix says:
"I understend the ecrmors are to be pub-
lished with his authorization, and when they
are, you ean judge whether or not he has
been guilty of preachiug false doctrines, The
question is, has be preached that which is in-
consistent with the doctrines of his chureh ?
If he said what the newspapers have attrib-
uted to him, he is certainly guilty of preach-
ivg a false doctrine.”

Nicholas Quackenbos, the prominent lay-
man who 8o vigorously demsnded a short
time ago that Newton ehouid be pnt on trial,
said: ‘' Most certainly Newton will be ar-
raigned for heresy, and if I have any part in
the proceedivge, he will also have to answer
for the more serious charge of having devied
the diviniiy of the Saviour, This accusation
will be made not simply with ‘reasenable pre-
cision,’ as the canon requirer, but with pos'-
tive certainty, both as to time and place, and-
will be supported with indisputable evidence.
The clergy and laity of the Episcopal Church
are almoat unanimous in the opinion that the
entirs body suffers reproach in coneequenca
of Nswton’s ulterances,”
