The Flooded Kcgicns.

Toledo, February —
The gorge below

jthe city broke this morning. The huge
masses opposite the city moved rapidly oat,

Iand by daylight the water had fallen fivefeet.
j The river is now comparatively free from ice,'
and is still falling. In its outward passage

the floodcarried away the remainder of the
wagon Lridga at Cherry street, an additional
span of the Pennsylvania Railroad bridge,
and the Union bridge, which connected the
middle ground with the oast side, and was
used as a transfer between the east and west,
used by various railway companies. Damage

Ito the Wheeling and Lake Erie bridge, two
mil»s down the river, is also reported. Afew
small crafts lying at the docks were torn from
their faateciogs and carried down as far as the
la-it named bridge, but no eerious injury
to shipping has yet occurred. As the course
of the stream is now unobstructed, and the
water is fast approaching it natural stago, no
further trouble is likely to occur. The loss
to the city and railway .companies by the de-
struction of bridgf is very heavy.

At 6 o'clock i-.i-* evening the water was
lowered ten feet from the highest mark,
which was twenty-six inches above that of
1881. The Wheeling and Lake Erie trestle-
workapproach cv the east side was earned
away, and that onthe west end thrown out of

The Railroad Consolidation Question.
Washington, Februarj 18th.—It is un-

derstood that the Committeo on Pacific Kail-
roads willbe recognized in the House to-
morrow, to callup, under a suspension of the
rules, the billto consolidate railroads in the
Territories of the United States. It is in-
tended by the parties in charge of the bill to
offer a substitute which will remove some of
tho objectionable features cf the bill,which
caused the California Legislature to request
the State delegation here to vote against it.
Tim Rul>»titnt«,,it ia understood, conforms to
the provisions of the Senate billfor the game
purpose. The principal changes made are in
relation to the ltndgrant question and the
subjection of the Iconsolidated lines to suits
in the State as willas Federal Court*. It
willprovide. that the consolidated company
maysue or be sued inany Court in theUnited
State.*, and that the consolidation shall not
affect the conditions under which the compa-
nies hold lands granted them by the Govern-
ment.
Christianizing the Chinese— Views or a

. Catholic Priest.
New Yobk, February 18th.—

"
No," said

Father Lynch, pan tor of the Church of the
Transfiguration, in Moltstreet, to a reporter
yesterday,

"
the Catholic Church has taken

no steps for the conversion of the Chinese in
New York. Thesa people, who are chiefly
the scum of their cation, care as a rule noth-
ing whatever übcut rotigioa. Tha school:
started by Protestant denominations have
redly been able to effect nothing. The few
converts to Christianity whom they have
made are chieflyiactuated by self-interest.
Their profession of Christianity brings them
trade. When the Archbishop of San Fran-
cisco went to Rome, he had an interview with
Cardinal Simoni respecting the evangelization
of ithe Chinese jin San Francisco. The
Cardinal, turning to hisnephew, Father Ac-
tonacci, said :'Will you go?' Father An-
tonacci accepted at once, and arrived in New
YorkinSeptember last on. his way to San
Francisco, where he now is. Ore day while
here he had a conversation withDomingo de
Luce, an intelligent Portuguese Chinaman,.
and De Luce made a remark that struck him
as being just. He said that until tha Chinese
in this city were married they would never
think about religion. This is eminently true.
The vice 3of these people will
make religion impossible

"
to them un-

der existing circumstances. They a/c a
worthless lot, who do no good and a very
great deal cf harm. AUrge number of un-
fortunate women have taken to cpium-emok-
ing Only a s-li -rt time ago a pretty, young
girl came here and took the pledge against
alcohol. Now she is destroying herself with
opium. There women must have something
to deaden their pangs of conscience, arid
opium-smoking has become prevalent amocg
them. Theee opium dens should bo swept away.
To return to the question of Christianizing,
itis only among the children of the Chinese
by whitemothers that we can hops for suc-
cess. When Iwas attached to St. Stephen's
Church, Ibaptized three Chinamen of the
better kind, and married them to three re-
spectable Irish women. The Chinese were
cooks and the women servants in families. I
kept them inview for several years, and the
women testified that the Chinese were good
husband". One of the men died a good Cath-
olic, and received the sacrament of the
Church, The others Iiiavo lost sight of.
As to making converts among white people
of this quarter, the field is verysmall, for our
population U cearly all Irish and Italians,
who are Catholics already. What we have
to do is to convert them from their drinking
and other vices."

It was in No. 2 shaft of the Wilmington
Coal Mico and Manufacturing Company,
known as the Diamond Company. Itwas
situated three and one-half miles northwest
of this city. Th9littlevillage ofDiamond b
a scene of desolation calculated to wring the
heart of even the most hardened to recces of
misery. Sixty-eight men and six boys lie
dead in tha rain?, and itmay he W3eks before
even the melancholy action ofrecoveries
their dead bodies is accorded. NoEuch calam-
ity hag ever befallen this section of the coun-
try. Tha whole of Diamond is devoted to
mining, acd this blow carries death into a
hundred families. Iv several instances all
the r...'.b members of the family have been
carried away. Asection of prairie land over
which the fhoda had extended until the water
stood three or four feet deep suddenly caved
in, the result being theinstantanecusfhoding
of a mine in which three hundred men and
boys were at work. Withinhalf an hourthe \u25a0

water had reached allparts of the works, and
to night stands withinfive feet of the main
Bh&ft. Seventy-four human beings were

Of the mite. Allhope of the possible rescue
of any of them by the opening of a driveway
froman old air shaft into the work* was
abandoned at dusk, when the watar poured

THE STAR ROUTE CASE.

Rerdell Tells How Borsey Manipulated
Affidavits.

(By Telegraph.]
Washington, Feb-.uary 17:h.— Id the

Btar rente case this mortals: Rerdell made
the f-jlloniDgcoofes.-ion. He said :Ibecame
acquainted with S. W. Doracy id1872. Met
John Doraey in tho cpriag 11 1878, at Sena-
tor Doreey'a house, on Istreet. First met
Peck about 1869 or 1870. Became acquainted
with Brady in the spring .f 1870. In An-
gust, 1875, witness was appointed to a posi-
tion under the District Government- For
somet ime acted as Doreey'a Secretary.
Mian had &a illi.'o in the third story of
Doreey'a house. Boone, Watts and Senator
Horsey frequented Miner's office. Early in
February, 1873, the night before the pro-
posals closed, witness began his connection
withthe mail buiuesa. Eirly that evening
Miner asked witness to assist bim. Witness
hesitated, and Senator Dorsey naked him to

Miner. When he got up _ stairs Miner
info-mad him that he wished him to help fix
up proposals. Miner read off the amounts
and witness filled in dollars and cents is,
bid?. Part of tha time Senator Dorsey was
present and part of the timeBoons was pres-
ent. He beliaved Watts was also present.
Witness worked until\u25a0 aboil 1 o'clock.
Miner read ctf the figures from the book
containing advertisement?. In December,
1878, witness bad a conversation
with Miner about the book, at his
home on C street. Miner showed him the
book, and told him who had filledin the
figures. He said the figures were inSenator
Dorsey's handwriting. 'One meraing inDe-
cember, 1878, witness went to Dsreey's house
at hu request. Dor?ey had before him a
large number of communications. lie tossed
them over to witness and asked him if ha
knew what they meant. Wilte.-s revi abont
dozen. . Th?7were csnimanlcations from the
Poetcfßc9 Deparment, addressed to DorM)-j
Peck, Boone, Miaor and, perhaps Watts.
Dc.rt r.sked him to take charge lf the busi-
ness. Witness carried them down to the
office in the Dey-street bnilding. 1) rsey
said bo intended to tako away the business
fromBoocp, who was then attending to it.
Saw Dorsey again on the following morning.
Ttldhim ho thought be could attend to tho
business afttr getting a littlefurther informa-
tion. Dora?y promised toget all the papers
connected with the business. Boom, he said,
would understand what pap.rs were wanted.
Witness did as directed, and got a large case
of pigeon-holes full ifpapers. Took Ihimto
Miner'd room ia Doreoj'a house, and devoted
allhis epire tiiae to the business of writing
letters to sub-contractors and others.

rnrjss THE stations.

About July s:h or 10,h Dor<ey asked him
ifhe would like to go West. Witness re-
plied ia the affirmative. By D >rsej's direc-
tion he put ia an application fur leave of
absence. Dorsey said be would tee that he
pot it. Witness was to go West to assist Jno.
W. Dorsey in putting the service on tbe Bis-
marck and Ton^uo river canter. Left Wash-
ington July lib;receive.! instructions and
§150 from Doreey before leaving. Doraey
also went with him tothe American
National Bank and placed to the credit of
Jno. W. Dorsey & Co. $3,000. Witness
signed the firm name, "Jno. W. Dorsey &
C0.," upon the book*, and when witness re-
turned he negotiated three bank notes signed
Jno. W. Dorsey &Co., and indorsed S. W.
Djrsey. Did not remember whether Miner
or himself had the notes. Used nearly all
the money for. stocking tbe Tongue river
route. Altogether $8,000 was used for this
purpose. Before witness went West Dorsey
furnished him with postal blanks, and told
him to establish a station off to one
eide of the route sixty miles, and
put in appropriation?, and have it upon
the route?. It waa calculated this would
make up for the distance lost through errone-
ous advertisements. Witness missed connec-
tion at St. Paul. While waiting, met John
W. Dorsey in the hotel. John Dorsey took
him down to the stables and showed him
Fennel's horses. . They went ou. together to
Bismarck, and with the assistance of John

"

Dorsey and Pennel, witness proceeded to bay
erain, stock, camp ulenails and other requi-
sites. Tha train was prepared, and Peauel
started to build ranches and dig wells. Wit-
ness selected a site for the propemd office,
and even picked out a name for it. . At
Miles City witness got up a petition, and
every one of whom caked, signed it. He
had a letter of introduction toGeneral Mile?,
and got him to writea letter to the Depart-
ment. Witness left John Doreey at Miles
City. Witness picked out a place on the map
for a new Postcffice, but knew nothing about
the inhabitants that place; —^ *—

"Itwas a paper Poetcffi ?

asked the.
Court.

The witness answered affirmatively.
S. W. Dorcej's instructions were to

build stations about fifteen orsixteen miles
apart. He said the service would be in-
creased, and until that time they could use
every thirdstation. He was also instructed
to get up a petition for incroaeo and expedi-
tion. He bad been furnished with letters to
a number of prominent p?rgonr, including
Governor Ramsey, General Raster and Sena-
tor Windom. About tho Ist cf August wit-
ness left John W. Dorsey in charge of the
route and returned to Washington. The
witness, continuing, said that his family oc-
cupied Senator Dorset's house inthe Bummer
of 1878 When ho returned f.-rni the West,
Miner also took up his abode there. Senator
Dorsey was away, and witness occupied the
house at hid request. Miner B;>id the service
was inbad condition, and they couldn't do
anything while Boons was ia ; that Brady
was hostile to Boone, who talked too much.
Miner asked witness his opinion upon the
mbject of admitting Vaile into the business.
Vaile, he said, was an old contractor, aud
had rtleatyof money.

"What did ho say of relations between.
Vaile and Brady ?

asked Merriek.

Objected to, but objection overruled.
Answer— "Ha said Vaile was very close to

Brady."
HASUPACTDKWO AFFIDAVITS.

Witness then resumed :
"

When Senator
Dorsey returned, witness with Miner took
the hons?. In a general conversation there
cue night Miner showed him a petition of
the Arizona routes

MineralPark, the Pioche

route or tha Ehranberg route, and asked him
to write in the interlineations. [The Court
sustained the objection to thin statement un-
tilthe paper was produced.] Inconversation
Vaile spoke of the pots'.biliiics of tlia per vice,
saying some of the routes tolet at $40,000
would be pushed at as to yield $600,000 or
$700 000 a year. Speaking of tbe affidavit on
the liawlias White River route, Vaile asked
how they could get the affidavit in lieu of
John Dorsey's affidavit. At that time
(March, 1879) S. W. Dorney was quarreling
with Miner and Vaile and refused to allow
his brother to furnish an affidavit. Vaile
said he thought he could get Brady to accept
an affidavit from the sub contractor, and
withina few days reported that Brady hid
consented to do this by Vaile's direction.
Witness wrote ont a blank affidavit and rent
to Petking for his signature. It came back
pinned with pp^ces for men and animals un-
filledaccording to direction."

His instructions
from J. W. Dorsty were to prevent the
subcontract frombeicg filed. Dorsey said
very few B^b-contracton knew anything
about expedition. He was to be care-
ful net to tell thorn that case. As an ex-
cuse

for negotiating new sub- contracts,

he was to tellthe tub-cantractors the old film
had dissolved, acd that he (Dorsey) would
ccc that they were raid, if the subcontracts
were tot filed. He prepared a number of
blank affidavits, si/ned by J. W. Di.r.vy and
Peck, to be c«eJ whennver necessary. Either
the witness or S. W. Dortey took one of the
affidavits and filed it, tha cumber cf routes
and the number of men and animals taking
up one affiiavit. In connection wi'.h the
Ujicalietta route, witness n&id that although
tke body of the paper waai:i the handwriting
of W. T.Kellogg, Notary Public, tbe figures
opposite the men and animals and the num-
ber of tbe route weie titlca by S. W.
Dorsey.
