A WOODLAND SENSATION.

Yesterday morning an item appeared in

the Recobd Usios stating that the day be-
fore the Governor bad effsred a reward of

$500 for the arrest and conviction of the mur-
derer or murderers of John E. Maltby, which
Itookplace inYolocounty about the 27tb of
last March. The reward was offered at the

gufgeßtion ofDistrict Attorney Craig, ofYolo

county. Literin the day Deputy Sheriff J. j
D.Liwson, of Yolo.and effisers Arlington

and Jacksoa, of this city, made the arrest

through which iti3expected to obtain the
reward, thoperson arrested being Frank M.
Rihm, a highly respected citizen of Yolo
county, -.nd late Sheriff, his term having ex-
piredon January 8;h. The ex-Sheriff's cousin,

George Kihtn, was also arrested. '\u25a0

John E. Maltby was at the time of his dis-
appearance Under Sheriff of Yo'o county.

He was last seen alive on March 27th of last
yesr. He was a man cf peculiar disposition,
and was addicted to strong drink, and was
frequently reusing for several dayß at a time,

i »nd but little was thought of him until tix
days afterward, when a young man named
Will.Moore, who was out hunting, found
hii dead body about two miles north-
east of Woodland. By the side

1 of the corpse was found a bottle labeled"poison." This and some other slight cvi-
i dence caused tha Coroner's jury to render a
i verdict of suicide. The stomach was sent to

San Francisco for analysis, and after the ver-
i diet of the Coroner's juryhad been rendered
; it was found to contain co poison. This

strengthened the suspicion already held by
many that there had been foul play. Astill'
hunt was kept up by friends of the dead
man, assisted by detectives, but it was not
until the new District Attorney, Mr. Craig,
assumed his office and Sheriff Kahin
h»d retired, that matters were pushed.
The cervices of detectives Arlington and
Jackson were secured, and with the counsel
of attorney Charles T. Jones and Chief
Karcher, the matter was worked up and the
arrests raad-\ Ithas been an open secret for
some time that the ex-Sheriff was suspected,
but the effisers requested that the attention
of the public should not be called to the mat-
ter until the arrest was made. So public had
it become, however, that the man when ar-
rested stated he w»s not surprised, as he
knew itwas tobe done.

Monday afternoon Deputy Sheriff Lawson
and detective Arlirgton drove from Wood-
land to the ranch of the ex-Sheriff's father,
M. A. Rahui, about fifteen miles north of
Woodland, and arrested George Rahrc, reach-
ing Woodland on the return some time after
dark. The Deputy Sheriff and officer Jack-
son then went to the ranch of the ex-Sheriff,
about one mile from town, and found the man
in the b bo nof his family. He was returned
to the town, and taken in through the back
doer of tha jail unknown to the residents of
the place. George Rahm was taken to the
office of the District Attorney and questioned
at some length, and it was finally decided to
bring him to this city, which was done, and
the prisoner nowlies inthe city prison. So
qii'rtly was the whole thing done teat news-
papers published in Woodland yesterday
morning contained no account of the arrest.
The officers, with their prisoner, did not ar-
rive ia this city yesterday morning until
after the Record Union had gone to press.

The officers claimthe evidence against the
ex-Sheriff is of the strangest kind, being
mostly circumstantial, excepting that of one
witness, a young married man named Benz
Stodenberg, a laborer in Woodland, who, it
instated, willswear to having seen the fatal
blow struck by ex-Sheriff Rahm in the Court-
house yard. George Rahm was at that time
in the employ of the Sheriff at his house,
and occasionally took charge of the chain-
gang whan the others were engaged. He was
arrested us accessory to the deed. The jailer
at that time was Augustus Applaby, and he
was to be rested yesterday.

There are two theories si to the reasons
fot the alleged murder. Itis known that the
ex-Sheriff a short time before the disappear-
ance of Maltby took the man into his room
and toldhim insevere language that he must
stop drinking. This the man promised but
didnot fulfill,and itis thought possible that
when tha roan next appeared intoxicated
there may have been a difficulty, and Maltby
bad been struck on the hesd and accidentally
killed, and after realizing what hail
been done the body was taken away acd con-
cealed where found. The other theory is
that the murder was committed for financial
gain, and it is claimed by, Ma!tb>'o friends
that the deceased had more money than could
be found.

George R.ihm was found by a Record-
ÜBIOH representative at the city prison last
night. He expressed the opinion very
strongly that the matter would be all ex-
plained at the examination, and had no
fear that anything serious would result from
it. He expressed surprise when told that his
former employer had been arrested. He said
her i.*.H frequently heard the er-Sheriff apeak
of Maltby's death, being much affected by
ths 3icl end tc which tb*n»n na*i;cq_tj?i ._:

The prisoners both come from a highly-
respected family. There are persons in this
city who know the father of the ex-Sheriff
when he redded near Mercersburg, Franklin
county, Pennsylvania, r.nd previous to the
birth of the prisoner. The family arrived in
California in 1852, and sre highly ppoken if
by all whoknow them. The ex-Sheriff has two
brothers. One of there, Ed. Rabin, was for
macy years Sheriff cf White Pine county,
Nevada, and is now engaged in merchan-
dising in Cherry Creek, in that State. 'I'l.e
other brother is engaged in business is Mon-
tan». T:jcdeceased w.is a member of Sacra-
mento Cooimandery, l£nit;hts Templar, and
w.-.s wellknown in this city. The ex-Sheriff
also stands high ia the Masonic O.der.

The Confirmation of Regents or the Uni-
versity—Ex-Governor ;Irwin Appointed
Harbor Commissioner— lrrigation.
Both bouses of the Legislature held long sessions |

yesterday, and transacted considerable buiii ess. .
The Senate met at 10 A. v., Lieutenant -Governc 1

Daaifett in the chair. . ' ' ™

Spencer cf StanMa.u3 was granted one day's leave
of absence. •

Johnson, from tbe Committee on Education, re
Dotted back adversely Reynold's bill to abolish
Teachers' Institute*.

Filcher, from tbe Committee on Public Printing,
transmitted tbe report ol the State Superii.teiitiuut
of Printing on the cost of printing a State series of
»chx)lbooks. One thousand c piei of tbe report
were ordered printed. •

Kellyof Solano reported bock adverse' yMcClas-
Vty'e bill which declares cull and void all swamp
land locations made before 1874, and not certified to
by the Surveyor General.

Cross, from the Committee on Judiciary, reported
back a large number of bills.

Baldwin, from the Committee on Federal Rela-tion*, reported back favorably S. C. R. 8, relative to
the appointment of Captiun John Mulen as the
agent of California in the District of Columbia.

Kellogg, from the Committee on Elections, pre-
sented a report, signed by Kellogg, Eeddy and Eng-
lish, in favor of sealing J. W. brooks, in the eeat
now occupied by George Steele, as Senator frcm
Santa Barbara, San Luis Obispo and Ventura. He
also presented resolutions, which were adopted,
making the consideration of the subject the special
order for to-day at 11 o'clock, and limiting the time
of the speakers to half an hour.

WcClure, from the Committee on Elections, pre-
sented a report signed by Vrooman and himself, in
favor of Stvele retaining his seat.

Spencer of Napa and Sullivan subsequently re-
portc 1in favor of Steele retaining his seat.

Langford introduced abill to provide for the erec-
ti-'i.ot residences foi physicians at tbe State insane
asylums.

Kellogg's bill to protect the sidewalks in unincor-
porated towns and villages, and Vrooman'a bill to
provide for the classification cf municipal cor-
porations, were read a tint time.

ilcClure's city and town government bill was
denied a first reading. \u0084The 'apportionment bills, the road la*-, Vrooman'a
street and improvement bill,and UcCmre's amend-
ment to the Constitution, to provide i>r the submis-
sion of proposed amendment^ to the Constitution
to the people, were passed on file.

Considerable discussion was bad ever Del Valle's
resolution cbangin? the rule so that the third read-
ing fileshall precede the second and first-reading
files. The amendment failed because itdid not re-
ceive a two third vote. Notice of a motion to re-
consider was gireu. .

The Senate then took up the general file and
proceeded withthe first reading of bills.

A message was received from the Governor an-
nouncing his appointment of William Irwin as
Harbor Commissioner, vice Georse S. Evans.

On motion of Clogs, the coneidetation of the
message was made the special order for to-day at '2
o'clock p. M.

The Senate then took up, read the third time and
passed A.B.

—,relating to roads and highways.
Tajlor introduced a bill vacating the offices of

Port Wardens, Harbor Commissioners and Board of
Health of San Francisco.

hyan introduced a bill appropriating $1,000 to
paythe deficiency for repairs of furniture, etc., in
tb3 State Capitol.

When the bill to regulate insurance companies
(known as the valued policy bill)came up fur first
reading, quite an animated discussion CookplMe.
Spencer of Nipa, Cross, Routicr and Kelly of So-
lano spoke in favor of the bill, and Vroomaa, Mad-
dox and Chandler against it.

Vroomau insisted strenuously that itwas vicious
legislation, and would simply lead to an increased
number of incendiary fire?.

Afterrecess the Senate took up the special order,
which was the consideration of the majority and
minority opinions of the Committee onJudiciary, cjr.

-
cernint' the Regents of the State University. The ar-
iimciitson the subject have already been published.

The majority reported that in their opinion the ap-
pointments of Regents should not be submitted to
the Senate, and if submitted the Senate should
take no action. The minority took exactly the op-
posite views. The majority report was signed by
Senators Kellogg, Kellyof JSolano, Reddy, McClure,
Wh.tiicVi Vrooman, Johnson, Perry and Baldwin.
The minority report was signed by Senators Spen-
cer of Napa, Cross, Del Vallo, Sullivan and Taylor.

Governor neman occupied a seat on the floor
of the Senate du-in; the argument of the question.

On motion of English a call of the Senate ml or-
dered, and the Sergeant-at-Arms instructed tobring
in the absent Senators.

Ryan, Croaan and Wallis were brought In, and
upon making a good showing were excused.

Further proceedings under the call were then
dispensed with.

Spencer of Napa moved to postpone the consider-
a'ion of the subject until 7:30 p. M. The motion
was !<>!».

Kelloggmoved the adoption of the report of the
majority of the committee.

Cross moved to amend by striLing out the word"
majority

"
and inserting the word *•

minority."
He then proceeded to argue at length in favor of
the adoption of the minority report. He said that
he intended to star.d up for the prerogative of the
Senate. I

-
was &imply a question as to whether

these appointments should rest alone with the Gov-
ernor, or whether the Senate should be consulted in
regard to such appointments.

Kellogg spoke in favor of the adoption of the re-
port ot the majority. This appointment was not an
original appointment, but an appointment to filla
vacancy. He held that the Governor bad aright t«
appoint to fill a vacancy without having it con-
firmed by the Senate, reading from the organic Act
in support of his position. His speech was apointed
andfpowerf ulone.

Johnson tavoted the majority report, arguing
that under the Constitution the Legijla'ure could
not interfere with the government of the University.
The Repents of the University, under the Constitu-
tion aid under the organic Act, were not officers,
but private Trustees.

Sullivan spoke in favor of the minorityreport,
ho'dlr.g that the position of Regent was aa i.tiice.
He asserted that tbo lion. Joseph Winai s, who was
Chairman of the Committee on Education in the
Coustituiional Coiivtstion, had Bent » i«ic-^raai to

a member cf the Judicary Comniit'.ee, saying that
ifthe action proposed by the majority of the com-
mittee wad taken, itwould lead to usurpation.

Vrooman sa d they were here to decide upon the
question as legal proposition, and not as a politi-
cal one. xle did not projxue to be influenced in his
vote upon this question by the opinion of any per-
on outside of \h; Se-iato, no matter what position

he had held. He did not propose to announce any
names, but he had in his desk a very exhaustive
brief, which was written by one of the ablest men
uf ilieState, holding that the Senate hid no juris-
diction in this matter. He hoped Senators would
net te influenced Intheir votes by the fear that we
might at some time have a Bauer for Governor.
We have a vern- r who would appoint gentlemen
worthy cf holding the position.

Taylor took the same view of the law as Cross.
He b^l eyed that the Senate was a par; of the ap
pointing power. He was opposed to the centraliza-
tionof power, and in favor of holding it in the
har.d3 ol the people as represented by the Senate in
tiiia insticee. lie argued at great Icnicth that the
position was an office. Itv.-9 wellenough to admit
that there w, a no politic! in this question, but if
such was the case itwas singular that all the Re-
publican members of the "on;i:.ittee had 'lied the
majority report, while the minority report was
signed only by Democrats.

Roldy held that there was no ambiguity about
the law, and there ought to be no difficulty in the
decision. The law was a-i plain ad the English lan-
guage could make it,and under it the position of
Kegent could not be claimed to be an office. He
was glad to know that the Senate bad a guardian in
San Framisco, who telegraphed whenever he found
the Senate was going wrong. Nodoubt Mr. Winans
was a good lawyer, but in tins cose he couldn't follow
his advice. The minoiitycould not explain away
this provision of the organic Act :"Nomember of
the Board of Begontiol th; State University shall
be deemed a public officer by virtue of such mem-
bership, or required to take uny oath of office, but
bis employment shall be held and deemed to be ex-
clusively a private trust."

16 noes.

Kelloggasked that the question be put upon his
motion as amended, but the President rufuaed to en-
tertain i',on the ground that the adoption of the
moiion of Cross s-.ttled the question. A motion
was made to Uke a recess until 7:30 p. M. Krllosg
appealed from the decision of the Chair, but the
President declined to entertain the appeal, became
the motion was being put on tbo question of taking
a reciw.
