The Maltbt Mcbdeb Case.— A lengthy

communication, leaning very strrngly to one
side, has been received from a Woodland cor-
respondent, in relation to the Maltby murder
case, and to publish which would be in the
nature ofinstituting a trialthrough the news-
papers. This would not be for the best inter-
ests of the fen 'Jan t, nor io aid of tbe due
administration of law. The Record -Union
inthe absence of facts has carefully avoided
publishing anything of sensational character
about the matter, or any statements tending
to produce a prejudgment of the case. All
person?, even ifcharged with crime, are pre-
sumed by the law to be innocent until the con-
trary is proven, and should bo be regarded by
the public. The publication of communica-
tions, or supposed facts, either in favor or
against parties accused of crime, tends at
best, under our defective system of selecting
juries, to disqualify the entire reading and
thinking portion of tbe public as juror?, upon
the ground of their having "read statements
about the case in the newspapers, and formed
an opinion." As to a jury selected from per-
sons who in this age do nut read the papers,
an innocent defendant and the people alike
may well reverentially pray :"Good Lord
deliver us." For this reason the efforts of any
paper in a case like the present one, without
the possession of any facts whatever, to en-
deavor to extend into columns in length, long
drawn out shadows of rumors and ghostly
speculations of theories, for sensational pur-
poses, even under the gui-e and pretense of
"newspaper enterprise," is reprehensible in
the eyes of a discriminating public, and a3
uiijournalistic as detrimental tothe cause of
justice.

A Serious Affair.

Early hist evening
Eddie Steven?, aged 10 year?, a son ofE. M.
Stevens, was brought to his home with a
small pistol-ball lodged in bis neck. The
boy, with a half dozen others, was near the
corner of Twelfth and G streets, and
were discussing the question of going across
the levee for some purpose.

The stories of the
witneasses do cet agree much better, but itis
probable the pistol was unintentionally dis-
charged" in the sc'*iH", as there appears to
have been no angry feelings on tbe part of
anyone, nor had there been any previous
difficulty.

On Thursday evening it was after
half-past 8 before the last of the audience
was seated in the dress circle, and as the cur-
tain rose at 8, upon a scene in which the
great artist came on almost immediately,
most of the audience were deprived of the
pleasure of hearing that portion of _ the dia-
logue which furnishes the foundation for a
perfect understanding cf what follows. The

The reply if,let managers do

what is done inmany of the prominent thea-
ters inthe East, That is, after the curtain
has risen let allpersons who come in remain
in the lobby or the waiting-room, and not
Pjbs down the aisles to their seats until the
curtain falls at the close of the first act. This
is nothing new in well-conducted theaters,
and would scon teach the class of people re-
ferred to that the rights of all who pay their
money to hear the play willbe protected, and
not sacrificed to the vanity of those who de-
tire to display fine clothes, or who for any
other reason habitually enter the theater
after the curtain rises.
