At the adjourned meeting of the Board of
City Trustees, held- yesterday forenoon, the
formal order for an election to choose city

officers was made, said election to be held on
the IS .b proximo. There are to be elected a
Second Trustee, Auditor, Assessor, '.Collector
and Fire Commissioner. At tbe same time
tbe proposition willbe submitted to the elec-
tors, to raise by special tax $30,000, to re-
fund the subscriptions of citizens made for
the erection of a new State Agricultural Pa-
vilion.

The Board then adjourned to thia after-
noon, when itis quite probable the question
of the city t%x levy for the ensuing year will
ba considered, as the City Attorney has given
as his opinion that it should be levied prior
to the first Monday inMarch. Itwas stated
in these columns some weeks since that the
levy would not be to exceed $1 CO on each
$100, as against $2on the $100 last year, and
this amount is believed to be correct. If all
the special levies provided by the statute are
made in full they amount to $1 10 and this
would leave 50 cents on the §100 for the
general fund, as against $1 last year.

MORE INVESTIGATIONS.
Yesterday forenoon Policeman Anthony

Green filed with the Board of Police Com-
missioners written charges against Special
Officer P. W. Caffarty. Complainant alleges
that said Cafferty is guilty of conduct unbe-
coming an c fficer acd a gentleman. Specifi-
cation first says that en the 2-1th day ofFeb.
ruary, about 2:15 a. m., said Cafferty made an
unprovoked sssu.lt upon the complainant,
and choked him in a most brutal manner
without cause or provocation, and not in the
discharge of any duty as an tfficer. Specifi-
cation second says that at the same time Caf-
ferty u-i-sd vile and opprobrious epithets, and
threatened to murder the complainant if op-
portunity offered. Specification ttfr*

e&7athat during all the time of the disturbance on

Xstreet Caff-jrty conducted himself in the
most insolent and ungentlemanly manner,
and has at other times and places conducted
himself towards said defendant in a similar
manner, and without cause or provocation.
Complainant further says that inso far as the
accusation:! of said Cafferty at said time and
place towards him are concerned, that the
same are false and untrue.

Cafferty does not propose to be behind, and
later in the da; he tiled written charges
against Green. He charges that Green was,
at the time and place above mentioned,
guilty of conduct unbecoming an officer and
gentleman ;complains and specifies that said*
tlr">t'^i without right or authority, inter-

—\u25a0••a ii-i^^***lprevent the complainant from
exercising and discharging his officialduty by
striking and beating the complainant while
he was endeavoring to quell a disturbance ;
that the said Green did, at the same time and
place, apply foul and abusive names to the
complainant, and struck him withhis fist, in-
flicting a severe wound upon the face and in
the lefteye ;that said Green has, at divers
times and places, been guilty of lewd, disso-
lute and immoral conduct

—
"all of which

facts affiant will be able to substantiate by
proof ifpermitted by this Board."

The Police Commissioners willholda meet
ing this afternoon for the purpose of hearing
the matter. H. L. Buckley willappear for
Cafferty, and Green willalso have counsel.

BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS.

Work has been commenced on a residence
for E.F.Smith, Secretary of the Senate. The
building willbe situated on the south side of
0 streel*, between Sixteenth and Seventeenth
streets, Itwillbe two stories, eight rooms,
and contain all the modern improvements.

The cost willbe about $4,000. Babson k
Seadler are the architects, and Carle kCroly
the contractors.

Yesterday the work ofremoving some old
buildings on the east side ofFourth street, be-
tween Iand J street i, was begun. In their
stead willbe erected a substantial two-story
and basement brick building at an expense
of over 500. The property belongs to N.
Greene Curtis. The contract for the build-
inghas been let to Carle &Croly, and N. D.
Goodell is the architect.

Chas. N.HartweU is having twoneat cot-
tag's erected on the northwest corner of Eighth
and Nstreets. They willcost §2,250 each.
J. Oogh is the architect end builder.

The elegant residence of Llewellyn Will-
iams, on the northwest corner of Tenth and H
streets, is cot yet completed. Mr. Williams
is now in the .at, but is expected home
soon. Untilhe returns no more work willbe
done, as the contractors have gone as far as
ordered. When the building is completed it
willbe one i£ the handsomest and best ap-
pointed residences in Sacramento.

The frame of the new railroad foundry
building, on the fillin China slough, has ar-
rived and is nearly all in place. With the
usuil rapidity with which the railroad com-
pany works itwillbe but a short time until
the foundry willbe complete.

There are a number of new buildings inthe
architects' hands, and others in contempla-
tion. Appearances would indicate a lively
year among the contractors of the city.

An Accident.

Anaccident occurred yes-
terday afternoon at a new warehouse being
built on Thirteenth street, between J and X
street?, through wh'ch several men were in-
jured, bat none seriously. The building is
40 by SO feet. The wallswere completed yes-
terday forenoon and the rafters put inplace.
After the lunch hour the carpenters were at
work on the front portioncf the building and
the bricklayers on the rear, There is a dis-
pute as to which lot of men were to blame,
but the rafter.*, allfell towards the front end
of the building, which caused the north wail
to fall outward. A bricklayer named Starr
had two ribs broken by being caught inthe
falling debris. One of the carpenters was
injured internally, as was also a man named
J. Henry. A number of others sustained
bruises, but not of a setious nature.
