whoss tims will not expire before March,
1885, twill ba elacted to succeed President
Davis withcut opposition,  Sepator Ed-
munda will probably be chosen, Senator
Anthony has been talked of, but bis
term expirca on the 4th of +Mazch
of this year, which fact diequalifies him 23 a
candidate ia the pres:nt eituation, .In con-
sequencs of the action of Judga Davis, there
will be an election of his successor on the 31
of March, the Sanate thus -avoidirg a special
session. Oae other result will be that ttere
will ba no change in the Senate cfficial corps
until next Dzcamber, to the great disappoint-
mext of Gorham and his friends, and the in-
tense disgust of Messrs. Mahone and Riddle-
barger, who will not count as important
factors in the organization until next winter.

THE LEGISLATURE,

Apportionment in the Senate—Sacramento
Denied Her Just Representation—A Pro.
test in the Assembly,

Both housea of the Legislature were very busy
yesterday, the Assembly holding a night session.

The Senate met at 10 A, M., the President in the
chair.

Various biils were reported back from commitiees.

The Senate took up the Assembly message and
adopted A. C. R. 47, relative to the malil eervice be-
tween the United States and Australia and New
Zzaland.

Del Valle’s apportionment bills were passed on the
file, and Fiynn's A. B. 130, to divide the State into
Senatcrial districts and to provide for the election of

Senators therein, was taken up and ordered rcad
a second time,

Taylor moved to amend Section 3 by striking cut
the word ** Modoe,” so that it should read, *‘ The
counties of Trimty, Siskiyou and Shasta shall con-
stitute the Second Senatorial District.”

On motion of Del Valle a call of the Senate w
ordered. Lynch and Keating were brought ir
farther proceedings under the call were dispens
with.

Cross suggested that the amendment be passed
over temporarily, and the bill be read through, post-
poning action or rropoged to be amend-
ed and passing upon those which were satisfactory
to all first, The suggestion was adopted.

Chandler stoutly opposed the amendment, urging
the claims of Yuba and Sutter.

Routier spoke in favor of the amendment. He
said that when Cox and himself were making their
canvass last fall the argument was used that a Dem-
ocratic success would result in depriving Sacramento
of one Senator. This was indignantly deuniei by
every Democratic candidate on the stump. As a
Republican he had been conviuced by their affirma-
tions that such an outrage on the capital county of
the State would not be attempted. Did the Senate
believe that the Democrats of this county would
consider as a reward for their success in electing a
Democratic Senator the act depriving them of one
Senator? What would be the pesition of his col-
league? He would certainly regret his success
if it culminated ‘in this mutilation. It
was admitted that a Republican must once ina
while te elected to this Senate, aod he did not be-
lieve the Senate had special reasons to try to rule
him out. Many Republicans had voted for Cox and
many Democrats had voted for him. The Mayor,
one of the Trustees, and the Police Judge of the city,
were Democrats. Was it desired to disturb this
friendly state of things and cause every honest Re-
publican te regret that he ever voted with Demo-
crats? In politics, like ordinary affairs of life, fair
dealing will accomplish more than injustice. Was
it cesired to punish Sacramento because in the past
gshe had generally given a Republican majority ?
Was it expected that by refusing to the people of
Sacramento county the representation they are en
titled to that they will elect again a Democratic Sen-
ator? He then proceeded to the figures, and dem-
onstrated beyond a doubt that Sacramento was en-
titled to two Senators. He denounced apportion-
ment for political advantage, no matter what party
did it.

Filcher admitted that Sacramento ought to have
two SenatoYs and two Assemblywen or else one Sen-
ator and four Assemblymen, but he did not favor
the amendment, because it took the Senator from
Yuba and Sutter.

Sullivan and Kellogg spoke against the amend-
ment, and it was rejected by the following vote :

Whitney offered an amendment changing the
shape of the districts in Alameda county, and spoke
at length in favor of it. Pending consideration of
it the Senate took a recess.

The special order for 2 r. M. was the oleomargarine
bill, and it was called up. Suliivan moved to post-
pone it until to-day at 2 o'clock, but the motion was
lost by a vote of 10 ayes to 25 noes. The bill was
passed by a vote of 32 to 2. Vrooman gave notice
of a motion to reconsider.

Spencer of Napa moved to recopsider the vote by
which the Senate laid upon the table the bill amend-
ing the law concerning the management of the
Napa Insane Asylum, in regard to idiots, imbeciles,
etc. The motion prevailed. After a long discus
sion the first section was stricken out and the bill
ordered engrossed. Two hours and ten minutes
were spent in the discussion of the question.

Vrooman moved to reconsider the vote by which
the Senate refused to read a second time the bill to
provide a system of sewerage for the Stute Univer-
sity and Btate Deaf, Dumb and Blind Asylum. The
motion was lost.
