These are transferred by seven op-
erators to cylinder*, which are set sitiiultaie-
cusly in motion to tiassuiit trie message over
ene wire. The company claims it can send
eight and receive eight dispatches at the same
time over the same wire. The twowires inuse
between here and Cleveland are steel, heavily
insulated in copper. The poles are thirty
feet high, of unusual eit-iand strength, forty
of them to a mile. It is* claimed that
the wires are of fuch supreme con-
ductivity that the electric current
on them wi'lnot be disturbed by atmospheric
coaoges. They claim these improvements
willbring Chicago, telegraphically, as near
Kew York as Philadelphia, aid Sin Fran-
cisco he near as Cleveland, compared with
the beat wire cow inuse. The caoital stock
ot the company is §21,000,000, io5100 shares.
It has ieeued 51,000,000 in first mortgage
6-30 year g.il* band**. The President of the
company is Alnrza Beard, ofBoston George
D.Roberts, S. F. White and Conrad N.Jor-
dan, of this city;Governor Foster, of Ohio,
and Professor Eiisha Gray, of Chicago, are
ou the Board of Directive.

Baltimore, March 2.l.—Colonel Harry
Gilmer, who won fame duiiug the war as a
Confederate scout, w**sr,ceutly stricken with
paralysis, a. it 1.-,; since undergone surgical
operations far a cancer in the face. He re-
tides near Baltimore, and the physicians en-
terlaia little hopes of his recovery. Gilmer
has long teen a notable figure, ami his long
illness h<s aroused deep public interest. He
was burn January 21, 1838. His father had
a diplomatic post with Reave?, Minister to
Spain under President Monroe. Harry Gil-
mer was educated at his father's country seat
by a private tut. from Harvard University,
an! learned the trade of a machinist. He
remained in this pursuit about one year, and
want to Wisconsin and afterwards to Ne-
braska, aad engaged infarming. About 1859
he returned to Maryland and became a far-
mer. Ha won his military title, be.-ides
-renown, as a cavalry iffi-erin the Southern
Confederacy, lie went South in August,
1861, He iras made Sergeant-Major of Ash-
bj's regiment, attached to Stonewall Jack-
son's brigade, and organized a compacy
of hi*< own. On September 12;h he was
captured as a epy and tp.-nt five months at
Fort McHenry, Fortress Morroa and
other places. He was exchanged in
February, 1863 In May, 1868, he was
commissioned Major and organized a regi-
ment of cavalry. He was the first Confed-
erate officer to enter Winchester after is
evacuation by the F*.d*»r .'. forces. His com-
mand was at the battle of Gettysburg and
•inJohnson's brigade when itpassed through
Fredericksburg and marched toward Balti-
more. IjJuly, with a few picked men, he
took possession of Corkejsville and burned
the first bridge over the Gunpowder. In
ISGS he was taken a prisoner in Virginia and
sent to Boston, wher-j he remained until af-
ter the war. Throughout the war Gilmer
dhp'.iyed great personal bravery. He bad a
number of times been badly wounded. He
was a preferred officer for skirmishing and
rec*:ncoitsriag, on account of his ever present
dash and valor. He was breveted Colonel,
by which rank he is general known.
Colonel Gilmer spent the* ye:.r*i after the
war in the south of Europs. When abroad
he was entertained in literary acd military
circles. He was present at the military re-
view of the staff of the Duke of Cambridge.
Hera, during the July, 1877, ii'ts, Gilmer
displayed great courage and military tact.
He is at present commander of the Maryland
Cavalry, a member of the Corn Exchange,
the Confederate Society, t*se Knights of
Pythias, the Ma-ion-*, etc. He was highly
connected by birth and marriage.

POISONING A WAR HORSE.
General Meade's war horse, after living

tortile age of 30 years, died of a dose of
poison from a friendly baud one day last
week. The scene is thus sketched :"The.
horse looked up with a puzzled air as Dr. '

Davis clambered up into the tree and made
the halter fast to one of the branches, sc-
ouring his head high up in the air. Baldy
in lifewas as trustful as brave, and he swal-
lowed with allconfidence the two ounces of-
cyanide of potash that was poured down
his throat. He took just as readily half a
pint of vinegar. The latter liquidinstantly
freed the pruasic acid in the first potion.
Baldy braced himself fere and aft, shud-
dered twice convulsively, and then as the
doctor loosened the halter he fell to the
ground, j Afew more struggles and the old
war horse stertorously breathed his gallant
life away. Baldy was bred inthe ranks.
He was a handsome brown horse with four-
white feet and a white blaze on his face.
He was deep in the brisket, had a grand
forearm, a rare set of legs, and a small,
well-shaped head neatly set on an arched
neck. If there was a fault inhia conforma-
tion, as viewed yesterday, itwas his unu-
sual length of barrel, but his truly-formed
legs were inhis best days wellable to carry
him to victory and glory. The horse was r

originally the property of General Baker,
who rode him in the engagement at Drains-
ville, Va., and in the first battle of Ball
Bun. General Meade bought him for $100
at Washington, and bestrode him on two-
days of the seven days' battle that began
at Mechanics ville. He carried the General
in the second battle of BuilBun, and re-
ceived a bullet in the near hind leg. At
Antietam he again carried his master 85
bravely inthe fight until felled by a bullet
that passed clean through his neck. : The
General dismounted and left his charger,,
as he thought, dead upon the field. Later .
on, however, on again traversing the ground
near the spot where the horee fell, the horse
was found by John Marley, Meade's body
servant, quietly browsing en. the field of
battle. * At Gettysburg both Baldy and hie
rider were wounded. A bullet pierced the
saddle flap and lodged inthe horse, passing £|
between two of his ribs. Anunsuccessful :
search was made for this bullet yesterday.
The rib where the bullet had deflected was
visibly chipped, and Dr. Davis gave it as .*.
