PHARMACEUITICFRAUDS.

We have before called attention to
pharmaceutic frauds. They are of a greater
extent than the masses suppose. Recent
reading of various reports from different
countries show that the adulteration of
drugs is rapidly increasing. It is never
pleasant to take quinine, but ifone must,
he does not, for instance, like to learn from
the Medical News that, out of seven sam-
ples had at PniladelpWa, of as many drug-
gists, nineteen per cent, were found to be
badly adulterated

—
that is, the weight fell

short, and the loss was made up by nine-
teen per cent, of adulteration. In Phila-
delphia, it is charged, the apothecaries
frequently use cheap substitutes for genu-
ine medicines in costly prescriptions. No
wonder that the doctor finds his remedies
willnot produce the desired result, and
that patients die. The physicians at the

Ist threaten to return to the saddle-bags
days, and supply their own medicines.
Speed the day, for then men willbe assured
that our bine mass and our black draught

will be the "straight" and genuine.
American manufacturers of drugs must
}p\—_t to be honest, else by the memory of
the ancient days of the old-time family
doctors, people will all cease being sick,
and the druggists' business profit willtake
unto itself the wings of the morning.

THE ATTACK UPON THE SCHOOL SYSTEM.

The thoughtful observer of the times

must be impressed with the fact that the ,

discussion of the educational system of the ;
country is assuming renewed importance.
A recent open and pronounced attack upon I
cur common school scheme ina San Fran-
cisco journal, in which a church authority j

cites in support of his opposition to the j
system of common school education, co- '

religionists of differing faiths, and whom '.

he is bound to recognize as outside the pale \
of what he deems the true scheme of sal- ;
vation, brings the question, at least locally, [

to the surface. Discovering the fact that j
as a people we have grown beyond the Bys- |
tern in a few respects, he quotes his oppo-.
nents in religion in their attacks upon the ;

scheme for failure to teach religious doc- j
trines, as authority for the allegation that j
the system is itself bad. The truth is that ;
these distinguished clergymen of this State !
whose assaults upon educational methods
ignore religion as one of the necessities that
in intellectual culture, fall into the same
error that he does, and, we suggest, pur-
posely and selfishly, to wit:the pointing
out of supposed errors as a sufficient
reason for the abandonment of the system,

rather than the advancement of reasons for
a readjustment, if seed be, of the scheme
of popular education to the growth and
development of the age. To discover
error, to pick out flaws in construction,

bas ever been the precursor for the mere
sectarian to cry down with the fabric."
But the promoters of such criticism have
been few, and the great body of sectarians
themselves have refused to recognize it as

the voice of wisdom. The common school
scheme of the country may have its do-

fects, but the ignoring of theology and
sectarianism is not one ;but if it were, it
affords no sufficient reason for superseding
the system withone looking to a division
of echool funds, the selection of teachers
by church authorities, and the introduction
of sectarianism in all its varying forms
into a State plan of education. Itis cer-
tainly a late hour in our national life in
which to set up the plea that the State ex-

ceeds itsfunctions inproviding methods for
culture of the intellect of youth—a late day
inwhich to dispute the lightof tho State
tointerfere in any way with the parental
authority. Surely the history of our nation
has not proven that the common school
non-religions system is less to be desired
than the ignorance .resulting where educa-
tion 13 committed solely to parental and
church authority. If the indifference of
parents is not established by the history of
the country in this matter, nothing has

been demonstrated. If the perpetuity of
a State is a matter of concernment, it is
one for the State inits governmental rela-
tion, and the right to preserve it by a sys-
tem of unbiased and undiscrimiuating
culture of the youth of the land rises su-
perior to the desires or predilections of any
parent or body of parents in church or
other organizations. To surrender the right

of the Stats inthis rcspsct is to surrender
the right to provide for the State intelli-
gent citizanship, a right that is based on

the truth that in popular education pulses
the moat vital principle of State vitality.

MARDI GRAS SUGGESTIONS.

A correspondent, in a letter of some
length, asks how itis that New Orleans
could afford to spend such large sums of
money as it did upon its recent Mardi-
gras festival. It was simply a business
transaction, viewed from one standpoint.
The people spent $200,000 inproviding en-
tertainment for 55,000 visitors, who left
behind them in tho city $1,200,000 ; bal-
ance infavor of the investment, $1,000,000.
But from another standpoint there was
other profit. It cultivated "the impulse
to play," as Dr. Holland once termed it.
The people in this busy age need more
rest, more play, to put itplainly. While
we may conceive of entertainment afford-
ingmore rational return than the pageant
and show of masked and bedizened merry-
makers inendless array beneath the glare
of myraid torchlights, with gorgeous
cars and fanciful tableaux on moving plat-
forms, stillit was a holiday occasion :and
'no cities, great or small, and no people,
rich or poor, but are better fitted forreturn
to labor by occasional holidays. By ju-
dicious expenditure of 820,000 this city
might each year put money in its pocket
and add to the healthful entertainment of
the people by some demonstration that will
attract strangers to spend half a week with
us in hearty recreation. Sin Francisco,
bysecuring the assembly of the Knights
Templar there next August, will realize

not less than $1,000,000 cash to herself
and half as much more to other portions of
the State, besides affording the people a
needed, though only partial, holiday
season.

THE NEW COMMISSION.

The CivilService Commission willsoon
be heard from. It must not be looked to

for too much at first. We must not ex-
pect it to early accomplish great things. It
is wellcomposed. Dorman B. Eaton is the
father of civil service reform in this coun-

try,and his appointment on the Commis-
sion was wise in the highest degree. Hs
is an eager reformer, and a man of broad
ability. If he proves too radical at the
oats _t, of which there may be some danger,
a there is to allpioneers of reform, he will
be held in check by J. M. Gregory, cf Illi-
nois, and L.D. Thoman, of Pennsylvania.
Mr.Gregory is a man of fine abilities, of
cool judgment, clean character, and has not
been mired inthe mud of mere party po-
liticalscheming. Mr.Thoman is a young
man who has served 'with distinction on

the bench, has not been an active poli-
tician, and is held in high esteem inhis
native State. Allthese men are removed
from the influences of the managing poli-
ticians, and are not likelyto now submit
themselves to them. The country ha8

reason, therefore, to congratulate itself,
and to look for good work from this Com-
mission, which has a politicaland historical
significance in the annals of the republic
of the first importance.... . __

A MININGCASE.

A CecLlon in a Hydraulic Kinirg Case ii
Eacramento County. j. :w|

Yesterday, in tbe Superior Court, Judge
T. B. McFarland rendered h!s decision in

the ca.e of Digory.Hobbs vs. The Amador
and Sacramento Canal Company et als ,on a

motion
-
to vacate or modify an injunction

previously granted against defendants as a
hydraulic mining company from tailing into
the tributaries of Cosumnes river..Freeman__ Bates appeared in behalf of defendants for

the motion. George Cadwalader for plain-
tiffinresistance. The decision is as follows:

Inthis case there has been submitted a motion to
dissolve ormodify the temporary injunction herein-
before issued.

""
The main defendant is a corporation. Itwas or-

ganized, as alleged in the complaint,
"

for the pur-
pose of constructing ditches and carrying water in
the sime to mines, and disposing of the same, and
mining therewith." Italso appears from the com-
plaint and affidavits on filethat defendant for many
years has bad a ditch running fr.in the head waters

of the Cosumnes river to a place • called Hill
Top, in which it has continuously conveyed
water to said last-named place ; that at said
Hi'l Top defendant owns mines which it has for
many years cont nuously worked with said water,
and that ithas also sold wa'er to others tobe used
in miningat said place. Itdocs not appear that de-
fendant has been, or Is, engaged in mining, or sell-
ing water for mining, at any other place HillTop
is at the head of Cook's gulch, which empties into
the Cosumnes river at Cook's Bar. The injunction
restrains defendant from dumping any tailings into
Cook's gulch, or into the Cosumnes river,and from
selling water to the owner of any mine, the tailings
from which would flowinto said gulch orriver. The
injunction was granted without notice.

Counsel for defendant very forcirly argues that,
under these circumttrinees the injunction
must be totally dissolved, because, without
notice, it suspends the

"
general and ordinary

business of a corporation." Generally a temporary
injunction may be granted either before or after
notice ;but Section 531 of the Code of CivilPro-
cedure provides that : "An injunction to suspend
the general and ordinary business of a c.rp_ ration
cannot be granted except by the Court, ora Judge
thereof ;nor can It be granted without due notice
of the application theref to the proper officers, or
managing agent, of the corporation, except when
the people cf the State are a party to the proceed-
ings.'' Although tbis provision has always been a
part of the statutory law of California, and a simi
far provision has existed in New York for many
years, Itied no jidicialInterpretation of itin either
State; and my attention has not been cdled to any
case in point elsewhere. It may bo reasonably
mooted whether this provisionrefers to the stopping
of the machinery of a corporation— to the suspen-
sion of its corporate functions, the temporary para-
lyzing of its corporate life, or whether it refers
to those acts— to that kind cf business— rich a
natural person may do as well as a corporation ;
and if to th_ latter, then what constitutes such a
total suspension as would come within the provis-
ion? Ifthe question were submitted to me upon
an original application for an injunction, Iwould be
less embarrassed inde' (rosining it. The conclusion
to whichIhave come is this :While Ihave doubt-
us to the power to grant th.i injunction in Ibis case
withoutnotice, Iam not so clear about the matter
as to feel warranted in declaring it void frcm t.e
beginning, which wou'd be the result of sustaining
defendant on this point. And Ihare alluded to
the question to this extent, so that the Bar may-
consider itin future, cases.

The motion to dissolve or modify this injunction
involves in some measure, though not wholly,tbo
general question of the right of hydraulic miners to
continue their businoss. Upon that general ques-
tion—with the exception of a case recently decided
by this Court

—
are no authorities in point

and no precedents to follow. As no other country
ever presented such a spectacle as the present con-
flictbetween the mining and a part of the agricult-
ural interests of California, so have the Courts of no
country been called upon todetermine such a ques-
tion as that conflict raises. But while neither the
Supreme Court of this State, nor any of the Fed-
eral Courts, have had occasion yet to pass upon
the gui ithas been.. .ermine.. ,to some extent
at least, by a recent decision of this Court, Judge
Temple presiding. 1refer to what is generally known
as the Gobi Bun case. That case was elaborately
prepared and presented. Agreat many witnesses

—
scientific and otherwise from all parts of the coun-
try were examined. Each side was represented by
able counsel. The Judge before whom it was trie-
was eminent in bis profession and of wide experi-

•ence on both the rati priltfiand Supreme bench. I
think, therefore, that in the present unsettled state
of the laws Imay safely follow his conclusions, so
far as they apply to this case. From a careful re sit-
ing of his findings and- opinion, 1 take his conclu-
sion to be tbis :'J hat hydraulic miners have not the

•riff-itto continue to Indiscriminately flow all the
tailings from their mines into the streams, to the
injuryof riparian owners below ;but that they may
continue tomine provided that byany mean, they can
and do retain all the heavy mate* ial, and low noth-
ing to escape except the 1 ght matter which is held
in suspension in the water. The learned Judge !;*.* :"Ihave concluded toso find tr at when the heavier
debris is completely Impounded mining may be re-
turn.*!, virtually refusing to hold that the plaintiff
may enjoin tuck* operations as only corrupt tha
water withmud and render it less suitable for do-
mestic and other uses. Perhaps Iam somewhat
moved to tbis by tbe consideration that otherwise
miningcan never bo prosecuted at all. Itwillprob.
ablybe impracticable to impound the lighter por-
tion of the sediment. Iconfess Ishrink from a
consequence so fir-reaching."

Insome respects the case at bar materially differs
from the Gold Ban case. Inthe latter case the State
was plaintiff and represented, or assumed t. repre-
sent, all the people, and all the interests injured by
mining. Itinvolved questions not only of damage
to agricultural lands, but of damage to navigable
rivers and the bay of San Francisco. The case'at
bar is between individuals, and involves only dam-
age to tte private land of plaintiff.

Agaio, the facts of this case differ materially
from those of the Gold Run case. The motion was
submitted Upon affidavits. These were conflicting,
contradictory and unsatisfactory. Both parties re-
quested me to visit tbe premises and make a per-
sonal inspection of the mines, the gulch, the dams
and all the surroundings. This 1 did a few days
since, and my conclusions of fact are founded on
both the affidavits and my pergonal examination.

The hydraulic miners of the upper Sierras, used
to piping against banks several hundred feet high,
with a corresponding hydraulic pressure, would
hardly call these digging at the Hill Top hydraulic
mines at all. They ar e situated on the I-we. part
of the foothil's, and are composed of small hills or
hillocks surrounding the upper part of Cook's
col *h. The gravel deposit ranges in hight
from a dozen to thirty or thirty flvo feet. The
average hight is certainly much less than thirty
feet. The vertical hydraulic pressure is from twenty-
five to thirty feet. Tbe water, therefore, comes from
the nozzles with very little force to bore into or
knock down the banks. The process is more like
washing, or sluicing, than piping. It is aided by
occasional blasting with powder ; but still the
amount of material washed off is necessarily small.
The bank is of a reddish color, and is composed of
cobbles, smaller gravel stones, clay, and some sand.
Tbe tailings from the mines, except the very heavi-
est, run through a cut and flume and dump into
Cook's gulch. About 2,000 f.et below the dump
there is abrush dam entirely across the gulch. It
is about 500 feet long, and, when Isaw ita few days
since, about nine feet high. Itseems to be very
firm and strong. Itbas been raised gradually
as the tailings have accumulated abare It. When I
saw it there was a solid mass of tailings above
it tr> within a foot or two of the top. Some dis-
tance above this dam the water spreads out in sev-
eral channels, which continually change and seem
todeposit nearly all the heavy material. This dam
is not intended to bs watertight, but to catch the
tailings and allow the water to find its way through
the upper part of the brush. From a psint three i*r
four hundred feet above the dam, up to the dump,
the gulch is somewhat steep, but below the dam
the grade is very light and the sur.'_c_ quite flat.
At a point. 2,270 teet below, defendant has con-
structed another dam, which ismade of timbers and
earth and is water tight Tuis dam backs tbo water
so as tomake a pond about 360 feet wide and several
hundred feet long. It could easily be mads wider
and biaher. Attached to this dam bya fl.odgate is a
board flume, whichcarries the waters to apaint about
300 feel froffithe river, where they are again dumped
iito the gulch. thing seems to pass into the
river except such lightmaterial as is carried in bus-
pension. Heavy matter, in order to get in .*•!,.
river, would have first to pass over at least 1,5
feet of surface before itreached the tailings held
back hy the brush dam. It would then have to be
carried over the level surface of such tailings and
t,r *rgh the dam, which is not likelyto happen. It
would thea have to pass over a

'
nearly level sur-

f.cc for about 1800 feet, and then through a pond
of water four or five hundred feet and up over the
floodgate of the lower dam. Such an occurrence is
scarcer.*, possible, certainly not probable. AIthis,
h Waver, is upon the basis thet defendant, either by
enlarging the present dams as necessity may re-
quire, orby buildingadditional ones, -had keep the
gulch up to its presen' capacity of holding tailings,
which itwillbe its duty todo. Between the present
dams there is room tor erecting several others. The
average width of the gulch between thes*; dams is at
least _O0 feet ;and Isee no difficulty,with proper
care and diligence, in retaining the heavy material
for a lon.' time to c>me— perhaps until th.' mints
shall have heen exhaust

But itis claimed by plaintiff that the dams are
liable to break, and suddenly precipitate upen the
lands below the accumulated miss *f tailings. * I
course, any dim may break ;although it is evldc t
that a dam filled nearly to the top withsolid earth
has to bear no such pressure as a dam of similar
ia.ht filled with water. Whatever might Ic this
danger in large rivers swept in flood times by tor.
rents gathered from drainage re. of hundreds * f

u-a-.d* ifacre*, Ithink that the apirehcid d
danger iv this case has no reasonable fouudatio *,
The drainage a-ea of C_ok's gulch is of the mo. t
limited character. Its t*re length from the
Cosumnes river to the upj _rmo_t point
from which rain water could naturally flowinto itis
ou*y 01. mile and ahalf. From the present brush
dam to the upper end of the gulch is only three-
quarters of amile. The average width of the level
part is from 4.0 to .100 feet, and the distance from
either tide to the top of the hillis very short. Ido
not think ih:t the average distance from the 'op of
the hill on one tide to the top of the hill on tbe
other side is greater than three-quarters of a mile.
Itis evident, therefore, that no considerable amount
of natural water— certainly no dangerous torrent-
is ever likelyto flaw down said gulch. If the dams
should break, the only danger would be from tic
water flowing from .'efendant's dirch— the am unt
being more than 1,000 inches. But in case pi dan-
ger tbe defendant could immediately turn the entire
water of th_ ditch off and away from Cook's gulch,
and itwould be both its duty and interest to do so.
Con ideriirg the c- cireum-tances, and the further
fact that plaintiff'sland is mora than sixteen miles
below the mouth of the gulch,Isee no just cause
f..r plaintiff's fear of injury from the breaking ot the

I:If the Courts of last resort thai' declare the law
to be that the miner has no right to pollute the
streams at all, then, of course, defendant willhave
tobe perpetually enjoined from working its mines.
But, assuming the present state of the law upon
tbe subject to be asIhave stated it,a-.d as it was
declared in the tio'd Run case, then Ithink that
the injunction .houlIbe so modified as t* alow de-
fendant to wo k its mines in accordance with the
views and upon the conditions herein set f**rt*i. Of
course this decision is based upon the particular
facts of this care, and is not to be considered a
precedent for cases where the facts are materia.

Among the list of chronic diseases which affect

the human frame, Catarrh is the most prevalent,

most offensive, most productive of discomfort, and

DISCHARGE FKOIH TOE ll____9.

Catarrh manifests itself by a discharge from the

head, varying in its nature in different cases, and

even in the same individual at different times.
Itmay be a thin, colorless, acrid fluid, or a glairy,

starch-like substance ;generally, however, it is a

thick, purulent matter, either greenish-yellow, or of
a deep green tint,occasionally streaked or flecked

withblood. So copious and offensive is th.discharge

inmany crises that the patient feels as though his

whole head was ina state of corruption.

Muchof the discharge drops into the throat, neces-

sitating frequent expectoration, or collects as a

tough, viscid, tenacious phlegm behind and above

the .ft palate, in the passage between the throat
and head, embarrassing respiration and creating a

constant and almost irresistible desire to draw the
mucous into the throat so as to eject itby the mouth.
This practice, popularly known as

"
hawking," ia

characteristic of Catarrh, and proves as embarrass-
ing to the one affected, as it is disagreeable to those
around. \u25a0

A.an,the offensive matter deposits itselfinthe nasal
cavities in the shape of dry incrustations, which, in
some cases, accumulate tosuch an extent as toform
an actual flag in tho nose, obstructirg breathing

and producing serious discomfort, often accompanijd

by a foul, fetid, putrescent discharge from the
head and the expulsion by the nostrils and throat
of large masses of offensive matter or flakrrsef in-
crustations, greenish-yellow in co'or, purulent in
character, and of an indesoribably fetid and dis-
gusting odor. Ulcerations are sometimes met with
in such cases, which, if unchecked, may attack
and destroy the bony structure of the nose, result-
ing in serious disfigurement of the face.

OFFJL.aIYE BREATH.

As anatural consequence, in nearly every case of
Catarrh the breath is more or less tainted, but
sometimes it is so revoltingly offensivo as to ren-
der the sufferer an object of disgust to himself as

some cases, tumors, polypi and otber morbidgrowths

breath of air can be forced through the affected
side. Inall such cases great susceptibility to changes

of tbe weather is experienced, cold and
damp weather having a particular tendency

to augment the difficulty. When so affected

the patient is obliged to breathe,' more

or less, .... through the mouth, a prac-
tice fraught

'
with veryr dangerous conse-

quences, for a current of cold.and impure air

thus constant'-**/ traverses tbe air-passages, and with
all Itsirritating qualities is conveyed into the deli-

cate structure of the lungs, while disease germs of
every kind may thereby readily find their way di-
rectly into the blood and circulation. In children

the consequences are still more disastrous, as itre-

tards the development of the lungs and thereby

stunts their growth, dulls their intellect and gives

them a stupid appearance. Italso renders them more

liable to attacks of diphtheria and other dangerous

throat affections, and is apt to impair their hearing. *:
