An Open Polar Sea Impossible.

New York, March Gib,—Dr. Thomas
Antisdel, who lectured on the Pacific Ocean
last evening, says the Times, proved to the
satisfaction of geographers present that there
were no warm currents in the Pacific like tho
Gulf Stream of the Atlantic. The only reg-
ularly defined warm current is one extending
from the equator northward along tho Asiatic
shore, where itloze_ itself in the cold cur-
rents from the north. This current exists
only inwarm weather, ar.d is due mainly to
the monsoons, Asecond reason is the farina-
tion of the eea bottom, Atßehring's Stria's
itis like an oid-fashioraed "peaked" roof of
a house, with a depth -of forty-five fathoms
of water coveting it en the south side;
40 on the north, and only 27 fathoms oa the
ridge of land extending between Asia rind
America at the narrowest point between the
countries. This ridge, ho claims, effectually
prevents the flowingof warm currents to tbo
north, of sufficient volume to have any effect
on Arctic waters, and so makes an open Polar
Sea impossible. Chief Justice Dalyindorsed
the theory cf tho lecturer, and expressed him-
self delighted at this confirmation of his
often-expressed theory in opposition to these
of Maury, Kane. Hayes &ndother Arctic ex-
plorers, with whom he had had frequent con-
troversies on the subject.
