Eds. Record Union :Iam asked by a cor-
respondent in the See to answer certain ques-
tion?. With your consent Iwill try to do
so. lamnot posted aa to fine points in law,
but claim to have ordinary cimmonsecse. I
am told when Mr. Hillwas Superintendent
cf the Schools there were about 1,000 scholars
and twenty-five teachers. He got, itis said,
81,200 a year—ldon't, know exactly. There
are now over 2,000 pupils and fifty-seven
teachers, rind donble tho number of school-
houses that Mr. Hill had to take care of.
The school property is now tea times the
value it was then. So,Ieu;pr>ee, a Superin-
tendent now h'-s more work todo than he did
then. He flora', get $2 100 a year, but 81,200
and office rent, and has to pay tho Truant
Officer's salary, that is aided to his salary.
ButIam net saying that the present salary
might not be reduced ;hut if so, why didnot
some one, ask the L°ghdature to do so? Tho
city can't change it. As to the teachers and
their salaries, end why thsy should get more
than ft skilled mechanic, 1want to say that
teachers work from 8:30 a. sr, to 2:30 p.m.
in the school-houies, and have to work,many
of them, until late at night, and all
of them out of school hairs, in preparing
lessonr, correcting exercises, and such like.
Then they are employed only ten months of
the year, and get piy for that only. Now
many of them have but half-day classes, and
get §1 163 a d • v:others in whole-day classes
get from 82 to S3 a day per month, while the
few principals got the big wages. So you see
that-, as stilled mechanics get from S3 to
84 50 a day, and laborers fromS2 to -S2 50 a
day in Sacramento, and allhave wcrk twelve
months in the year, it shows that the
average wages paid teachers for the year
round is much below that paid for ordinary
manual labor. Ifthey only work five days
in a week their time is the ciiy'a allthe same,
as they work by the month. If any skilled
mechanic works twenty hours, as the Bee
correspondent tay**,be knows he gets paid for
the extra time ov ten hours, and at a higher
rate. There are Sll,0?0 000 on the assessment
roll. AsIam a workiegmsn roytelf,Iam
safe to say that my class of citizens An not
pay taxes oa 5t.000,000. Idon't think,
therefor;*, that wo ought to object, so long as
the other $10,000.1 00 it? niliing to pay 90 per
cent, of tha coat forgood teachers far their
children ai well an cure. lam a naturalized
citiz*D. Ilive here because, for one thicg,
mychildren can be taught wellin Sacramento
schools, which all over tho State are rec
nized as among the very be3t.
