
AMONG THE BUSHMEN.

Aquarter of a century ago Ifound myself
la Cape Town, South Africa. ,Iwas then
a sailor, and not liking the abusive and
cruel manner in which the commander
treated his crew, Ideclined to continue
longer in the ship. While waiting for a
vessel that needed an officerIbecame ac-
quainted with two Englishmen, by name
Mr. Whipley and Mr. Baker. They had
come to Africa solely for the purpose of
hunting the large game which at that pe-
riod was to be found in abundance some
fortyor fiftymiles to the north and east of
Cape Town. This was in the country of
the Bushmen, and as they were not of a
particularly brave or warlike character, a j
party of hunters could generally get along
without meeting with any serious obstruc-
tions from them. The danger of treachery

from the Bushmen added zsst to the sport,
and if a thieving negro was shot now ana
then instead of a rhinoceros or a hyena,
why then tore was one lees negro in
Africa. "\u25a0 ".

When Ifirst made the acquaintance of

Whipley and Baker they were preparing
to start for a (reek's shoot, and they kindly
invited me to j6in them. Tney also gen-
oualy offered to supply me with a large cal-
iber fifleiammunition, knife and everything
else whichIshould require for such a jour-
ney. This liberalityIdid not attribute to
an excessive fondness formy company. On
tha contrary Ihad the sense to see that
another whit3man added strength to the
Anglo-Saxon element, whichwas a veryim-
portant item when it is considered that our
attendants were all black men, who had
been picked up while loafing about Cape
Town.- The savage instincts of the race
had not been so thoroughly eliminated by
their frequent contact with the white men
as to make them altogether honest and
trustworthy, and itwas necessary that this
fact should be borne in mind. The food
supplies consisted largely of hard bread
aud cheese, we expecting to killenough
game to supply the party with fresh meat.
Ishould not neglect to say that my Eoglish
friends were care'ul to see that the fluid
part of the provirioßS waa not overlooked,
aad aB this consisted of a generous quan-
tity of old English ale inbottles, Ithought
their forethought very commendable.

The provisions, a shelter tent, three ri-
fles, two shotguns and the ammunition em-
braced about all wecared tobe incumbered
with. Our attendants consisted of six ne-
groes and four dogs. To the negroes we
assigned tha duty of lugging our supplies.
This was very wellso far as the ammuni-
tion anel shelter tent were concerned, but
we found before long that a great mistake
had been made in committing to their care
the food and liquidsupplies.

The arrangements being completed, we
started off one fine morning, and after
trudging through a mountainous country
for five hours, we selected a cooland shady
spot, when weprepared topartake of some
refresh and to rest for an hour.
While munching my heard bread, Iwas
suddenly made aware of the presence of one
of thoa-: slimy and poisonous serpents which
inhabit this part of the earth, by observing
tbe excited manner and wild gesticulations
of one- of the negroes. Looking up Isaw
the basilisk eyes of a snake glaring at me,
and as it was not more than fifteen feet
away, and ready to spring. 1was ina posi-
tion of great danger. Baker, who was
seated a few roda to my left, seized his gun
and shot the snake dead. Fortunately for
1110 he had carried his gun, expecting to

shoot some birds before we uncovered the
large game. The probability of this cool
ana shady place being the favorite resort
of poisonous snakes was not pleasant, to
contemplate, and the proposal tomove with-
out further delay met the hearty approval
of the party.

We pursued our journey until nearly 7
o'clock that night. The creeping vines
and rank vegetation made the walking dif
ficnlt and fatiguing, and had Whipley or
Baker suggested the advisability of camp-
ing long before this hour, Ishould have
been very glad. They, however, were
anxious to reach the borders of a small
river or cra-r-k, where they expected to find
the hippopotami and rhinoceros in the
jungle which extended along ita marg-n.

The busy negroes were now becoming
restive, andIbelieve they would have re-
fused to continue longer with us had not
Whipley threatened to shoot them if they
dropped our stores. This was not a Christ-
ian-like way of persuading men todoone's
bidding, but it must be remembered that
our servants were but haif civilized,and
the only thing a savage can understand is
force. This was the opinion of Whipley
and Baker, and as their experience in such
metiers was much greater than mine, I
suppose they must have been the most com-
petent judges.

When at last the order was given to
spread the tent-, we had gotten withineight
or nine hundred yards of the river. We
\u25a0were on tbe verge of the forest, and the
jungle was withinone hundred yards of the
spot. Supper was prepared, and ample
justice waa dose to our not over luxurious
fare. We had expected to shoot as ante-
lope daring the day, but none had been
seen. An antelope steak would have ma-
terially improved cur larder and been ap-
preciated by the party.

After the negroes had eaten their supper
we set them to work gathering fuel for the
fires we intended tobuildaround the camp,
and when night set in the torch was ap-
plied and we were soon surrounded by fire.
This was done to keep off the prowlinghy-
enas and other wild animals during the
liarkrwi. As we could not trust the ne-
groes tokeep the fires burning without be-
ing watched, we divided the night into
watches, and Whipley agreed to stand the
tirst. Baker the second and Ithe last
watch.

rapping a blanket around my body I
lay on tho ground inside the tent and was
soon asleep. Ihad been asleep four or five
hours when Iwas aroused by a series of
prolonged howls and the furious barking
and squeaking of the dogs. Ijumped up,
and, seising my rifle, rushed out of the
tent. The tiros were burning low, and
some wore quito out. Whipley and Baker
were standing close together holding their
rifles cocked, and whenIsaw them iv this
fightitig attitude Icocked my rifle and
joined them. The cause for this alarm was
soon explained. The negroes bad stolen
our stores, and they had gorged themselves
with the food and drank bo much ale that
they wereready to burst. They were crazy
drunk, and while their stomachs were so

distended they could not stand, they could
stilluse their tongues, and this they didso
well that the forest fairly resounded with
their - cries. Four or five hyenas were
prowling around the camp, and when the
dogs attacked them two of the dogs were
killedand ouo wis badly wounded. The
injured dog was moaning piteously, while
the unhurt one was yelling with allhis
might. We could hear the crunching of
bones just beyond the line of the fires, and
when it was learned later that one of the
negroes mere drunk than the others had
fallen ina stupor outside the fires, the hor-
rible thought became a certainty, and we
knew the hyenas were holding their ghoul-
ish feast over his body."

Hist!" said Baker.
"

Don't you see
those glittering eyes yonder* under those
bushes ?" pointing withhis hand toward a
clump of bushes not over thirty yards
away.

Whipley and Ilooked in the direction
pointed out, and we saw the gleaming eyes
of some animal.

"That's no hyena," said Whipley.
"Stand close together, and take the beat
aim you can, and when Igive the word
let's fire together. For God's sake be quick
or he'll charge us 1"

Inthe presence of such imminent danger
our nerves became as firm as steel, and in
less time than ittakes me to tell, we had
drawn close together, taken aim, aid at the
word "now," we fired at the glittering
orbs. Hardly had the report died away
when a fierce growl, followed by the fall
of a body within twenty feet of where we
were standing, made us spring aside. The
animal gave several fierce growls and struck
out mightily with his paws, scattering one
of our fires to the four winds of heaven,
and then itrolled over and remained quiet.
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We loaded our rifles, and cautiously ad-
vancing we fired two more shots into the
animal's head. As tho

bullets :crashed
through its brain, not a tremor of the body
could be seen, and we were now convinced
thatitwas dead. •"..*". '.-\u25a0:»" ,-\u25a0-

On examination itproved to he a large
male lion, and after this was known we
mentally thanked God for our deliverance.
Of allthe beasts of the forest we dreaded
toencounter the lion was the one which we

feared the most, and it was understood
among us when we left Cape Town that
should one cross our path a shot should cot
be fired unless itwaa imperative to do so to

save cur own lives.*'Fix the fires at once," cried Whipley,
when he saw the carcass of the lion. A
large quantity of shrub had been piled np
!in tbe camp before night set in, and from
this the fires were fed,- and soon they were
burning brightly. . "

The probability that more lions might
be prowling around the camp effectually
destroyed oar inclination to sleep any more
that night, and we agreed to remain on
guard until daylight.

The sharp report of the rifles, followed
by the growls of the lioo, seemed to arouse
the drunken negroes to a senße of their
danger, and they staggered to the Muter of
the c.mp and huddled clcse together, per-
fectly submissive now and docileas kittens.
Whipley expressed the greatest contempt
far them, an' 1,had itnot been forBaker, I
verilybelieve he we.uld have driven them
beyond the fires to take their chances with
the lions and hyenas. Some time later
Whipley explained that he fell asleep dnr-
ing the latter part his watch, and the
negroes had taken advantage of this to
Bteal our supplies and get drunk. - He
j knew it was a bad thing to do, but he was
bo overcome by the bodily exertions of the
day that he could cot help it.

The fear that lions and other savage
heists were prowiing around, only waiting
for a favorable opportunity to make a dash
at us, kept ournerves strung up to the high-
est tension, and when at last daylight ap-
peared we feltas ifa mighty load had been
lifted from our minds. The negroes had
nearly demolished our stores, for what they j
could not eat they had tcittered over the j
ground in the most wasteful manner. We
gathered enough bread and cheese to last
for a day or two. Biker found some coffee,
but for awhile we thought we should have
todo without it,as the coffee-pot could not
be found. Knowingthat the negroes could
not cat it, we made a close search and
finally found itunder some bushes twenty
feet beyond the camp. Itsmelicd power-
fully of stale ale, and this was convincing
proof that the negroes had used it to drink
out of, and when they were well

they had tossed it away. The bold man-
ner in which they had acted convinced us
that we had picked up about as bad a lot
of black thieves aa could be found in Cape
Town, and it was decided to drive them out
of the camp aa soon as they could stand.
It was now impossible to continue out a
week, and it v.as agreed that we should
hunt that day and return toCape Town the
followingday. The wounded dog was be-
yond the hope of recovery, and we shot
him to put him out cf agony.

Whipley took tho coffee-pot and started
toward the river to get some water, and
after an absence of ten or fifteen minutes
he returned with it filled. He said he had
seen a full-grown hippopotamus just emerg-
ing from the water not more than one hun-
dred yards from where he was standing,
and not wishing to alarm it he had filledI

his coffee-pot and made his way back very
quietly.

Whipley was a true hunter, andIcould
see how intensely pleased he was at the
chance of getting a shot at the hippopo-
tamus. Our bad luck and misfortune of
the night had temporarily flown from his j
mind, and while waiting for the coffee to
boil hia impatience to be off to the river i

waa manifested by several vigorous expres- |
sions, and the coffee-pot was consigned to j
the devil more than once. At last the !
coffee was ready, and after making a hasty j
breakfast we gathered up the few remain- i

ing supplies and the tent, and hid them j
under some bushes, piling a lot of brush on
top to make them as Bate as possible. As
we apprehended no immediate use for the
two shotguns, they were hidden inanother
place, and more carefully, as we did not
care to have the negroes find them after we
left the camp.

We now took the ramrods from our riflea
(this was btfore the era of breach-loaders),
and applied them to the carcasses of the
negroes, and 80 vigorously and heartily was
this done that itproved the very beat med-
icine we could administer to the half-drunk-
en brutes. They were Boon dancing about,
and after Whipley had explained to them
that tbeir company could be immediately
dispensed with, they realized that their fun i
was over, and slowly slunk away in the
forest, The only dog leftbelonged to the
negioos, and he followed them despite all
we could do to coax him to remain with us.
This we regretted, for we could have used
him toadvantage inthe jungle.

After reaching the banks of tha river we
made an effort to walk along its margin,
but the soft mud was so yielding we had to
abandon the attempt. We now foroed oar
way into the jungle, and after an hour's la-
borious work we struck a riftleading from
the river to the direction of the forest. It
was apparent that it had been caused by
the tread of many large animals, and
Whipley thought itwaa their path to the
water. Aa we approached the river we aaw
a large hippopotamus coming out of it.
His body was well out of the water, and
offered a good mark for our rifles. We had
come upon himbo suddenly that he was not
aware of our presence, and before he had
time to discover na, Whipley and Baker
gave him a shot from their rifles. He bel-
lowed and tried to back into deep water,
but it was evident that he had b'jen hit
hard, for be soon after rolled over, and
after a few kicks remained quiet. As the
water was not very deep where he fell, we
had a good view of his body, and we found
him to be a large specimen of his kind. If
our negroes had been leftwithua they could
have had a royal feast offhis carcase, forit
was certainly large enough to supply even
their wants, gluttons as' they were. ''\u25a0'!;-'Js\

While viewing the dead hippopotamus
we were startled by hearing several loud
and savage yells, which were followed by
the barking of a dog."What's up!"cried Baker. "Itsounds
like the yells of a party of black devils.
Let's investigate," and moving toward the
border of the jungle which faced the for-
est, we saw a large party ot Bushmen who
were shouting aud pointing with their as-
segais toward the place where we were
standing. ,-iV::.;/V"

Our thievish niggers have joined them,"
said Whipley," and they mean toattack us.
Shall wo make a dash for the forest and
fight them from behind the trees ?''

•'We can't doit,"replied Baker. "They
willovertake us before we reach it. We
had better lie lowhere and "give them a few
shots before we make the effort."

The Bushmen ran huddled together, and
advanced toward the jungle, and as they
came on we heard the yelpingof a dog soma
distance ahead of them. The cur seemed
to have scented our whereabouts, and as
the Bushmen followed his trail, it was evi-
dent that in s few minutes they would be
upon us.

In silence we awaited the onward rush
of the savage negroes until they had got-
ten within one hundred yards of us, and
then, picking out three of the leaders, we

raised our rifles and fired. Every shot took
effect, and the three negroes dropped to
the earth. This brought the party to a
sudden halt, and we improved the time by
loading our rifles. The respite, however,
was of short duration, and they were about
to close with us when the jungle near them
opened, and a fierce jrhinoceros charged
right into their midst, impaling one of the
negroes on his horn and knocking down and
trampling on all whom he encountered in
bis fearful charge. .The monster's charge
was so sudden and unexpected that it de-
moralized the negroes, and they scattered
and ran in alldirections.

The appearance on the scene of such an
ally astonished us, and for a few seconds
we were quite dazed by.the event. :Bat
we soon recovered our senses, and embrac-
ing the chance offered by the panic among

the negroes, we ran for the forest, and in a
very short time we reached !its |sheltering
fold and were hidden from the view of our
enemies.* We continued on a

trot*'

through the forest until quite exhausted.
As the shouts fromour foes had long since
died away, we moderated our pace and pro-
ceeded more leisurely. Whipley had a
small pocket compass, and we looked to
him to extricate us from the wilderness and
guide us to Cape Town.

As night approached and the shadows
were cast over the forest, Iimagined that
Isaw spectral forms flittingbefore me.
Hungry, with no chance of getting any-
thing to eat weary and footsore, with no
safe place to rest, we felt truly miserable.
Hew should we pass the night? Ina tree,
was the only solution to the query, and we
looked around to findone which we could
climb, and that would also be large enough
to protect us from the attacks of savage
beasts.

Deliverance from this wofulpredicament
was near at hand, for while we were in the
act of ascending a tree which Baker had
hit upon for a "rooeticg place," the bark-
ing of dogs waa heard some distance on our
right, and Eoon after we heard the crack-
ling of twigs and a creaking sound which
we could attribute to but one cause

—
namely, an oxcart much inneed ofa lubri-
cant. The party (for such it proved to be)
soon after came to a halt, snd through the
oppressive stillness of the forest we heard
orders given in a language that sounded as j
sweet to us then as the mist heavenly mu-
sic, and soon tbe cheerful blaze of a lire.-illu-
mined the fore
'We now cautiously approached the camp

of the strangers, and when the dog began
barking Whipley cried out in a loud voice,
"We are Englishmen indistress."

Tne dogs were beaten back and we heard
a voice calling us "to come into camp."
This we were not slow in doing, and we
found the strangers to be a strong party of
banters returning to Cape Town after a |
month's shooting. They were thoroughly !
equipped witharms and supplies, and had i
a pair of oxen to haul the cart containing \u25a0

them. The party consisted of four En- I
glishmen and ten trusted Caffre servants, ;

and whenIasked one of the Englishmen if
he did not fear an attack from the Bushmen
whotreated us so treacherously he laughed,
and said

"
he thought they wouldn't bother

us. Ifthey did a volley from the rifles of
his Caffrea wouldscatter them."

We ate a hearty supper, after which, our
friends supplied us witha blanket apiece, |
and as we were completely exhausted we
were excused from making a very lengthy-
recital of our adventures that night.

The last time Isaw Whipley and Baker i
they were setting ready a strong party of
friendly Caffreß

to have that shoot out

anyhow." They swore they should get
even withthe Bushmen, and when this re-
mark was madeIsaw by .the wicked look
in their eyes they meant business.

DO PLANTS THINK?

In tracing the analogy between animals
and plants, some of the moat striking char-
acteristics are manifested, and strange con-
clusions are unavoidable. The mere we
study plant life, the more we become con-
vinced that life is a unit, varying in form
only, not ia principle. Everything capable
of reproduction, growth or development is
governed by the same law. Tnat law or
principle is life.

That plants think, or manifest any power
analaeous to what is termed instinct ivan-
imals, and the human reason or understand-
ing, is not generally supposed ;in fact itis
a subject but littleunderstood. Seldom do
we aoe a person with sufficient courage to
assert; such a belief in opposition to the
prevalent, popular opinion to the contrary.
The clone observer of the habits of plants
daily witnesses many manifestations of in-
telligence in their search for food'; inlook-
ing for support, ifclimbing plants ;intheir
persistent cff.irts to have their own way in
the performance of duty, and more partic-
ularly in the manner of selection of the
sexes

—
allof these showing plainly that if

plants do not think for themselves, some
one must think for them, which makes the
analogy between them and many men al-
most perfect.

Plants have, to the full extent of their
necessities, a power of observation, of dis-
crimination in the selection of their food,
a know of where itis to be obtained,
and the power, to a considerable extent, to
obtain it. For instance, bury the carcass
of an vjimal in the garden, say twenty feet
from the nearest grapevine,

t the vine will
know it,and the underground part of the
vine willat once change its direction, and
make a direct march for this new store-
house of food, and upon reaching it will
throw out an almost incredible number of
roots for the consumption of the food. Let
us say here that it is a mistake to suppose
that allthe underground portions of a tree
or vine ara roots ;they are simply branches.
The white delicate libers put forth in
spring at the same time the leaves growon
the branches in the atmosphere, are the
true roots;they contribute to the support
and growth of the plant by the food w.'iich
they absorb from the soil, 'precisely as the
leaves on the branches do by that taken
from the atmosphere. These roots are so
small that they are rarely, if ever, noticed,
and are annually shed from the subterra-
nean branches, as the leaves are from the
aeriel ones. Ifany one wishes to witness
the persistency of the vine in its efforts to
obtain food, let them dig a trench two feet
deep, 'midway between the vine and the
carcass ;when the vine reaches the trench,
finding its supply cut off, ittakes in the
situation at a glance, and takes a down-
ward course until itreaches the bottom of
the trench, then it tunnels under, comes up
to near the surface on the opposite side,
and fiai-.hes its journey.

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A,friend of the writer, a number of
years since, planted a weeping willowin a
dry, gravelly bank on the side of his house—

a situation in every respect unsuited to
this tree, which delights in a heavy, moist
locality ;the result was a slow, stunted
growth, short branches, and an early fall-
ing of its foliage in autumn. After a few
years, in which it had barely lived, it
commenced a most vigorous growth, and
in a few months had made a greater devel-
opment than in as many years previous.
This rapid growth was as astonishing as
pleasing, the cause of which was enveloped
ia mystery, until the following season,
when he had an occasion to repair the pump
in hia well, on the opposite side of tho
house, more than sixty feet distant. There,
to his surprise, he found his wellrilled
with the roots from the willow,whichhad
throwndown its underground branches be-
low the cellar wall, then crept across un-
de« tb.B cover of a concrete floor, then up-
wards on the north side of the house until
n°ar the surface,' then proceeding ina di-
rect line to the wellsome thirty feet more
they again took a downward conrss until
they reached the water that furnished the
moisture which was essential to the rapid
development of the tree.

The movements of the squash vine when
pressed by hunger or thirst are truly won-
derful. During a severe drought place a
basin of water at night, say two feet from
a strong vine, and in the morning it will
be found bathing in the basin. Is not this
an indication of thought inthe viae ? Dus

it not indicate a knowledge in the vine
aualagous to the human understanding ?
There must be some agency employed to
bring the vine to the fountain :either the
plant's own volition, or its direct guidance
by the unerring hand of Providence. Con-
sider it ineither light,and the facts are no
less wonderful, and they cannot but wake a
withinyou allthat is noble and pure ia your
nature. :Itwill also teach you the garden
is not altogether a creature of your hands,
however much you may be devoted to its
care and arrangement. You.willnot say,
like theproad Assyrian :

"
Bythe strength

of my hand haveIdone it,and bymy wis-
dom." Itwillalao teach you that He who
cares for you, cares no less for the flowers ;
that both are th?. objects of the same tend-
er, loving care; both are chapters in the
unwritten book of life.—[Ladies' Floral
Cabinet.

The fact is
fast walking is not a natural, bat an ac-
quired gait, and very difficult to acquire in
the majority of cases. ; Ifhorses were not
taught to walk faat there would be no fast
horses to breed from. Some horses mani-
fest a greater aptness for acquiring certain
gaits than others, and this aptness ia ob-
servable inparticular families, bat itmast
be brought out by education, otherwise it
willremain dormant. The natural walk
of the horse is slow. The gait described in
a fast walking horse is betwern an amble
and an ordinary walk, and mast be taught
to be acquired. This theory cf an agri-
cultural contemporery rnna the science of
breeding into the ground.
