she did not repair streets aa now, nor

sprinkle streets, nor had she a paid fire do-
Ipartment or alarm system ; she had no
Fowle bonds to pay, and do free library.
The tax levy for 1883 U,for the same items,
ivr.y much kss than in 18G9, when the dif-
ference of the area demands and popula-
tionof the city are considered :

Fire Dfpartmeut 24
Schools 30

Total *1.04
Or but 0 cents more than in 18C9, and in
the meanwhile we have erected new levees,
experienced a flood, raised old ones, paved
streets, set up a library,built nine school
house*, educated from 1,500 to 2,000 chil-
dren annually, put in two entirelynew and
costly systems of water machinery, ex-

tended water mains and gas lighting, and
Isewers and drainage canal, redeemed

$480,000 principal of the bonded dibt, pur-

chased the apparatus of a large paid tire

department, set up a fire-alarm Byetem,

increased the force of teachers, etc. It
remains to be added, besides this, that by
reason of the folly of those old days we
have since had to bear as high a rate as
§2 50 tax levy. When the facts are ex-
aminsd into, itis disclogcd that the manage-
ment which has brought us down to aSI 60
tax rate ia marvelous, and it seems hardly
possible to realize that it has been accom-
plished. The tax rate, while 95 cents in
1569, was |2 in ISGB, $1 20 inIS7O, $1 71
in IS7I, $1 B5 in 1872, 81 95 in 1573.
Hence the year ISG9 proves nothing.

THE PAVILION QUESTION.

There should not be a vote against the

State for the erection of a new Pavilion.
Itrequires laothirds of allthe rotes cist to
carry the proposition.

remaining is equivalent, therefore, to a

vote arjaimt. Every man handling a ticket
to-day should scratch off the..word "110."
This is a simple business proposition, and
should be viewed ia no other light. Itis
a safe, sure, and good investment. We are

inthe midst of a dry season, and the dis-

bursement of £SO,OOO this spring willgo

far toward preventing the hard times being
severely feltinthis city. More than this,

itwillgive work foracme months to a large
number of mechanics and laborers. It will
insure a fair this year of two weeks and a
consequent benefit to allclasses of our citi-
zens. It is important to remember that
there are men whose interest leads them
to work against the proposition. These
meat be met at the polls, for to their ob-
jections there is a rc&dy and an unanswer-
able answer. The taxpayers and business
men must leave their places to-day and ap-
pear at the polls. They can win no fight
by leaving itto itself. Tiiere must be done
hard work, and constant effort must be put
forth from the opening to the close of tho
polls. Wa trust that there will be no ap-
athy en this proposition, but sincere and
conscientious effort during the whole day.

Let no voter favoring the proposition im-

agine that it willgo through to victory be-
cause it is popular. Non-resident prop-
erty-holders willbo active through their
agents to defeat the proposition ifit is pos-
sible, and at a popular election all things
are possible. The non-residents wish to
bear none of our burdens, and stilltoshare
all benefits. Lnt the true citizens Bee to it
that the measure is carried by far more
than tiro-thirds. If the vote fails it
means no Pavilion, no extension of the
Fair

—possibly no Fair at all. Ifthe vote
fails itmeans an ultimate removal of the
State Agricultural Society from Sacra-
mento. Ifthe vote prevails it fixes the
society here beyond allhope of our rivals to
secure its transfer to envious localities for
all time to come.

TODAY'S ELECTION.

The result of this day's election is of
much importance to Sacramento, In the
success of Mr.Knox wo foresee the fur-
therance of the beat interests of the city.
While strong partisan appeals can be made
toRepublicans, we do not conceive it to

be necessary. With Republicans tLere
can be no good reason for voting the op-
posing ticket. With citizens irrespective
of politics there is every reason for sup-
porting the ticket headed by W> F. Knox,

To subject this municipality to the experi-
ments hinted at in the Democratic plat-
form is to do it irreparable injury. We
have had enough of tinkering : in the
name of reason let us now apply business
common sense to the administration of city
affairs. The Republican party puts itcan-
didates upon no platform tilled with spe-
cific pledges and impracticable schemes.
Its nominees declare that they are in favor
of redaction of water rates

—they were the
first to so declare ;in favor of the lowest
attainable rate of taxation

—
1 per cent, if

possible, and as soon as possible ; but that
the efficiency of those departments of the
city government upon which the perpe-
tnityand good name of the city to largely
depend— the schools, the fire department,
etc.

—
shall be maintained. They are out-

spoken in their determination to secure
the very best terms possible to be had in
readjusting the city indebtedness, and to
permit to suit of or against the city to
sutler by neglect, and no lawful advantage
to be waived .or abandoned in any Court.
They favor retrenchment and the most
rigid economy, strong levee defenses, good
drainage, good streets, extension of the
water system, a lessening of the burdens of
taxpayers, and the increase of benefits to
residents in this city. What more should
the citizens ask ?

Dot pus* law which has been, in effect, declared
unconstitutional by one of the highest Courts of tho
land. He did not care to amplify bis objection, as
he relied entirely upon that decision. The second
objection to the bill was that it was not made a part
of the cede. There &re Bone tixtypages of the a »\u25a0;<-\u25a0

devoted to the q'lestion of county government*.
This bill was an independent. Act, irrespective -of
the provisions of the code. Insome cases a part of
a section was taken from the cede, and the balance
of the section left. In some cases the duties ofoffi-
cers were defined, and in others they were not.
While the bill purported to give a full scheme for
tie government of counties, it made ho provision
for a tax levy by the Board of Supervisors. He
said that he could sit down with the bill and in one
hour raise fiftyquestions that all of the lawyers upon
the floor of the Senate could not answer. Ho did
not bcliev'3 itto be for the best interests of tbo peo-
ple t)pass a law of this kind, and for that reason
telt compelled to vote against the bill.

Cross proposed to vote for the billbecause he be-
lieved it contained many excellent provisions, but
proceeded to poiat out in what particulars itwas
unconstitutional— principally Imuuusa it was not
made a part of the Code. lie complimented the
Chairman of the Committee onCounties and County
Governments Spender of Napa— and the other
members of that committee, far their zeul in en-
deavoring toperfect the bill. He called attention
to the various conflicts that would arise between t%u
bill&ndthe Code, saying that ii the bill was pissed
and went Intoeffect, every county officer could draw
a galarv under the Act and under the Code too.
Every officer would bo compelled to act under the
Act and under the Cade, as the bill did not repeal
the sections of the Code which related to the same
subjects.

Spencer of .ViipaMefondid the bill. He did not
think the decision referred to by Vrooinan would
bear the construction tint Senator had placed upon
it. That decision wts one of the controlling reasons
why the committee hud made this an independent
Act,instead of an amendment to the Did). Itwas
drawn in that way toavoid certain dicta which had
been thrown out by tha Supreme Court in several
cases. He thought it would be wise for the Senate
to allow tbe question of the constitutionality of the
bill to ba discussed and decided by the Supremo
Court. He believed the bill to be constitutional.

Johnson had nut examined the bill critically with
reference to Itsconstitutionality. He did not affirm
that itwas constitutional or otherwise, lot ho be-
lieved that it was the best bill that could be passed
at this session, and be would vote forit.

Willis said that he desired to state that he agreed
