The Santa Clara Murder—Startling Pe-
velopments.

SaN Josg, March 15:h.—There ars start-
ling developments in the Lexington murder
case. To-day, at Los (zatos, the inquest on
the death of Renowden and McIntyre was
resumed, and DMajore,” a saloon-keeper of
the town, and possessed of considsrable real
estate, gave such testimony as induced the
officers to regard him with suspicion. He
was an intimate friecd of Jewell, and twice
at night went out with him riding toward
Lexingten. Martin Velasco testifisd that on
Sunday night when Jewell came to Majors’
saloon, that Majors closed up and put two
sticks of wood in the stove. Msjors said he
went home, and that Jewell, who had his head
cat, left, but Velasco did not see him leave
thesaloon, John Showers, who wes captured
at Gilroy, was brought to the Ccounty Jail
fo-dsy, and made a confession implicating
Majore. Hesays Majors planned the rob-
bery of Renowden, saying the old man had
$20,000 buried by the house; that he fur-
nished Jewell with a pistol ; that Jewell and
himself (Shower:) went to Renowden’s on
Sunday evening, snd were surprised to find
MclIntyrethere ; that they went in and had
supper, saying they had lost the trail; that
after supper Jewell called Renowden out of
doors, ostensibly to learn where the trail was,
and then presented two pistols at his head
and threstened to kill him if he resisted;
that Renowden sprang on him and
grasped one pistol, breaking Jewell’s
finger as% he did sc; that Jewell then
ghot with a sclf-cocker, and at the
same time Renowden struck him on the head,
cutting the gash spoken of by Majors; that
Jewell then shot him twice, and rushed to
the cssistarce ot Showsre, whowas struggling
with McIntyre ; that Jewell ehot McIntyre,
and then both he snd Showers fled. They
wens to Majors’ saloon, told kim what oe-
curred, and wera furnished with money to
leave. This evening, at 10 o’clock, IMjors
was brought in from IL.os Gatos, havinz been
arrested by citizens, The inquest will be re-
sumed here to-morrow a2t 9 A. M, at the
Court-housa, Showere will be called as a
witneza, Jewell is still at large. The ex-
citement at Los Gatos is increasing, snd the
arrest of Msjors was made to prevent lynck-
ing.

The Teollins Murder Trial,

NEvapa, March 15th.—Evidence in the
Collins case was concluded tc-day, and argn-
ment will begin tc-morrow. Collias was on
the witness stand u of ths day, With
on3 or two exceptions, he denics every im-
portant fact provea agsinst him. He swears
that he was in Sacramento on the day the
rcbbery was committed, but his evidence
cculd not be eubstantiated, Two wilnesses tes-
tified that a miner namad Jack Brainerd sud-
denly disappeared from this vicinity the dey
before the murder, under circumatances
which at the time led many to suspect him of
being oneof the implicated parties.

New Cases of Small-pox,

NEvapa, March 15th.—4'wo new cases of
small-pox were developzd to-day, but nsither
are of a malignant type. A daughter of
Charles Richards has tte disease, havirg con-
tracted it from the family whera it first ap-
peared. L. O. Palmer, a pattern-maker,
became exposed two or three days sicce, and
he iz down with the dizesse. Yallew flags
have been put out at both places. The
echools will probably be closed to-morrow,

Semsational Report Contradicted,

WirLows, March 15th.—A report of a sen-
sational character appeared in a San Fran-
cisco paper to-day, ctating that the drought
in this county had so sericusly affected the
fariners and others that those awning stock
had begun to divpese of them and depart for
the mousntaine. Nothicg could have been
said so palpably at variance with the truth,
It is tzue that the prospects are, 2t the pres-
ent time, not as fsvorable as i3 Cesired, ysat
thera is hope for & good half crop in this s2c-
tion of Cclusa county, At least your zc-
porter has failed, after persistent icquiries,
to learn of any cne sellicg steck with a view
of mwigrating to the mountains en account of
an anticipated drovght., Drought or no
drought, this end of Colusa connty is abund-
antly able to take care of its stock and hold
its own, as we were never in a better financial
eendition than mow, and have wunresiricied
faith in our connty.

RAILROAD COMMISSIONERS,

Inquiry Relative to the Sysiem of Speclal
Contracts,
{Special to the RecorD-UNION.]

Sax Fraxcisco, March 15th, — At the
mesting of the Board of Rsilrcad Cemmis-
sioners held gc-day all the members were
present, The formal hearicg of the trial of
the case of Richards & Harricon ve. the Cep-
tral Pacific Railroad Company was held, and
which is the first regular investigation of a
complsaint in the form of a trisl that was ever
held before the Board, The complaiat filed
was billed by Secretary Andrus as Complaint
No.1l. W. H. L. Barnes appeared for the
defendants and R. J. Harrison for the firm,
the plaintiffs, :

Richard Gray was called by Mr. Harrison,
and testified as follows: I am the General

reight Agent of the Central Pacific Rail-
road ; am not aware of any epecial contracts
mede in this State except those in writing,
Theee contracts contain the rates for which
2oods may be shipped from ali peints in the
United States. The party of the first part
agrees that he will ship his goods overland
only by ths roads of the party of the sccond
part. Tour roada sre mentioned in the con-
tract, namely, the Unien Pacific, the Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe, the Missouri-
Pacific, and Galveston, Harrisburg and San
Antonio. Of course, the shippers agres not
to send goods around the Horn, Thereis a
special tariff for the shippers.

A blank form of a contract of special rates
to New York was identified by Mr, Gray as
the blank now used by the Centrsl Pacific.
He denied that the special contract system
ever existed in this State, although the con-
tracts were signed by parties in this city with
parties in the East,

Mcr. Harrison—By what suthority do you,
or does your rcad, act a8 agent for these
roads ?

Mr, Gray—We have no general authority
as agent, We do not receive pay for freight,
We have an understanding with them that
we shall fulfill our part of the contract. We
settle our accounts with the Upion Pacific
every day. This is the custom of all roads.
The G., H. and S. A, R, R. was admitted to
this special contract in the year 1882, In
1880 the Union Pacific was the only other
party in the contrsct., The Central Pacific
Railroad has never appeared as a party to
any west-bound contract. We have nothing
to do with making the rates of the contract—
the rates are slready established., We are
interested in the rates to the amount of our
earnings, We get a certain proportion of the
freight receipts. All the west-bound rates are
lefi in the hands of the Esstern roads, On
freight from this side of the Missouri river
we get 46 per cent.; the Union Pacific the
balance. The Central Pacific has had a voice
in the formation of these rates, We had to
submit to the majority, The Uricn Pacific
T'he divisions be-
tween us are entirely by mileage, Thesa con-
tracts will te given to any shipper applying
for them, The contract mus: first ba sub-
mitted £5 the Unicn Pacific before it bzecomes
an sgreement.

Mr. Harrison—Hsvo yon ever refused to
ssne contrec's withcut applying to th
Union Pacific? pipbis: >
__ Mr. Gray—Well, I am not prepared to say.
Sometimes there might have been cases where
the clerk, for some reason’known to himeelf,
refuzed the applicant the contract desired,
but I don’s remember any. Don’t think there
have been any cases of the scrt,

Mr, Harrison—Have you ever asked or ever
beard of spplicants sgrecing to do business
with any particular firm,

Mr., Gray—I never have,

Mr. Barnes called the attention of the
Boerd to the fact that Mr, Harrison was]
wanderieg from the subject of the complaint.
He asked that ke ba confined to the special
matter alleged in the paper filed, and npon
which only testimony should be hesrd,

Mr. Foote thought that this complaint
might be made the occasion of the investiga-
tion of the entire contract system. The de-
cieion in this case could then be made the pre-
cedent in all future cases that might come
before the Board,

To this Mr. Barnes disagreed. He thought
the special contract system, in general, need
not now be §pvestigaged, and askad that the
witness be fined to giving strictly evi-
dencs, and evidence only, If the Board, in
msking a decision in ths case, wished to giva
a general order, that would be proper, but
this special case ought not to be made a gen-
eral one. Ho disputed the lagsl right of the
Board in this manzer of procedure,

A long discussion on this subjset followed.
Chairman Carpenter theught that it was the

.

duty of the Board to wake arecord for refer-
ence, which might apply not to this case only

but to this class of cases. The casa cught to
be conducted and decided in such a manner
that it might be carried into tha courts of
jastica. Therefore the testimony and the en-
tire case ought fo ba confized to the epecial
subject of complaint. Hs disputed with Mr,
Foote in his opinion in this regard, and some
warm words ensued, It was finally decided
that the witness answer the question which
cccasioned ths discussion. The question
ssked was, ‘ Have you ever referred appli-
cants for contracts to other contract cnstom-
ers to import goods on their contracts ¥ The
reply was, ‘‘No,”

Mr, Harrison—In case of protest by over-
eaarges, do you exact prepayment ?

Mr, Gray—Wedo.

Mr. Harricon ssked whether the company
had ever discovered the partics to a contract
violaticg the terms by importing goods
around the Horn, and called Mr, Gizsy’s at-
tention to a bill of lading with the Chicago,
Milwaukse and St Paul, to Richards & Har-
rizon,

Mr. Gray, in reply, s2id it was no contract
with the Central Pacific Railroad; it was
merely between the other railroad mentioned
and Mr, Harrison’s firm, He then gave a di-
roct answer to the question, that such viola-
tion had cceurrzd,

Mr, Harrison—What precantions are used
to prevent such breach of contract?

Mr. Barnes objected to this question as
irrelevaent, The objsction was rot sustained.
The wituess said in answer that the pre-
cautions are used by the merchants them-
selves.

The witness was asked what a littls note
down in one corner, reading ‘‘contract cn
beer,” meant? He replied that it mmesns
nothing to his road,

A number of other papers were submitted,
mos3t of them pertaining to the grievances of
Richards & Harrison.

General Barnes then cross-examined the
witness regarding the special contracs busi-
ness. The witness testified that the contracts
had been mads with the trunk lines and the
overland roads across the continent, The
trunk Jlines ref:rred fo are the New York
Central, the Pennsylvania road, the Erie,
and the Baltimora and Ohio, These con-
nect at Chicago with the Chicago and North-
weete n, the Rock Island, the Chicigo, Bur.
lington and Quiney, ths Milwaukee, St.
Lcuis and Pacific, Chicage, Milwaukee and
St. Paul, and the Misscuri Pacific. Thesa
are known as the lowa lines, Other roads
connect at St, Louis. Of all receipts for
freight west of Chicago the Towa lines get 15
per cent., vot including five cents arbitrary
that i3 taken out by the bridge across the
Missouri river. The Union Pacific and Cen-
tral Pacific thus get the remainder on the
basiz of 54 per cent. and 46 per cent. re-
spectively,

Witness stated, in reply to questions by
Chairman Carpenter, that the charges on
freight were based on mileage, and that the
offices of the Central and Union Pacific at
Ogden were_separate and distinct,

After further examination, the Bozrd ad-
journed until to-morrow mo=ning,
