ANOTHER KIP VAN WINKLE.

Avery peculiar and remarkable cass has
juet enrne to light inthe State Asylum for
the Insane at Buffalo, New York, being
that of a mun of Gannmn descent, who
hails from a large town ia Southern Ohio.
He was found 1> ing in a street hero one
day over a year ago, and was taken to the
police station by an iguorant policeman
who behoved him to be intoxicated. Thtre
his real condition was discovered by
a physician, and he was hurried
away to tlio Insane Asylum. The
man has spoken bat once during the
time he has been an inmate of the
aaylum. T;:on ho declared incoher
ently that the

the same effect. The man is insane, his
peculiar delusion being tfcat he must sleep,
and Bleep he certainly does, for be is ut-
terly unconscious, and has been for over a
year, bciag feed on liquid food, just aa an
infant would be. Iliaevei never open, and
when raited up in bed, if his support is
withdrawn, he willsink down as limp as a
dead person. Various devices have been
reeorccd to in the vain endeavor to arouse
him from his lethargic condition, including
electricity, shower baths, trickery, otc. In
wreseiico of the correspondent, Dr.Granger,
one of the attending physicians, pinched
the patient's tleeh in sensitive parts, but
not a muscle moved or quivered, yet
when the head-board of bis bedstead
was soundly rapped upon with a
brass key, the patient's face twitched
convulsively. The man has excellent fam-
ily connection?, and a brother of his de-
clares that no insanity was ever noticed in
bis brother previous to his coming to
Buffalo on a visit, when he was overtaken
by his present great misfortune. Dr.
Gr&Bger states that the case ia a rare one,
only one or two such being on record.
Ha also states that the patient is
liable to arise at any moment, either
a perfectly sar.e man or a combative,
destructive, raving aia&isc. He believes
him to be cognizant cf all that transpires
in his prosecco. Ho ia 30 years of age,
and unmarried. The case, when itbecomes
more publicly known, will certainly
awaken widespread attention in scientific
and medical circles.
