
STORMS IN THE SUN.

What a problem it is that lies before as-
tronomers when we consider what sun spots
really mean ? The gre»t atmosphere of the
gun, whose breath is flame, is yet so cool
compared with his intensely. glowingsurf-
ace that it absorbs a Urge proportion of his
lightas wellas of his heat. Itabsorbs so

much that it actually changes his color.
There can be no manner of doubt, from
what Professor L»rgley has shown about
the absorptive qualities of that atmosphere,
that were itsuddenly stripped off the sun
•would shine not only withgreatly increased
brightness, but with a bluish violet color.
In a very shirt time indeed that color
wouldseem white again to our eyes, grown
accustomed to the change ;after which, the
sudden restoration of the absorbing atmos-
phere would change the sun to an orange-
red orb, which' only after awhile would
seem to our eyes a white globe as before.
Bat while the general absorptive action of
the sun .is wonderful, the story is still
more wonderful which the spectroscope has
to tellabout the specific absorptive effects
dee to its constitution. We find that,
whereas in our air the vapor of water is
present (to condense into water drops and
forma cloud at certain levels, aad to change
to ice-crystal 3and form cirrus- at higher
levels), in the eun the atmosphere is laden
with the vapors of iron, copper, zinc, sodi-
um, magnesium, and likeelements, totorm
clouds of metallic drops, great gatherings
of metallic crystal?, while the rains that
pour down toward the concealed true globe
of the sun are mighty showers of.molten
metal. When a hurricane ecccrj in the
bud, the clouds which form the Ban's surf-
ace are swept along, or whirled around, not
at the rate at which we.measure cur
storma, but with a velocity compared with
which their swiftest motion is as rest. The
solar tornadoes rage, not over a few hun-
dred square miles,but over regions as large
as the whola surface of the earth, over
hundreds, even thousands of millions of
square miles ;and they travel over these
enormous regions at a rate not of so many

miles per hour or per minute, but of many
miles, sometimes more than a hundred
miles, in every second of time. Such
storms are inprogress now where we Bee

the spots upon the sun. Such storms tell
us of the activity of that great central en-

tice whose throbs are the life-beats of the
solar system. We measure the sun's work,
perforce, by our own forms .if wotk. We
speak cf his emission of light and heat as
corresponding to what would result from
the burning of eleven thousand millions of
millions of tons of the finest coal in every
second of time. Bat what mind can con-
ceive the real vitality of that mighty orb
which seems so silent and so stillin our
skies ? The throbbiDg of tha great engine
which beats out light and life to the whole
family of planets can only be seen by the
mind's eye, and as yet that eye is no more
capable of seeing the sun's work as it really
is than is the bodily eye of seeing the dist-
ant millions of sacs which the great gaug-
ing telescopes of the Hersohels bring within
our ken. Nor can the mental ear heat ken
to the uproar and tumult with which the
workof the great central engine is accom-
plished, or imagine what wouldbe heard if
one could visit that spot which looks like
a tiny speck on the sun's surface, and, pass-
ing below the limitsof the solar air so that
Bound waves could reach him, could find(as
assuredly he would if he could live at a
temperaturo which turns the hardest metal
into vapor) all forms of noise known to us—

the roar of the typhoon, the crash of
thunder, even the hideous groaning of the
earth-throe

—surpassed a million-foldby
what takes pUce within every square mile
of- that disturbed region.— London Timed.

worn.out. "Best"

shoes are almost always . too. small when
they are purchased, and as they are only
worn occasionally, the feet change and en-
large, and are injured by • the ill-fitting
shoe. The nails should be cared for and
looked after by the mother just as |consci-
entiously as the morals of -'.the ichild.
Many an hoar of &ccate pain, as wellas of
loss to the man or woman, may be charged
to the neglect of the nails inchildhood. If
the discovery is made that the shoe is op-
pressing the foot and crowding the nails, it
would be better to remove the shoe and let
the child go without rather than continue
its use. If;.there is danger of a toersail
pressing down in the flesh, itcan be avoided
by cutting a scallop cr point inthe jcenter
of the nail.. This willcertainly prevent
Ingrowing nails.

CURIOSITIES OF ELECTRICITY.

George Le Cronier, in the Renew oj the
Telvjraph ami Ttlepfione, says : What;
lightning abhora and what electricity ab-
ncrs is water. Still we are told, and the
fact is undisputed, that water is s conducter
and that glass is a non-conductor. We use
the glss3 and the lightningrod or telegraph
wire together because they act as one ;if
the glass were not a conductor as well its
contact would divert the current, conse-
quently it is as much a conductor as the
lightning rod; a= both conduct, both sbonld
be called conductors. So ot water ; we
are told that a lightningrod ia put into the
ground where it is damp that the water or
dampness may conduct it, but instead of
conducting ititis the beat element to kill
it,and this v the use that it answer?, the
vacuum current that jumps in water the
narrow space from wire to wire is not done
by the conductivity of the water, but
deepite it—as the interval must be just in
proportion to the strength of the current —
if increased the leap must be made ; if
water was acon^uctcr, the greater theinter-
val the greater the contiuc'ive power. And
eg we have by the same perversion a sub-
etance like amber that attracts, called a
negative

— why call the active power a neg-
ative? In powder the three ui^reuientß,
niter,sulphur and charcoal, containing little
moisture and being also of different tem-
perature, when brought together and acted
on by heat, explode —

it ia an attempt to
lieby fire three temperatures that re-

fuse to fuse. The phenomenon seen in win-
ter when a comb ia run through the hair
and the spark is produced is dua to the fact
that three dry substances, the hair, the
comb and the hand, each of different tem-
perature, are brought in contact by fric-
tion. The disturbance produces the sparks.
If the fric:ion ia continued any time, the
sparks willbe found to diminish just in the
proportion as the temperature of the three
becomes equalized by the friction of heat ;
this effect cannot be produced in summer,
the hand and the hair containing too much
moisture. We are told that by running
our if.ct over a carpet we charge our body
with electricity from ths carpet, and by
this means we are able to light a #»b burner.
This is incorrect. By running round the
room with the index linger standing alone
we make itstillmore dry, which is already
comparatively dry in winter, and then the
dry linger, the dry gas burner and the dry
sas is ignited, when in contact, by the dry,
warm air of the warmed room. We could
drj the finger as wellby sitting ia a chair
and making the linger cut the air. We
also have it gives to us! n trcaUses on elec-
tricity that a certain woman by putting her
finger in line contact with a brass knob
upon a heated stove was discovered to be
able to cause sparks to proceed from her
body through her fingtr to the knob, and
that the exercise after awhile became ex-
hausting to her, whereas no spark ever pro-
ceeded from her body—

a human body can-
not produce a spark, but was produced by
contact or near contact of her dry, bony
fiuger, the temperature of the brasa kcob
and the iron btove all being different and
being excited thereto by the heat of the
air. Neither can electricity enter the bo;ly,
as its humidity repels it. That explains
the electric shock ; the electricity is ab-
ruptly stopped. Persons killed by light-
niDg have not so much as a hair scratch to
show its effect, and ithas the whole surface
of the body to oppoEe it. When itis said
that a mark has been made it is a misap-
prehension ; itis attracted by the dry cloth-
ing when everything else that ia exposed is
wet.

THE GUINEA FOWL AS GAME.

There are numbers of guinea fowl wild
in the Island of Santo DomiDgo, and they
have been there beyond the memory of the
oldest inhabitant. They are very prolific.
Ihave often seen as many as fifteen in a
brood. Ithiuk they hatch oftener than
once a year ;at least, they hatch at any
and all seasons of the year. They are to
be found about the corn and rice fields, as
well as in the |open savanna miles away
from any food, except such as is afforded by
the native grasses. Their crops often show
nothing but grass seed of different varie-
ties. They are an exceedingly shy bird,
difficult to approach, and wonderfully
strong and swift on the wing, as different
from the tame bird as a wild hog is from
the domestic animal. On one occasion we
made camp late in the afternoon at a catt'e
station in the savanna, where the proprie-
tors came twice a year to brand the calves
and select the beeves, stopping three or
four weeks each time. During the rest of
the year no one lived there. Near sue-
down, attempted by the balmy atmosphere
and witching lights and shades, Istr jlled
some distance from the camp, and saw a
very large covey of guineas. Ipromised
:r.yse'f some sport in the morning, and was
up and way at the firstbreak of day. After
a time Idiscovered at a distance a flock
of guineas feeding in a portion of the sa-
vanna where the pine trees were three to
four rods apart, tall, straight and free from
limbs for a long way from the ground, and
not a brush beside. Iendeavored to get
within gunshot by going from one trea to
another, keeping myself as much hidden
from sight as possible, at the same time
watching the birds closely, and on seeing
the least sign ef apprehension, making a
statue of myself. Ispent over an hour in
this way,the birds constantly feeding away
from me. Then Iflashed them out of
range and they flew for a run that was
densely timbered. Ifollowed but failedto
get a shot, and was forced to return to
camp without a bird. Ido not think that
these birds had been shot at for months, if
at all. They are harder to get a shot at
than the ruffed erouse, bat are much easier
killed. Witha 10-bore rijpound gun,Ishot
oce from the limbof a small pine tree at a
distance of fifty-two long paces, striking
toe birdwith one shot in the body. It fell
immediately to the ground ;and when I
picked it up, was dead. Ihave shot a
green parrot at so short a range that four
shot passed through its body, and then I
had to resort to other means to killit.
There were no bird dogs inSanto Domingo
at the timeIwas there. A friend had a
mongrel shepherd that he thought a very
good dog to hunt birds. Itried him. He
would trail the guinea fowl. They would
allow him to come quite close, and then
take position in the nearest tree and watch
the dog. Ithink from their actions they
wouldlie pretty wellto the proper kind of
a dog. Tne wildguinea ia similar in edible
qualities to the ruffed grouse. Although I
have bagged a great many, Inever saw a
very fat one. They were plump, juicyand
tender, aad a very fine flavor. Ihad the
best success inshooting them by scattering
a flock just before roosting time. The fol-
lowing morning, being on the gronnd be-
fore daylight, when the calling wouldcom-
mence, the chances were favorable for a
few flyingshots.
