
OCHARD AND FARM.

FULL TEXT PRESENTED OF TEE NEW
HORTICULTURAL LAW.

State Board of Horticulture and Limitsof

Districts— of the < filers—
Also Various Farm Sows. .

The followingis the full text of the new

horticultural law, which is intended to
place in the bands of a State Biard of
Horticulture, consisting of nine members,

a Secretary, Inspector, etc., the necessary

power to successfully cope with the insect
pests, which have become so injurious and
destructive to fruit interests, and which
are spreading bo alarmingly in various
parts of the State.- The lawpassed daring
the closing hours of the Legislature, and
which has just received the signature of

the Governor, is as follows;
Section 1. There shall be a State Board

of Horticulture, consisting of nine mem-
hen, who shall be appointed by the Gov-
ernor :two from the S;ate at large, and
one from each of the seven horticultural
-districts, which are hereby constituted as
follows:—

The Sonoma District, which shall
include the c.-.unties of Sonoma, Marin,
Like, Mendocino, Humboldt, Del Norte,
Trinity, and Siskiyou.

Second
—

The Napa District, which shall
include the counties of Napa, Solano, and
Contra Costa.

Third The San Francisco District,which
shall include the city and county of San
Francisco, and the counties of San Mateo,
Alameda, Santa Clara, S tut a Cruz, San
Benito, and Monterey.

Fourth
—

The Los Angeles District, which
shall include the counties of Los Angeles,
Ventura, Santa Barbara, San Luis Obispo,
San Bernardino, and San Diego.

Fifth
—The Sacramento District, which

shall include the counties of Sacramento,
Yolo, Sutter, Colusa, Batte, Tehama, and

'Shasta.
Sixth

—
San Joaquin District, which

shall include the counties of San Joaquin,
Stanislaus, Merced, Fresno, Tulare and
Kern.

Seventh— Toe El Dorado District, which
shall include the counties of ElDorado,
Amador, Cilaveraa. Tuolumne, Mariposa,
Placer, Nevada, Yuba, Sierra, Plumas,
Lessen, Modoc, Alpine, Mono and Inyo.

Section 2. The members appointed from
each district shall be residents of the dis-
trict from which they are appointed, and
shall be specially qualified by practical ex.
periencc and study in connection with the
industries dependent upon horticulture.
They shall each hold office for a term of
fcur years, except that of the nine first
appointed, four, to be determined by lot,
Khaliretire at the end of two years, when
their successors shall be appointee by the

Oovernor.
Section 3. Tha Board shall appoint and

prescribe the duties of a Secretary, wno
shall not be one of their number, and elect
of their own number a Treasurer, both to
hold office during the pleasure of ths said
Board. The Treasurer shall give a bond to
the State, with sureties approved by the
.said Bard, inthe sum of $10,000, for the
faithful discharge of his duties.

Section 4. Tf.e Board m»y receive, man-
age, use, and hold donation* acd bequests
for promoting the objects if its formation.
Itshall meet semi annually, and as much
oftener end at such places as itmay deem
expedient] to consult a>jd adopt such meas-
ures as may best promote the horticultural
industries of the Siate. Itmay, but with-
out expense to the Sate, select and appoint
competent and qualified perrons to lect-
ure in each of the horticultural dis-
tricts named inSection 1of this Ac*, for
the purpose of illustrating practical horti-
cultural topics, and imparting instruction
inthe methods of culture, pruning, ferti-
lizing, and also in the best methods of
treating the diseases of fruit and fruit
trees, cleansing orchards, and exterminat-
ing insect pests. The office of the Board
shall be kept open to the public, subject to
the rules of the Board, every day, except-
ing legal holidays, and shall be in charge
of the Secretary during the absence of the
Board.

Section 5. For the purpose of preventing
the spread of contagious disease among
fruit ami fruit tree?, and for the preven-

\u25a0(•'on, treatment, cure, and extirpation of
'. litpests and the diseases of fruit and
fruit trees, and for the disinfection of
. .us, scions, orchard debris, empty fruit
•lioxea and packages, and other suspected

\u25a0 . -.terial or transportable articles dangerous
|to orchards, fruit and fruit trees, said
Hoard shall make regulations for the in-

\u25a0: pection and disinfection thereof, which
(aid regulations shall be circulated in
printed form by the Board among the fruit-
growers and fruitdealers of the State,
shall be published at least twenty days in
two daily newspapers of general circula-
tion in the State not of the same city or
c mnty, and shall be posted in three con-
spicucus places in each county of the
B"ate, one of which shall be at the county
\u25a0C house thereof. Such regulations,
when so posted, shall be held to impart
notice of their contents to all persons
within the State, and shall be bindingupon
ailpersons.

Section 6. The said Board shall elect of
•theirown number, or appoint from with-
out their number, a competent peraon
especially qualified by practical experience
inhorticulture, for the duties of his office,
who shall be known as Inspector of Fruit
Pests (tohold office at the pleasure cf the
Board), whose duties it shall be to visit
the horticultural districts of the State, to
see that all regulations of said Board and
provisions of law to prevent the spread of
fruit pests and diseases of tree and plants
injurious to the horticultural interests of

Ithe State, and all regulations of said Board
in the nature of quarantining infected or
infested districts, and Also all rules and
regulations of said Board concerning disin-
fection of fruits, trees, plants, grafts,
scioDa, orchard debris, empty fruit boxes
and packages, and other material danger-

-obh to orchards, fruit and fruit trees, are
ecforced. He shall, also, whenever re-
quired, and under the direction of the
1!lard, and may also upon his own motion,
and upon the complaint of interested par-
tie*, inspect orchards, nurseries and other
places suspected, or believed to be in-
fested with fruit pests, or infected
with contagious disease injurious to
trees, plants or fruits, and he shall
report the facts .to said Board. If,
upon report of said Inspector, or from well
attested facts otherwise before it, said
Bjsrd shall be of the opinion that any lo-
cality, orchard, district or place is infested
with fruit pests, or infected with conta-
gious disease injurious to trees, plants or
fruits, and liable to spread to other locali-
ties to the injury of other persons or

• places, said Board shall, by an;order en-
tered upon its minutes, so declare said and
such infested or infected district or place
to be under the quarantine regulations of
said Board. As soon, however, as in the
opinion of said Inspector the danger from
each locality has ceased, \u25a0he may suspend
said quarantine regulations, and shall im-
mediately report the fact to the Board,
who may approve or disapprove his action.
He shall from time to time, and whenever

,required by said Board, report toitsuch in-
formatics as he may acquire from observa-
tion, experience and otherwise, as to the
beat modes cf diminishing and eradicating
fruit pests and diseases from orchards ;and
also suggestions in practical horticulture :
the adaptation of products to coil, climate
and markets, and

'
such other :facts ;and

information;as shall be calculated :to im-
prove the horticultural interests of the
State.- . \u25a0 v.

Section 7. The said Board, and, incase
of necessity during the recess of the Board,
the said Inspector, may appoint such quar-
antine guardians as may be needed tocarry
cut the provisions :of this Act, whose du-
ties it shall be to see that the regulations
of the Board and the i»structions of,the
Inspector are enforced and carried oat ;
-they shall also report to said Inspector or

to the State Bjarff ail infractions or viola-
tions of said directions, regulations, and of
the law in regard to quarantine disinfeo- j
tion and destruction of pests, and precau- !
tioas against the spreading pests and dia- j
eases. The salary of quarantine guardians j
shall not exceed two dollars per day, and i
shall be paid by the owners of orchards

i

and other places and localities under quar-
antine regulations ;and they may maintain
an action therefor before any Justice of the
I'^ace, in any township inwhich any quar-
antined locality is wholly or in part situ-
ated. Bat in no case shall they have any
claim upon the State far inch services.

Section 8 It shall ba the duty of the
Secretary to attend all meetings of the
Bjard, and to preserve records of its pro-
ceedings and correspondence ; to collect
books, pamphlets, periodicals and other
docurueute containing valuable information
relating to horticulture, and to preserve
the same ; to eolket statistics and other
information showing the actual condition
and progress of horticulture in this State
and elsewhere ; to correspond with agri-
cultural and horticultural societies, colleges
and schools of agriculture aari horticulture,
aud other persons and bodieß, SB he may
b? directed by the 1! >ar !. and prepare, us
required by the Board, reports for publi-
cation ; he shall alto act as assistant to and
obey the direciionß of the Inspector of
FruitPests iv the exercise of the duties of
his cfiiee, and shall be paid for bis services
as sucti Secretary aud assistant a salary of
not to exceed §75 per month.

Section 9. Tne Icspector of Fruit Pests
shall receive as comper.sation for his ser-
vices not to exceed the sum of 8150 per
month, and his actual traveling expenses
shall bs allowed, not to exceed $750 per
3nnum ; the other members of the said
Board shall receive no compensation what-
ever.

Section 10. The B>srd shall biennially,
in the month of January, report to the
Legislature a statement of its doings, with
a copy of the Treasurer's accounts for the
two years preceding the session thereof,
and abstracts of the reports of the Inspect-
or of Fruit Pests aud S.cretary. Said re-
port ehall not exceed oue hundred printed
pages.
ISection 11. The Treasurer shall receive
allmoneys belonging to the Board, and pay
out the same only forbills approved by it,
and shall annually render a detailed ac-
count to the Board.

Section 12. Tnere is hereby appropriated
for the uses of the State Board of Horti-
culture, as set forthin this Act, out of any
moneys in the State Treasury not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of $5,000 for
the year commencing April 1, 1833, and
$5,000 for the year commencing April1,
ISS4, and the State Controller willdraw
bis warrant upon the State Treasurer in
favor of the Treasurer of the said Board
for the said sums or any part thereof when
they become available, upon proper de-
mand being made for the same by the said
±s?ard.

Section 13. This Act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage; and
all Acts or parts of Acts inconsistent or in
conflict with the provisions of this Act are
hereby repealed.

WHITEWASH EVERT SPRINT..

No person who regards the health of the
family should neglect to whitewash every
spring. Country places', especially farm
out-houses, fences, etc., are generally im-
proved in appearance by an annual cost,
and itwilladd to their permanency mura
than one wouldimagine. Itis cheap and
easily applied, so that neither expense nor
labor can be pleaded against it. To be
durable, whitewash should be prepared in
the followingmanner : Take the very best
stone lime and slake it in a close tub, cov-

[ered with a cloth to preserve the steam.
Salt

—
as much as can be dissolved in the

water used for slaking and reducing the
lime

—
should be applied, and the whole

mans carefully strained. A few pounds of
wheat flour mixed as a paste may be added,
and will give greater durability to the
mass, especially when applied to the ex-
terior surface of the buildings. With pure
lime properly slaked and mixed almost any
color may be made by the addition of pig-
ments. Granite, slate, free-stone and
other shades may be imitated, and without
any detriment to the durability of the
wash.

FOR FENCE POSTS

A writer inan exchange says : "Idis-
covered many years ago that wood could
be made to last longer than iron in.the
ground, but thought the process so simple
that it was lot well to make a stir about
it, Iwouldas soon have poplar, basswood j
or ash as any other kindof timber forfence
posts. Ihave taken out basawood posts
after having been set seven years that were
as sound when taken out as when first put
in the ground. Time and weather seemed
to have no effect on them. The posts can
be prepared for less than two cents apiece.
This is the recipe : Take boiled linseed oil
and stir in pulverized coal to the consist-
ency of .paint. 'Put a 'Coat of this over
the timber, and there ia not a man that
will live to ace it rot."

QUINCE HEDGE.

The Cydonia or Japan quince, as com-
monly called, makes a very substantial and
attractive hedge.

-
The leaves are a deep, I

shining green, and for many weeks they
'

present one mass of showy flowers. A
beautiful effect is produced by planting
both the scarlet and whit* varieties alter-
nately, If allowed to spring up in many
shoots from the ground, and are well
trimmed, they make so close a hedge that
in .- littlewhile a fence could be dispensed
with.

OIL OF PEPPERMINT.

Pepper-nint is grown for ita essence
chiefly in Western New York. Two.thirds
of the supply comes from Wayne county,
which produces 00,000 pounds of oilyearly
from 300 auras. The harvest begins in Au-
gust, and the first year's crop ia the beet.
The mint is cut with a sickle, scythe or
raovrins; machine, according to the farcy of
th: cultivator. After cutting itia allowed
to wither in the sun for five or six hour*,
and ib then raked into "cocks," wheie it
remains a short time before being distilled.
Itis not every cultivator that is provided
witha stiil, but stills are found distributed
about the peppermint region at oonvsnieut
distan'ess. The apparatus and method differ
from those employed inEurope, where the
fire ia applied to the still. In America the
still ooMWti of a wooden tab or vat of
heavy staves hooped with iron. The with-
ered mint ia packed into the vat by tread-
ing with the feet untilthe vat is full, when
a cover, made steam tight with rubber
packing, is fastened down with screw
clamp*. A steam pipe connects the lower
part of the vat with a steam boiler, and
another pipe from the center of the cover
connects the vat v-ith the condensing worm.
The latter varies in pizs according to the
capacity of the still, but becomes progres-
«ively smaller toward the outlet. The
worm is so placed as to have a constant
stream of cold running water surrounding
it. Tne steam from the boiler being ad-
mitted to the vat at a pressure of thirty to
forty pounds, the oilof the mint is volatil-
ized and mixed with the steam condensed
in the worm. The mixed oil and water
are collected in the receiver, where the dif-
ference in their specific gravity causes
them to separate. No attempt is made to
redistill the water which separates, and a
considerable loss of oil which is held in so-
lution doubt]e?s results from this lack of
economy. The oilis packed in tin cans, or
glass deni'jjhns, holding about twenty
pounds each. The glass demijohns are
much the best when the oilis to be kept
for auy length of time, as its good quali-
ties are more fully retained and it11 it-ss
liable to discoloration. Oilof peppermint
is sometimes adulterated with turpentine
and also with oilof hemlosk. Pare oilof
peppermint, as exported from Wayne
county, iscolorless, and resembles the En-
glish oil, except that it]odor and taste are
somewhat less pungent and penetrating.
The oil deteriorates with age, and the
aroma becomes more faint; after a certain
number of years it thickens, and the color
becomes of a yellowish tinge ; exposed for
a long time to air, it becomes retinous.

THE RAILROAD COMMISSION.

iarEBBSTIHG TESTIMONY BEFOEE THS
BOARD _ YESTERDAY.

How \u25a0an Interview Was Reported— Mr.
Harrison Cornered and Confronted

With His Own Admissions.

The hewing of the Richards & Harrison
complaint case was resumed before the
B ard of Railroad Commissioners at 11
o'clock yesterday at San Francisco.

J. C. Stubbs, General Freight Traffio
Manager of the Central Pacific Railroad,
was called for the defense. He stated that

>lie had held his present position for about
a year. Prior to that since 1871 he was
General Freight Agent of the company.
The witness was asked by General Barnes
to explain the special contract system of
freight traffic with which he (the witness)
was presumed to be thoroughly familiar.

iHe stated that the system referred to was
begun about IS7S or 1879 at the suggestion
of the General Freight Agent of the Union
Pacific Railroad, and afterwards agreed
upon by all the roads directly interested.
The object of the system was to secure for
the roads Iconcerned a majority of the
patronage of the overland trade. The
strongest competitors of the roads at this
time, as all know, were Ithe clipper ships
sailing

'
around Cape Horn. Merchants

were not generally disposed to patronize
the railroads to ship alltheir goods.
ORIUIS OF THE SPECIAL CONTRACT SYSTEM

Adry goods merchant would purchase a
consignment of goods in the East and have
the bulk of the coarser goods sent around
by ship and a small lot sent by rail. The
railroads of course wanted to secure tbis
trade, and after a conference the system
known as the special contract was decided
upon. The rate of freight was reduced,
but in order to secure the patronage of
merchants for these certain roads an agree-
ment was necessary. Mr. Vining, of the
Union Pacific, together with the witness,
went to many merchants in this city and
talked the matter over before the system
was introduced. At first some were not
disposed to favor the idea. They did not
want to be bound down to any particular
patronsge, but after discussion and the
aa«uracc3 of a reduced rate for all goods,
of safer transit, and a consequent reduc-
tion in the insurance rate by the under-
writers, the large majority of the mer-
chants agreed to the system proposed.
This, then, was the originof this system.
It was a mutual agreement.

TFIE FIRST CONTRACT.

The first contract waa drawn by Mr.
Vining of the Union Pacific, and Bent here
afterward for approval. Tas first part of
this year other roads were admitted, and
only recently the Atchison, ToDeka, and
Sinta Fe and the Galveston, Harrisburg
and San Antonio came into the system.

General Barnes
— What, then, Mr.

Stabbs, is your opinion of the effect of this
system upon the general business of the
city?

Mr. Stabta
—

Ithas been only the most
favorable. Koads not in the union in the
I'.atC were made to reduce rates. Mer-
chants Eecured goods of allkiuria at much
less rates, in quicker time, with less dan-
ger, at a rate really only slightly in ad-
vance of the clipper ships. The carriers
by water by this competition of the roads
were made to reduce their rates to a still
lower figure and the commerce of the port
thus proportionately increaeed.

At the request of General Birnee Mr.
Stubbs indorsed the statements of Mr.
Gray made and published yesterday con-
cerning the arrangements made between
the Central Pacific and tho other roads for
the division of freight profit. At first the
trunk lines east of Chicago received 20 per
cent, of tho whole rate.

Mr. Stubbs stated that he believed mer-
chants of good standing had never been re-
fused a special contract. Tnere migfit
have been cases, but he had no recollection
of acy.

TTIB QtnSnOß OK TUKEATS.

General Barnes
—

Did your road ever
make any threats against Richards &Har-
rison that if they did not enter into a spc-
ciilcontract you would shut them out of
the Montana and Idaho business by raining
rates ?

Witness
—

None whatever. The witness
further explained that his road had never
had any control of the business referred to.
The fact of the matter was that his road
had been in direct competition for the
trade withthe Northern Pacific Railroad,
but that road had entirely shut the Central
Pacific Railroad out. Mr. Stabbs then re
lated tho particulars of his fight with the
Union Pacific in regard to freight rates,

la order to get even, the Central Pacific
Riilro&d shut its rival nut of the Utah
trade. Finally, last August, S H. H.
Clark, of the Union Pacifio Railroad, came

to this city, acd, after a consultation with
the witness and other persons, it was de-
cided to form a truce on both sides. It
was arranged that though goods could be
shipped from this city to poitits in Mon-
tana, about 300 miles, at the same rate to
shippers that goods were shipped from
Omaha to tho;e points, only about 400
miles, the other road was to receive about 75
per cent, of the profit aad our road about
2o per cent.

THE OFFICIAL COBBKBPONDHKCB.
The witness presented and Mr. Birnes

submitted in evidence the correspondence
that occurred last August between Mr,
Vining and Mr..Stubbs, relative to an in-
terview which occurred between Mr.
Vining and a representative of the firmof
Voechting, Shape & Cd., of Milwaukee,
the principals of Richards A Harrison.
False particulars of this interview were
published in a San Francisco morning pi-
per. This publication caused Mr. Stub'bß
to writeto Mr. Vicina;, and ask him if the
report was true that he had endeavored to
coerce the Milwaukee firm into sending ita
beer overland instead cf to New York and
arouud by sea, or thoir Montana And Idaho
trade would be shut out. In reply came
an emphatic denial from Mr, Yining,and
copies of this denial were lent also by him
to the firminMilwaukee, and to the daily
paper of this city which had first pub-
lished the first report, denounced as false.
PARTR'ULAKS OK THE fIBST ACQUAINTANCE,

In response to questions put by General
Birnes, Mr.Stubbs related the particulars
of his lirst acqnaintan% with Mr. Harri-

Ison. He saw him first about last August.
He came in rv p jr.no to a letter sent by
witness. Aninterview then occurred con-
cerning rates that could be made to Mr.
Harrison over the line of the road repre-
sented by Mr.Stubbs. At this interview
a stenographer was present behind a screen,
and the conversation was taken down.
The witness stated that Mr. Harrison was
aware of the presence of their Secretary.
Tne screen was not placed there purposely.
It was put there originallyto accommodate
a lady stenographer.

CROSS EXAMINATION.
The witness was then turned over toMr.

Harrison for cross examination. He ques-
tioned Mr. Stubbs at some length withthe
idea of gaining more light on the special

contract business. Most of the testimony
given in response was ofslight importance,
or were facts included in previons evi-
dence. He explained the method em-
ployed byhis road inmaking good to ship-
pers any shortage or damage that might
have occurred while the goods were in
transit over some 2onnechog line. The
witness said he had no recollection of any !
special case where a contract had been vio-
lated or abrogated by his compmy.
The witness continued : Never knew of
any person employed by the Central Pa-
cific to execute surveillance over the goods
and the marks on goods shipped from Now

\u25a0 York invessels around the Horn.
RAILROAD MATERIAL,

Ganeral Birces objected to the question
of the rates charged for railroad material
forthe Central Pacific Railroad over other

Iroadß. The question waa allowed and the
', witness stated that allrailroad freight ship-
ments he knew were kept separate,' but

\u25a0 concerning the rate charged he knew uoth-

'ing—it; was entirely beyond his province.'
Witness said he had often heard merchants
complain of rates charged, but afterward
:come in and pay them. He said he never
remembered of any applicant for a special
contract being refused. - In regard to the
claims for shortage or damage, the witness ;
volunteered the opinion that his road was ;
one of the most liberalin the settlement of
such claims of any road in the United
States.

Mr. Harrison asked if the witness sap-
posed or had any way of knowing that
any part of the report of the interview
between himself and the witness had been
suppressed or omitted.

Mr. Stubbs said he thought that the
verbatim reporter who was present at the
time

General Barnes asked the Secretary for

the exhibits of yesterday, which were in-
troduced.

Mr. Harrison asked Mr. Stubbs if he
thought he had the right to issue such a
billas the exhibit.

Mr. Stubbs replied that he had, and
that it included charges paid to the other
company. .

Mr. Harrison asked Mr? Stubr.g ifhe did
not consider the instrument as a billof
lading.

Mr. Stnbbs replied that he did not re-
gard the billof lading as an instrument
at all, as it did not contain even the rate
of freight.

CAPE HORN COMPETITION.
Inreply to Mr. Foote, Mr. Stubbs said

that special contrasts were ieeued in or-
der to compete with golds going roucd
Cpe Horn, and other tannage which was
important, although relativelysmall.

To Mr. Foote :This increase of tonnage
of course increased the revenue of gross
earnings, which, howevei, have not propor-
tionately increased withthe amount of ton-
nage, as the rates had been .lowered. Ap-
plications for special contracts and rates
may have been rtfased where there was
reison to believe th*t the applicants were
not in good faith. Up to the present time
the contract system is only regarded as an
experiment.

With regard to the interview asked for
by Mr. Harrison, the only.person present
was the Secretary \u25a0of Mr, Stubbs. Mr
Harrison had, he believed, asked for a pri-
vate interview, -Witness continued: "I
wrote Mr.Harrison an invitation to come.
Imay have given my Secretary instruc-
tions to take the interview down, but can-
not Bay certainly. Probably Idid."

THE STENOGRAPHER.
Frank Shay, the next witness examined,

was sworn, and stated that he was a short-
hand reporter, and had been one for twelve
years. He was present at the interview
between IIF. Harrison and Mr. Stubbs,
and had taken short-hand notes. Witness
was shown by General Barnes a long-hand
transcript of hie notes, which, he stated,
was correct. Counsel stated that he of-
fered this interview inorder to show that !
Mr. Harrison was accorded perfect justice
and satisfaction. A large amount or the
interview aa taken by Mr.Shaw was then
read, whiah went to prove that Mr.Harri- j
eon owned to Mr.Stubbs that a newspaper
article published in a morning paper, pre-

j snmably giving a prior interview between jIMr. Stubbs and Mr. Harrison, was not
true, and that Mr.Harrison then and there
acknowledged that he had never seen Mr.
Stubbs before. The gist of Mr.Harrison's
charges was to the effect that Mr. Vining
had threatened to protect other parties .
shipping through Montana and Idaho to
the injury of the firm of Richards &Har-
rison, unless shipments via Cape Horn
were discontinued and goods forwarded by
the Union Pacific.

THE VIMS.; POLICY.

Mr. Stubbs denied any favoritism or dis-
crimination, which he claimed was the
point at issue, to whicfi Mr.Harrison had
answered that he would cut his hand off
sooner than sacrifice his manhood to 2 cor-
morant, and that the firm was paying $50
a carload more for shipment of goods. Mr.
Vininij was characterized' as the

of the Union Pacific.
The rest of the interview was in the

same strain, Mr. Harrison claiming dis-
crimination and favoritismin the shipment
of goods viaMontana, and Mr. Stubbs de-
nying it in toto.

-
