The Board of Supervisors learned of the

order, and in a few minutes the Auditor re-
ceived the following:

directed net to draw warrants tor jury fees except
as ordered by the Board and on demands allowed in
regular form.

AuditorGerber found himself between two

fires, but up to closing time lost evening the
order of the Board of Supervisors had not
been disobeyed. Judge Armstrong states
that by excusing the jurors last Wednesday
he saved to the county nearly $400 in per
diem pay, whilethemileage which he allowed
wouldamount to less than $40. The statute
says that jurors shall receive twenty-five
cents per mile for traveling from their resi-
dence to the place of trial." Judge Arm-
strong ssys he cannot construe that to mean
that it shall be paid but once during the
term, while the Board of Supervisors say
they are willing to allow the claimifany
law con be shown forit.

Boaiid of Supervisors.— Tho Board of
Supervisors were inregular seasicn yesterday,
all the members present. The Committee on
Contracts and Printing reported adversely to
the bid of William Gutenberger todig wells
and put in pumps at the County Hospital,
and the report was adopted. The petition of
McMillan and others for a new road district,
t- be formed out of a portion of DistrictNo,... Jus heard, and a motion todeny the peti-
tion was carried unanimously. Areport was
received from tho viewer onthe petition ofJ,
M. Andrews acd others for a road across
Cosumces river, and placed on file, and tbe
matter was Bet for hearing on Tuesday, April
3d, at10 A,m. A resolution was introduced
by Steiam-n, directing that the Superin-
tendent of the County Hospital be. instructed
not to pay more than $2 for any hack, or
more than $1 for express wagon, for taking
patients to the County Hospital, and that he
pay neither without an order from some
member of the Board. It was adopted
unanimously. The rules were suspended and
claims lowed, as follows:Jesse Dear, jury
fees, $18 50 ;D. Osborn, jury fees, $19 ;B.
RuhJ, books for short-hand reporter, $14 25 ;
J. C. Tubbp, Justice fees, $15 ;Thomas W.
Gilmer, Justice fee«, $9;Margaret McCoud,
laundress, $7 C9.

This state of things can only be
described by the wordpanic—there is no rea-
son in it; the stocks cannot possibly last
untilthe new crop is ready for the market.

THE WOODLAND MYSTERY.
The Prosecution Bests— neeiforjDe-

jS§§S_sSi?;- fendant Being Taken. .;
The examination of ex-Sheriff F.M.Rohm

L."D.Stotenberg was again placed upon

the stand and subjected to a crosa-examica-'
tionby George A,Knight, of counsel for de-
fendant*7, from 9 until 12 o'clcck, without
making- the witness vary materially from his
former statements. He could cot recall the
names of any person whoknew or saw Harris,
the man he claimed to be with on tbe night
of Maltby's disappearance ;but generally be
stuck very close to his story of the :day be-
fore. There are many expressions of disbe-
lief inhis statement, but his general bearing
on the stand was as favorable to the truth of
his story a? isordinary with witoes3es whoare
put rough as thorough an examination as was
this one. - It is claimed by the defendants'
friends that he can be easily impeached. The
Court '. allowed the greatest latitude in the
examination, even permitting irrelevant and
impertinent questions, as for instance, Were
you favorable to and did you advocate the
election of Rohm to the office of Sheriff of
this county .-

The following is a brief synopsis :When
Harris and Iwent horns we passed north up
Fourth street to Court street," 7 along Court
street to where we saw Maltby struck, and
as we came along we were Italking until we
saw Maltby; know it was Maltby by his
walk, siza and dress ;be was dsessed indark
clothes ;recognized Rohm by his dress, tight
and voice ; could not see Rahm all the way
as he went to the Court-house ;first sow
Rohm's companion after the blow was struck ;
he waited until Rahm coma back from the
Court-house ; deceased laid

~
cat-a-corcered

across the walk ;neither of them attempted
to assist deceased ;when Rahm came bock,
allthat wassaid was by Rohm ;he said, "Go
and get the buggy." Hiscompanion went for
the buggy, and was gone tiro or three minutes;
he drove the buggy up to the gate ;did not
hitch the horse, and the two liftedhim np,
carried him to the buggy and put him init;
when they struck deceased Ididnot see him
struggle ;there was some difference withhim
after the blow and before it;Harris and I
stopped so as to let Maltby go by without
seeing us, so we would cot hove to stop and
talk to him;after they put Maltby in the
buggy Rahm went back to the Court-house,
and along the south side of the Court-hoc-*
to the rear ; first got the idea Maltby was
murdered shortly after he was found ;
spoke to Harris about it two months
0,0 [at Sacramento, and on January 25,
1883, told District Attorney jCraig about
it, and signed a written, .statement ;
Ididnot recognize Maltby when Isaw him
dead at the straw-stack ;Idon't recollect
whether Craig sent for me ornot ;think he
did;thinkhe sect my sister for me :he asked
me what was the matter withme ;Itold bim
itwas this Maltby case ;Ihad been drinking
a great deal for two months previous;Idid
cot thick Maltby was murdered until I
studied it over after be was found ;Ihave
not been promised anything for making this
cocfeßsicn ;Ihave been over to Sacramento
twice since Imade this confession ;Iwent
over there to see a young man that sow me
with Harris ;Idon't know the young man's
name ;be has a brother-in-law and sister liv-
ing in Sacramento; don't know where they
live;dou't know their names ;there is such
a man as George Harris ;this is the state-
mentImade to Craig;Isaid thenIhad been
to a house of ill-home and came back about 3
or 4 o'clock ;Iloaned Maltby SCO two or
three weeks before his death. [When Mr.
Knight could not get the answers be wanted
of witness, he remarked :

"
You are a. daisy,"

and witness retorted : "Iam daisy enough
for you."] Hod a sun stroke once,
and was doctored forit; don't feel itto-day.

Lou Belmont recalled Know Stotenberg ;
he was at my house with a stranger on the
night ofMarch 20, 1332. [This ia one of the
places where Stotenberg claimed to have
been withHarris on the night mentioned.]- Blanche

—
Lived at the "Palace"

on Lincoln avenue, Woodland. [She saw
Stotenberg and a stranger there one evening,
but could not tell the date. ' The stranger
was never there before or since.] Don't thick
they went away and returned.

J. A,Wright recalled—Saw Maltby in the
pen at the slaughter- bouse; foiled to recog-
nize him ;know him quite well,
:James Biers :Am a batcher ; knew de-
ceased, and know Frank Rahm ;heard Rohm
moke a statement in a hall inWoodland.
Oc the day the body was found he said he
come up in the evening with his wife to
church ;he came downstreet, ste.pad into a
recess of a door ;Maltby went by him smok-
in; ;hod on his glasses ;he saw Maltby go
into a saloon ;went in soon after Maltby hod
gone. He went home, was uneasy an.l could
not sleep; got up and went to the.Court-
house to Bee if anyone woe there ;saw a light
in Maltby's room end became satisfied that
oilwas right, and west home and slept late.
Ha and Iwent to Maltby's room to get a
paper. :There was nothing peculiar about
his action mora than sny friend wouldshow
overhauling a deceased friend's clothing.
Itwas admitted that the pistol found on

Maltby's body was a five-shooting Colt's re-
volver, and was loadel.

C. H. Garoutte, defendants' lawyer, testi-
fied:Was District Attorney of Yolo eouuty
hut year; had charge of Maltby's stomach,
and assisted . Dr. Spence in packing it in a
box several days afterward, acd addressed to
'Dr. W. J. Johnson, chemist,'' and Johcscn
reported to mo that he hod received it.

Aicsberg :Kcow Frank Rshni ;ta'ked
withhim about MoLhy and about tbe money
inlbs safe that bad been deposited ;he said
there ought to have been SI 500, and was
only $13 50. \u25a0-\u25a0-.:

-
O. C. Jackson, detective from Sacramento,

testified : Know Frank Rahm ;hove con-
vened withhim concerning the label;cannot
give the exact time ;.think Rohm gave itto
ma ;Itook itand looked through drug-stores
in Sacramento and inSan Francisco ;he said
itwas one they didnot knowanything about ;
Iasked for the bottle;he said ithad not been
found, .

The evidence here closed on the part of the
prosecution. .The defendants stated that un-
der any other circumstances . they would
move to be discharged onthe ground that the
corpus delictihad not been proven ;but under
ths peculiar circumstances they desired a
vindication. Attorney Knight said; that
the defacsa would be that Maltby com-
mitted suicide because he was a default-
er, and that Frank Rahm had since
had to borrow the money to make the defal-
cation good ; and that it will show con-
clusively that deceased had been indulging in
irregularities intha offico of the Sheriff dur-
ing the time he was in that office. At the
close of this statement the spectators exhib-
ited their sympathy with defendants by ap-
plause.

The defendants opened up their side of the
case at 3:30 o'clock in the afternoon. W. B.
Treadwcll was the first witness called. He
testified: Hove examined tbe books kept by
deceased during the term of Frank Rahm as
Sheriff, and during a portion of the term of
Sheriff Barney. . There was shown to be a
shortage in Barney's term on fees due to
Sheriff. The fees hod been paid in and cot
credited ina

'good many instances. Barney
has assigned todeceased oil bis accounts for
fees during Rabin's terms. s The shortage
amounted to some $4,000. Witness had not
prepared a balance sheet and' could not tell
the extent of defalcations. Inmany instances
no credits had been made where fees -had
been paid io, and aa there were many cases
in which witness was uninformed as to pay-
ments made, no estimate could be mode. \u25a0

James Moore andJoseph Craig were exam-
ined, and testified that certain fees bad been
paid by them to deceased and the Sheriff's
books showed co credits.

"

A. A. Sanderson, a lawyer of San Fran-
cisco, testified concerning delays experienced
ingetting deeds for lands sold under execu-
tion, but there didcot seem to be any finan-
cial matters concerned in.this cose except
that the witness testified that the purchase
money which should have been paid into the
county treasury ,had not been paid in by
deceased until he was pressed veiy hard to
do so.
-The Court here adjourned until 9 o'clock

this mornicg. When the prosecution closed
their cose about half the spectators with-
drew, and during the balance of the after-
noon there was plenty of breathing-room.

grain auffericg from the draught, but cot to
the extent anticipated. All the way, until
night spread her veilover the land, we found
rich fields of green groin, and after reaching
the outer limits

of the fertile lands of Los :

Angeles county, we found again tbe springing
promise of a good harvest. Ido cot boost
that any place .looks jbetter on an average
than Sacramento county, but many places
remind one that the farmers have reason, to
be satisfied ;with their surroundings. Itis
not the groin "; prospect?, however,

propose to discuss here. r. -r-':BS§3f**<j£r. \u25a0•'•\u25a0--.
We started to visit the citrus fairs of San

Bernardino county :and that of National
City,San Diego county, and as good business
men will work f from • some .plan, we went
straight through to San Diego, and then took
inthe places of interest on the way back. We
found National City a small place, new and
fullof energy and thrift. The hotel accom-
modations were more: than could have been
expected, '-. and.without being potronizic-g,
every one seemed to try to make our visit
pleasant. The fair was in fullblast, and the
fruits exhibited were. cf excellent quality ;
such in fact as wehave never seen in the Sac-
ramento markets. Notonly the citrus fruits,
but apples, pears, olives, and other fruits in
glass, and vegetables of marvelous size a
head of a cauliflower weighing 27 pounds ;
apples of several varieties, which were tasted
and found finer flavored thanIever ate from
out volleys or mountains in Central Califor-
nia. The largest oranges that ithas been my
lot to see were of "Naval" variety, three
of which taken together weighing four
pounds. This placa seems - to-be one
of the homes of the orange, lime and
lemon, Nature has given them a good cli-
mate, never higher than 87° Fahrenheit, and
seldom cold enough to freeze water. .It has
also given them good soil; not the richest,
but free from salts and qualities noxious to
fruits. The men and women who live here
have done the rest, for the rain has to bo
drawn to the suiface withpumps fromdepths
varying from GO to 80 feet. * Such pumping
makes irrigation a work prosecuted under
difficulties, but the perseverance and energy
of the people are supreme, and the success of
semi-tropical fruits at National City is a fact
accomplished.

The Kimball Brothers have been the pio-
neers, but their enterprise has been seconded
strongly of late by later comers. We found
Mr. Swayne (the gentlemanly .-.-clerk of the

firm of M. C. Howley & Co.) one of the
live spirits of the colony. Most of our party
took a tripto old Mexico, just to ccc how we
would feel breathing foreign air. We found
quite a difference in the price of land in the
two empire. Oo the United States side of
the line itwas worth8100 per acre ;inMexico,
25 cents per acre, the quality of the soil being
exactly alike. What a boon is granted to all
who live under tha stripes and stars. But
we caaaot stop locg in one place, so we turn
back and visit San Diego, a place the new
railroad has infused withnew life. Ithas
many handsome residences, among them that
of J. S. Harbinson, the great busy bee man
of California.

'
Our party was received by the

citizens with that quiet dignity, but genial
warmth, that- wins the whole heart. After a
short stay there, we had to bid adieu and
wendour course backward toRivet where
we found the hardest of uncomfortable
vehicles to .take us from the station to the
town, and giving the first bad impression
since the commencement of our travels. We
found, however, at the faira very large dis-
play of fruits, butnot so large as at National
City. The quantity was greater, but on
sampling the fruit we found it light and
spongy, and not equal in flavor or juciners to
that of San Diego. This lack of qualities,
which go to make an orange palatable, woe
ascribed to the hard frosts, the thermometer
having been a. lowthe past winteras 21°.

The Land and Water Company hove shown
remarkable energy in selling lands and re-
serving the water rights, so that co much
more land has been sold than the supply of
water willirrigate, that many thick the fail-
ure of the orange in quality is due to lack of
water, lie that as it may, their crop the
present season is a failure, so far as quality
goes. After staying a short time there, we
were glad to get away, even in the same
miserable conveyance that carried us to the
place. Iwas glad we visited it, because I
should have otherwise gone through life sup-
posing it to be the best location inSouthern
California, but as it is,Iam willing to let
those who like ithave it..

Sac Bernardino ia giving more attention to
other fruits than to the citrus variety. It
seems to be the land of flowingwells, which
cumber about fivehundred, varying fromone
hundred to three hundred and fifty feet in
depth. The country about there looks much
more as though itwas capable of producing
everything than any other place visited,more
especially so the land about the old Mission
of San Bernardino, where we found the finest
quality cf oranges we met with, but hone so
Urge as the heavy weights before mentioned.
We found cone of the Naval variety, but
plenty of the Wedertern, which are very
sweet, and others of seedling. ,which were
exceedingly fine. We have explored the
country quite thoroughly, acd ifasked where
the most favored locality by Nature alone is
to be found, where to raise the orange, we
would say, without hesitation, "Old San
Bernardino." Itproduces alfalfa and grain
abundantly. For climate, National City has
the palm. Our company hove enjoyed good
health, and seem to endure the rough knocks
of the tripwell. We were in at the Press
entertainment at Riverside, and can give it
as our collective opinion that making speeches
is not their forte. Barnes seemed to have
the whole load on bis shoulders, but he car-
ried it without difficulty. Our party is tak-
ingin everything with becoming grace, and
is having a jolly time generally, but we think
old Sacramento county the boss yet. ***
