THE MADAGASCAR EMBASSY.

.: The Malagasy Embassy to the United
States, and now in this country, is not
understood by very many, and a good deal
of ill-timedmirthhas been indulged in at
its expense. Madagascar, is an island
about the size of the State of Texas. Of
its imports one-third are from the United
States, and one-fifth of its exports come
to this country. The population is about

5,000,000.
'-. The people incline to American

. habits as they advance in civilization, and
'
their monetary unit of value is the Amer-
ican dollar. They wish to deal more
largely withthe United States, and enter-

tain a fear of French domination. .; Mada-
gascar ,produces ;rice, tobacco, sugar,* silk,
cotton, indigo. and various apices ;cocoa-
nuts, bread-fruit, plantains, yams, and a

variety of.tropical fruits. The introduc-
tion of the coffee plant has been attended
with success. Cattle, sheep, pigs and

\u25a0\u25a0 poultry are largely raised. Several rare and
rich woods grow;abundantly. The domi-
nant tribe is that of the Hovas, but most

of the tribes are practically independent.
The people are of two great divisions, the

1 black and the olive, the latter livingon the
east and the former on the west slope.
The Hovas ;are of . the light olive, fair,
finelyformed, with straight hair and hazel
eyes. 7 The Saka'avas are, physically, the
finest tribe in Madagascar tall, robust,
muscular, . strong, with regular features,'
dark

'
eyes and black, glossy hair.* \u25a0 They

-.are" courageous and resolute, friendly to
7 Europeans and . desirous of attaining to

civilized habits," having strong mental pow-
ers and being veryquick to learn. Various'
superstitions prevail among the tribes, of a
more

'
or? less \u25a0 barbarous ;character. ;The

cHovas have adopted Christianity and aban-
doned most ofLtheir heathen customs.
Slavery exists on the island to some ex-
tent.^ The people are temperate, ',and
:drunkenness 'is*almost unknown. 'The
Madagascans

-
have .no recorded history

among them, and it is;not believed any of-
the tribes now on the island were its prim-
itive inhabitants. As early as '1642 the

French attempted to possess the island.
In 1744 the Hungarians failed in an effort
to conquer the people. In1817 the Hovas

treated* with the English, and by their aid
7subdued the whole island.X In 1818 Ithe
English missionaries went

*
in, and Chris-

tianity began to spread, but 'in 1835, on

the death of King Kadama, who was just,

humane, and loved the arts of civilisation,'

the" schools were closed ;and ) the mission-

aries driven ont. Trouble withthe French

and English ended 'in their expulsion, but

finallyin a re-establishment of commercial
\ relations with^England ', in1853. f*Through

a French conspiracy in1857 to possess |the
island, a new persecution began, and 2,000
persons were put [to death. 7;In 1861 Ka-

dama 11., a Christian prince, came *to th)

throne, who proclaimed religious tolerance
-
and liberty, but :he was assassinated in

1863, and his heathen Queen assumed the
crown.;' She was succeeded! in a few years
by a Christian Queen, who lent her power
to advance civilization and encourage edu-
cation

-
and tolerant ideas. She set :up

printing presses, established a large
tnum-

ber of schools, and new the Christian pop-
elation is 300,000, CO, 000 being|church
members, and of these 10,000 !are Catho-
lics. The Malagasy language ;belong, to

the Malayo-Polynesiau family. This is the
people who have sent to us an Embassy,
with the;hope of;bringing about closer
friendly and commercial relations between
the semi-barbarous tribes of the island arid
the American republic, ,and ' concerning
whom there has been so much idle sport
made by the would-be -witty press.'.; The
Embassy in its address to President Ar-
thur last week spoke ef the fears enter,

tamed that France wouldattempt to con-

trol the island, and the Chief Embassador,
Ravocinahitrimarivo, ;in the course of a
very feeling speech said :

willnot grant them greater privileges than
those which other cations are contented to

receive.

Ifthe policy of France be
the outcome of the white men's civiliza-
tion, thee it were better for us to remain
in ignorance.

And so we trust that

the Christian hearts of this great republic
willoppose withall their strength the out-

rage with which we are threatened."

BATTLE CRIES WANTED.

The Eastern press is engaged indivining

what the issues of the campaign of ISS4
willbe. That the Democracy is hard put
for fightingissues with which to engage its
old-time enemy is quitecertain. Itcannot

claim to have been the onlyparent of civil

service reform measures ;it cannot claim
the tola credit for reduced taxation and

though justlybound to pay, the cost of the
Government was not greater, according to

the figures of the New York Tribune, which
challenges their contradiction, under. the
Republican, than the preceding Demo-
cratic Congress. What, then, asks the
Tribune and the Post and the Times
and other leaders, in chorus, "has the
Democracy to fight over in the campaign
of IS3I V To those of us on these distant
shores, removed co far from the atmos-
phere of New York and Washington, the
answer seems simple enough — "office,"
But the Tribune is unwilling to believe
that any party willgo into tha campaign
upon so low a plane and with so little
powder in the box.' The Tribune should
knew that party better. What else has it
to fight for ? Perhaps we might add that
it can promise economy ; promises are
cheap, and very largelymake up campaign
ammunition.

Itis now probable that in a very short
time the bequest of James Lick to the
San Francisco Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals, and which amounts
to 510,000, will be paid over. The San
Francisco Society when founded, some
thirteen years ago, was the subject of all
kinds of ridicule, and was forced to endure
assault, abuse and the sneers of the press.
But its founders held their own, and to-
day it is one of the moat successful and re-
spected institutions of the metropolis.
The donor, ingiving the $10,000, expressed
the hope that the giftwouldenable the So-
city to establish branch , associations in
every city and considerable town in the
State. Itis to be hoped that an organiza-
tion willbe had here. There are not many
cases of inhumanity in Sacramento the
year round, but there are some, and be-
sides the very existence of such a Society
is beneficial, as its mission is not.only to
punish for cruelty, but to teach the young
to be merciful and gentle to domestic ani-
mals, and to cultivate those ] sentiments of
sensibility and kindness which go so far
toward the formation of character and so
greatly inflaence men in their conduct to-
ward each other.

Uhler while livi_<r, that there were
many circumstances which would, ifknown,
somewhat mitigate the present harshness of
the public judgment. Itv stated that Haver-
stick was not notably a "fast

or licentious

mac, acd the story of his luxurious style of
living is absurd, as wellas many other sensa-
tional accounts of the affair.
