RESPONBIBILITY FOR OFFICIAL THIEVERY.

Monsieur Jourdin, an amusing person in
one of Moliere’s plays, expressed much
surprise on learning that he had been
talking prose for more than forty years
without knowing it. Professor Jevons
adds to this reference that ninety-nine
people out of a hundred might be equally
surprised on hearing that they had long

- been converting propositione, syllogizing,
falling into paralogisms, framing hypoth-

But while this is a dis-
couraging view, it is well to remember
that in no grain.growing country is there
a total escape from seasons of failure, and
California has not a greater proportion of
short seasons than most other sections,

DOMESTIC NEWS,

The Haverstick Tragedy.

New Yorg, March 224 —Haverstick’s
body was taken to Carlisle, Pa,, last evening
by J. B, Haverstick, The funeral services
will be held there, Mrs, Uhler was inter-
viewed by Howe & Hammel, her counsel, tc-
day at the hospital. She anxiously izquired
for news from her San Francizco home,

Mrz, Ubler, epeaker to a reporter of the
tragedy, said: **I saw the gleam of & pistol
in my brother’s hand, and then heard a re-
port. Rushing out of the room, I saw
that Mr, Haverstick was shot ‘and dying. I
said to my brother, ‘ Now finish your work
by killing me.’” In further conversation
Mrs. Uhler said the last time she had called
upon her husband (Uhler) he had refused
to let her s2e her two little children, a de-
privatin, she ssid, that nearly broke her
heart. Divorce proceedings are pending, and
Uhler was quite content, she said, they
should live apsrt.. She complained that the
death of Haverstick left her totally friend-
less. Her brother, ske said, had never helped
her through life, and she did not look for
much protection from him now,

THE CORONER'S INQUEST,

New Yorg, March 223 —There was a
great crowd at the Haverstick inqusst to-
day. A servant testified that Conkling told
her to bring a crowd of people, as he had
kiiled Haverstick,

Mrs. Uhler, fashionably dressed, was pres-
ent, and kept a handkerchief almosi con-
stantly to her eyes, which were red and swol-
len from weeping, Amid sobs she said her
name was Ewmma H. Uhler, She spoke so
low that the Coroner was obligad to repeat
her answers to the jury. She was nervous
and exhausted, and her phyeician had to sit
with ons arm thrown over her shoulder to
gustain her. She had lived with Haverstick
since last May. She testified to having been
compelled to leave her husband after many
quarrels, and when he would not let her in
the house, She consenied to go with her
brother to Reno, Nev,, on the afternoon of
the tragedy. Talked with him sbout it in
the presencs of Haverstick. That evening
all three taiked over the matter, Suddenly
Haverstick threw off his coat, and seizing
something flang it at her brother, She
rushed between them and a shot was fired,
Haverstick, she reluctantly admitted, quar-
reled with her that evening, and slappsd her
face, but, she added, ‘‘he didn’t mean to
hurt me,”

Conkling, in his own behalf, in detail told
the story of his coming here to effect, if pos-
sible, a reconciliation between his sister and
her husband, or take her home with him;
his tailure in the first object, and conversa-
tions with his sister, They were to go to
Lebanon, Pa., see her children, thence to
Reno. Monday evening, when he called on
his sister, he found her crying after the quar-
rel with Haverstick. She begged him to
take her away, and then came the fatal quar-
rel. Conkling’s story of the occurrence did
not differ from that already published.

The inquest was then closed, and Mrs,
Uhler was, by her own consent, faken to the
office of her brother’s counsel, thence to an
up-town hotel.

The jury found that Conkling had killed
Haverstick by firing a pistol-shot, the shot
being fired under great provocation. Bail
was refused, and Conkling recommitted to
the Tombs,

John Howard Payne’s Remains.

NeEw Yorg, March 22d.—The steamship
Burgundy, from Marseilles, with the body of
John Howard Payue on board, wae signalled
off Manesink Highlands at 10 this mornicg.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]

New York, March 224, —When the steamer
Burgundy, bearing to his long home ia his
native land the author of that sweetest of
songs, ‘‘ Home, Sweet Home,” arrived at
Brooklyn, the Aldermanic Committee and
Charles M, Mathews and Lieutenant Regi-
nald F. Nicholson, U, S. N., and Representa-
tive W. W, Corcoran, of Washington,
forced their way among the 500 Italian emi-
grants with which the ship was crowded, and
procured the ccffin.* The heavy box was
placed on the ehoulders of four stalwart Ital-
ian sailors and borne down the gang plank
and across the pier, through an uncovered
crowd, to the hearse awailing. There was
no ceremony, and everything connected with
the removal was of the simplest kind. The
coffin was covered with an American flag and
followed by four coaches, comtaining the Al-
men, Representative Corcoran and members
of the press, The post’s remains were
brought t> this city and placed in the Gov-
ernor’s room of the City Hall. Here for two
hours the people passed before it. All day
to-morrow the body will lie in state, and in
the evening, escorted by the Aldermen and
Gilmore’s band, playing ‘‘Home, Sweet
Home,” will be taken to the Pennsylvania
Railroad depoi and carried in a special car to
Washington.

The Star Route Trial.

WasHINGTON, March 22d.—The star route
trial was resumed this morning,.

R, F. Mullins a'so had a desk in Room No,
6,  There were two desks and a safe in No,
5. The ‘New Book” and tin box contain-
ing Dorsey’s papers were kept there. First

saw Rerdell in February, 1880. Did
not give the Red book or any book
to Rerdell on Jume 13, 188l. Never

saw him at that office, and he was not
there on that day.

men returned as quickly as possible, and re-
ported. Joel Pickett, Brady snd a war
party of 20 Piegane, headed by Little Dog,
started in pursnit. About day-break they
struck the Cree camp, and had a lively fight.
Two Crees were killed and scalped, and their
arms captured. The rest of the band were
put to flight. Two Piegans were wounded.
The Crees numbered between 150 and 200,
They are following down Marias river, kill-
ing cattle as they go. Grava fears are enter-
tained for the safety of settlers. The Iu-
dians captured about forty horses from a
bard in the vicinity of Fort Conrad, and
have probably picked up many mor2 since
leaving that point. Their plan is evidently
to make a sudden raid, kill as much meat as
possible, steal a band of horses and recross
the line. This is the biggest raid made for
years,

Large Price for a Trotting Staillon.

CHicaco, March 224, —The trotting stallion
Jerome Riddy, with the record of 2:16}, was
sold yesterday to H. C. Jewett & Co., Buf-
falo, N. Y., for $25,000, With the exception
of Smuggler and Piedmont this is the largest
prics ever paid for a trotting stallion. It had
been the intéation to keep the animsl on the
turf this seazon, in expectation of excelling
his best record, but the present owners have
taken him to Aurore, N, Y., and will placs
him on & stock farm, with the intention of
permanently retiring him from the track,

bands have adopted and rigorously enforcel
a mos} rigid system of quarantine, which has
proved so effective that there has not been
