There is an important difference in regard,

tries. In the United Statesa man who
occupies a respectable position 1 society
cannot safely marry until he has accumu-
lated property or secared in zome way a
handsome income, snd the income must ‘be
very large before he can lay any of it aside
imst a rainy day. A teacher, for exam-
ple, on a salary of $1,500 finds it neces-
gary to whip the income up to $2,000 by
teaching out of school hours in order to
maictain a small family in good style in a
country town, and thousands of young busi-
ness men are deterred from marriage until
the needed income is secured. In this re.
gpect the Germans have an advantage over
us. Their style of living is far more eco-
pomical, and not only are the expenses leas,
but wife and children costribute more to
the incoms. The American lady is more
intelligent aod refined, but she does not
assist her husband ig business as much as
the German wife does, In Germany the
enterprising young man who is at:out to sel
up business for himself, looks firet'for an
industrions girl, who becomes practically a
partner in his business, They marry at
once, and live in the rear of the store, .a.nd
the wife saves the expenses of one clerk

until the business is on a very
prospercus footing. The marriage takes
place five years earlier than would

otherwise be prudent, and when 2 sub-
stantial success is gained the family ce-
cupies comfortable apartments over
the store, while the American trades-
msn in a corresponding  poeitien
must spend two or three times as
much in maintainihg a handsome establish-
ment for his family, at a fashionable dis-
tancs from his businese. The German chil-|
dren, close at hand, render the father much
assistance after the mother's increasiug
eares prevent her from it. The American
children of similar rank are too well
dressed and too proud. Taey do not egrn
assist the mother at home, and so the ex-
pense of a wasteful hired servant must be
added to the family burden. The girls are
“¢ladies,” and they will marry men who
have already fought and won the battle of
life and who can eupport them genteelly,
or they will not marry at all. They
are not averse to marriage, provided
the fellow is “‘eligible,” and everybody
knows what that means, It means money,
it means style, it means commencing
the battle of life where it ought to end,
viz., in the victory that comes as the re-
ward of long years of industry; and the
battle must be fought not by husbarcd and
wife commencing side by side and work-
ing onward and upward fogether, bat by
the husbaad alone before the modern mar-
riage burden is shouldered. Could we
not improve by learning a leszon of ecen-
omy from our German cousins? Is there
anything more beautifnl in domestic life
than the aid in business, in teaching,
in literature, whatever the employment
may be, which a devoted and iudustrions
wife renders to the husband as a willing re-
tarn for his devotion to her.—[The House-
keeper.
