A BOBS COMPROMISE.
At tie mealing of th. T.iard of City Trps-

tees yesterday morning Mayor Brown sub-
mitted a proposition for a compromise with
the bondholders. Oa motion of Gutecberger
it was laid over for consideration. Follow-
ing ia tha communication in full:

Knowing that itis to tin interest of both
the city aDd her creditors to meet 09 a fair
and just basis of compromise, and stop ex-
pensive litigation,Ideem itmy duty to make
tha followingrecommendation to your hon-
orable body. That we propose and offer to
the bond md coupon-holders the following
terms, towit:That the city authorities will
refund ail outdancing bonds at t'.HT cents on
tha dollar, and fund all coupons due up to
January 1, 1884, at 50 cants on the dollar,
giving bonds in lieu thereof at those ratep,
bearing 5 per cent, interest, payable semi-
annually.

The Proposed Ousting. defendants
in the case of The People ex re. Callahan
vs. Greenlaw, in which it is proposed by the
plaintiff in replace tho eld county officers in
their respective positions, are firm in the
conviction that they have found a settler to
the matter in the decision of the Supreme
Court in the case of Staude vs. The Board
of 'fiction Commissioners of the City and
County of Sin Francisco, filed August 21th
cf bat year. Inthis the question to be de-
termined was whether, by virtu's of the Act
of tfce Legislature, approved March 7, 1881.
and commonly known as the

STATE AGRICULTURAL EXPOSITION
BUILDING.

The Board ai Capitol Commissioners met :
yesterday afternoon at 2 o'clock, with the j
committee appointed the Board of Agri-

culture for the purpose of deciding on a plan i

for the new agricultural exposition building,

and also to select a site for the bnilcinj.
There wero present Governor Stonetnan, j

Secretary cf State Thompson, Treasurer Jae
-

vary, and Directors LaHue and Coleman.
Amotion was made and carriet', setting

aside $4.000 from the sßo,ooo providfcd for the
building, for tbe purpose c £ paying incident-
als— Superintendent and architect's fee*, etc.

The plan which was the first choice of the
Board ,iAgriculture was considered, and
Mr. Seadler, the architect, was called to ex- ,
plain it. He stated that. l.c wouldgive bends j
in any amount the Board might re lire tbat j
the entire cost of the building should not ex-
ceed SSO.OCO. \u0084

Mr.Bcrrell -xs.? then called and mace tim-
ilar explanations, agreeing to give the tecta-

sary bonds for iti completion within the
880,000. . - -

Mr.Curkte's p'.r.rs ware examine-:?, but he
was not preseut to explain them.

A ballot was then taken by the Capitol
ComicisrioEetr, ai-d by a unanimous vote
they decided to reject the first choice of the
Board of Agriculture and .adopt the plan of
Mr. Burreih IRobert McKul appeared before the
Board and made an application for '.he posi-
tion cf iuperintendent cf the building on te- j
half cf the Agricultural Society.

A.superintendent willprobably be appointed
it that time.

ARMY CLAIMS.

Circular No.- 2, issued f.-ora the Adjutant-
General's office, reads as follows:

The following Act of Congress ispubl'shed
for the information of allpersons in this State
interested therein:

An Act to extend the time for film,' claims for
licrses and equipments lost byofficers a.... enlisted
men in the service of tbe United States, asd for
other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of the United States of America in Con-
gress assembled, That the time for filing claims for
horses and equipments lost byofficers and enlisted
men in the military service of the United States,
which expired by limitation on the 31st day of De-
cember, IS7o, be, and the .same is hereby, extended
to one year from acd after the passage of this Act ;
and that all such claims Tiled in the proper depart-
ment before the passage of this Act shall be de mcd
tohave been filed in oue time, acd shah be consid-
ered and decided without refiling.

Section 2. That all claims arising under the Act
approved March 3,1819, entitled "

An Act topro-
vide for the payment of horses and other property
lost or destroyed in the military service of the
United States," and all Acts amendatory thereof,
which shall not be filed in the proper department
within one year from and after the passaged this
Act,shall be forever barred, ar.d shall not be re-
ceived, considered, orauiited byany department of
the Govcrnmeut.

Approved January 9,18S3.
Itis known that many residents of this

State who Berved in the various Indian wars,
as wellas in that from 1861 to ISGS, lost their
private hordes and equipments insuch service.

The Act above quoted gives all such per-
sons one year withinwhich to filetheir claims
for such losses.

Attention is called to the following pro-
visions of this law, to nit :

1. Losses inany cf the Indian war*, inthis
or any of the other States or Tetritaiies, will
be paid, as wel!as lcs.es in ths war of 1831
to 180"..

2. Losses by officers, enlisted men, stouts,
guides and all other persons actually engaged
in tbe military service, aro included in the
provisions of this law.

3. This law extends to losses inany manner
not the result of Iha soldier's own fault or
negligence. This includes lor-aes inbattle, by
captnra, for want of forage, by overheating,
hard usage, accidents ot all sorts, disease,
theft by destriers, from f-irced matches, or
from any otber cause arising in tht lins of
military duty.

4. Tbe time for filingthese claims expires
January 8, ISS4. Allsuch claims not pre-
sented to the proper department of the
United States by this date wi'lbe forever
barred ;but ifthe application is tiled prior
to January 8, ISB4. the proof necessary to
complete the claim may be filedat any dote.
