IMPORTANT DECISION.
The Secretary of the Interior Disposes of

the Placerville Town Site Case.
Washington, April'19 ih.—The Secretary

of the Interiorhas decided the case of Ba-
tista "Papinan vs. Thomas Anderson et al.,
applicants for patents for the Enterprise
mine, located withinthe patented limits of
the town site of Placerville, Cal. He recites
in detail the legislation touching the town
site and mining rights, and as a guide incorrect
practice lays down substantially the following
proposition : "

'_•':'%+

1. That the owner.of a town lit,under a
city title, may be recognized as an adverse
claimant under the raining statutes to de-
mand a stay of proceedings for the .purpose
of bringing suit in Court to determine the
right of possession, and all collateral ques-
tions, ifhe shall elect to come forward and
set up bis own title and deny the right of the
mining applicant, although it may p?rhaps
not be incumbent upon him to do so, in order
to protect his own titleunder a town site
patent already issued.

2. That a reservation frcm a patent to a
town site of any mine of gold, silver, cinna-
bar or copper, at or near" to any validmining
claim or possession, held under the existing
laws of Congress, following the language of
town tite laws, leaves cut of said patent such
mines and suoh mining rights as existed at its
date, and it is the duty of this D.partment
to aid the law and allow claims to mining
ground tobe presented and patents to be ob-
tained, limited to the precise extent of the
reservation so made.

3. That to procure such patent tbe appli-
cant willbe required to show affirmatively

the true location of the vein and the extent
of his own claim for surface ground, exhibit-
ing by his plat its relation to all other claims,
and to streets, blocks and municipal or other
improvements ;also to prove the necessity of
such surface ground to the use and operating
of his mine. If the location antedates the
town site appropriation he mu-.t connect him-
self withthe original cllim, as actually pos-
sessed and claimed, not in excess cf the sur-
face ground allowed by law and local usage
at the date of tbe townsite appropriation.

4. That when such showing has bs en mads,
satticient to establish a clear prima facia case,
the applicant maybe allowed to proceed by
publication, fs in other cases, subject to the
tilirgof an adverse claim, and the proceed-
ings inCourt ;and ifno adverse claims are
filedhe may have his patent, upon completing
bi> pro.-fiand entiy. Such patent to contain
the usual reservations respecting town li^hv.
