THE WEATHER — SPRING SHOWERS—
FROSTS.

For some time past the wesiher has been
comewhat cold and the sky mostiy clear.
Sacramento has besn very fortunate this
s2ason in escaping from ths disastrous frosts
that have visited other parts of the State, but
tzere has been some, however, Friday morn-
ing last the thermometer was down %o 35° at
5 4. ., with a heavy white frost. Saturday
at b A. M, it was down to 37°, and Sucday at
5 A. 3. 37°—white frozt both morniogs, No
damage has resulted to fruif, but dowg the
river potatoes are noticed to be a little wilted,
but no great damage has been done, Thelast
damaging frost in April was on April 6, 1875,
when the thermometer was down to 24°, and
all tie fruit was destroyed here, and every
pari of the State suffered, In Lios Angeles
county ice formed quarter of an inch. The
chances for a damaging froat this season may
be said {o be psast,

At an early hour yesterday morniog raia
began falling, and during the day yesterday
showers of rain and gleams cof sunshine al-
ternated, with occasionaliy both at onca,

SBergeant Barwick, of the Signal Service,
made the fllowing report last eveniog : The
rainfsll for the present storm up to 8 o'clock
last night was .31 of an inch, making .64 of
aa iach for the menth, 7 64 inches for the
year and 15 23 inches for the season. The
raicfall for 1877-8 to sn equal date was 24.69
inches ; reason of 18789, 162Y imches;
1879-80, 16.98 inches; 1830-1, 26.02 inches ;
1881-2, 15 72 inches. Tae average pracipita.
tion by pluviametrical measurement for the
past six years, up to and including the 19th

day of April of esch year, is
19.16 inchea; leaviceg the present sea-
gon 3.93 inches less than the average,

By the8 p. M weather reports last night it is
laarned that the storm has reached Los An-
geles, and durirg the eight hours preceding
there had been 04 of an inch of moisture pre-
cipitated there, aud .29 of an inch at Visalia,
which i3 very near as much az has fallen
during the storm at this peint, and which

will be very gratifying news to the
Sacramentans having stock ravges in
that vicinity, There is a good prospect

of more rain at that point, for it was
reining at 8 P, M. at Los Angeles, San Fran-
cisco, Sacramento and Red Bluff, The ba-
rometer was fallicg rapidly at Portland and
Rossburg, and was generally falliog slowly
scuth to San Diego, excepting R:d Bluff and
Visalia, at which points it was slowly rising,
The wind was north at Olympia, northwest
at Portland, Roseburg and Los Angeles, west
at San Fraacizco, gouthwest at San Diego
and Sacramento, south at Red Bluff and east
at Visalia, The wind velocity was generally
{resh to brisk—that is, in velocity from eight
to eightcen milés per hour—and the weather
ranging from cloudy to threatening and light
rain along the entire Pacific coast, with snow
in the mountains. The total rainfall at each
Signal Service station for tweaty-four hours
is: For Olympis, .02 of an inch; Portland,
.52 of sn inch; Roseburg, .49 of an inch;
Red Blufi, .66 of an inch ; Sacramento, .31 of
an inch ; San Francisco, .76 of an inch; Vi-
salia, .29 of an inch ; Los Angeles, .04 of an
inch; nonme at Ssn Diego, although the
weather was cloudy aé that point.,

Press dispatches received at this office yes-
terday from Hollister, Hanford, Sonoms,
San Luis Obispo, Bakersfield, Salinas, Span-
ishtown, San Jose, Napa, Redding, i’r nce.
ton, Stockton, Santa Cruz, Marysville, Peta-
luma, Watsonville, Orland, Upper Lake,
Placerville, Pleasanton, Grass Valley, Santa
Rosa, Martinez and Sarta Barbara show that
it has been ralning at all these pointe, excapt
in the mountain towns, where a warm snow
has fallen.

DererRMINED T0 DIE.—A German who
registered as Chas, Baker went to the West-
ern Hotel night before last in the early part
of the evering, and procured & room for the
night. He zoon after went out, acd did not
return until about 4 o'clock vesterday morn.
ing, when he came in and went to bed, a
candle beivg furnished him as a light, as is
always done with cheap roomers that are
strangers, as a precaution against accidents
from blowing cut the gas, etc. Shortly be-
fore 6 o'clock the watchkman, while making
his rounds through the halls, discovered gas
iszuing from Baker’s room, 2nd upon going in
tound that the roomer had got up and turned
on the gas without lighting it, and laid down
again to engage in a self-imposed sleep of
death, When discovered he was not past
restoration from the effacts of the gas, TLe
proprietor took immediate steps for the
would-be suicide’s relief, and called in the
City Physician, Upoa being brought out of
the difficulty he seemed satiefied to live, and
was put into a back room where there would
be plenty of fresh air, and was called upon
every few minutes by employes of the
hotel to look after his wants, About
9 o'clock the proprietor called, and Baker
said he was all right snd would
get up soon, Immediately afterwards
Baker left his room by the window, going on
to a porch which was surrounded by a railing,
threw himself over, and, striking upon the
cobbls- paved alley twenty-five feet below,
received injuries which will ne doubt prove
fatal. He evidentiy tried to strike upon his
bead, and partially succeeded. The City Phy-
sician being again summoned, he regardsd the
injuries as fata!, and had ike man removed
to the County Hozpital, Upon examination
of the mar’s pockets & small rope, about a
quarter of an inch ir diameter and six or
seven feet long, was found, which further in-
dicated premeditated self-destruction. There
was o money upon his peraon, bu$ ke was
decently dressed, avd a little time-book in
his poecket, with Chinese names ectered
therein, makes it presumable that he has
been employed as foreman, but where is not
known. He hes stopped st the hotel for sev-
eral nights lately, paying for his bed each
pight and sleeping in a 25 cent bed, but on
Wednesday night Le asked for a 50 cent room,
evidently intending to die in better style than
he had lived.
