COLLEGE SPORTS.

Dr. McCosh is out \u25a0 in\u25a0\u25a0' defense Vof the
proposition that the colleges of the country

shall themselves '; take charge "of the com-
petitivegames and sports of students, with
a view of givingthem a higher standard.
It must '•be admitted * that fstudents will
engage in them. They willnot participate
in exercise fori,physical *culture \\alone.
Competitive sports only willinterest them.
But these too often supplant study,'' and
give.a :distaste 1for,mental application.

The happy, mean, therefore, must be at-,

tamed—the right relation cf athletic recre-
ation to study. . Left to the students, this
willnot be properly adjusted ;J* but j.if
added to the college regulations, if given
officialsanction, if.the prizes and' awards
receive official recognition and bear the
college stamp of;dignity and value,

'
the

adjustment may be'effected and, the end
desired attained. 'The only difficulty in
the way is to secure ,the hearty s co-opera-
tion of the student class. iThat class natu-
rally resents the interference of the Fac-
ulty with its sports. Illicitpleasures will,

we fear, stillbe deemed the sweeter. Bat
we believe this desired

'
supervision can be

brought about without friction by giving
the student class representation upon the
college board of management that must be
erected to supervise the recreations. The
chief aim must be to keep the praises and
prizes of competitive exercise in games and
contests subordinate to the loftier rewards
|of mental application.'- In this work the
public and the press have a part to per-
form, which simply is to show by its ap-
plause that it does not recognize ,the stu-

dent who pulls a \u25a0; successful oar, or
manifests the greatest endurance in a
physical contest, as a greater hero than
his weaker brother who achieves the high-
est honors that followconscientious study.

In other words, the achievements of [the
college athlete must not be lauded above
the victories of the college student.

Nero snatched the dispatches out Oihis hand,
and read that the Senate had decided that he
should be punished in the ancestral fashion as
a public enemy. *:Asking what the ancestral
fashion was he was informed that be would
be stripped naked and scourged to death with
rods, withbis head thtuat into a fork. Hor-
rifiedat this he seized two daggers, and after
theatrically tryirgtheir edges sheathed them
again, with the excuse that the fatal moment
had not yet arrived.|Then he bade Sporus
begin to sing his funeral song, and begged
some one toshow him how to die._ .Even his
own intense shame at bis cowardice was an
insufficient stimulus, and he whiledaway the
time invapid epigrams and pompous quota-
tions. The sound of horses hoofs then broke
on his ears, and rendering one more Greek
quotation he held the dagger to his throat,
and it was driven home by Epaphroditus,
one of bis literary slaves.

"So the atrocious and kingly crimes and
vices of the sensuous, cowardly, cruel, melo-
dramatic, esthetic Nero drew him on, like a
reluctant bullock, to judgment. |So he died,
and Farrar adds,
