A MATTER OF GRAVE INTEREST.

We are inviting immigration to Califor-
nia of a most desirable class, and the tide
has already set westward. Unusual exer-
tions are being made to augment it. One
of the first things the incoming strangers
will inquire about is the capacity and de-
sirability of California for fruit-raising. If
they find that insect pests promise to make
it a precarious husiness, one inducement to
settle is loat, We have shipped to the East
in the past vast quantities of frésh fruits,
the larger market being found west of the
Mississippi and east of the Rocky Moun-
taing, although much goes to the Atlantic
seaboard. The opening of the Southern
Pacific and Atlantic and Pacific routes pre-
senfts other fields further south for our
fruits, though the demand will never be so
large as from more northerly regions.
When the Northern Pacific route has com-
pleted its connections Oregon fruits will
compete with ours in the present markets.
If, as is probable, the express time between
California and the Missouri is reduced,
there should be an increased demand for
California fruits, It is, then, of the highest
importance that speedy action should be
taken to completely cleanse our orchards of
fruit pests, to prevent their spread and
farther importation, and to guard against
the stubborn refusal, the neglect and the
ignorance of some small orchardists, from
whose trees the pests will spread over the
counfry, Daring four years past fruit-
growing and fruit-shipping interests have
suffered severely, because of insect pests,
and the reputation for California fruits for
shipment and for canning has been seri-
ously injured.

The law for the protection of these in-
terests is not as strong as desired, but such
as it is it must be enforced. But it will
not be, unless the only salaried State officer
to whom the trust is committed is earnest,
vigilant and intelligent in the discharge of
hil‘ duty. But earnestness and vigilance
count for nothing unless coupled with
competeacy. The present Inspector is not
competent, His efforts to rally against the
storm of indigoation tkat followed his
election have proven his incompetency,
which, however, aside from his own ad-
missions, is now certified to by his closest
neighbors. His advice already given is of
a character, we have reason to believe,
which, if followed, will result in injury to
the orchards of those who adopt it. But,
however this may be, he is poesessed of
unparalleled effrontery, and by his hard.
mess of “‘cheek” forced himself into his
present position. Pat he did not accom-
plish this without the aid of the Governor,
Because of his election two resignations
trom the State Board of Horticulturs were
sent in. One of the vacancies has already
been filled. Presumably the other will be
to-day or to-morrow anmounced. The
Board meets in San Francisco this week.
Its first official act should be the remova)
of the Inspector. There is no desire to
give the blunder of his appointment undue
importance. Mountains are not to be
made from mole hills, While this is not a
mountain, it is far more than a mole hill,
It is & matter of deep concern to the peo-
ple. Thepresent, Inspectoris incompetent.
The changes in the Board, it is hoped, will
result in the man’s removal. He was put
into the place because a weak Governor
permitted himself to be persuaded against
his own convictions of duty. Governor
Stoneman, in short, is responsible for
Boggs, and as he placed him he should un-
geat him. The members of the Board are
unealaried. They cannot, therefore, be
expected to give it their time to remedy
$he blunders of the Governor by doing the
duty of his appointee. There should ke
no consideration of Bogges as an individ-
ual, His personality is pot worthy
of it; but officially he is a very
prominent personage — an  ambitious
man, who, to use his own words, was
determined ‘*to get something out of the
conntry he fought to win.” By the aid of
Governor Stoneman he is getting it ; but
as the State owes Boggs nothing, this offi.
cial jobbery, which is little short of rob-

bery, should be strangled, and Governor
Stonemsan should have the moral courage
to do it. The voice of the State is all but
ananimous in the demand that Boggs be
removed at this week’s sitting of the
Board, Pejitions are circulating praying
for the removal ; horticultarists, with ecarce
an exoeption, have urged it ; $he press has
voiced the popular desire, and Bow it re-
snains to be seen if the wish of #hy people

will be respected, or whether the Guberna-
torial sanction will be given to the oonﬁz_x-
aation of a flagrant outrage upon public
rights, and a downright and willful viola-
tion of the plain letter and spirit of a
plainly written law, which in so many
words pronounces the incumbert of the In-
spectorship unfit for the place and illegally
seated in it. Can Governor Stoneman and
hiz advisers afford to permit Boggs to re-
main in office? The San Francisco Mer-
chant rather bluntly, but no leesincisively,
puts it when it says : *‘ Boggs must be got
rid of somehow, even if he has to be bought
off with another office.”

THE - CITY BONDS,

There are indications that the trouble-
some city bonded debt will, at a compara-
tively early day, be readjusted fo the satis-
faction of all parties concerned. If this ex-
pectation can be realized it will operate to
the material and speedy advancement of
this city. There are very few communi-
ties of which we have record that have con-
tinuedgo steadily and healthily to prosper
as has Sacramento, that bhave at the same
time been so burdened as this people. The
sity has progressed, has angmented its
trade, widened the sphere of ita commercial
influence, enlarged its local industries, con-
stantly and geaerculy increased the ca-
pacity and usefulness of its local institu-
tiops, improved its streets and highways,
and strengthened its defenses, all in the
face of obatacles and under the shadow of
burdensome rates of taxation which have
been experienced by very few cities, and
which would long since have crushed a less
hopeful and determined pecple. There has
been advanced a proposition to refund the
city indebtedness, It has met with almost
unanimous approval, To that emnd &
scheme iz outlined to issme bonds at a
lezsened rate of interest, on the basis of 62}
cents on the present par value of the out.
standing bonde. A very large and respect-
able body of citizens deem this figure too
high. They claim that to refund at 50
cents will give the city’s creditors as much
as their debt is now worth, if not more, It
is held that the Legislature has itself indi
rectly fixed a lesser value, namely, 35
cents, by the limifation it put on
the purchase of bonds by the Fund-

ed Debt Commission, The holders
of city bonds at the higheet mar.
ket rate have not been able  to

command in recent years more than fifty
cente, To refund, then, at that figure will
not inure to their loss, but on the contrary
will give greater certainty to the payment
of the debt and increase the value of their
security. The new bonds would rate at
par, and thus the owner of a given amount
of the debt represented by bends would
have as great a sum on the credit side of his
cash account as he now has, No one de-
sires repudiation, and there is no reason
whatever to suppose that bonds issued
under a compromize would ever be ques-
tioned again. The people wish to pay.
The more speedily they can do =o the bet-
ter they will be pleased. But they have
unmistakably announced their inability
and unwillingness to pay par value, and the
city is now, and for some time has been, in
the attitude of determined resistance to the
payment of the debt at its present figure,
It is not probable that all the bends could
be called in now, but it is quite certain
that any holders not coming in will

be resisted by the city as is now
being done in the Courts. The re-
cent decigions of the Courts give

reason for the conclusion that evenif the
bondholder can recover, he will have no
method at command to give his judgment
effect. A called meeting of representative
citizens is appointed for this week to ad-
vige with the city authorities on these sub-
jects. It is to be hoped that there will be
cool and deliberate consultation and ex-
pression, That meeting will be no place for
* financial cranks ”' or pronounced repudia-
tioniste ; it should represent the business
sagacity of the city, and the spirit of fair-
ness and fair dealing in the discharge of
our indebtedness. The desirability of
achieving a settlement of this troublesome
matter is apparent to every well.wisher of
this city, and the effort should be made to
bring it about at the lowest fair figure.
There iz a common ground on which the
creditors and debtors may meet, consistent
with the claims of the one and the ability
of the other, and that ground should be oc-
cupied.

THE INQUEST,

There is much mystery surrounding
the fall of the wall on K street last Thars-
day night, The Coroner’s jury should not
dissolve until it has fathomed it. It does
not appear that there was an explosion,
Some testimony gives color to that theory,
but it is far from satisfactory. The sworn
statement of one witness, that the floor of
the =alcon went down first, is of the ut-
most significance, One thing has devel-
oped, however, that the authorities must
not lose sight of—the walls were not an-
chored. Here was a sheer fifty-foot walil
standing without brace, support or anchor.
Had it been ahchored at the floor and roof
lines it is scarcely probable it would have
fallen. How many other buildings in Sac-
ramento are in the condition Army Hall
was ? Whose dutyis it to know? The
jury should examine experts with a view
to ascertaining whether such a wall might
not have been thrown out of line by danc-
ing or marching in the hall previous to the
night of the fall. It will not do to set up
the theory that the cause of the fall was
practically simultanecus with it, and to ad-
here to that theory., Let all theories be
examined and all possibilities be inquired
into.

Ax ordinance has been drawn for the inspection
of brick and stone buildings in Sacramento and to
require them to be properly built as to streegth,
and to require old ones to be anchored and secured
against falling. This is well enough, but the law
officers should overhaul the city statute books anl
unearth the ordinaance said to be elumbering in the
depths of the records, concerning exits from public
buildings, with & view to revivifying it. If it can-
not be found let us have a new one at once, and one
that can be enforced. Take Army Hall, for in”
stance. It would hold three hundred people, yet it
had but one narrow, steep stairway for an exit,
down which two persons could not pass abreast
without inconvenience. Buta word as to the pro-
posed new ordinance. It is probable that 1ts weak-
ness will be found in the effort to specify how brick
buildings must be constructed. It may be that the
law could be complied with and the structure still
be fatally defective. Specifications as to depth for
foundations cannot apply to all localities, and so as
to other points of objection. It might be better to
have a competent Board, and lodge in it a broad
discretion. But whatever is done let it be well
done, and afier a cool examination into the experi-
ences of other aud older communities as to the best
methods to be employed.

Tux Colusa Sun says it is a pronounced free-trade
Demecrst, but will not support a free-trade plank
in the platform of its party.

DOMESTIC NEWS,

A Terribly Destructive Storm.

NEw-  OrLzans, April 233.—The Times-
Democrat’'s Wesson (Miss,) special saya: A
frightful cyclone passed over Wesson and the
town of Beauregard, a mile above, about 4
o’clock yesierdsy afternoon. In Beauregard
the town is literally a mase of ruins, and it is
with difficulty one can ride throughb, so
thickly are trees strewn across the road. Not
those of any character are standing in place
Timbers sre scattered for miles around.
Even out in the country two aud a half miles
dwellings are swept away,

The wind for the past three days had been
blowing a gale, and lowering clouds indicated
the approach of the cyclone, It was known
aome minates by the deep, rumbling eound,
and the windows in dwellings rattling vic-
lently, and many thought it an earthquake,
The thunder and lightning were terrific.
Fences wera torn down, trees uprooted and
cast 100 yards away. KEastof the railroad
the damage was light, but in the western
portion of the town the destruction was
awful in ite character. In a peach orchard,
where there were large numbers of houses in
which the operatives of the Mississippi Mills
were domiciled, the greatest destruction cc-
curred, The groans of the wounded beneath
the ruins were sppalling,. Dwellings
were blown to atoms, The pine forest
jnst beyoud was biown out of existence.
Calvin Reed, living in the vicinity, died from
the excitement. It is estimated the number
of killed iz twelve. Two or three children
are missing. Twelve to twenty dwellings
were blown down. The number of paople
with broken limbs is estimated by physicians
at seventy-five. The wounded are removed
as fast as it is possible to houses which
escaped injury, Scveral wounded lay outin
the violent rain more than one hour after the
storm, The dead now are all laid out, and
coffins are being made for them. The citizens
are deing 2l in their power for the wounded.
Many it is feared will die. A special train
with physicisns from McComb City and
Brookhaven have arrived. Another extra
special will be here with additional belp from
Magnoliasnd Summit. All of thess physicians
go to Beauregard, where the destruction of
life and property is simply indescribable.

Among the killed in Wesson. are Mis.
Causly and two children, and several children
of J. E. Gibson, one of whom was fonnd
crushed under a chimney. Two persons were
so mangled as to be unrecognizable, and sev-
eral others, whose names could not be ob-
tained. A little boy was found in the woods
several hundred yards away unhurt. Wes-
son, except in the locality mentioned, suffered
little except in the destruction of fences and
trees.

At Beauregard John Ross was mortall
wounded ; Isaac Bloom, seriously ; M. S
Daniels, mortally ; Mrs. Tmmbpl!, of Brook-
haven, fatally ; Captain Lawpkine, wife and
child, all dead; Geo. Holloway, mortally;
Mrs. Holloway, leg broken; Mr, Wilcox,
both arms broken, and M. Ferguson and
family, including ten parsons, dangerously
wounded. The depot is swept away, and
pone of it now remaing,

Albert G. Price snd child -were mortally
wounded. Their housa fell on them. J. O.
Williams was killed.

West Poinst (La.), April 23d.—A terrific
gale from the nerthwest struck this town yes-
terday afterncon, accompanied by torrents of
raip, and the largest hail everseen here. Tho
Court-house, Cotton Exchange, and numer-
ous other buildings were unroofed and ms-
terially damaged. No lives were lost,

CHATTANOOGA (Tenn.), April 231.—Fally
$10,000 in damage was done to this city by
the storm last night. Reports from the sur-
rounding country show th2 storm to have
been very destructive, The wires are down,
and particulsars are very meager,

JacksoN (Miss.), April 23d.—Reports of
destruction by the cyclone are eoming in, At
Wesson 13 were killed and 60 wounded. At
Beauregard 23 were killed and 90 wounded.
Twenty-seven houses in Wesson were de-
stroyed. Deanregard was entirely swept
away. The suffering is very great, and as-
sistance is needed, On the N. E. and C.
Railrozd the town of Tilman was_destroyed,
and several killed and wounded. On the V,
and M. Railroad the town of Lawrence suf-
ferred terribly. Reports from other places
and from the country shows the storm to have
been widespread aud destructive. The-teles
graph lines were blown down for miles,

St. Lous, April 23d,—Specials from New
Orleans about the cyclone which destroyed
Wesson and Beauregard, Mise., yesterday,
give no additional particulars, but they say
Beaursgzard is in Copiah county, on the New
O:leans, St. Louis and Chizago Railroad, 45
miles southwest from Jackson, with a popu-
lation of 400 to 500. Wesson was a more
important place on the same road, one mile
from Beauregard, a summer resort cf the
pecple of New Ocleans, and had a population
of 1,600, with a large cotton and woolen fac-
tory, employing 600 hands,

Dzes Moines (Iowa), April 23d.—A eyclone
passed up Maple River valley early last
evening. A Catholic church was wrecked,
three gouses blown down and other minor
damage inflicted. No loss of life,

Dexver (Col.), April 23d. —The snow-
storm on the mountains continues unabated,
All trains are delayed. Every available
snow-plow is in service, and will perhaps pre-
vent serious blockade,
