FREEHAND NOTES.

BANQUET GIVEN BY THE SAN FRAN-
CISCO ART ASSOCIATION,

Description of Arrangements and the Oc-
casion—Other Secial Events and
Fersonal Mention,

Sax Francisco, April 25, 1883,
Last Wednesday evening was the Artists’
Dinner, given by the Directors of the Art
Association at the rooms of that august
corporation. The banquet was laid in the
main exhibition hall, the tables standing
at the south end, one long board and three
shorter ones proceeding from it, forming to
the eye of fancy the letter E. Someone
asked if the arrangement was significant—
standing for ‘‘effect,” ‘‘effervescence,” or
even *‘ eating "—and was informed that the
tables were so placed for a distinct pur-
pose—to seat the guests., The decorations
were pretlily characteristic. Above the
walnut wainscoting of the hall a painted
dado about six feet wide was applied to the
walls, the design being intended to repre-
sent old tapestry, but the effect, as was re-

marked, resegnbled more the decorated
Japanese matting. Thecanvas was painted
with luxuriant fan palms, and gigantic
brakes or branches from the tree fern
waved symmetrically apart at set distances
to form = frame for medallions on gold back-
grounds of the great painters of all times
and countries—Michael Angele, Rubens,
Van Wyck, Hograth, Poussin, and a dozen
others. The Hograth head, done by Voegt-
lin, was capital, At the north end of the
hall was
A FEMALE FIGURE SYMBOLIC OF ART.

1t was of heroic size and placed upon a
pedestal entirely banked up by flowers.
The ‘‘statue” was cleverly devised, like
those used in Germany and Irance for mil-
itary triumphs and illuminations—that is,
a head, hands and feet carefully molded
and attached to a lay figure from any
studic. Drapery was then adjusted in
fine powerful folds, and daubed with plas.
ter, which, when dry, appeared ‘‘all that
there is of most marble,” as the French
idiom runs. Marion Welle, competitor for
the Garfield monument last year, modeled
the head and gave it a speaking and intel.
lectual expression—not to be wasted on the
ephemeral goddess of a night, let us hope.
The menus were very tasteful, the work of
many artistic hands, The designs were
either in illustration of the comicalities of
the bill of fare, like ‘‘ A foreshortening of
crustacea,” which was a mos{ gallant little
crayfish, or the more usual flower-sprays,
cffectively done by Mrs. Virgil Williams
and Mrs, Irelan, The guests chose num-
bered slips from a basket, and drew with
them correspondingly numbered menus, so
that the distribution was sirictly impar-
tial. There was music, and there were
gpeeches, and there were ladies, It was a
good dinner.
