The trial
lasted all one day, and Anally the magis-
trate pronounced that a pheasant leaving its
breeding- orpreserve returns ipso facto
ito its natural condition of wild animal,
and may therefore be shot by any one who
comes across it.

The following very charming bit of nat-
ural poetry as coming from the mouth of a

twelve to twenty pounds ;when the blue
violets are in blossom come early
yon can catch the small scoot bass. j That
has always been my rule. That has been
handed down by my forefathers." .Tnere
is something quite pretty in the idea of a

fisherman taking his cue from flowersand
berries—a floralcalendar, as it were. Mr.
Frederick -W. True, commenting on this
teitimony, which he publishes inNotes'avd
Queries, calls it "the folklore of flowers."

The Society for the Prevention bf Cru-
elty ,to ,' animals, of Cincinnati, * recently
caused the arrest of Charles Eckert, a mem-
ber of the club, for shooting live pigeons
frem the trap. Agreat interest has been
felt in the result of the trial, as the sports-
men of that cityhad decided to give a grand
tournament there as soon as the birds could
be procured. .Considerable indignation is
felt by;the sportsmen" of Cincinnati and
Covington, jKy., against ;the Ligowsky
Clay Pigeon Company, which, itis claimed,'
is using all its influence, and money as
well,' toward prosecuting trap shooters, and
the breaking up of all shooting of live pa-
eons from traps. Ailsorts of threats are
made. jOne is to the effect that they wiI
allsign a petition requesting sportsmen m t
touse -the clay pigeon, and an agreement
not to shoot them themselves," nor allow
tbem to be shot on the club grounds. -They
also claim that the Ligowsky Company is
entirely too much of a monopoly, and ask
too much for their clay imitations. The
inventor of the clay pigeon and trap says,
however, that the company has nothing to
do|withithe prosecution of pigeon shoot-
ers in England or this country. % The at-
torneys for the defense fileda demurrer to
the information, alleging 'that ::the iacts
charged, if committed, constituted no of-
fense against the statute
