He willascertain the amount of rents, inter-
est and profit received by Smith from the
property assigned t:> him, to date of report,
withinterest at seven per cent, withannual
rests ;ascertaining indetail allproperty sold
by Smith, and alldemands collected by him
of the property assigned Ito him, except
such as he transferred to the People's
Bank, June 2, 1879, :giving dates
of \u25a0 sales and receipts of money from all
sources by the assignor, Smith;to charge in-
terest on said moneys from date of receipt to
date of report, with annual resta, at 7 .per
cent.; ascertain what money Smith paid to
Wells, Fargo & Co,, with items and dates;
ascertain the gross amount paid by Smith on
account of dividend of 10 par cent, declared
in December, 1879 ; ascertain the amount
paid by Smith foi insurance, taxes, etc ;
credit him withpayments at date when made ;
state the balance as a charge against Smith ;
ascertain full account of all property and as-
sets inSmith's hands and .the value of the
rental of the same ;ascertain the total of
claims and demands of creditors of Odd Fel-
lows' Bank September 21, 1878, and which
have up to the date of this decree been trans-
ferred to the People's Bank ;ascertain the
amount of claims purchased iby.Smith
to date :of decree, in- his ewn name, •or
in the name of William Hick?, or inthe
came of any other person ; sat forth I the
claims in detail, and , the amount paid by
Smith in each. ;

The \u25a0 findings of the Court in full ?.ccom-
piny the decree. These findings are simply
a detailed and formal statement of the his-
tory of the transactions out of which the suit
arose and all the essential parts of which
were published in the Kecobd Ukion from
stenographic report, made at the time of the
delivery of the judgment from the bench by
Judge Williams.
Itis understood that the decision will not

in any way interfere with the operitioi of
the People's Bank, but so far as that bank is
concerned will only settle the question of
title to certain property in its hands, and
heretofore in dispute.

ABOUT THE RAILROAD SHOPS— A NEW
VALVE MOTION.

The workupon the sew railroad foundry
building on the fillin China slough is pro-
gressing rapidly. The structure is all in-
closed except a small portion on the western
side. Men are now at work painting the in-
side, while bricklayer* are busy putting in
annealing pits. There willbe eighty-eight of
the latter constructed at once, and there is
room for as many more, which willbe sup-
plied when needed. Tl.eae pits will hold
twelve car wheels each. A new cupola will
be constructed for the wheel foundry, with a
capacity cf 50 tons, and one of the oldones,
having a capacity of 25 tons, willbe removed
to the new building, linn providing for the
manufacture of 150 wheeU per day. This
can be increased to 300 if desired. The
works dow in use will make but 50 wheels
per day. The foundry for general work will
be furtiched with two cupolas, having a total
capacity of 35 tons of meUl. Itis expected
that the building willbe ready for occupa-
tion inJuly.

Work has been begun at the railroad chops
on a monstrous locomotive, which, when
completed, willbe the largest in the world.
When fully equipped fur U3e it will weigh
about 105 tons, There will be fivepairs of
drive-wheels, with a four-wheeled truck in
front. The cylinder will ba twectv-oce
iocnes in diameter, with stroke of thirty-six
inches. Extra large stad boiler plates hove
been ordered from Cleveland, Oaio, to the
end that the boiler may have the fewest pos-
sible seams. Tbia locomotive willba ten or
twelve tons heavier th.ii the unusually large
ones which were recently received fromPat-
ers*, New Jersey. An crdin*ry locomotive
weighs about forty-five toes, wnile some do
not exceed twenty-eight ton?.

Inaddition to the twelve extra size locomo-
tives, weighing 95 tons each, which were
built in New Jersey for the <J->Dtral Pacific
Railroad, and are now in service, 13 more
are being constructed, end willsoon ba sect
to this coast.

In about two weeks from the present time
the two boilers for the new Oakland and San
Francisco ferry-boat willba completed. They
are of so large size that workmen are re-
quired to use ladders and scaffolding as they
wouldin the construction of a email house.
They are each 29A feet long and 10 feet in
diameter, while from the bottom of the fire
box to tho top of the ete-un chimney it in 24)
feet. The steam chimney ia 14 feet iulecgUi
and 8 feet 5 inches in diameter.

Master Mechanic Stevens has recently ob-
tained a patent on a valve motion which may
revolutionize the engines of the world. Itis
for elide valves, and consists in hiving a valve
for each end of the cylinder operated by in-
dependent valve stems. The stems are con-
nected with a carrier bar at a point between
the steam chest and the rocker. The carrier
is connected with the cross-head in cuch a
way that lap and lead are given toeach valve
independently, and remains constant for all
points of cut off. Motion is given to the
rocker by one eccentric, and the engine ia re-
versed by an intermediate connection work-
ing above or below the center of the rocker
on its outside arm. The result of this arrange
meut is to give a variable motion to the
valve in its travel that resembles greatly the
effect produced by an independent cut-oti
motion; the effect being reduced by less
than one- half the number of connect: oaa and
with the use of but one eccentric. The indi-
cator cards taken by thismotion show a more
economic usa of ettana than is obtained
by the shifting link motion, the valve opet-
iug quick to admit steam and maintaining a
free expanse to the point of compression.
One engine has already been fitted pp with
the new motion, and is now in service, run-
ning between this city and the bay. Itgives
perfect satisfaction. It is claimed that by
the new motion much m re power can be ob-
tained with the name amount of steam than
by the motion now in Use. Itis also !\u25a0 «, ex-
pensive for construction, acd being much
more simple is less liable to wear or to get oat
of order. This i*a problem which mechanic,
in the East have been trying to solre for
many years.
