There ere indicaiions of troublous times
alisad for the next few monthe in the Iabor
arens at the East, In the coal regions of
Peunsyivania and among the iron-workers
theve s Ciscentent over the proposed re-
ducticn of the wages of the latter, Juce
1s$, aud theé immediate ‘“bushel reduction™
on the labor product cf the former. To-
day is fixed for the strike of the coal
mianera. There is some reason to expect
that they will succeed, at least tempora-
rily, since they resist a very emall reduction.
Between iron-workers and the manfacs.
urers, however, there is 60 broad an issue
that it is not likely to be settlsd until after
a long struygle, especislly if, as we expect,
there is a bidden purpose behind it all.
The dissgreement must affset injariouely
many other ipjaries, The iron manufact.
urers dcclare, with apparen$ sincerity,
that they must reduce wages or “‘shut
down ;" the workmen reply that this is not

inevitable, and that they are making polit-
ical capital at their expense, Butif the
manufactorers shall establish the fact that
the cost of produclion is in excess of the
reward of sales; the workmen will have no
alternative bat to sabmit—hard as it may
b2, There it no method they can em-
ploy to compel the manufasturers to pro-
duce at z loge, and whken the latter sel
about to prove luss to their own satisfac-
tion they arc not a% all likely to consider
that the workingmas’s jodgment is of a
differens charaster. With very rare excep-
tions sirikes operate more severely upon
the working classes, and rerely do they
bring about the ond desired by the work-
ere, If there has been over-production,
and the product, a8 a conseguence,
hsa declined, no poesible strike can prevent
a narrowing of labor or a reduction of the
wage rate. All it can do is to shorten the
interval in which the market supply wiil
lessen and the prices advance ; but in the
meantima the worker is idle and pays
dearly for his idlenees. What the work-
mac seldom does before sirikiag ia to ascer-
$ain exacily the condition of the market,
If he wounld do this he would be able to
discriminate between the rapucity of the
employer and the neoessity that forces him
to reduce wages, The failure of nearly all
the great sirikes should be s leseon to work.
mes, and teach them that, bowever hard
the lot of the wage.winner, he rarely in-
decd can sstile the difficulties arisiog out
of surplus of laber, over-production, or
unhealthy competition, by striking. If it
were possible or right to limit human free-
dom and narrow the labor markes, the
worker might exercisa a oontrol over the
wage paid. Baf this muy not be, and hence
the tareatened etrikes will fail, "as those of
the past have failed, and the manufacturers
will accomplish exactly that for which they
a‘m—to make the sirikes excures for closing
mills that they wish o close anyhow. In
the case of the iron-workers it is to be
noted that wher they struck in 1882 foran
increase of rolling mill wages, during the
continuance of the strike—and it extended
over aeveral mouths—rvolled iron did not
advance, and pig iron declined. The re-
port of the American Iron and Steel Asso-
ciation up to April Ist of this year shows
fthat the evils of over-production in 1879
wnd 1880 have not been whoily overcome,
and that alarm is felt beocanse of the tariff
modification which takes ¢ffect July 1st. It
is not unreasonable to look upon this aj-
.parent alarm as purposeful, and assumed,
-with a view of sffecting legislation in Con-
gress. In whatevar light viewed, however,
it would have been discreet for the iron-
workers, at least for this year, to have
postponed their strike, If the threatened
reduction is for political effect, the scheme
will be carried out ; if it Is of necessity it
will no$ be abandoned, acd thus the work-
ers will be forced toyield or remain idle.

A ERERBUEE FROM SATAN,

M. Simen, fur ten years a Comsul of
France in Chins, writes in La Nouvelle
Revue to 53y that Lis experience teaches
him there ia more nced for missionaries in
France than ia Chise, in several respects.

He points out, for instance, that infanti-

cide is more prevalent in France than in
the Celestial Empire, and that children as
= rule are better cared for, while murders,
suicidea and *‘accidental ” deaths are less
in proportion to the populaticn. This
statement has awakened aftention ia
France, and the social scientists are busy
discussing it and the measure of M.
Pleyre, a bill in the Chamber of Daputies
to encoarage the populating of the Repub-
lic, and in which he confesses thai the
popuiation of France is at a standstill, if
not actually diminishing. The bill pro-
poses to encourage child-bearing in mar-
riage, by allowing a rebate of fifteen per
cent, of the annual taxes of the head of a
family in which there are more than four
children, and an additional rebate of five
per cent, for each child in excess of five.
In case the head of the family pays ne
taxes, or it his taxes do mot exceed 100
francs a year, then he shall be entitled to
a premium of 200 francs for his fifth child
and to another preminm, in each case
larger by 100 francs than the preceding, for
each additional child he may have, Itis
held by the friends of the bill that
the upper claeses set the perni-
cious example of limiting the number of
children, as a large family is deemed
s misfortune., Says one journal, that,
however, manifests bitterness and preju.
dice : ** 8o deeply has thia feeling become
rooted in the social lifs of the naticn, that
parents who have large families are looked
upon as being calpably and indecently im-
provident.” We have no intention now of
entering into the oft discussed question
of population. Admitting the facts to be
a3 stated by M. Pleyre, the sukject pre-
esents itself with sufficient force fo engage
thoughtiul attention. Bat an amusingphase
of the guesticn is the eagerness with which
the American Mormons seize upon the text
to fortify their polygamous system. Here,
exclaims the church organ, is the result of
the social system of the most cultured and
refined people—a people who denouncs
plural marriage as the grossest of crimee,
and who despize or pity the Mormon
women, These same Mormon women, it
adds, ave better than their cultured French
neighbors, It then procseds to show that
they hold it to be a duty and a privilege
to labor in homely toil, and dig in the fields
for the maintenance of the offspring of
natural affection and the precious gilts of
God, while their sisters of ‘‘ French and
American high-toned society” destroy their
young, that they may fritter away their
time in revel and luxury. And then the
holy mouthpiece of an iniquitous church
grows wrathful, and exclaims in the heat
of its virtuncns indignation : ** Whan our
pore-minded wives and mothers, with
their numerous progeny, staud in the pres-
ence of thse Holy Oues, they will shize
fairer and brighter than the. apgels, and
join with Sara and Rebecca and D:borsh
and Hanpah and the honored women of
old, while the tainted and spotied crea-

their own bodies, denuded of paint and
powder, fashion’s fripperics and art’s hy-
pocrisies, will be overwhelmed with shame
and contempt.”

THE TECUBLE ABCUL MR, RANDALL

One of the obstacles in the path of the
Democracy is Mr. Randall. He is a cae-
didate for Speaker of the next House of
Representatives, and possibly for the Pres-
idensy. This ambition, many Dzmocrats
declare, must be crushed, and the only way
to do it is to cripple Mr. Randall politi-
cally, in a way that amounts to a *‘read.
ing out.” The first objection to Mr. Ran-
dall is his position on the tariff question.
That position is auntagoniztic to so much of
the parly as wishes the tariff question to
become a living issue in the campaign of
1884, Mr. Randall is an admirable tac-
tician, but just now his management of-
fends a large wing of the party. The
party may plant itsslf as squarely as it
pleases on any sort of a tariff plank, but
Mr, Randsill manages to have action taken
to suit the views of his *‘ protection” con-
stituency. So it happens that party pro
fessions and performances are not con-
sistent, A large part of the Democracy is
for *‘ fres trade,” but a working body of it
is led by Randall for *‘ protecion.” If the
is elected Speaker his power to control
legislation will be greatly enlarged,
and hence the difficulty. Bui suppose
Mr. Reandall can be defeated, other
Richmends will take the field, His
elimination will not restore harmony., His
following can hold New Kngland Deme-
crats away from a positive platform for free
trade, and thwart the party in at least
three of the Middle States, and that means
national defeat. Hence it is that Mr, Ran-
dall, and the element he represents, is so
troublesome to the disunite? Demacracy.
With him the party muet deny the de-
mands of its free trade wing ; without him
it will lose the euppert of the Eastern
protectionists. Bat there is other trouble.
The old-fashioned Sonthern and Western
hard shell Democrais favoring internal im-
provements, and lavish governmental ex
penditures, glower upon Rardall becaase
he wishes to play the economy card, and
opposes lavish outlayin pablic works even
in Democratic districts, To the ‘pap
sucker” this is an unpardonable sin.
There can be noobjection to kiliing off the
political Randall, for his place will be
filled. The class he represents will not
disband beoanze he is throttled, All this
goss to establish the fact that ihe Dem-
ocracy is ‘‘ broken up ;” is only banded to-
gether now to gain office and the power
to declare dividends. [Principles it has
none, and such as appear to be genuine, lose
form the moment a sacrifice i3 called for,
and the greatest sacrifica the party can be
called vpon to make, and which it is in-
capable of making, is to placz the desire
for office snubordinate to the maintenance
of principle.

Tax importance of cur relations with Mexico is
shown by the stcady increase of the imporfs from
that country into the United States. ¥or the year
1878 they amoun‘ed to but five and a quarter mill-
jons, and only reached seven millions in 18%0. But
in 1862 they reached nearly eight and & half mill-
iops. The exports to Mexico from the United States
jumped from seven milliocs in 1880 to $11,171,238
in 1881, and last year attained the high valae of
$15,482,582.

A BANK HISTORY.

FISDINGS OF JUDGE WILLIAMS IN THE
ODD PELLOWS' BANK CASES,

The Etory of the Failure—Peculiar Acts
of the Direciory—Ths Cewt Finds
Fraud and Coliusion

The followiog is a fuil abstract of the
findinzs of fact and the conclusions of law, by
the Superior Coart of Sacramente, Hon. Gzo.
E. Williams presiding, which have juss been
filed, in the case of H. G. Smith, azsignos,
va. The Odd Fellows’ Savings and Com-
mercial Back and others, and the decrsein
which csse was published in the RECORD
UniIoxN yesterday morning. The Odd Fellows’
Back caces, as populazly known, bave been
pending a number of y:cars, and have excited
a great desl of interest throughcut the State.
These findings present a full Listory of the
cases in the view of the Coumrt, undsar the
volaminous testimony taken. I% is under-
stood that an appeal will be taken $o the Su-
preme Court. :

The Court finds that the Odd Fellows’ Sav-
ings and Commercial Bank was legally incor-
porated to do a general savings and com-
mercial bank busioess since March 1, 1875.
Septsmber 21, 1878, the Direciora met, except
Aldolph Hailbron, there being cue vacancy
beside, H. G. Smith was President, No
notice was given of the meeting cxcept
verbally ; Heilbron was not notifiea; Smith
presided. Welty movad to discontiaae the
baziness of the bark, snd essign to Smith the
assets, Smith resigned =as President, and
Edward Cadwalader was elscted, and im-
mediately made an assignment to Smith.
The Dircct rs, except Robin, were indebted
to the bank for money torrowed and as sure-
tiew, Besides for balauces due on subscription
for stock, Cadwslader owed $1,818, Chris.
Green $3,000, Mike Bryte $2.000, Adolph
Heiibren §3,400, snd D. W. Welty $3,400.
The agaregate indebtadress of the Directors
to the back was $172.379 26. 2

O:ztober 9, 1878, the Directors filed with
the Recorder so inventory of the bank prop-
erty, assct3 and dsbie, but it did not con-
tain apy siatement ot tie indebtedness of
Greern, Pryte, or Heilbron, on account of uw
paid steck, I1¢.showed the value of the
assets to he §740,379 06; the Iliabilitics
$644,843 02, and $51,248 99 was allowed for
shrinkage, leaving $44 805 05 of assets over
liabilities,

October 15, 1878, Smith filed hiz bond 2s
arsignee. Among ths sursties were Mike
Begts, Chris Green and Adolph Heilbrop,
and other debtors of the bank. Tha seven
wers curetics for $574000, and five cf thanm—
Mike Bryte, Chris Green, Adolph Heilbron,
S. W. Bautler and Theodere iMaae—were
gtockholders, Tte next day after the assign-
ment was Sunday. Monday, September 23d,
ghe bank did uoé open, and gave notice of
suspension, Saturday evening, September
2183, af the time of sssignment, there was in
the bauk vanlt 86,363 83, of which $776 €9
were cesh tags of H. G. Swmith; checke,
$137 49 ; ereenbacks, $40 ; silver, $2,046 40;
gold, §3,363 25. Morday merning following
only $4,283 19 remaiced, to wit: Gold,

$135 78; eilver, $1,920 75; checkes, $10;
the greenbacks and Smith’s tags as men-

tiocned before. Tbis difference was caused by
Smith payivg his brother, F. H. Suith,
$1.299 to eave him from lo:s upon deposits,
and & draft filed for eslleciion; also by pay-
ing the Board of Trade £84 52, of which
Smith wss Treseurer. The Directors had
ordered the bank salaries to be paid and the
cnrrent bills, and money to be scat to New
York to protect deafis. The remainder of
the cash and equivalents were removed by
Smith from the bauk on Septemter 23d. The
inventory did not contsin an account of
Smith’s cash tags, and set out the sum of
£3 062 31 as all the money received by Smith
a3 assignee, Septemb:r 16, 1878, Smith, ss
President, gave orders to pay vo depositor
excoeding £50, and if more was required, to
reyister tha demanud, He then owed the bank
$2,796 46 on an unsecured rpote of $10,000,
made by Smith and Samuel Lavenson to the
bank, This was exclusive of indebtedness
before mentionsd,

Oa that day, siter the order was made,
Smith presented thres checks in his own fa-
vor, dfawn hy Ben. Bullard, kiz brother ic-
law, G. W. Smith, his zon, and F. Smith,
another sor, all dépoeiters. The checks were
in blapk., BSmith sscertsined the amount cus
each, end filled in the checka accordiogly.
The totsl amount wss $2,901 99, and was
paid by appiying $2,796 46 of it to the paj-
ment of balance dus on she $10,000 note, and
the balance was reczived by Smith in cash.
On closing tha bank September 21st there
was on hand §5,449 65, Oa Monday tollow-
iog, after the amounts stated were iaken cut,
the bockkesper changed the books by inter-
lineations and erasures, to mske it appsar
that the check of Fravk Smith and the oiher
amounts taken ont on Sundsy and Mornday
wera the transactions cf Saturday, the 21st.
This was done to conceal the transacticns of
Sunday and Mozday.

One of the causes for the assignment
of September 2lst, was that on the 6:h,
Whelie, Fargo & Co., tc whom the bank owed
2100,241 14, oo 2cconut of over drafis, asked
the bank to reduce the account to $80 000.
Wells, Fargo held coliaterals for $108 000.
Ths acecunt was reduced up to the 21ss only
sbsut §5,000. A% the tims of the demsand
and bifore, aud {o tha 21st, seven of the
Directars owzd the bank in azgregats over
$170,000, and-of which Swmith, Bryte, Green
and Heilbrov, owed $50 000, 2li past due.
The five weare selvent, and the bank had
exllaterals for mess of the debt, but found it
inconvanient to pay, although the teller fre-
quenily requested them fo do 0.  This in-
cebteduess wsas sthe peincipsl motive for the
sssizonment. DBitween the 6:h snd ths 2lst
the Direct.ri mes cneg, end the ounly action
taken to zaise morey was to azk Poormao to
piy the intereas om his loan, The bank sur?
pension was not caured by a run nor an uo-
usual Cewand of the de positors, though with-
ivawals had been a litile in cxcees of
deposits for a time, but not for waant of public
confidence in the bank. 3

May 22, 1879, tho People’s Bark formal'ly
organized with s capital stock of $500,000,
ghares $1 each, o scquire as much of the
claims of the ereditors of Odd Fellows
Bask as poesible, in return for shares of the
uew bavk at psr value. By June it hud ac-
quized sbout $380,000 of the claims, and up
to date of this euit abcut £400 000, The
Peopls’s Bark never had ary other capital
stock, snd note of it was paid in sny other
way than as mestioned. BSmith favored and
escouraged the formation of a new bank, and
promised the creditors to convey the asseis of
tha old back to the naw, telling them he had
oo hand assets $534 000. From the time
of aszignment to the trausfer of astets he
msnaged the property under the direction of
the Directors ¢f the Odd Fellows’ Bank. He
has neglected to collect large sums due his
assignor from its Directors and stockholdera,
Gresp, Biyte, Heilbron, Butler and Maas
were sureties on Smith’s bond in the sum of
847,000, June 2, 1879, ke ecld to the Pe-
ple’s Bank peatly all the rest of assets in his
haads, including indebtedness dus from him-
self and othsr Directors, to the sssigaor,

Jure 7, 1869, he exccuted contract to the
People’s Bink reciting the tramafer of the
assets ; that tha People’s Bank held about
four-fifihs of the lisbilities of tha Odd Fel-
lows’ Bank ; that he had cut of the prcceeds
of the sales of the trust funds in his bands
paid the People’s Bank $219 831—supposed
ts be ahout the amount that would be award-
ed as dividends to ssid bank on liakilitics held
by it agaivst the Odd Fellows’ Bark: that

At the commence-
megt of their snits $bey procared to ba isaned
writs of attachment upon property described.
Oa the prayer of Smith the former Disirict
Court restrained said plaintiffs from execut-
ing their judgments. The property trane-
ferred by Smith to the People’s Bank Janu-
ary 21 was productive property, producing
one per cent. per month on the valuation
agreed upon by Smith with the' Odd Fellows’
Bank and the People’s Bank,

Tte jadgment in the cass of tha Paople’s
Bauk v, the Odd Fellows’ Bank, August 4,
1880, wis obtaired by collusion between the
parties fo give en advantege to the People’s
Bark over the othier creditors, and particu-
larly over the complainiag ereditors in this
action, fo their prejudice, Upon the filing
of the complsint ia the action, June 21, 1880,
attachment was served on H. G. Smith, the
0Odd Fellows’ Bank and the People’s Bank,
with garoishment in the usual {orm.

The judgment in favor of J, J, Keegan
agsiast the Odd Fellows’ Bauk, August 4,
1880, was obtzined by collusion helween the
parties to gain an advantage over complain-
ing creditors, to their prejudice, snd sa at-
tachment issued in ths action. The de-
mand on which Keegan’s judgment was
touaded belonged to William Beckmar, who
bonght them for the banefit of the People’s
Bank, and sued in the name of Keegan,
who haed no interest in the demands. Said

Acsgignes Smith npever made sny public
sales of tho assets which came to bis hands,
Thoy have all been private. & the tims of
the trial he claimed to have about $80,C00,
about §50,000 of which was in the People’s
Bank, and is the monsy wentioned on Juns
7, 1879, 'The remsinder was invested in the
Proneer Mill busineza of H, G. Smith & Co.
He never kept any accounts of the woneys o
invested, Huntoon, Cashier of ithe People’s
Bark, who kept Smith’s acccunts as ne-
signee, had no account of this méney. Ths
only books in which any receipt or disburse-
ment of it were made wers the booksof H' G
Smith & Co., keptby W, H. Hicks, bookkeeper
of Pioneer Mills, Thess bcoks show what
monsy Smith put into that business sud what
he drew cut, but do not show what part came
into his hande as essignee or were 55 paid
out, All the moneys recsived by him as
essignee, except that paid on tha 10 per cent.

ividend mentioned in the complaint, amount-
ing to sbout $55,000, and about $45,000 paid
to Wells, Fargo & Co., except such as he
paid to the People’s Bank ander the contracs
of June Tth aforsmentioned, were put into
the business of H. G. Smith & Co, Of this
money he had taken abeut $10 000 for com-
mission aa aseignee, and bad paid his attorney
$10,000. The books kept by his clerk, Hun-
toen, who acted as keeper of bis acconats a:
assignee, did rot show anythivg of Smith’s
payments to himseif for commissions as as-
aignee, nor of moneys paid his attorney.
From the beginning to the time of t:ia), ths
sssignee used all the moneys coming to his
hands as euch sssignee, except thoss ashove
specified, and with sdme of which funds, to
the amonat of about $7,000, hs bought claims
of depositors in the bank of bis assignor,
takiog the claims in ths name of Hicks, in
order to conceal his interest therein, and
which clsims he purchased for 50 cents cn the
doliar, He also euad some of the stockhold-
ers of the Odd Feilows’ Baok ia ths name of
Hicks upon these claims so bought,

The said assignment of September 21, 1878,
was made, both on the part of the gesignor
and the ssasignse, to hinder and defrzud the
creditors of s21d sssignor, and was made more
for th nefit of the debtors thsn the zzed-
itors of said sesigaor. The complaini red-
itors who received the 10 par cent, dividend
from plaiatiff did not krow of the facls
touching want of sutbority to maks said
assigement, and ths frandulent charscler of
the same, except the creditors who filed tha
oiiginal arswer snd cress-complaint August
11, 1879 ; end all creditors who receivoed awid
gividend, and recovered judgment ocgainst
the Odd Fellows’ Bank, credited said pay-
ments upcn judgments 80 recovered,

total, $862 628 61. Mr, Smith, as President,
and Mr. SBoow, as Cashier, swore to the stute-
men¢ sz of their personal knowledoo and Fe-
licf. From June 30, 1878, to September 21,
1878, there was no material charge in the
condition of the bazk. October 9, 1878, the
bank filed with the Ccunty Reeorder an iz-
ventory of its ssgets and liabilitics. Asrets,

of sssets after deducting shrivkage, ($51,-
248 99), $44,305 06 Tre following assets were

After assignment the bask continuad to
manage the property aed control the conduct
of the assigre,e Smith, with bhis copeent,
Saptember 23, 1878, the stockholders, by ces-
olution, approved thy sssignment, Sepiem-
ber 28, 1878, the atockholders beld & mecting
and agreed to stay proceedings againsi Sam-
n2l Poormean oa bis promise to pay in insizll
ments until his eccount was settled, and au-
thorizod Smith to accept the propogition of
Poorman, to pay $5,000 on the chicory
ranch if Mr, Bryte would pay in the same
amount, ths property to remain in possession
of the bank.

idency of the People’s Bank, and also becsme
a stockholder in the People’s Bank., He was
such President during the transaction of all
ihe matters between said People’s Bank and
Smith. All the claims sgsinst the Odd Fel-
lows’ Bank purchased by the People’s Bank
or Keegan wern claims of parties who were
depositors in the savings department of the
Odd Fellows’ Bank, The judgments hereto-
fore mentioned were obtained by like depos-
itozs, Exhibit “ B” of the complaint never
was a part of one of the by-laws of the Odd
Fellows’ Bank.

Wherefore, the Court finds as conclusions
of law:

Firat—That the purported assignment of
September 21, 1878, by the Oldd Fellows’
Bank to H. G. Smith noever was the corpora-
tion act of the badfk, and never had sufficient
ratificaticn.

Second—The assigonment is null and void
as to all judgwent craditors of the bank who
sppesred as defendants and coptested it ; bus
havinz bean ratified by the People’s Bank
and J. J. Keegar, assignees of certain credit-
ors of the Odd Keilows’ Bank, the eame is
valid as to them, As to creditors of the Odd
Fellows’ Bank who were rerved with sum-
mons or appesred in this action and proved
their cleims but bavs not contested the as-
sigement, the same is affirmed.

Third—The transactions of the 2d acd 7th
of June, 1879, as before described, between
H. G. Swith and the People’s Bank are
fraudulent apd illegsl, as against all other
creditors, and not bicding wupon them.
Said  traosactions, however, having
been upheld by the parties thereto, and
ths People’s Bank, by contract of
