THE ForLsou PRI1soN.—Work has recently
been begun at the Folsom State Prison on a
wall which will extend entirely around
the grounds, It will te four feet in thick-
ness and twenty feet in hight., There has

been coneiderzble im@®ovement cn the
grounds this spriog, in the shape of terracisg
and setting out of flowers along the walks and
in besutifully-arranged plots, The season
for picnic visitors at the prison has com-
menced. This canses a great deal of trouble
to the officars and wmuch annoyancs to the
prisoners. The entire force of the prisonm is
employed during wsek days in the granite
quarries and on the ground improvements,
and when visitors are admitted by the whole-
sale it is necessary to suspend work and lock
the prisoners in their cells, while on Sunday
the convicts are denied much of the usual
recreation and enjoyment, when visitors sare
allowed admittance. Oa last Monday morr-
ing thore were 298 prisoners confined in this
prison.

well known fable of **The Assand the Lit-
tle Dogz,” given by La Fontaine, Besides
its moral, this short episode of the horticult-
ural history of California aleo ehowe that the
fruit-growers of the State will not aliow any
such bogus clsims ss those of Mr, Boggs to
steal & march on the fruit interests of Cali-
fornia. It shows further the urgency of a
much-needed reform in the formation of
the various commizsions created under the
patronage of the State,
