A.W. Bur-
rel1. whose plans for the building bad been
adopted, and Superintendent Cook were also
present . \u25a0\u25a0? .

Three bids for erecting the building, accom-
panied by the required certified check, were
received, as follows :Carle & Croly, of Sacra-
mento, 873,953 ;Robert McKiliican, of Oik-
land, 873,803 ;41. J. KelJy, of San Fran-
cisco, §74,000.

Boega moved to accept the bid of Robert
McKiiiism, he being the lowest bidder, sub-
ject to ratification by the Board of Capitcl
Commi3Ficn;r*.

Secretary of Stats Thompson asked what
the meeting thought cf the idea of reducing
the bin ot the building.

Lime ssid the building proposed was
small enough, and wouldbe completely filled
at the next fair,

Beggs said itwas generally considered that
when anything was taken from or added to a
plan for a building itmarred the beauty and
symmetry of the buildin?, and said he thought
that the proper time to have examined the
plats would have been before the present
meeticg.

Thompson replied that the specifications
had not been submitted to the Capitol Com-
missioners. \u25a0 :

Boggs continued by saying that time would
be lost, as the members of the Boardof Agri-
culture could not stay here until the Capitol
Commissioners could thoroughly examine the
specifications.

- LiRu? said that it was the imprejsien of
the Board of Agriculture, at the close of th<*
first joint mooting held with the Board of
Capitol Commissioners, that the placs of
Mr.Burrell suited the latter Board, and that
the former Board should go on with the
specifications, etc.

Thompson said that the Capitol Commis-
sioners supposed that the minor details acd
specifications would be prepared and sub-
mitted for the approval of their JBa&rd. He
said he was cot prepared to take any official
action at. the present, but saw noimpropriety
in the Board of Agriculture approving the
«p3c'.ficarions and contract at the present
time.

Governor Stonemau paid the Capitol Com-
missioners would meet at 10 A. m. to-day,
and would be pleased to receive any commu-
nication from the Board of Agriculture.

All seemed to fully realize, as
they had not before, that we had really left
frienda and home, and lit was some time be-
fore we .began to . appreciate ths scenery
about up, or even sufficiently to admire the
picturesque decorations inand about our own
car. . Having recovered from our first attack
of homesickneu, we took a careful survey cf
our surroundinpp. vIshould likeour friends,
who so kindly decorated our, car, .to
know how thoroughly we have appreciated
their taste and forethought.- Of course you
allnoticed the gorgeous display of bunting
and flaps bo tastefully arranged about the
roof, and festooned from window to window,
the words "CaliforniaMay-Day Excursion,"
and "Sacramento", appearing on both sides
of the car.
