THE BROOKLYN BRIDGE TROUBLE.

There has been a great deal of growling
on the part of foreign agitators that
the opening of the Brooklyn and
New YorK suspension bridge was ap-
pointed for May 24th. That happens to
be the birthday of a monarch known as
Queen Victoria, Empress of India and
Queen of Great Britain, etc. To the friends
of the republic, that event has no greater
significance than the birthday of any other
good woman whom circumstance has made
prominent inthe world'saffairs. The foreign
patriots who assume to dictate how Amer-
ica shall conduct herself on about allocca-
sions have gathered in New York and re-
solved that the bridge shall not be inaugu-
rated onMay 24th, and that if the attempt
is made to do so the structure shall be sent
skyward with dynamite. It seems to
make no difference whatever with them
that the committee in fixing on that day
did not even remember the 24th was the
Queen's birthday. Toe selection of that
day had no earthly or other relation to ita
being an English anniversary, any more
than ithad relation to the 24 ih of May
being the anniversary of the treaty that
gave California to the republic, or the re-

peal of the Missouri Compromise, or the
murder of Colonel Ellsworth, and other
notable events occurring on that date.
Possibly the fact that the same day is the
anniversary of the battle of Naas may have
something to do with the howling of the
O'Donnovan Kossa faction, which would
find tqual objection to the 2Gth of May,
that recalls the battle of Tara. The Di-

\u25a0ire was to open it speedily, and the 24th
was the earliest day when the bridge could
be made ready. Invitations have been sent
to the President, Gjvernors of States, and
allarrangements have been completed for
that dry, and it willbe difficult, in-
convenient and expensive to rearrange for
another date. No day can be fixed upon

that willnot be the anniversary of some
event, the mention of which willbe disa-
greeable to some of those who were not
so fortunate as to be born beneath the
stars and stripes. Of coarse if the day
fixed is adhered to it willbe a great compli-
ment to Queen Victoria, though we confess
to be unable tosee it;and equally of course
if the date is changed it will be a rebuke
to that representative of monarchy, though

weadmit inability tocomprehend even that.
The 25th, 26th, 27th, 2S:h, 29tb, and so on,
are anniversaries of events offar greater sig-
nificance than the luck of a Queen to be
born. But the dynamite cranks have said
it, and it mnst be so, that the date be
changed or trouble encountered, and Amer-
ican citizens must submit to the humilia-
tion of dictation from a parcel of loud-
mouthed dynamite fiends, such ts P. J,

Gallagher, who announces that dynamite
shall be used, and the distinguished Mr.
McCabe, who declares the bridge is doomed
if opened on the 24th. Will these mild-
mannered cutthroats permit the great high-
way to be opened on Decoration day, or do
they think some of their friends who
fought for the lost cause might possibly
feel sad about it? Sensible people are be-
ginning to think that itis about time this
detestable domineering and dictation of
foreign cliques and clans should cease.
Clannisbness has gone so far latterly that
a citizsn caanot mention a date, or name
a foreign country, or speak of a class or

lace of people, without being eubjected to

the petty inralfc of the wretches who ad-
vocate theTbutcfery of women and children j
by dyo&mite. This Brooklynbridge bnei- 1
ncsa is the first treat by the bomb assas-
sins against Ameican institutions. Let it
be hoped they wilattempt to carry itout, |

that true Amerians— foreign and native
born—may be affoded the opportunity to
rise intheir majeity and drive the com-

munistic scum fron beneath the sheltering
arm of a too lenien Government.

THE QUESTION OF ADULTERATION.

Some weeks ago mention was directed
to the work of the public laboratory of

Paris in exposing toe adulteration and

falsification of winei. The Journal de
Medtcine de Paris, in ilate issue, contains
a table of results of analyses for one
month. Itappears th;t the examinations
ia the laboratory are extended to food
also. Thus, we find a poup of results as

follows:

The distinction between the good and
those passable, and not injurious, is to
be noted :it amounts to the dissimilar-
ity between the pure article and that which
is partly "doctored." M. GirarJ, the

Director, found also that the falsification
of wines ia so common in France it

is quite difficult for the genuine to be
procured in Paris. lie has noticed for
some months in the market inferior qual-
ities of wines, including some Spanish
wines, relatively rich in alcohol and some
extracts. He discovered that these are
adulterated very often in the country of

production, or immediately after arrival
inFrance. He notes the excessive use of
sulphate of potassium in adulteration.
"For this pnrpnso," a»y« tho Suurna.l,

"chloride of barinm is employed —a sub-
stance whichis known to be verypoisonous.
It can well be imagined how dangerous

these wines become if this last
substance is used in excessive quantities."
The question agitating scientific circles in

France now is,
"

What is the difference
between a man giving his neighbor arsenic
or strychnine and being hanged for it,and
giving him chloride of barium and becom-
ing rich and going scott free?" The
American mind to this French problem
willsuggest the answer that the difference
is a vitalone so far as it affects the perpe-
trator of the crime, but nilso far as it con-
cerns the unhappy victim. France is very
deeply concerned over this question of

adulteration. By her own official examina-
tions she has made revelations that depre-
ciate her wines at home and abroad, and it

is not surprising that the producers have
protested, and have attacked tho integrity
of the analysis mada at the municipal
laboratory. One effect of the disclosures
willbe to increase the confidence in and
consumption of California wines, and to

make producers take exceeding care that
unscrupulous dealers do not bring our
product into like disrepute by their in-
famous practices, and that punishment
shall followall attempts of that character.

A SAMPLE EXAMINATION.

Those who find such small virtue in
civil service reform have time and again
been importuned to advance some reason
why examinations as to competency should
not be had in the larger number of cases,

as a prerequisite to appointment. They
have uniformly failed to do so. These gen-
tlemen may be brought to apractical consid-
eration of the subject, however, by citing
for their benefit aspecific instance of civil
service examination. In the first week of
the present month it was found necessary

to appoint two or threo clerks in the Ap-
praiser's office inNew York. - There were
twenty-five applicants for the places. Un-
der the old regime the men wouldhave
been appointed whomthe'po'itical "bosses"
nominated, and during their entire incum-
bency the three clerks would have been
subject to them in all things political.
Their votes must have been cast, their la-
bor and their influence must have been ex-
erted, as the "bosses

"
dictated, for would

they not owe their places to them ? They
would, then, have been serving, not the
Government, but the ward strikers, and
thus the latter would have been, in fact,
so far as these positions are concerned, the
real governing power. But under the
civil service reform practice the appli-
cants were freed from slavery to the
"bosses." The poor and the friendless
clerks were placed on a level with those
backed by money and "influence." The
lists were kept open for a given period, and
then the twenty-live, assurance having been
given of the moral character of each, were
put upon examination, and the three at-
taining the highest percentage Were given
the places. Tbres examiners made up the
Board, and the candidates were subjected
to examination in dictation, fundamental
rules of arithmetic,

-
fractions, percentage,

interest, and reduction ; elements of ac-
counts, history, geography, government
(general questions, principallysuch as re-
late to the United States), elements of
English grammar, writing»nd briefing let-
ter?, and penmanship. Now, so far as
these tests were concerned, what man is
there who can point out unfairness ? Did
not the process tend tosecure for the Gov-
ernment the most competent clerks ? It
may be admitted that the system is liable
to abuses ;the examiners may be veaal ;
they may be prejudiced ;they may record
the examination credits improperly, etc.,
but these abuses are applicable to all
human institutions, and do not affect the
principles of the reform.

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Chinese Immorality in Kew York.
New York, May Bth.—The Herald says :

Inan article published in another column
willbe found statements which, if true or
exaggerated, demand instant investigation by
the authorities. We refer to tho opium dens
of Mott andPell street?, into which are de-
coyed young girls and mere children, wto
soon become victims of the opium habit snd
are speedily ruined morally &cd physically.
Ths statements made by Father Barry c\a

be easily investigated. He expresses himself
ready and determined to fight the evil, which
is annually ruining hundred of young people
inhis parochial district. Let him be called
on for his facts and an investigation be begun
at once. Ifone-half of what ha sajH is true
the opium dsns of New York have already
fastened upon this city a curse whichit will
be hard to eradicate in years.

At a meeting of the Catholic Young Men c
Association ot Transfiguration Pariah last
evenirg, which is located in the very heart of
the Chinese colony onMottstreet, action was
taken to check tho growing opium-smoking
and attendant licentiousness. Father Barry,
honorary President, said these heathens were
corrupting children and canyorting ths neigh-

borhood into a hotbed of crime and debauch-
ery. "They are," he continued, "destroying
the daughters of respectable parents by an
organized system. We willcall to our aid all
the power of existing authorities, and root
out the evil at once. We willsay nothing
no w of those we know must aid and abet
these dens of infamy, for it might frustrate
our purpose ; but if the authorities fail to
move, and ifthose whom we believe to be the
supporters of these c.imes donoi help v?, and
do their duty, we willinvestigate the matter
from bottom to top, and we will give their
names to the world."

The fust gives additional detaih of ths al-
leged Chiuese bestiality recently exposed in
5lo:t street, and whichhas shocked the com-
munity. Within a stone's throw of the
Church of the Transfiguration, at Park Bnd
Mottstreets, are r.t least fifty houses rented
and wholly occupied by Chinese. The osten-
sible business pursued are those of grocers
and tobacconists, but tho leal business U
done inupper rooms, and consists of gam-

bling, opium-smoking and bestial practices,
which cannot be mentioned, but whicli^form
the ground for the present movement. Father
Harry informed the reporter that within the
last few months all disguises have been
dropped, and the Chinese do not attempt to
conceal their bnsiness. They begin by giving
candy, doeed with opium, to the little girls
who play around the street, or who go to or
from school or church through Mott street.
When once the childis poisoned with opium
candy, Ehe is induced to smoke
by the hags attached to each es-
tablishment, and after that the ruin of
the girls becomes e»sy. Father Barry esti-
mates that 100 little girls have been ruined
by the horrible system within the last year.
Whenever the police have attempted to inter-
fere, political power has b;en exercised to
protect the Chinese, and in one case, which
Father Eirry mentioned, a policeman had
been warned that he would lose his place if
he molested the Chinese in their beastialitiea.
One of the members of the Transßguratbn
Association slid that after the meetinz last
night he went t> Police Captain Pelty, in the
Elizabeth-street station, and informed him
that scores of young girla were being drugged
inChinese opium shopa, and thero ruined.
He said he (Pelt;) used profape language,
and threatened to lock him up ifhe did not
leave the station at once. On Sunday the
place swarrcs with Chinamen from all parts
of the city, and from out of tows, who make
of tba neighborhood a perfact hell.

General Crook Ina Delicate Position.
Chicago, May Bth.

A Washington special

says :Itis not beyond the range of proba-
bility that General Crook may wind up his
little j»un*jinto Mexico with a Oourt-martiil.
Atany rate the Department has washed its
hands of him, and he is going ahead npon his
parsonal responsibility. There has been a
good deal of talk about the matter, acd
among other things it has bean a'leged that
the Secretary of War allowed Crook to go
ahead withthe preparations for his expedition
until the list moment, when his countenance
was withdrawn in tte order of eight days
ago, which was delivered just before General
Crook crossed the border. The War Depart-
ment never countenanced the expedition, be-
cause ithad no knowledge of what Crook was
doing. He organized the campaign upon his
own responsibility. Diyafter day the press
dispatches from Arizona announced that
Crook was organizing for a raid across the
border. Finally, although not a wordcams
from Crook himself, the Secretary came to
the conclusion that something must be going
on. Day after day he inqiired ifanything
had been heard from Crook, and the report
was always the same, "nothing." A week
parsed, and on Saturday the Secretary deter-
mined not to let the matter proceed further
withoutfelting the Department right, and ho
sent a dispatch remindkg Crock that no
crossing of troops into Mexico could take
plaie, except inaccordance with the interna-
tional agreement. Crook replied that the
message had just reached him at the boun-
dary, and that nothing wouldbe done in con-
travention of the agreement. With this he
went on, and has placed himself in a very
delicate position. The Deps rtment having co
far called his attention to the law, the of-
fense, if there prove to be any, in the end
rests with th? General personally.

Moses seems to have
the beet tide of the controversy, so far.

OBSERVATIONS IN FRESNO.

Interesting Letter from Immigration
Commissioner I. N. Hoag.

Eds. Record-Union :Ihave spent two
days very profitably in this county, instudy-
ing the irrigation and colony systems adopted
so successfully here. Ifound the enterprising
people fully alive to the importance of my

mission East, and ready to place every pos-
sible facilityat my disposal for gaiaing a cor-

rect estimate of the count j'a resources.
Inaehirtletterl can give but a hurried

oatlino of those resources. This if,us to area,
the third county in the State, containicg

about 5,000,000 acres of territory, of which
2.000,000 have been classed as agricultural
lands. This area stretches fuily across the
San Jonquil), about opposite the Bay of Mon-
terey on tte coast. The Boil varies in its
composition, but is generally a light loam,
mixed well with decomposed granite, espe-
cially on the east Bide of the valley,where my

observations have been made. The soil is
rich in vegetable food, and only needs water
to develop its producing qualities.

The San Joaquin and Kicgj rivers afford
au abundance of water to irrigate the whole
valley portion of tha county, and, Ibelieve,
the whole valley from Viaalia down. There
are suits pending in the Courts to settle the
claims and rights of riparian owners and ap-
propriitors for irrigation. Whatever may
be the decision of the Courts tbo water muac
and willbe mcd for rendering fertile this
great valley. Ifthe laws ita they stand willnot
permit or sustain the iu-e of the water for
such purposes, then they must and willbe
changed to that end. The people of the valley
have confidense in this result, and are going
right forward in extending old irrigation
canals and ditches, ar.d in projecting and
constructing new ones, and in a very few
years hence there will be no considerable
section of the valley inFresno not under irri-
gation and cultivation. When this shall be
the case Ihave reason to believe, from what
Ihave seen of the truly wonderful productive-
ness of the irrigated sections, that Fresno
willbe the richest agricultural county in the
State.

There ia a.hard pin of cemented soil under-
lying a large section of the valley portion of
the county, averaging from three to ten fest
below the eurface, and the general slope of
this bard pan and the surfaca is about six to
seven feet to the mile. Though this slope ia
not an uninterrupted incline, itia co neatly po

as to interfere but littlewitha complete and
very economical system of irrigation. The
climate of Fresno ia one ot the most agree-
able and at the satue time most favorable for
vegetable production in the State. The only
present drawbeck

—
tha parched eurfaca and

driving sand and Just storm--, ie the summer
seasons

—
will disappear with the general

adoption and practice cf irrigation.
Whenever water has been brought upon and

\hi land properly cultivated, tha most mar-
velous ferti i:yand production has followed.
Indeed, it baa been proven by an abundance
of practical instances ihat forty acres under
application of water hai with careful man-
sgament brought ita owner a grester net in-
come (and thiiiis certain) than the average of
wheat-blowers receive in sections where irri-
gation is not deemed necessary. The grape
for wine and for raisins cames into bearing
here the second year from the cutting, and
the third year produces a fair and paying
crop, and the fourth year willproduce heavi-
ly, say from four to six tons to the acre. No
belter wines or raisins are made acy where
than in this county. The colony system of
settling the lands has been worked up very
near to perfection here, and the very best and
astonishing result* are being realized.

The city of Fresno
—

the capital of the
county

—
is already the center of one of the

moat prosperous and enterprising sections of
the entire State. The Burton vinsyard, the
Eisen vineyard, tha Eggles vineyard, the
Butl6r, Forsyth & Briggs vineyards, com-
prising in ilisome two thou*acd acres of
yiiie?, and the Fresno, th-3 Central, Wash-
ington and other colonies, are in the immedi-
ate vicinity. Aride to and through any one
of these will tiil wiih wonder and astonish-
ment every observer

—
even thoee who have

resided iv this State einca 184'j, and obeerved
the wonders in agricultural and horticultural
developments sa frequently met with here.
This ci'y has a great future before it, and
when there Khali be a railrcad built from the
S.iu*h;rn Pacific to the Yoseinite Falls or
valley, Ithink the switch willbe at the city
ot Fresno.

We fcuad the business and tolidmen of
Ihe county engaged ina move looking to a
compromise by the connty with the railroad
company of the taxes now indispute, upon
the basis of a proposition from the company
for that purpose.

This will place the county in
funds to pay rff ita debts nd to inaugurate
a system of public improvements to keep
paca with t'se rapHiy Battling up cf the
county and with private enterprises being
pushed forward.
