COKTRAST IN OUR FAVOR,

An Eastern dispatch says: ‘The police
made a descent upon s party of cock-fighters
oz the outskirte of New York Tuesday,
S:veral fiad to the roof of a barr, and jump-
icg to the ground, were seriously injured.”
That was shamefal conduct on the part of the
New York police, and in bold contrast with
the humane considerations of our Sacra-
mento officers. Here Con. Mocney has kept
a cock pit right in the heart of Sacramento,
and given cock-fights at regular intervals
from the assembling of the late liegislature
until a short time since, and without the
least tendency to any such disgracegful raid
as that made in New York., Our Ckief of
Police and hiz force knew very well
that any attempt to interfere with such
harmless amusement as cock-fighting,
eepecially when a deep interest was
centered upon a fight in progress—and
perhaps most of those present had money
up on the contest—would only tend to ereate
confusion and just such needless injuries as
resulted at New York, Therefore, puraly
out of humane considerations for the lives
and legs of the legizlators—and especially to
preserve Con free from harm—not only did
our police officers refrain from making a de-
gcent upon the premises, but were careful not
to be seen in the neighborhood during cock-
fighting hours, for fear their presence might
be misunderstood and a disastrous stampede
follow, in which, perhaps, half of the ma-
jority side of ths Legislature might have
been killed.

If the Chief ot Police of New York has
no batter control over his officers than to let
them rush pell-mell into such an innocent
scene a3 a cock-fight, and causs the indis.
criminate breaking of legs and necke, that
city would do well to chooge his succeesor,
without delay, from Sacramente.

Another noticeable feature of the short-
comings of the officers at New York is that it
was ‘“ on the outskirts ” of the ci:y where the
cock-fight was held and the raid was com-
mitted. This again shows the docility and
guperiority of our peace officers both in and
out of the city, The pit at East Park,
where cock-fighting has for several months
been carried on regularly on Sunday after-
poon for the [benefi: of those who might
wish to engage in those health-giving exer-
cises, and for the moral and intellectual ad-
vancement of the young, by which they were
largely attended, has been sacredly gnarded
by an uniaterrupted absence of all officers,
and the fullest constitutional liberties for
running a double-decked cock-pit has been
maintained. These instances show some of
the superior advantages which Sacramentans
erjoy over most of the cities of the United
States, if wot of tke civilizad world,

TWO WIVES AT THE SAME 7IME,

The Carser of a Millwright—Interesting
Developments in a Probate Case.

Yesterdasy in the Suparior Court, before
Judge Armstrong, the matter of the estate of
Henry Sholl, Sr., deceased, came on for bear-
ing. Depositions, affidavits, letters, etc,
introducad by counsel as evidence, developed
what had been to Sholl at least an eventful
life, showing that he had two wives with
children at the same time in two different
States. From the evidenca the following
brief history of Sholl and his familiesis given :

Heary Sholl was born December 22, 1811,
on a farm in Hempfield township, Westmore
land county, Penuvsylvania, Early in lif?e
learned the millwright trade, and followed'it
through life, Arriving at years of discretion
—22 years of age—he was marriea to a Jady
named Elizabeth Atts. The then happy
couple tock up a residence on the old home-
stead, where they lived for about three years,
Two sons were born to them, In 1836 the
husband left for the Wast, stopping for some
time in Ohio, His family were left behind,
but for what reason ig not known., He was
next heard from in Illincis in 1841, but letters
written at that time showed that he had pre-
viously been in Missouri and Texss. From
1841 to 1845 he resided in Boline, Rock
Island county, Ili , and in the latter year, on
July 13:b, he was married %o Abigsil R.
Sears, By this union there were six children
born, three of whom are now living. TIn 1856
Sholl, accompanied bty the second family,
n:ade & visit to his mother and sister, who
were then living in their old home in Pern.
sylvania. He and family remaived there
during the winter of 1856-57, and then they
went to Minneszots, stopping a short time at
Moline, and located on the Mississippi river
at a point aboul twenty miles above St Paul.
Herehe went into business extensively, emong
other things owning and running a large saw-
mill, In 1859 he failed in basiness in the
latter State, and his family returned to Mo-
line, I1l. He turned up next in the fall of
1859 in Fayette, Missouri, from which place
he wrote a letter to his son Jacch, by his
first wife, then in Pennsylvania, Ia this
letter, speakiog of his second wife, he says:
‘T bave got a very smart woman, but not the
best natured in the world ; but she is the
best house-keeper I ever got acquainted with.”
He said he would like tosea the folks in Pena-
gylvania, including his first wife, and won-
dered if she would like to see him. He was
aware at that time that his fiest wife had
married azain in 1850, but he told his son
when he answered the letter to address the
writer as ‘ cousin,” ‘‘for,” he said, *there
are none of my acquaintances in the West
that know of my having ever had a family
before I came West, and if my wife should
find it out, she would no doubt raise a breezs,
and it might create much trouble.” Sholl
told his son in this letter about how he

had traveled on foot over Minnesota,
Wisconsin, Iowa snd Illinois, and closes
by advising him to come to the West.
On May 18, 1862, his second wife died at
Moline, Ill, and, as stated in a letter, in
Sholl’s arms. For the next few years he
wandered over the Missiesippi valley and the
Pacific coast, He was in Benicia in 1868,
erecting a flouring mill, and some time pre-
viously was in Oregon. In 1872 and 1873
he build & mill in Rock Island, Ill, In 1874
he came to California again, From Folsom,
December 21, 1874, he wrote to his nephew,
Jacchb A, Altman, who was then residing on
the farm on which he (Sholl) was born. He
said he was then five miles south of Folsom
and twenty-four miles east of Sacramento
city. He spoke of the beautiful spring
weather, the fine country, and expressed
a very flattering opinion of the city
of Sacramento. He eaid he had seen
$100,000 in $20 pieces on a single bank
counteg and said there were four other just
such banksin the city, On October 16, 1875,
he wrote a letter to Pennsylvania from St,
Helens, Napa county, and spoke in the same
glowirg terms of that section of the State.
In the game year he was heard from in Kel-
seyvills,. He must have left for the East
soon afterwards, for he visited the Centennial
Exposition building in Philadelphia, and
also made a trip to Westmoreland county,
| Tu 1877 he wss in Moline, Il

The year 1870 found Stoll back im the

Golden State. When the Odd Fellows’ Bank
in this eity failed ke had $2,000 deposited in
it. For this he took stock in the People’s
Bank, This venture evidently soured him
on the before grand State, as the fillowing
quotatien from a leiter written from Oik-
ville, Napa county, Febroary 5, 1880, and
addressed to ‘*Mr. Jacob Sholl ” (his eldest
son), will show : *‘ There are too many mill
ionaireg in California. They have got all
their riches by swindling and cheating the
community, There are very few rich people
here im California that can be trusted.
Bankers and all swindle the community if
they get the chance, and them that they
can’t swindle they will rob. No one is safe
here if \he has $100. If he can’¢ be swic-
dled cmt of it in some way they will
rob ®m, even if they have to
kill him. They are bound to have
the momey. No person is safe here to travel
a-foot or on horseback, and not even in the
stage. There are the most daring robbers in
this cidtntry that there are in the world.
They thick no more of & man’s life than you
would of a squirrel’s.” So completely dis-
susted 'did he evidently become with the
State that he left it in the fall of 1880, going
directly to Moline, 1ll. Here he stopped bat
| a few days, and left for Pennsylvania. Oae
| of his sons {by his second wife) sccompanied
| him to the depot when he departed, and
| this witness testified that his father stated
{ that he would be back to Illinois again, He
§ was not iIn very good health at the
{ time, Arriving in the Keystonp State,
he repaired to the farm on which he was
born, it being still owned by his nephew, J.
A. Altman, previously mentioned, Accord-
ing to the evidemca of the last-named and
several other witnesses, Sholl expressed a de-
gire to' stay there, or to consider that his
home, o that if he should become sick he
would have some place to stop. He re-
mained around that place uantil a year ago
the present month, when he died on the same
| farm on which he had been born 71 years
| before,
The deposition of his first wife says that
| about six weeks after Sholl left her she re-
ceived a letter from him, written at his
uncle’s in Ohio, end that he continued to
write at intervals from various parts of the
country, for the next five or six years. These
letters were all destroyed by ths burning of
a house. This wife was married to a man
named Koons, February 14, 1850, and has
never been divorced from Sholl. She now
lays claim to the estate,

The deposition of his second wife’s father,
now residing at Moline, Ill,, says that most
of the time from 1845 to the time of his death
Sholl was engaged in the business of a mill-
wright and building and repairing mills in
Wisconsin, Mionesota, Illinois, Towas, Mis-
souri, Louisians, California and Oregon. The
last work Sholl did for his father-in-law was
in 1872 and 1873, when he built a mill in
Rock Island. In 1877 Sholl and his father-
in-law had a settlement, and the former
owed the latter about $12 000, when he left
Moline, This latter claim has also been pre-
sented against the estate,

The deceasedleft property in Penneylvanis,
Illinoir, Iowa, and in this State, Altogether
it amounts to several thousand dollsrs. The
portion of the estate in California consists of
the $2,000 interest in the People’s Savings
Bank, and some money which wae deposited
in the Capital Savings Bank when it suns-
pended. Those who lay claim to the estate
as heirs are two sona and one daughter by his
second wife—Heary Sholl, row living in Mo-
line, Iil., Mre. Mary Turoer, residing at Mil-
ford, Nebraska, and Frank Sholl, who is
somewhere in Dakota ; the two sons by his
first wife—John Sholl, residing at Sewickley-
ville, Allegheny county,jand Jacob Sholl,
Shiptonville, Clarion county, Pa., and Mrs,
Kocus, Sholl’s first wife.

Sholl had deserted his wife s sufficient
number of years previous to her second mar.
riage to make the marriage valid under the
laws of Pennsylvania.

The estate is being administered upon in
three States—Pennsylvania, Illinois and Cal-
ifornia. The Illinois administrator suceeeded
in getting the Iowa property. In the Supe-
