CYCLONE IN MISSOURI.
Kansas City Visited by a Disastrous

Wind-Storm. ,
[Special to the Record-Union. I

Kansas Cut, Mey 13th.— A destructive
cyclone swept across the southern part of
this city shortly after 5 o'clock this evening,
unroofing or demolishing buildings for a dis-
tance of two mile?. The track of the storm
ranged from half a block to two blocks in
width. Numbers of persons were irjured,

and some fatalities are toper ted, but the loss
of life is probably not so great as might be,
expected in view of the extent of the destruc-
tion of property. Nothing. definite can be
given yet, bat the loss of property is esti-
mated inhundreds of thousand?.

Kansas City,May 13:h.—The storm made
its appearance about 4 o'clock this afternoon,
coming from the direction of Wyandotte in
the shape of three large, dark, funnel-shaped
clouds, rapidly succeeding one another. Tee
two first did little damage. The last cloud
passed across the city at the stock-yards, un-
roofing the Exchange building-,and damaging
and destroying a number of other building?.
It then struck the bluff on the western line
of the city,moved south untilitreached Main
street, from whence itreverted to the north-
east, until itreached the eastern limit? of the
city, aS which point its force seemed to have
been up At. V

At11:30 to-night tbrae deaths aro reported.
Many more ware injured, but only a few
dangerously so. The loss of property is now
roughly estimated at $300,000. None of the
finest residences in tbe city Buffered, yet
many houses of well-to-do citizaos are razed
and cottages and shanties innumerable torn
to pieces. Miraculous deliveries and escapes
era beyond numbar. The English Lutheran
brick church was completely wrecked. Only
fifteen minutes before the storm struck the
church a larga Saoday-echool had been dis-
missed. , The walls of the church . came
together and fell in like an eggshell crashed
under the foot. One family were at supper
in their basement when the home was blown
completely off ita foundation, leaving the
family unhurt at the table. A gentleman
sitting at an open window near the track of
the storm was blown across the room through
another window and down a passageway.
He escaped withlittleinjury. Another gen-
tleman, with a littlechild in his arm?, was
blown 300 feet and came down uninjured,
One woman was blown against a tree, and
had her neck broken.

A large number of

families are rendered homeless. The Mayor
ha? issued a proclamation for a meeting of
citizens to-morrow for relief purposes.

The cross-ex-
amination was ranch protracted, with an
effort to break down the defense suggested
by I). W. Voorhees of the terrible agitation'
of Pbii. B. Thompson just before the killing.
Tee fact was elicited that r.fter Thompson
gave himself up he wrote out libown speech
for the use of the reporters, who telegraphed
it.1 Voorhees and Blackburn are anxious to
finish the testimony tc-3ay..

the day Davis persuaded Mr*.Thompson to
remain over in Cincinnati by telling her there
was a wreck on the road. ..>. , .. •, -.' .

The appearance of Miss Backner on the
witness stand was the eeneaticnsl event of
trial. The Court-house was crowded, and
people stood on tiptoe to catch a sight of the
wit ess and hear her voice. She testified she
was a niece cf Mrs. Phil. Thompson, Sr.,
ir.ilbad been raised as a member of the fam-
ily. She stood in the relation of a* sister to
the defendant. She repeated the story of the
events at the St. CUir Hotel, saying she
warned Davis not to go out withMrs.Thomp-
son or 11get her drunk ; that to do so would
be to take his lifein his hands, as she would
tellMrs. Thompson's husband. She said she
wrote to Davin, saying she had told

all about the affair at the St. Clair,
but, in fact, she had only told him of his
wife's drunkenness. . John Thompson, when
investigating the matter at Pott's request,
learned from her of Mrs. Thompson being ia
Davis' room, and be told her she ought to tell
the defendant. She didso whea he came to
Cincinnati,, a day or two before the killing,
During her testimony the widow of Walter
Davis, supported by her mother and bister,
appeared, aed were given seats near the coun-
sel. Mrs. Davis was deeply affected, and sat
with her handkerchief to her eyes,' Miss
Bucknet's testimony was given withease and
candor.

After an unimportant crocs examination of
Miss Buckner, Mr. Roth, of the St. Glair
Hotel, Cincinnati, corroborated the testi-
mony of Mrs. Roth and Miss Buckaer as to
what occurred between the parties there.

The Fisheries Exhibition.
\ Lokdon, May12th.—Notwithstanding the
lowering; skies, showers of rain, and a heavy,
murky atmosphere, and muddy reads in tho
morning, a large number of people witnessed
the ceremonies attending the opening cf the
International Fisheries Exhibition at South
Kensington.
