| OATH ob AFFISMATIOH-CIVJL LIBEBTI
\ :\u25a0 AND:RELIGIOUS TOLEBAh'CE.

The Easterly Eloquence of Gladstone-
The Speech on the Affirmation Bill;:

In the House of Commons.

Below we giro the concluding portion ol
the masterly speech of Gladstone,' deliv.
ered a lew days ago in the English House
of Commons in favor of the affirmation
bill, by which Mr. Bradlaugh, who had
refused to take the usual oath, might have
affirmed and have taken his seat in Par-
liament. Mr.Gladstone said :
. lam convinced that on every religious
ground, as well as every political ground,
the true and the wise course is not to deal
out religions liberty by halves, quarters
and fractions, but to deal itout entire, and
make no distinctions between man and
man, on the ground of religious difference,
from one end of the land to the other.
[Cheers.] )BatIgo a little farther in en-
deavoring to probe this contention, which
has been so wellput forward by honorable
gentlemen

opposite, and Iwant to know,

is your religious distinction a real distinc-
tionr.t all Iwill,for the sake of argu-
ment, go with you on this dangerous
ground of splitting theology into slices,
andIask you where you willdraw the line.

you DRAW YOUK un
At tbo point v.hare the abstract denial of
God ilsevered from the abstract tdiniseion
of the Deity. My proposition is thai your
line thus drawn is worthless, and that
much on this side if th.c lite is as objec-
tionable as the atheism on the other. If
you call upon me to make distinction?, let
them at least .be rational ;Idonot say let
them bo Christian distinctions, but let
them be rational. Ican understand one
rational distinction, that you would frame
the oath insuch a way a3 to recognize and
indicate not only the existence of the Deity,
but man's responsibility to the Deity;bat
is that your present rule '.' No;you know
very well that from ancient times there
have been sects and classes that have ad-
mittedin the abstract as freely as Chris-
tians the existence of the Deity, but have
held that of practical relations between
Himand man there can be none. Honor-
able members willrecollect the majestic
lines-

The sects Ihave mentioned hold, as did
the writerof these lines, the existence of
the Deity, but in modes and inplaces
where He can have no concern with man-
kind. Ido not hesitate to say that the
specifio evil, the specific form of irreligion,
with which in the educated world of the
country jou have to contend, is not blank
atheism. That is a rare opinion very sel-
dom met with;but what is frequently met
with, is the varying form of opinion that
would teach us that whstever linybs be-
yond the visible things of this world, you
can know nothing of it, and that it is a
bootless undertaking to attempt to estab-
lishrelations with it. That is the mischief
of the ape, and that mischief you do net
attempt" to touch. [Cheer?.] What is
more, yon glory in the state of the law
that now prevails ;you wish to tolerate all
differences of religion ; you wish to allow
every one to enter into your chamber who
admits

. THE EXISTENCE OF THE DEITY.
You would seek to admit Voltaire.
["Hear."] That is a specimen of your
toleration. Voltaire was not a taciturn foe
of Christianity. He was the author of that
painfulphrase, which goes to the heart of
every Christian, ecrager fame. ["Hear,
hear !"] And that is the state of the law
from whichyou are working up the country
[cheers and counter cheers], to strengthen
in the minds of the people the false notion
that you have got a real test, a real safe-
guard ; that Christianity is still safe, with
certain unavoidable exceptions, under a
protecting n;is within the walls of this
chamber, and for that you excite a great
religious war. Ibold that this contention
of our opponents is disparaging to religion
[cheers], itis idle, it is irrational. Fur if
you are to have a religious test at all, a
test of theism, it ought to be a test of a
well-ascertained theism, not a mere abstract
idea dwellingin the air and the clouds, but
a practical recognition of divine govern-
ment and power to which we are to ac-
count for every thought

'
we conceive, for

every word we utter. . .
FORM OF OATHS.

Icontend withmy whole heart and soul
that the interests of religion as wellas the
interests of civil liberty are concerned in
the passage of this bill. [Cheers.] My
reason for saying that may be given in a
very few words. IfIwere asked to put a
construction upon this oath Ishould prob-
ably give ita higher meaning than meat
gentlemen opposite. Itis my opinion that
the oath has in it a very large flavor of
Christianity. Iam well awara that the
doctrine of my honorable and learned
friend, the Attorney-General, is, as Ibe-
lieve, that there are other forms of positive
attestation, according toother ceremonies of
religion, that may enable the oath to be
taken by the removal of- the words "so
help me God," and the substitution of
other words or some other symbolical act
involvingthe notion of the Deity and re-
sponsibility to the Deity. Bat, remember,
the oath does not consist of spokes words
alone. The spoken words are accompanied
by a corroborative act, whichis kissing the
book, that according tothe intention of the
Legislature ought to import the accept-
ance of

THE DIVINE REVELATION.
There have been other forms in other

countries. Ido not know whether there
is still inScotland the form cf holding
up the hand. (Hear, hear !) In Spain, I
believe, the form is that of kissing the
cross ;in Italy, that of laying the hand
upon the Gospel. Bat in this, according
to the original intention, there is some-
thing which involves the acceptance of
Christianity. You do not mean that the
law is or can be applied in this sense.
A law of this kind is like a coin spick
and span new from the mint, carrying
with it those edges and characteristics
with which we are all familiar. But it
wears down in pissing from hand to
hand, and though there is a residuum yet
its distinguishing features disappear. - So
it is withthe oath. As to the original in-
tention of the oath there is very littledif-
ference of opinion. But what has it be-
come? Ithr.s become a theistic test. It
doe?, as Ithink, involve a reference to
Christianity inthe conscience of some gen-
tlemen in the other

-
House of Parliament,

and inthis also. Butundoubtedly itis not
good for any of ua to force thia test so
flavored, or even not so flavored, upon men
who cannot take it with a cordial accept-
ance. It is bad; it is demoralizing.
[Cheers.] .

THE PERORATION.
Ihave no fear of theism in this House.

Religion is the expression of!the divine
mind, and, however littleour feeble vision
may be abe to discern the means by which
God may provide for its preservation, we
may leave the matter inHis hands, and we
may be sure that a firmand courageous ap-
plication of every principle of justice is
the best way for the preservation and
maintenance of religion. [Cheers.] And
Imust painfully record my opinion that
grave injuryhas been done to religion in
many minds—not in instructed minds, but
in those which are ill-instructed or partly
instructed— in consequence of things which
ought never tohave occurred. [Opposition
cheers. ] Great mischief has been done in
many minds by a resistance offered to the
man elected by the constituency of North-
ampton, which a portion of the people be-
lieve to be unjust. :When they see the
profession of religion and the interests of
religion jostensibly jassociated :with_ what
they are jdeeply convinced is iojustice, it
!ead3 to questions . about !religion itself
which

commonly end in impairing those

convictions iand<j that 9belief, . the loss of
whichIbelieve to be the most inexpress-
ible calamity which can fall either upon a
nun or open a cation. ..

Dr. Orpheua Everts, Superintendent of
the Cincinnati Sanit»rium, in an inquiry on"

What shall wo do with the drunkard ?"
regaida drunkenness as a disease. The
only ways of dealing withit effectually are
by prohibition of th« sale of intoxicating
liquors and inhibition or restriction of the
drunkaid. The former measure he dis-
misses rs essentially impracticable, on ac-
count of the antagonism itmust always ex-
cite ;and he i3left only the latter one,
which he would have surrounded with the
sanctions of the law. He proposes a scheme
of a law for the estabhshment of public
hospitals for the cure cf drunkenness and
conservatories for tha pr^eetion of the in-
firm, to which persons dfeficed l»y it as com-
ing under its import may be formally and
legallycommitted for cure or care. When
thus committed, they should be allowed
every liberty or natural right which can be
conserved without lessening the efficiency
of tiie law, and should ha protected, under
the sanction of stringent penaUies, against
assaults upon ifceir weakness, or tempta-
tions from any source.
