Scarcity of Coal.
San Francisco, May 20.h.—ln conse-

quence of reports i>ent out some time ago cf
the failure of crops, few vessels were char-
tered inEngland to load coal for this market,
the owners preferring to send their ships to
India, and thus causing a scarcity of foreign
'coals. The stocks of domestic coal are also
low, because of the few shipments from Seat-
tle, where improvements in the mines havo
been recently going on. The burning of the

.Mississippi, with 1,200 tone, and the delay
folloninc* therefrom, together with a tempo-
rary suspension of work in the British Co-
lumbia coal mines, has considerably reduced
the supply. There is co appreciable increase
inprice,because the increased winterdemand
has ceased.

Stabbed by Hoodlum*.
San Francisco, May 20th.—This evening

James T. Daly, a saloon-keeper, while at-
tempting to eject three hoodlums who refused
to pay fordrinks ordered by them, was stabbed
in the abdomen. The wound is fatal.

Beaten and Bobbed.
Stockton, May 20

—Early this morning
a man,* a stranger, was found lying in the
street in an insensible condition. He had
been terribly beaten and bruised about the
head and face. He recovered sufficiently to
tell the officers that he had been robbed of
$48. He was taken to the County Hospital.

When itwas taken from him he thrust his
fingers into the partially severed windpipe
and endeavored to tear it oper, but be was
secured by irons and bis not necessarily fatal
wounds dressed. He had been married but
three days. Sloan is abcut 30 years of age.

Escaped I'rlsoners ItecapSured.

Tccson, May 20th.— fiveprisoners who
escaped from the Territorial Penitentiary on
Friday night have been recaptured. J. B.
Hume, chief detective of Wells, Fargo &Co.,
arrived this morning. He states that Captain
Meeding, with a number of prison-guards,
were on tbe east-bound train last evening,
Bitting oneither side of the platform. When
about six miles west of Adonde they saw the
five escapes, in company with several
mounted Indians. On reaching Adonde,
Meeding and the guards got off, went back,
surprised and captured the escapes, and re-
turned with them to Yuma. Allwere Amer-
icans—Allen W. Banks, burglary, term five
and a half years ;John Brocks, robbery, six
years ;Edward Williams, manslaughter, five
years _ Wm. Warth, robbery, ten years;
Frederick Carter, robbery, six years.,

The Immigration Association reports

the 15th, and the agent there says he ex-
pects an increase of business during the
next two months over anything inthe past.

Never before has the clerical force at the
Postoffice been put to euch exertions as it
was on Thursday last. Usually the regu-
lar mails give them about as much to do
as they can well stand, but, as was re-
marked yesterday by one of the Postoffice
attaches, "when a steamer arrives itmakes
it warm work, when two arrive it becomes
hot, when three arrive it is red-hot, and
when the mails of four steamers require
handling itis— well and on Thursday the
last was the case." There were mail ar-
rivals from China, Australia and Portland, '

and a departing mail for China to be han-
dled.

REALINVENTOR OF THE STEAMBOAT.

A statue of llobett Fulton has been
erected in the National Hallof Statuary,
inthe capitol, to represent Pennsylvania.
It was placed in its position yesterday.
Robert Fulton is generally credited with
being the inventor of the steamboat ;and
by many parsons he is also supposed to
have been a native of New York. Both
of these notions are erroneous. He was
not the inventor of the steamboat, and he
teas anative ofPensyl The inventor ,
of the steamboat was John Fitch. This
remarkable man, a native of that part of
old Windsor that is on the east aide of the *

Connecticut river and ia now included in ;
the . newer township of South Windsor,
conceived the idea of a steamboat while
living in ;Philadelphia in' 178-1, twenty-
three years before Fulton started his boat.
Fitch went ahead with his idea, petitioned
Congress in1755 for aid to build his ves-
sel, and submitted hia model tothe Ameri-
can Philosophical Society of Philadelphia.
He received some assistance fromindivid-
uals, went ahead, built a boat, the Perse-
verance, and had itin actual operation on
the Delaware on the Ist of May, 1757.
His engine waa the first double-acting con-
densing engine - transmitting power by
means of cranks ever constructed. The
boat made several trips, up and down the
river;but, owing to the difficultyof keep-
ing the piston tight against the compara-
tively rough interior surface of the cylin-
der, the rate was alow

—
three miles

an hour. .Fitch then improved it, so that,
in17SS, itmade eight miles per hour. It
was then put into regular use on the Dela- •
ware. - Fulton saw it

—
and in a later year

saw Fitch's model in Paris, where the in-
'

ventor had taken it in the vain hope of
getting French artisans to build a steamer,
Fulton, who, nnlike Fitch, had the im-
portant aid of wealthy friends, failed in
an invention of a submarine torpedo boat.
Then he undertook, some seventeen years
after Fitch's triumphant demonstration on
the Delaware, to make a steamboat to ply
on the Seine, at Paria ;but it proved a
total failure. He then went to England
and Scotland, and studied up the mechan-
ism of a steam canal towboat, which, built
on a wrong principle, wai trying to do work
on tbe Clyde. Having the means, he
bought a powerful.engine, of Watt's in-
vention, in England, in ISO*, and sent it
to the United States, where,' in ISO7, he
got it at work in the first Hndeon river
steamer, the Clermont. This boat made
fivemiles an hour up stream

—
not equal to

Fitch's boat on the Delaware, twenty years
before. But Fitch was poor and destined
always to bitter trials and disappoint-
ments. Fulton had powerful' friends, and
obtained unjustly the credit of being the
inventor of the steamboat. Fitch died in
disappointment ;and obscurity in.Ken-
tucky, by an overdose of opium :Fulton
goes into the Hall of Statuary in the capi-
tol. .But history willyet right this matter
and do justice to John Fitch.— [Hartford
DailyTimes.-.—————

DOMESTIC NEWS.

,The Great Tornado In the Northwest.
Racine (Wis.). May 19th.— sun rose

bright this morriue on :tbe scene of the des-
olationleft in the tornado's track. As yet
the list of dead is not accurate, but itis safe
to estimate sixteen lives were los^. The
financial loss by the storm will not exceed050,000. The buildings demolished are prin-
cipally frame structures, and individual
losees range from 8300 to 57,000. The follow-
ing are known to be dead : J, E. Willie and
James Kastanak. the infant childof James
Keisner, Paul Knhl, Barney Willings and a
daughter of Mrs, N. Jackson. Three or four
persons are missing, and itis asserted that
some were blown into the lake where the cy-
clone ended, and of course any such willnot
be found tilltheir bodies rise to the surface of
the water. \u0084

Springfield (111.), May l'.Hh.—The dam-
age caused by.the cyclone which visited this
section of the State last night was more appall-
ing than was at first supposed. The houses
of WilliamNoatrsnd, Mr.McVeigh, Henry
Hughes. *\u25a0\u25a0 Samuel Ashtoa, Jimea Trotter,
George Kay, Henry Furley, Henry Farbeck
and Samuel A. Grubb were thrown down.
The killedand injured are :M.Booker andchild, and Mrs. English and two children are
injured feriously ; Mr. Farbep, killed;
James Vacnostracd, probably fatally, and
Misseß Maggie and Annie Vannostrand,
badly hurt From Round Prairie the storm
swept on to Dawson, nine miles northeast,
but doi-cg no serious damage. At Buffalo,
another littlehamlet, Mrs. Thomas Chandler
was killed, and many houses blown away,
but no other lives were lost.

Chicago, May 19th.— advices re-
ceived from points in Illinoisvisited by the
cyclone Friday night, sixty-three deaths have
already te*n reported in the State, and the
cumber of injured is estimated at verynearly
twohundred. -Owing to the condition of the
wires north of Milwaukee) no accurate com-
pulation of the loss of life in Wisconsin can
be made, but as far as heard from it will
probably reach thirty deaths.

The Inlcr-Occan's Carlinville, 111., special
says :Several miles south of this city theres-
idences of Frank Rica ard George Baker
were utterly demolished by the storm Friday
night, ard Mrs. Frank Rice, Mis.G.-o. Baker
and two of the lattci's grandchildren were
killed outright, and three ether peaces seri-
ously wounded, oce of whom will likely die.
In the vicinity of Plainfield a number of
homes were wrecked, one pers- was killed
and several wounded. The residence cf A.
Stone, three miles southeast of Mason City,
was destroyed and a ycung child killed.
Hannah Race, a servant girl, was carried by
the cyclone about forty rods and instantly
killed. Seven other inmates of the house
weremore or less seriously injured.

Litchfield (111.), May 19th.— A cyclone
struck this section of country at10 o'clock
last night, doing great damage to bares,
fences, stock, etc. Itwas accompanied by
loss of life at Staunton, Mount Olive, Bar-
nett, Hillsboro, Woodberg, Edwardsville and
several other places.

A Cairo special says : Information has
reached bere that the little townof Mar-
quand, on the Iron Mountain Railroad, was
blown to pieces by the tornado about 5 o'clock
this morniDg. Every house in the town is
said to be demolished, but no liveslost.

. Destruction by Fire.
Jersey Cm, May 19th.—The cabinet, up-

holstering and paint shops of the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad Company, in one building,
located on the meadows between here and
Newark, were totally burned to-night The
shops contained three Pullman coaches, one
of which was saved but badly scorched.
Eighteen passenger coaches, Eastlake design,
three locomotives, six tenders and a vast
quantity of paints, cushions, plush and other
car-fittings, were destroyed. The watchman
get a freight engine out,but was unable to
save an engine, and a large locomotive owned
by the New York, West Shore and Buffalo
Railway Company. The less is estimated at
§412,000.- The company has a large reserve
for meeting fire losses. Nearly 500 men are
thrown qpt of work. Tin company willre-
build at once.

Woodsville, May 19 h.— Asteam sawmill \u25a0

and twomillion feet of lumber belonging to \u25a0

A,T. and E. Baldwin, also a depot, water-
'

house, 500 cords of wood, the property of the
Montpelier and Wells River Railroad, with
two cars, are burned. Woodland fires are
raging around Twin Mountain, and much I
damage is anticipated. A thousand acre?
have already been burned over. Alarge
force of men are fighting the flames. The [
loss on standing and cut timber is large.
Forest fires are raging on Mount Webster ,
and Blue Ferry mountains. Nine hundred
acres are burned over, and 1,000 cords of cut
wood are imperilled. A special train has
gone to Warren Summit with 200 men to
check, if possible, the fire there. Another
fire is raging in the vicinity of North Con-
cord, seven miles from here. A track of 200
acres is burned, also 4,000 cords of hard wood.
Fifty acres of valuable woodland between
Taunton and Middleboro, Mass., have been
burned. A heavy woodland fire is now
raging in the .west part of Dighton, At
Barnstable a large tract of woodland and a
quantity ofcordwood were burned.

Christian Tonus Men.
Milwaukee (Wis.), May 19th.— The morn-

ing cession of the International Convention of '

the Young Men's Christian Association was
given over to the discussion of Association
workin the South, and especially among the
colored men. The question of Bending Asso-
ciation literature into the lumber camps and
fields of the Northwest next received atten-
tion. The attendance during the day was
about one-half that rf the preceding days. ,
Inthe afternoon the work in the colleges was
taken up, and W. E. Shard, in the coursa -of ,
hia remarks, said there were over one hun-
dred and seven colleges connected with the
Association, and thousands of students had
been led to Christ. The college committee
reported at length on the needs orthe college
department of the Association, the means of
which at present are entirely inadequate.
Corresponding Secretaries of the Interna-
tional Committee, one from each State, were
appointed. Subscription papers for the aid
of the Racine sufferers were passed among
the delegates, and a resolution of sympathy
passed.

Sea Elephants InKm Tork.
New York, May 19'h.— Five monster sea

elephants, which left San Franci;co the 11th
instant, arrived thia evening. They were
loaded on two express wagons, and being
drenched with many pails of water were
taken to Henry Rciche'-, in Hoboken. and
were speedily placed in large tanks. Here,
for the first time in weeks, the Rea elephants
splashed about intheir native element. The .
animals were captured January last in the
Pacific, off. the coast of California, by one of
the schooners sent ont by Reiche. They are
the first livespecimens of their kind ever seen
here. Two of them willin a few weeks be
sent to the London Zoological Garden, and
the others to the Jardin dcs Plantos, Paris.
