SHOOTING FISH IN FIJI.

Near my house there is a rocky promon-
tory jutting out some way into the sea,
with a coral reef round its base ;at high
water there is some three feet over this
reef, and fish of allkinds come on itfeed-
ing. From the summit of this promontory

which is about seventy feet

—
there

is a capital view of the reef, and as the
clear water hides itbo more than though
it were covered by a sheet- of plate giass,
the fishand their movement* are plainly
visible. From this elevated -pot, armed
witha Martini-Henry rifle, it does not re-
quire a very good shot to put a bullet over
a fish in the water below. Itis wonderful
what destruction the concussion of the
bullet with the water causes among a shoal
of small fish. Ihave killedninety-eight
with one shot. The bullet only actually
touched one or two;the rest were com- *

pletely stunned, and several had their eyes
forced out. These ninety-eight fishweighed
twenty pounds. Mullet, that come past in
great numbers, and keep on the surface,
afford most excellent shots, and are 'my

-
most numerous victims. Sharks and other
large fish, betides turtle,Ihave killed,but
unless they are near the surface, so that
they get the full force of the bullet, it is
useless firingat them, •Iam fortunate in
havini;an excellent retriever, who retrirea
the dead fish very well, though he runs y
more danger .at. times jin fisting jyoung
sharks. Stinging rays grow to a great size
out here, and one that Iharpooned towed
me in a small boat at a high speed. "
