The Xe-ct national Republican Conven-
tion.

Atchison (Km.), May2r>;b.— ColonelJohn
A. Martin, of this city, Secretary of the Na-
tional Republican Committee, his received a
cumber of letters, making inquiries concern-
ing the next meeting cf th« committee, and
as to what action had b-'en taken locking to
the National Convention of 1884. Replying
to these inquiries, he states that the commit-
tee willmeet inWashington the 12.hof De-
cember next, to fix ths cats and place for tbe
holding cf the Convention. Atthe last meet-
ing of the committee, held inWashington in
January, the following resolution was adopt-
ed:

Rejoiced, That the call lor the next Republican
National Convention shall be so broad and liberal as
to invite the co-operation, without imposing any
other test, of all citizens who are in favor of elevat-
ing and dignifying American labor, protecting and
extending home industries, givingfree popular edu-
cation to the masses of the people, securing free
suffrage and an honest count of the ballots, and ef-
fectually protecting all human rights in every sec-
tion of our common country, and who are willingto
support the nominees of the Convention.

The committee also fixed tbe basis of rep-
resentation in the next National Convention
and the manner of electing delegates by the
adoption of tiie following order :The Repub-
lican National Convention of ISSI shall con-
sist of four delegates at large from each State
and two delegates from each Congressional
District. The delegates-at-large shall be
chosen by the delegates of the State Conven-
tion, called oi not less than a twenty -day
published notice and held not lees than 30
days nor more thau CO days before the meet-
ing of the National Convention. Repub-
licans of the various Congressional Districts
shall have the option ot electing their dele-
gates at separate, popular and legal conven-
tions, called on similar notice, and held at
any time within15 days next pi* to the
meeting of the State Convention, or by such
delegates as shall be chosen. . In the latter
method, ifcot elected previous to the meeting
of the State Convention, all district dele-
gates shall be accredited by the -fiber* of
euch District Convention. Two delegates
shall be allowed from each Territory and
from the District of Columbia, similarly
chosen. Notice of contests may be given to
the National Convention, accompanied by a
failprinted statement of the contest.

New York,March 2.5b.

Among the pas-
sengers v.ho arrived to-day in the Acapulco
is Captain S. H. Morrison, late master of the
American ship Gracie, which sailed from San
Francisco January 18th for Liverpool, and
was wrecked March 7th on Herschel Island,
about seven miles north of Cape Horn. He
makes the followingreport :

"
After leaving

San Francisco we had fresh northwest gales
for nine days. On March G:h we encountered
a terrific cyclone, ia which a -eimanwas
swept from the wheelhnu-e overboard and
lost. It flooded the cabin and filled the
decks. The wind centered to the southwest
by south, with hurricane equallg which car-
ried away the forward and new foretop sail.
Atthis time all bands were completely ex-
hausted by exposure. The ship was driven
about evt-uty-fiye miles northeast by north,
at the mercy of the winds, waves and current.
Atmidnight, to our terror and dismay, wesaw
the loom of land on the lee quarter. We
hoisted the fore and mainstay Bails and the
stern spanker. The ship swung off, but we
soon saw land ahead, which we c-uld not
weather, but kept hoping to gain anchorage
under some lee, or go through, but the rapid
current killed the steerage way, and so we
were driven into the breakers. We struck
heavily several times, and bilged. Got two
boats oat before tbe ship brought up, and got
out the anchor to prevent her sliding iff,
Got up steam and worked both pumps ;then
provisioned Iour boats. Soon afterward

, the ship sunk. The ship and cargo
were a total loss. After landing
on Herschel Island, and getting the boats in
order, we concluded to go to sea in tbe long
boat for relief. March 16.h we started, and
anchored under the lea of Cape Horn ;then
raniffabout twenty-five miles, but couldsee
no vessels. Kept off for the straights of
Lamaire, wh*ire we arrived ingood condition
May 17 '.h, bat could not land.- The same
day we started forFalkland Islands, hoping
toget picked up. AtBA. M. we fellin with
the German ba:k Bessel, . bound to Valpa-
raiso, where wearrived April14th, with the
chief officer and five of the crew.* We found
the remainder of the crew here whioh were
leftincamp, and had arrived two days ahead
of us on board the British bark Silurian,
Captain Cook. We called at the American
Consulate, where we noted a '-. protest, can-
celed the register, etc."
The Brooklyn Bridie-First Day's Traffic.

New Yobk, May 25th.—People have been
crossing the bridge all the morning at the
rate of 5,000 per hoar, and curious and char-
acteristic ess occur. "Itiiremarkable,"
said the toll-master, "what subterfuges are
already attempted to beat the toll. Every
imaginable device ,is tried.

Itis a profi-ihlti business, but
itcannot last long, for the., have no license to
carry on i-uch a traffic,ard rm get none."
The first funeral passed '</,_: the bridge at
10:30 o'clock. The ferry-boat, on both the
Fulton and Catherine-streets terries had a
strangely deserted look. Sev'J»l ferry-boate
left the Fulton-street slip inBrooklyn with-
out a tingle wagon, and wilh scarcely a score
of passengers, notwithsta-dirg the fact that
they were running at longer intervals by two
minutes than yesterday. ,
Grant and Sherman on Crook's Silence.

Chicago, May 25 ;b.—lean interview with
General Grant, the question was asked :"

Do you regard Crook's failure to make his
whereabouts knownas an indication that he is
in danger?""

No;Ido not. IGeneral Crook is an able
officer, and, as Indian fighter, Ihave every
confidence in him. He has not entered into
this engagement with the Apaches without
considering the obstacles that are sure to
spring up before him. his progress must
necessarily be slow in the mountainous re-
gions, The Mexican Indians, accustomed to
the country, may temporarily intrench them-
selves, but that is to be expected. That
Crook willdislodge and capture them there is
no reason to doubt.""

You have no idea that he has been drawn
into a situation where th'-j Apaches could
massacre him ?"
"Ido not believe that be has m*>t with any

such fate. My knowledge of Crook's charac-
ter and his support, beatii-g in mind he has
Indian recruits of great experience and some
cavalry at his hand, furbijumy entertaining
the thought that Crook has met wilhdisaster.
Atany rate, itwill take official information
to convince me that he isnet gaining advant-
age of the hostile Apaches, and that he will
drive them to the wall."

Washington, May General Sher-
man said to-day that he has no faar but that
General Crook will "turn right side up with
care," and that be is acting under direct in-
structions from his superiors. The object of
the movement, said Sherman, is to give the
Indiana to understand that whenever in th.-
future they go on a raid, it willbe witha full
knowledge that itwill be followed by swift
and sure punishment by our troop?, even if
they do retreat over the Mexican bolder or
the Canadian border.

A Valuable California Ilurse Killed.

Hiciok, was a very valuable four-year-old
colt, purchased by Edward S. Stokes, of the
Hoffman House, from J. W. Mackay, of
San Francieco.

THE STKIKISj MINERS.

The
Mayor ordered the saloons closed at 8, and
swore in50 deputies, as drunkenness had in-
creased among the min.irs. Eighteen or
twenty shots were fired last night in a spirit
of deviltry. At2 o'clock ".'iris.morning CflO
striking miners assembled in the Abbey
mines. They ascertain ;dthat the men driven
off yesterday had not returned, and then de-
tailed 50 men to see that no attempt was
made to start up. Some 200 started east on
the railroad traok. Apicket was left at No.
3. Coliinsviliebeing reached, they were told
that no attempt at work would be made to-
day. They then started for the Confidence
and Troy mines. No work is going on at the
Confidence mine, but upwards of100 stopped
there. The Belleville and Caseyville miners
were joined by a strong delegation from the
mineis on the Ohio and Misaissippi road.
Those whodidrot remain at the Confidence
pushed on to Troy, seven, miles from here,
and surrounded the BrooSride mine, which
was last on the Vandalia track. Itwas in
operation yesterday, butupcin the appearance
of the mob this morning the men struck
work. The position is critical and the crisis
great to-night.

Chicago, Slay 25ih.— interviews
with leading iron men of'this city,itappears
to be a settled fact that the iron mills of
Chicago willshut down June Ist unless some
unexpected concession is made by the Amal-
gamated Association before that time, which
is deemed highlyimprobable by the manu-
facturer.-. The Union Iron and Steel Com-
pany, which was expected to resume work
June Ist, has apparently abandoned all in-
tention of doing so.

A Jury Suspiciously 111._ Philadelphia, May 25-h.

twelve jniors in the murder cai-e of Chung
Way Yon, the Chinaman who was killedby
Thomas Lyon?, who is now on trial in the

Hurler Sessions Court, have . been taken
suddenly ill. Last night they were so pros-
trated itwas necessary to adjourn the Court.
On Wednesday evening, after supper, a
couple of jurors complained of feeling ill.
Scon the others followed, and when they
were marched into their box this morning
they were scarcely able to sit upright. Their
sickness increased, and Judge Mitchell
caused them to be taken back to their quar-
ters. Some were so weak from the effects of
their sudden and inexplicable illness they had
to be carried to their beds. Dr. Lee and
Coroner Jannty were called in to attend
them. They suffered terribly. Their illness
indicated poisoning, and physicians were
compelled to remain with the men all the
time. Atmidnight five doctors were inat-
tendance, as the whole panel has become
affected.

Mount Steeling (Ky.), May 25th —There
has been confined in the county jailof Mont-
gomery county for ten days past John Bar-
rett and ten companions, known as the"

Barrett pang," charged with the murder of
Vaughn Hilton on the night of Saturday,
May 12 li, on the edge of this county nearest
to the Manefee line. Rumors reached Judge
Joseph H. Haz--lri~*g, of this county, some
days ago, that a mob from Manefee county,
composed of ftiends of the murdered man,
were coming to take the prisoners at night
and hang some of them at least. He had
ordered an extra guard to be on duty at the
jaiL Jailer J. O. Stevens, who is qnite old,
had gotten City Marshal Pat-Punch to take
his place. Marshal Punch and Deputy
Sheriff George McCormick were keep-
ing guard in the hallway of the
jail. Richard Faimer, Jar. Thomas and
Jesse Hamlin, armed with shotguns, Spencer

rifles and pistols, were stationed in the front
room, np stairs. At1 /clock a mob of 100
or more on horseback entered Mount Sterling
from the direction of Manefee county, rode
rabidly to the jail, where they were rein-
forced by a small party on foot, when they
advanced to the gate df the jail-yard. Rich-
ard Farmer, fromhis window above, withhis
shotgun, well loaded with buckshot, in his
hand, commanded a halt, and asked who
they were, and what they wanted. "We
want blood, acd we are going to have
it," was promptly responded, and to
the further command of Farmer
to halt there rang out on tbe
night, air, "Close up there. They won't
shoot," and at the same moment one of the
mob entered the gangway. When just with-
in the gate another message came from Farm-
er, but this time it was a leaden one of buck-
shot, which felledthe leader. Withdemon like
yells the mob commenced firing.

-
Three

guards from the upper windows meanwhile
returned the fire as rapidly as possible for
three or four minutes, when the mob retired.
The bells of theCourt-bouse and engine-house
were promptly rung, and the Cerro Gordo
Guards and many citizens soon came
to the rescue. Upon opening the jail
door the wounded man. who had fallen for-
ward on the steps, was carried into the jail,
and there recognized as A.J. Ringo, Huh
Sheriff of M-nefee county. Near the jail,
wounded inthe leg, was found Thos. Clark, a
wealthy farmer of this county. Near him
lay his horse, dead, killed by a bullet from
the Spencer rifle which had wounded his
rider. Shortly afterwards two or three stray
saddle-horses, with no riders, were found.
Clark claimed that he was only passing, and
was accidentally hit. He was cot a member
of tbe mob ;but the statement is generally
disbelieved. Sheriff Ringo, when asked
by Marshal Punch what he meant
by heading a mob, said :

"
John

Barnett and his gang have been
bushwhacking people for three years
past, and the good pjople of my country ate

tired. This gang has previously been charged
with the murder of Jim Messar, the shooting
of Gil. Messer, the stabbing of Vaughn
Hilton twoyears ago, and were acquitted by
the Courts. Therefore, after advising with
the best men in my county, Icame here to
hang Barnett and tbe others.'' A bunch of
rope, with two hangman's knots, carefully
made, were found near Ringo'g body. Ringo
is dangerously wounded, fiveballs having pen-
etrated bis right leg ten inches above the
knee, necessitating amputation, and will
probably result fatally. Although the ceil-
irg of the rtom above is riddled with bul-
let holes, cone cf the guard were wounded.
The general sentiment of the public here
is that it was very unfortunate that the mob
did not succeed in hanging Barnett and his
gang, as they are considered desperate. The
most dangerous type of this affair seems tobe
the result of a family feud existing fora long
term of years past, which has, from first to
last, cost many lives, and willonly close with
the death of all the parties concerned.
Rings, the wounded leader of the mob, has
three cousins and one brothei -in-law in the
outlaw gang whom he was attempting to
hang, and which will doubtless cost him his
life. He has since lSt>i been an officer in his
county, and has always enjoyed an excellent
reputation in his community as a fine officer
and law-abiding citizen..
