Inotice in jour issue of May Sth that

Dr. Carver is mentioned as the champion
wing shot of the world, and that in your
previous issue some, correspondent asks
whyIsign myself champion wing shot of
the world. Iwould inform that gentle-
man thatIhave held the championship of
America for twelve years, never having
been defeated during that time in a cham-
pionship match ;and Iam champion wing
shot of the world, as Iwon tbat title in
England in1575 and also in 1875*. When-
ever Iam defeated for the championship I
willwaive all claim to the title and will
not sign myself as champion.

Afew words with regard to my defeat
by Dr. Carver. He had been in England
for four years, in constant practice with a
light gun, whileIhad never shit a match
with a light gun untilImet him. Iwill
make a match with Dr. Carver, or any
man in the world, to shoot at one hundred
pigeons each, for $5,000, under any rues,
with the exception tnat where the rules
specify lightguns itshall be stricken out,
each man to use any gun he pleases, the
match otherwise to be strictly to rule.

As Dr. Carver is making capital out of
our clay pigeon matches, and has offered to
give any man in the world three yards ad-
vantage in rise,Iwouldsay to that gentle-
man : Ido not want the three yards ad-
vantage, but willshoot him the same num-
ber of matches on even terms, for from
$100 to SSOO a side each match ;each man
to shoot any gun of any weight he chooses,
one and one-quarter ounces of shot, he to
set traps for one-half the matches, and I
for the other half. Iwill shoot these
matches just as soon asIcomplete my en-
gagement with the Golden West Combina-
tion.
Iam ready to defend my titleas cham-

pion wing shot of the world at any time,
under the rules laid down to govern such
contests. Ihave all tbe champion medals
that have ever been shot for in the coun-
try, andIhave always been ready to shoot
under any rules ; but Imade a mistake
when Ichanged to a light gun. Dr.Carver
could not have won either of the matches
shot under English rules, on the score, for
had Ihave shot my 10 pound gun Iwould
have scored ninety or upward. Iwillsay,
however, that Dr.Carver is the best shotI
\u25a0ever met, and in allthe towns we visited
after we got started Ioffered to bet that he
could beat any man in the townten ineach
hundred, and shoot under the same condi-
tions we did. -yXiri

One wordinregard to my poor (cores in
our clay pigeon matches.

The experiment cf establishing a fish
hatchery is to be tried in Nevada county.
The place selected is Shebley's, near the
Greenhorn creek, which is also near l'.*ar
river, which latter is the line between
Nevada and Placer counties. The narrow-
gauge railroad runs right through the prop-
erty, and cf course convenient to the pro-
posed hatchery. The water there is pure
and clear, withno danger of deposits of
foreign and

'
hurtful substances in the

streams. The location is suitable on ac-
count of climate. There is rarely any snow
there, and never enough tobe troublesome.
We do not know that there can be any
objection, from any one within the limits
of Nevada county, to this addition to the
industrial resources of Nevada .county.
This hatchery (experiment as yet) willpay
especial attention to the fine trout native
to the brooks of tbis section. But after
awhile the cultivation of carp and other
fishes may be tried there. Of course each. kind of fish willbe given a separate pond.

SINGING IN THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Theodore Thomas indorses, in the June
Century, Wm. L Tomlin's views "On the
Training of Children's Voices." Mr. Tom-
linsays inpart :When the study of sing-
ing was first introduced into the publ'o
schools of Boston, the most Utopian antici-
pations were indulged in withregard tothe
degree and value of the musical culture
that would then become the acquisition of
every child.' Two advantages, inparticu-
lar, were counted upon :

'
That fluent sing-

ing by note would become common, and
that a foundation would be laid for a gen-
uine appreciation of good music. To some
extent these expectations have been real-
ized, Acertain very moderate knowledge
of musical notation has become geneial
among the younger people

—
not only of

that city but of almost all other cities
throughout the conntry, for into nearly all
of them music has been introduced. Even
this moderate facilityin reading music has
served as a means of enlarging the pupil's
practical acquaintance with musical litera-
ture, and to that extent the school instruc-
tion has done something to advance musi-
cal taste. But, on the other hand, it is
very far from the truth, that the ability
has become general to sing accurately by
note any but the, simplest music, even
among the more musical of the students in
these schools. It is equally doubtful
whether the wider dissemination of musi-
cal taste is to any considerable extent re-
lated to the public school instruction in
music. There is, however, a more serious
question which deserves to be considered.
Ie is, whether the exercise of singing as
commonly conducted in the public schools
is not positively harmful to the voice and
destructive to future ability to sing artisti-
cally. Briefly mentioned, the faults of
current icatiHct :on are these :Everything
is sacrificed to a knowledge ofmusical nota-
tion. The voice is developed only in re-
spect to power, and this, unfortunately,
in a way which must be entirely undone
whenever the study of artistic singing is
begun. Instead of soft, pleasant, express-
ive voices, one hears in school almost uni-
versally a hard, shouty tone, unsympa-
thetic and inexpressive. This tone is pio-
duced by an improper action of the throat
whicn absolutely prevents the production
of an emotional tone. In this way is
formed a bad habit whichmust be entirely
undone before an expression can be ac-
quired. Singing thus conducted is not
even a healthful exercise, for it engenders
vocal habits which react unfavorably upon
tho throat. Nor do the musical text-
books exhibit a real progrcssivenees toward
higher and nobler ideas. How far this is
the case willappear as soon as we compare
the singing-books with the ordinary school
readers. In the latter the child begins
witheasy words and very simple thoughts.
From this he is led to longer words, more
involved sentences and more mature ideas.
The progress does not stop short of Shakes-
peare and Milton. Instead of such a pro-
gressive course in music, the pupil is held
to the lower grade. Even where the diffi-
culties of musif-readinc are gradually in-
creased, the musical ideas are not corre-
spondingly raised. All of these short-
comings finally reduce themselves to two,
namely : Ignorance of or indifference to
the physiological relation between sing-
ing and the ; vocal organs ; and second,
apathy withregard to allkinds of musical
relations beyond the simplest and most ob-
vious. This state of things, which prevails
for the most part throughout the country,
is to be accounted for, or at least has been
influenced, by two or three circumstances.
The music teachers are chosen mainly for
their knowledge of notation and the sight*
reading of music.

"
They are .generally

earnest, practical teachers, with perhaps a
turn for music, but with no systematized
training in the physiology of jthe vocal or-
gans, and without practical acquaintance
with the jtechnic of vocal jculture. They
are precentor-like singers,' with loud, un-
sympathetic voices, and with a low grade
of musical ideas.
