
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
The Gold Ens Cake Aoai.v.—Aremark-

ably confused and apologetic statement is
made regarding the local recitals of the post-
ponement of the Gold Ran hydraulic mining
case in the Supreme Court. The purpose ap-
pears to be to obscure as much as po3cible the
public view and distract attention from the
unpopular act* of the counsel in seeking re-
peated postponements of the ease, and to ef-
fect this pur, !>y unbluthirgly charging
upon the KICOBDUnion that in it*insisting
upon a speedy hearing and its objections to
postponements by publishing the looal fact?,
it is opposing the interests of the valley.
The gu;ee is too thin to deceive. Ihe people
expected, and had a right to expect, that the
case wouldba heard at the May term, bat it
isBaid to have been put" over because of somevague understanding that \u25a0it con'd cot be
heard. Acting Chief Justice McKee was the
authority forthe statement to the reporters
that it was postponed until next fell at the
request of ons of the counsel for the people,
and that the Court had nothing to do what-
ever with the causes for it;bo representa-
tions were made to the Court concerning it,
or of an appeal by the minerp, and no such
appeal was put on the calendar. The min-
utes show that the case was displaced on
motion of one of the counsel for
the people, and a private cass
of his

substituted." A letter from Judge

Rhodes is published, showing that there had
been come talk of resetting the case, to be
heard in bank, but nothing came of it,he
says. The records do not *how that any
effort was made to reset it for bearing in
bank. The public expression is that no good
reason has been stated nor suggested for put-
ting off the hentiiip, which wi:ldelay a decis-
ionpossibly for a year. From tbe beginning
of this litigation tha people have urged a
epeady determination of \u25a0the issues in the
cade, and the lUcobd-Ukion his protested
against any unnecessary postponement?, and
willcontinue to expose all efforts in that lice.

Katen Judgment Affirmed.—A tel--
gram received at this office yesterday stated
that the Supreme Ccurt had affirmed the
judgment and order of the Superior Court
of this county in the case of Simon Eaten,
sentenced to death for the murder of Jamea
Laming. A motion willbe mads by the pris-
oner's counsel fora rehearing. The ground is
on an error in the instructions to the jury.
The hnuuage of the Penal Code is: "The
fact of the homicide by the defendant bein?
proved, the burden of proving circumstacc?
of mitigation or that justify or excuse if,de-
volves upon him, unless the proof on the
part of the prosecution 'teuda to show that
the crime committed amounts only to man-
slaughter or that it was justifiable orexcusa-
ble." The Judge added, "and this he may
prove by preponderance of evidence merely."
Counsel claims that there was evidence in-
troduced by the prosecution that tended to
show that the crimecommitted only amounted
to niacslaaghtsr, hence the words, "and this
he may prove by preponderance of evidence
mereiy," in the Judge'« construction, threw
the burden of proving his incoceoca upon tbo
defendant, something that is never required
of defendants in criminal case?, and that if,
between two degrees of crime there is a rea-
sonable doubt in the minds of the jury as to
which degree the defendant is guiltyof, they
must acquit cf tin higher.

THE MURDER OF MRS. TROI.

SalvAtor Arrested in Stockton, and
Charged with

"

Wife";Murder— A Report-
er's Interview "with the Accused.
Mrs. Marguerite Troi was shot and killed

in the doorway of her house, which is situ-
ated a few miles cast of the town of Gait, in
this county, on the jevening of February "2.

1882. At ths time, an Italian by the name
of Giovannie Lintini was charged with the
murder. Linti:.! fbd immediately after the
murder, and, though closely pursued for sev-
eral days by a posse of officer?, succeeded in
m»kir-g his escape*. As , time passed, and
nothing was heard from him,itwas concluded
that be had fled the State, and although a
large reward was offered tbe officers gave up
the search, end the affair was almost forgot-
ter. Lintini, it appear?, flad to Tulare
county, . and hired out as a shcepht-rdtr,

Iwhich.occupation he pursued for many
mouths. \u25a0....., It appears that * a few
week* \u25a0 ago he acted in a strange
and demented manner, *

and it* said to
hj.v-3 iufaraeii his employer that he was a
fugitive S from justice, havise murdered a
womin to S.»cr >mouto county some fifteen
months ago. His actions and language led
tHYpeople withwhom ho was living to think
he was insane, and he was arrested and taken
to the county Beat. The Sheriff of San Joa-
qoin county hearing of the arrest, and the
assertions made by Lintini, proceeded to
Tuiare county with the husband of the mur-
dered woman. Trot identified Lintini,and
charged him with the murder of his wife.
Lir.tiriiwas brought to this county, where he
is cow incarcerated in the county jail. Lin-
tini. when charged with the murder, stoutly
denied If,and asserted that the woman had
been murcerad by her husband.

During tha past week the District Attor-
ney has heard from various quarters that
thosa who liv: iin .the neighborhood where
the murder was committed believed this
statement of Lmtiui, acd were of the opin-
ion th=.t it was a case of wife^murdcr.
On Saturday last the District Attorney re-
c;ived a letter from Gait, ei^nsd by several
respoußible parties, who asserted that it wss
lo idle minor, but that positive evidence
could be produced which would prove that
the murder was not committed by Lintini,
and be being innocent of the horrible crimp,
they did rot wish to see him punished.
Sheriff EatiU, on receiving this information,
immediately took the matter in hand, and
after a short investigation a complaint was
sworn to by S. K. Wreston charging. Troi
with the murder of his wife, ar.d ufon this
complaint Justice Tubbs issued a warrant for
Trci'd arrest. Hearing that Troi was in
Stockton. Deputy Sheriff Lee left on the
first train for that place, arrested Troi,
brought him to this city on the 2:10 p. m.
tiain yesterday and lodged him inthe County
Jail.

In view of the fact that the accused has not
a; yet had hid hearing, it is not advisable to
m&ke public the newly-developed facts inthe
case. Suffice it to say that there are re-
sponsible eye-witnesses who willswear to the
cuilt of Troi and the innocence of Lintini.
Those who assert their belief in the guilt of
the husband of the murdered woman, explain
the flight of I.intiti, who speaks: but little
English, by saying that he had a fight with
Troion the day the murder was committed,
and that Troi had threatened to have him
arrested. That when he was eluding the ofii-
carp, he was doing so under the belief that
they were endeavoring to arrest him for a
breach of tha peace, and that he was not
awar9 of. the murder of Mrs. Iroi. It is
stated that a party who witnessed the homi-
cide, and who in the past has kept silent,
now comes forward and accuses the husband
of committing the horrible crime, inorder to
prevent an innocent man from being pun-
ished for a crime he didnot commit.

Shortly after Troi had been lodged in the
county jailyesterday a representative of the
Kecckd-Umon visited him.

Salvator Troi is a native of Switzerland,
04 years of age, short and stout, very dark
complexion, black hair, and not at allunpre-
possessing in appearance. When informed
by the reporter of the object of bis mission,
he seemed very willing to make a statement,
and related all the incidents that transpired
on tbe day of the murder of bis wife in a
straightforward manner, describing all the
conversation between himself, hid wife and
Lintini, aid his statement throughout was
complete to the minutest details. Tha fol-
lowing v a brief synopsis of th9interview,
which does not materially differ from tho ev-
idence given by him at the first examination :

"On February 22,1882, Lintiniwent to
Gait and came to my house about 4 o'clock in
the afternoon of that day. Iwas very tired
and suffered withrheumatism, and after get-
lit-.' the cows acd milking them, Itook my
pipe &nd told my womanIwouldgo on the
poreb and smoke. Isat down abnut ton feet
from tbe door, sp<l pretty soon my wife told
ma that John lir'Sv.n was comicg in a wagon
with another man, a tihsep man c&ilad Pete.
Iwent out r.ria sat down on a eaog-plow, and
Jobs drove up ami stopped, andsMd, 'HelloI'
and Isaid, 'Hello !' He got down from the
wagon and began to talk, and Isaic",

'
That's

all right.' He etXd, 'Iwant to know what
you mean byall ri^ht,"and Isaid,

'
Nothing.'

John then said, 'No !by ,Iwant
to know what you mean by all right.' Itold
him,

'
Nothing.' Ho than aske.i roe where

is littlegirl was thatIbad been keeping for
him for some time, andItoldhim she tos in
the house. He then caught me by the coat
and struck me, and when Itold him to
stop, that Idid not want any trouble
with him, be struck me again. My
woman then came from tbe bouse and Asked
Pete whyhe did not hold up, and told him
Iwas sick with rheumatism. Fete then
caught John by shoulders and heldhim,and
Ipulled pnd broke loose from John, and he
got ic to the wagGn and started far home. Pete
stayed a few minutes, acd asked me to dohim
the fay. rto net have John arrested. Itold
himIwouldnot, as Ihad no money to throw
away, cud ha and my wifa went into the
h;us<>. After it was dark my woman sai1
there was no water. Of course Ifelt bad,
but told her to give me the bucket and I
wouldgo and gjt the water. She said Ifelt
tired and she wouldgo. Ihad John's little
girl between myknees and was smoking. My
woman went to tbe door and was ju3t going
out, but sprang back and said, 'There comes
John Lintiniwith a gun.' Ijumped up and
went to the door and saw John, and said,'
What do you do, John V Then my woman

went to the door again, and stood with one
foot inside, and said, Who do you want,
John ?' and then he phot her in the breast,
and she cried out.

What for did youkillme,

Barbary ?' She did not fall down, aud I
sited her if she was very much Lurr, and she

said, 'No, not much.' Ithen ran out and
followed Jehu," butIheard the child cry so
loudthatIrun back to see what was the mat-
ter, andIfound ay wife colddead. Then I
called Mr.White and alady, and they helped
me to carry my wife into the house."' Troi
suppoo.'.a that Lintini intended tokillhim in-
stead of Mrs. Troi, and said: "John did
tho (booties; with his own gun,

-
and did it

after ha hod the row withme."
He says he was married eight years ago in

Stockton. After he was married he sent for
his Eiater-in-law to come to this country, and
five years csro she was

-
married to Lintini.

6 >on m" ter their marriage Lmtinicommenced
abusing his wife, and nt last she could stand
itno longer and left him and made her homo
withher sister. Mrs. Trci. From that tima
he claims that L!ctini, who blamed Tioiand
hi* wife for his domestic trouble, harbored ill-
feeling toward them, which culminated in
the murder of Mrs. Troi, as above stated.
The childspoken of belonged to Linlini,and
died a few months since. Troi owes .% ranch
of eighty acres, and at the time of hU arrest
in Stocktoa was engaged in psddling veg-
etable*.
