IMMIGRATIONSAND NARROW PREJUDICE.

As has already been stated, the Central
Pacific Railroad Company has entered
\u25a0upon a !¥Btenuitic encouragement of immi-
gration to this State. Heretofore this im-

portant subject baa been greatly neglected,
and the iffurts put forth to induce the set-

titm'-nt of the country have been misdi-
rected. We have shown ia previous arti-
cles how California has suffered positive in-
jury by the untoward zeal of some of our
people in praising the Slate aiidits advan-
tages', until anticipation has been raised to• point impossible cf realization. Now,
howovir, we hava awakened to the truth
itat we are our own worst enemies when
-wo deceive, however unintentionally, the

'- HMoming settler. Wo have now become
convinced that men desirable as ci"#-£-cs
are cot to bo drawn to us by rose colored
pictures, far.jjful sketches of our natural
winders, or romantic ideas of the possibili-
ties of oar soilr.ud climate. Out of these
00»viotieiM have p.rken the immigration
agencies nowat work for the peopling and
developing of the State, »nd the chief of
these agencies is being administered by the
corporation referred to. Ithas the ability,
the facilities, ind'the self.interest so neceg-

.«ary to the wink. Inthe rapid and sub-
stantial fettlingup of tho State it finds its
own gain by increased volume of merchan-
dise transportation, augmented paesenger
carriage and the sale of lands, both its own
and those whose products willmake busi-
ness for the road, and increase the general
wealth and prosperity of the State. It
would appear to the fair-minded that no
human being could be found so insufferably
;silly and short- lighted as to raise the
slightest objection to so competent an

ia.jency employing itself at its own cost in
,» wprk of such deep interest to all the
people of Ciliforni?. But a San Francisco
sheet has had the bad taste to.exhibit its
owa folly,Ehallotrnesß and debased preju-
dioiby sneering at the labors no*.v being
directed toward inducing desirable immi-
gration. Itassumes thai the aims of the
company in this regaid are whollyselfish,
and that it simply desires to workoff at a
round price soroe of its valueless laada
upon unsophisticated purchasers. This
atutseless end baseless innuendo is scarcely

.deserving of notioe. Itmight wall be ad-
nutted, \ra presume, by tho land agency
of the company, that i' is the desire of the

\u25a0company tosell offallitalands. Certainly
it has never shown a disposition to hold
tbem. Itwould teem that any ordinary
int«lligecc3 could comprehend that it v to

ths benefit of the State thst the lacds
should be Bold. Bat we have been induced,

-not': by the sneer, but by natural ;curios-
ity,to icqutra into the facie, and we find
that the Immigration Agents sent out are
not only not confined in their solicits lion

Ito those who willsettle on railroad lands,

but actually make that an entirely sub-
ordinate -.matter. In

to railroad lands, gives, by his settlement,

ing no distinction as to ownership of lands.
Its agent inChicago, for instance, has plats
of thousands of acres of private lands that
are for sale, and has not as yet received a
single plat-, map or description of railroad
lands. Before an agent waa sent anywhere,
i;is learned, allpeople hearing orknowing
of desirable lands were invited to Bend in
plats and terms, and large number3*aid so,

and they are used at the agencies as freely
as are plats of railroad lands. The agencies
of the company are under the moat posi-
tive instructions to present only the estab-
li3l-.ed truth concerning the State, and to

direc*:settlers to the sections beat suited to

their desires, and to inform them thor-
oughly and impartially as to allkinds and
classes of lands, irrespective of ownership.
Thus the Chicago agency is now about to

receive from the San Diego county Saper-
vkors new elaborate maps and plata, and
copious information regarding lands, pro-
ducts, climate, etc., in San Diego, where
the railroad company has not an acre to
offer for sale. Information regarding the
State ia drawn from all the counties, ana
the effort is to present tho whole State to
the intending immigrant, to give himreli-
able information aa to overy section and
product, and to optu tohis inspection every

acre of i.-nd, irrespective of who are its
owners, the one single purpose beiDg to
people the State with a desirable class, that
it may be populated rapidly, its resources

developed and its highest possibilities
wrought oat. And against such a praise-
worth ecbeme a San Francisco paper turns
up its tip-tilted nose.

MORE WHISKY TROUBLE.

The whisky people are in trouble again.
We explained some time ago in detail, how

the danger threatening capital locked up
in surplus whisky was averted by ship-
ment of the l'quor out of bond to Ber-
muda and its return to bond again, with a

ne
-
.r lease of bonded life gained by the im-

portation. Itnow develops that this very
method of avoiding trouble has awakened
now f.ars. Section 2500 of the United
States revised statutes reads :

Upao the rtimpoitatian of \u25a0 articles ones ex-
ported, of the growth, product, or manufacture of
the United StatM, upon which nointernil revenue
tax hag been assessed or p*id,orupon which such
tax has been i>aid and refunded by jiilo-vance or
drawback, there fcball he levied, collected, and paid
a duty equal to the tax imposed by the internal
revalue laws upon scch articles.

This was the l»wnnder which the pro-
ducers and owners of whisky were saved
from the ruin that must have followed,
had the liqnor on the expiration of the
originalbonded period been thrown up -
au already overloaded market. Tho c *

tion wonId seem to be unambiguous it
gave sufficient faith to owctrs inbond to

induce them to export the liquor and im.
mediately return it,and n>iliioca in value
thaa wect Bailing ont upon the ocean, and
immediately came "homeward bound. But
wJik this waa being done some mecidle-
s ).ne person entered upon a search of the
law, and unearthed this Section (3330) :

Every person who intentionally relandu within
the jurisdiction of the United States any distilled
spirits which hare been shipped for exportation
under the provisions of this Act, or who receives
such relaitded spirits, and every person who aids or
abets in such renDdlafl; or recei\ ins of such spirits,
thiMbe fined not exceeding tT>,OrO and imprisoned
rot more than three years; and all distilled spirits
torelanded, together with the Vessel from which
the same were reianded within the jurisdiction of
the Doited States, and all boat?, vehicles, horses or
other animals used inrelanding and rt moving such
dUsilled spirits, shall be forfeited to the United
States.

This wse enough to knock the breath out
of all the spirit investors in the couutry.
It applied literallythe law would fi*pen-
alties up into the "hundred* of thousands,
for some shippers have handled twenty or
thirty cargoes. The matter is now before
the Secretary of the TreaEury, but itis
nut likely that it willbe held to apply to
open imports. It evidently is intended

that are ma'2e without

payment of the duty specified in Section
2500 :clandestine relandiag without actual
transportation to, and entry at a foreign
port. Itwas unquestionably intended to
prevent shipments »s if for export, where
the t;ue intent is to go only out of sight
of land, and then retain and reland the
liquor, in order to avoid payment cf the
tax.

CANADIAN RULERS.

The Dominion is tohave a new Governor-
General, the Marquis of Lome retiring in
the coming fall. Lorno was appointed and
took office late in the year IS7S. He has
been a fairly£Ood Governor, but i;was his
misfortnao tobe the husband of a Princees
of the blood royal. Besides, he succeeded
Dufferic, who was an able administrator,
and thus he was thrown into embirassiag
contrast with a shrewd politician and a
statesman. Bat Lome, if ha has done
nothing great, has dons nothing of ccrioa3
wroc?. Ha has impressed the people with
a sense of his affability, jitsiioa and kind
ness of heart, and his devotion to the best
interests of the country. He has done
much for the industries^ the country,
has promoted very acti-By trans-conti-
nental railroad buiidmg.taaßestablished cor-
dial relations with our cjm Government!
and bound the Canadians by stronger ties
toEngland. The Marquis of Lacsdowne,
who is to succeed him, is the Kerry land-.
lord who was so bitterly spoken of as op-
pressive to his tenants. .He was a vigor-
ous opponent of the land bill,and antago-
nized most of the measures of the Liberal
party. The Irish in the Canadas willnot
receive him withenthusiasm. Yet he pos-
sesses qualities that are essential in a good
Governor. He is firm, strong of convic-
tion, wellversed inthe laws, a thoroughly
wellread msn, tiie friendof industrial pro-
gress, and a far-seeing politician.

RAILROAD COMMIcEIOHS.

Ihe Surjcct of Passenger and Freight
Bates.

At the meeting of the Railroad Com-
missioners, sitting at San Francisco, Mr.
Foote offered the followingresolution :

WniREAS, The present Board of Railroad Com-
missioners have no<v been in office for nearly five
mouths, and daring that time hivemade no regula-
tion reducing cither freights or fares, cr for the pre-
vention of extor ions and ditcrirninatimis ujion the
part of any of the transportation companies if this
KU'e; MMv.-IK-rciS, >n the iifrh day of February,
A. D. Is-.'!.a substitute for resolutions Nos. 2 aid
S rajpassed by » majority of the Board, the pur-
i^rt <J which subsiitute \va3 that investuat'on
should precede action by this Board ;and whereae,
this Board has DOW investigated tho subject of fares
and freights upon certain lines of railroad in this
State, Lbe result < iwhich investigation nan been to
demonstrate that l.rcjand freights upon E»id roads
ore too hiifh, and that discriminations and extor-
tions have ban und are now luring practiced which
arc prohibited by the Constitution and should no
longer be tolerated ;therefore, be it *

ll'tolved, First—That the judgment of this Board
is thai upon the Central and Southern Pacific Rail-
roads and their leased linen the maximum late for
passenger fares should not in any case exceed the
sum of three cents per mile, !ini where sad rates
are now equal to orkss than said sum per mile they
should remain &s they now are. Second— That the
present charges upon said lii.es of railroad above
mentioned should be reduced at least '20 per csnt.
from the freightrates in force on said roads on the
firstday of January, A. I). 18S3. Third—That all
discriminations whicii are now practiced ought at
once to be forbidde^ Fourth—lhat this Board pro-
ceed immediately to revise the tariff of freights and
fares upon the said lines of roal, and serve copies
of said revised schedules upon the corporations af-
fected thereby, bo that all of said conUmpMed re-
ductions may go into operation on or before the
first da} of July,A.D.18S3.

Mr.Foots said he wanted a uniform rate
of tare to break up tho discriminations
caused by competitive points, and to en-
force the sale of second-class tickets on
roads not selling them. Ha referred tc the
statement of Charles Crocker that the
Southern Pacific contemplated a reduction,
but that crop prospects had postponed it.
The Board, from its recent trip, has found
that the crop would be larger than since
ISSO, and the reduction ought to be made.
The redactions, if found unequal, could be
adjusted when complaints came in.
Schedules could bo made from the resolu-
tion, and ifadopted ho would undertake
to make them. The reduction would make
little difference with the inc»me of the
company.

Mr. Humphreys stated that he believed
the time had come to do something about
freights and fares, and that a material re-
duction ought to be made liewas en-
gaged on a schedule, and would present
itin a few days. Until then he desired
delay.

Mr.Foots argued that a basis was neces-
sary to proceed on. No one could make a
schedule without adopting a basis. .

Mr. Humphreys said his idea was that
the Board should consider the difficulties
of transportation in rising fares and
freights. \u25a0

Mr. l-V.olo said that allallowances could
bo made, even if a basis was first adopted.
He wanted some action taken before the
railroad commenced to collect tariff on
the present crop ia the San Joaquin valley.

Mr. Carpenter said that the Board was
proceeding under a resolution adopted
some month* ago.

'
That was to take testi-

mony, and having become satisfied that
rates ought to be reduced, then go to work
and fixup a schedule. The resolution cow
presented contemplated a different course.
Itproposed a reduction of 20 per cent.,
right or v rong, in freights, and to 3 cents
per mile in fairs. He thought the better
way was for the membcra to take the
printed schedules, go through them and fix
the rate between stations. He did not
think a uniform rate of fare of 3 cents was
right. Evan ifthe resolution was adopted,
the Board would ultimately be obliged to
come back to ihs schedule plan. Ho
doubted if the Board could fix fares anil
freights by resolution. At any rate he was
opposed to uniform redaction, but was in
favor of a material reduction on the pres-
ent rate. He did not propose to be hur-
ried inmaking this reduction, and would
resist all attempts to drive him into any
position he could not justly occupy. He
believed resolutions bad no place in this

1Commission. Nothing could be accom-
plished by them. He refused to vote for
this one because itdeparted from the mode
prescribed, and because it was idle and im-
practicable.

Mr. Foote did not claim that the resolu-
tion was intended to fix rates. It was de-
signed to form

-
a basis for making out

iihedules.
Mr. Carpenter

—
Well, Ihave indicated

thatIwillnot vote for a uniform reduc-
tionat all.

Mr. Foote—Very well, Iunderstand
yon;but this plan eccma to ma to be the
only intelligent method of getting at the
matter. This was the plan adopted, or
proposed to be adopted, by oar predeces-
sors. .:. Mr.Carpenter said the resolution was
inconsequential and merely repeated prom-
ises which:ail the members of the Board
bad made time and again. He referred to
the fact that notwithstanding the former
Board bad passed resolutions 'no schedule
had ever been made.

'

Mr. Humphreys said the schedule he
was preparing . contemplated reductions
heavier on some parts of the Central Pa-
cific than others, but it did not effect a
uniform reduction.

Mr. Carpenter again said he would not
vote for the resolution. |jHe wanted to go
to work and prepare schedules and present
toem for adoption.' ,A uniform reduction
was unjust, and he was not afraid to take
the responsibility of opposing it. He pro-
posed to do bis uuty as a sworn officer of
the people.

"
Iam," he said, "as deaf as

an adder and as blind as a bat to allthat
it calculated to detir me from|an upright
and firm course inthis Commission. • Here
Iam not the a^ent of a party, but an of-
ficer of the people, sworn to do my duty,
whichIshall do without fear or favor." s
:He said he could not vote for as low a
rate from Auburn to Truckee as from Sac-
ramento to

'
San ;Francisco ;he could not

vote for as low a rate across Tehachepi as
from Sin •Francisco _to San Jose, and he
wouldnot. Under no circumstances, there-
fore, wouldhe vote for a uniform rate. He
concluded by moving to lay the resolution
on the table. ['. :..
