Yesterday was generally given up In this
city to tie observance of the occasion—Me-
morialDay. No Courts were insession, many
shops inth3city were closed, the banks did
not pp:n, the Fcstoffice and the express office
kept Sunday Loam, and many cf the princi-
pal Luiinera houses put up shutters in the
tfiarscor, while a few kept closed doors all
d>y. The day was delightful for the occa-
sion, and made invigorating by a cool breeze
from the south. The city wore a half holiday,
yet rtfkctive appearance ;flags were dis-
played at half-mast from almost every flag-
staff, while some private houses on the line
of the procession were draped in national
mourning. '

Duricg the forenoon a detail from Snmner
Poet visited New Htlvatia and St. Joseph's
Cemeteries, and strewed flowers
