Atthat
place there are now some 200 miners, mostly
Americans, who have but faw animals, and
among them your special correzpondent, who
aniled on the Rambler, Messrs, Watts snd
Mariot have started to explore the read in-
land tor water, pasturage, etc. So far only a
few Indians have come iato the camp, all of
whom have gold, They report the mines
twenty to twenty-three leagues inland, in a
portheast direction. Trinidad Bay, or Ea-
cinal, lies some 100 milss north of Malege,
No American miners have yet been up to the
mices, A letter to a prominent commercial
heuse kere, from Mulege, says: ‘‘A number
who left bere for the placers have returned
for want of water., One packer, who went
up with mules, returned without thém, and
raports them dead for want of water. There
is gold there, but do not come until the rainy
season.” Only one of the vessels which left
here with merchandise—the Perriola—has
diseharged her cargo at Trinidad. The bal-
ance have gore up the coast north of there,
perhaps to Los Angalesbay. Captain Guiterez
brought over some eighteen ouncces of conr=e
gold, which he purchssed of an Indian wio
had come aboard his vessel at Trinidad, and
a Mr, Williams has aléo somse twenty-twe
ouncas, purchased in Mnuleze, Reports of
the first location of the placers conflict, some
placing them beyond San Gertrudis, and some
this side cf that place.

JAPAN,

Further consideration of the new press
regnlations, which had only just been pub-
lished at date of our last issue, impresses
etill more upon the micds of the public
their excessive severity, and tho great fear
that some, at least, of the members of the
Government have of any disinterested criti-
cism of their action. Several nowspapers
in Tokio have already annsunced their in-
tention of suspending publication,

Geueral Foote, the newly-appointed
United States Minister to Corea, has left
for his post,

Attention has been called in the publie
press, both native and foreign, to the treat-
ment of the Fukushima prisoners, who
were at last released, as there was rot any
evidence against them,

The steamship Carnarvonshire, from this
to Kobe, was stranded near Os-sima on
the 20th ultimo, and has since become a
total wreck.

The import market shows some improve-
ment since our last. In silk business has
been but small. Our new teas have made
their appearance, and altogether npward
of 5,000 piculs have been settled at prices
considerably lower than those ruling last
year.

The railrcad between Tokio and Kuma-
gai will be opened on the 1st of July next.
This adds a few more miles to Japan’s lilli-
putian railway system.

The frauds on the Mitsui Bank amount
to over $20,000.
